Some of them would have
gotten  away, deep in their
holes,” he said. “So we knew it
was not predation that killed
them: That brought thoughts ot
disease and, ot course, (bubonic)
plaguc

Bubonic plague, a highly con-
tagious discase that killea one-
third of the population ot Europe
in the middle ages, is rarely seen
in the world todav. Occasional
outbreaks have been reported in
prairic dog towns, including one
near Pampa severaryears ago.

“We dug through the burrows
and tound some tleas which
we have sent off tor testing,”

The results aren’t a surprise to drug
experts: Many of the medicines were

more to women than to
men, induding two once willly pop-
ular weight-loss medicines, ux
and Pondimin. And while others

"The FC A requires that all new medi-
dnes be examined for risks to women,
said FDA chief Dr. Robert Temple.
But many of the drugs GAO dited were
sold re the FDA enacted that

i — and others harmed
women because they swal-
lowed more of them than men did.

More important is the recent dis-
covery that women seem more vul-
nerable to a of i heart-
beat called “torsades de pointes,” a
risk from numerous drugs including
four of those GAO cited.

“But you find plenty Of torsades in
men and women,” stressed Temple,
sag'ing the FDA is investigating
whether drugs with that side effect
have enough benefit to warrant the
risk. “Drugs that do that really need
a special reason for existing.”

SAN ANTONIO (AP) — Asthma suffer-
ers appear to be unusually prone to heart
disease, a study found, oﬁ};ring new clues
about the hazards of lingering inflamma-
tion.

Other research has linked asthma with
heart trouble, but those studies did not
clearly distinguish the effect of smoking,
which contributes to both asthma and car-
diovascular disease.

In the new study, doctors from the
Kaiser Permanente health plan found that
even nonsmokers have a clearly elevated
risk of heart disease. It appears to be at
least one-third higher than the risk in peo-
ple without asthma.

The reason for this is unclear. The
researchers speculate that asthmatics’
chronic lung inflammation might damage
their arteries over time. However, they
said it is also possible that medicines used
to treat asthma have ill effects on the
heart.

AIDS vaccine shows promise in monkey experiments

WASHINGTON (AP) — A
study showing that inoculated
monkeys stayed healthy despite
exposure to a high dose of an
AIDS virus gives new evidence
that AIDS can be controlled by a
vaccine, researchers say.

Researchers writing in the
journal Science said the new vac-
cine uses a one-two-three punch
to develop an immune system
protection = against the AIDS
virus.

Harriet L. Robinson, senior
author of the study, said two
shots of a DNA vaccine are used
to prime the immune system to
resist the virus, and a final shot
with a modified pox virus boosts
the protection.

The first two shots use a vac-
cine containing the DNA for
three proteins like those found in
the AIDS virus. These proteins
help the immune system remem-
ber the proteins and to attack
them if they are detected later,
said Robinson, a researcher at the
Emory University Vaccine Center
and the Yerkes Regional Primate
Research Center in Atlanta.

She said the booster shot uses a

modified smallpox vaccine with
the three HIV proteins added.
This intensifies the immune sys-
tem’s response against the AIDS
virus proteins.

“Our results show that we can
E;otect monkeys against an HIV-

e virus using an immuniza-
tion scheme that is practical for
use in people,” said Robinson.
She added, however, that the
vaccine has not been tested for
use in people already infected
with HIV, the virus that causes
AIDS. ,

Dr. Anthony S. Fauci, head of
the National Institute of Allergy
and Infectious Diseases, said the
study “provides some of the best
evidence to date that a preven-
tive HIV vaccine may protect
against AIDS.”

“Although the vaccine did not

revent infection, it continues to

eep the virus at nearly unde-
tectable levels for at least several
months,” he said. “We do not
know yet . this vaccine will
work in humans, but plans for
the necessary clinical studies are
under way.” )

Researchers: Autumn babies live Iongé‘r'

WASHINGTON (AP) — Being

- born in the fall may extend a per-

son’s lifespan by a few months.

A study appearing Tuesday in
the Proceedings of the National
Academy of Sciences linked the
birth months of more than a mil-
lion people who died in Denmark
and Austria after the age of 50. It
then looked for a similar pattern in
Australia.

The study found that adults who
were born in Austria between
Octgber and December lived about
.6 years longer than those born in
the spring, April to June.

In Denmark, those born in the
fall lived about .3 years longer than
did people born in the spring, the
study found.

The authors, Gabriele
Doblhammer and James W. Vaupel
of Max Planck Institute in Rostock,
Germany, also checked the pattern
of birth month and lifespan in
Australia and found “a mirror
image reversal of that in the
Northern Hemisphere.”

“The mean age of death of
people born in Australia in the
second quarter of the year is
78,” the authors said. “Those
born in the fourth quarter die at
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a mean age of 77.65.”

The authors said the difference
may be related to nutrition during
Eregnancy. More fruits and vegeta-

les are available during the sum-
mer and fall months than during
the winter and spring months, the
authors said.

This means that a woman preg-
nant during the summer and fall
could have a better food selection
and their babies would be larger
and healthier.

Since the seasons in Australia, in
the southern hemusphere, are the
opposite of the seasons in Europe,
this would explain why the
Australian pattern is a mirror
image of the Austrian and Danish
patterns, the researchers said.
Fresh fruits and vegetables are
more readily available in Australia
during the first half of the year,
which are the summer and fall
months south of the equator.

Doblhammer and Vaupel noted
that there are many studies show-
ing that nutrition of a woman dur-
ing pregnancy can affect the health
of her baby for its lifetime.

The new vaccine‘is different
from traditional vaccines used in
the past.

The procedure being used’

gives “a much more effective
immunization than with the pox
virus alone or by the DNA
alone,” Robinson said. “The
DNA vaccine has the ability to
prompt a-very focused response.”

In the study, 24 monkeys were
inoculated with varying doses of
the new vaccine. Four other mon-
keys received only placebo.
Seven months later, all the mon-

keys were exposed to lethal doses
of a virus that mimics HIV.

The HIV-mimic virus is used
because monkeys cannot be
lethally infected by HIV itself.
The mimic is constructed from
both HIV and SIV, a virus that
causes AIDS in monkeys, and is
widely accepted as a simian
model for HIV.

All four of the control monkeys
developed AIDS and were dead
within 28 weeks. All the vaccinat-
ed monkeys became infected
with the virus, but their immune
systems, prompted by the vac-
cine, were able to control the
virus and the animals did not
become sick.

Robinson said one vaccinated
monkey, which received a low

dose of the vaccine, has an elevat-
ed level of virus and could
become sicker. But all the rest
“are very, very well,” she said.

Dr. Bernard Moss of the NIAID,
a co-author and developer the
pox virus part of the vaccine sys-
tem, said the seven months
between vaccination and infec-
tion was significant.

“A real vaccine has to provide
long-term protection,” he said. In
earlier vaccine studies, the ani-
mals often were exposed to virus
within weeks of their shots.

Also, said Moss, the monkeys
were exposed to virus loads hun-
dreds of times higher than the
typical human exposure to HIV.
This proves that the vaccine has a
very powerful effect.

Study suggests moderate exercise
bettern than hard-core workouts

SAN FRANCISCO (AP)
Couch potatoes rejoice: a new study
suggests moderately paced, sus-
tained activities promote weight
loss more effectively than brief,
high-intensity health club workouts
based on the “no pain, no gain”
mantra.

Walking, bicycling, even climb-
ing stairs during TV commercials
can contribute to weight loss if per-
formed consistently, the researchers
said. The activities can be as simple
as parking at the far end of the mall
and walking the long route to the
store.

“Other scientists said the finding is
encouraging news for people who
want to lose weight, but are intimi-
dated by the effort, commitment

and expense often required at gyms
and workouts oormcted by per-

sonal trainers.

“It's taking the couch etﬁ):\ato and
getting them to do something,” said
Ross Andersen, associate professor
of medicine at Johns Hopkins
University, who has conducted
similar research but did not partici-
pate in this study. “This is a way for
people to accumulate activity for all
days of the week.”

The study published in a recent
issue of the journal Nature shows
the best way to boost metabolic
rates is through moderate exercise

Klaas Westerterp of Maastricht
University, The Netherlands, mea-
sured the activity levels of 14
women and 16 men during the
two-week study. All were healthy,
non-obese participants ages 22-32.

In the study, Westerterp mea-
sured the amount of energy
expended by using a device that
records movement, reviewing
activities recorded in participants’
diaries and analyzing urine sam-
ples collected from ingested energy-
measuring isotopes.

He found the time distributed
between low and moderate intensi-
ty activities is ultimately what
determined how many calories

were burned. The metabolic
responses to moderate exercise sug-

gest it's physiologically beneficial,
researchers said. ‘

“All these little movements, they
add up,” Westerterp said.

The research is similar to findings
reported by Andrea Dunn, an exer-
cise psychologist from the Cooper
Institute in Dallas.

“We keep trying in our studies to
have people think of things they
really enjoy doing. It doesn’t have
to be a chore,” Dunn said.

For obese people, it’s often easier
to maintain daily routines such as
taking the stairs or short walks than
sweating during high-intensity
workouts at the gym. Those moder-
ate-intensity routines result in keep-
ing pounds off because they're eas-
ier to maintain.

Though experts caution there’s
no replacement for watching food
intake and engaging in vigorous
activity, most agree any exercise is
better than none for helping reduce
the risk of heart disease and dia-
betes.

“Anything you do is fine. If it's
low intensity. do it more freapently,
but move around,” said Pr. Gerald
Fletcher, physical cardiologist at the
Ma inic in Jacksonville, Fla.,
and a spokesman for the American
Heart Association. “Don’t drive
your car around the block — get out
and do something. It’s less expen-
sive than having to take pills after
you have a heart attack.” .

After dominating the AL West
for three weeks, the Seattle
Mariners are streaking into a cou-
ple of playoff rematches.

Aaron Sele pitched six scoreless
innings as the Mariners extended
the best start in franchise history
by beating the Anaheim Angels 5-
0 Sunday for their eighth win in
nine games.

After going 15-4 to open the sea-
son against their AL West rivals,
the Mariners head East to face the
New York Yankees and Chicago
White Sox — the teams they
played in last year’s playoffs.

“We're pleased with how we've
started the season, but it won’t be
getting any easier,” manager Lou
Piniella said.

R.E.M. guitarist
bailed in alleged
‘air rage’ assault

LONDON (AP) — REEM. gui-
tarist Peter Buck was cleared to
tour after appearing in court
Monday to answer charges of
allegedly assaulting two crew
members on an overnight flight
from Seattle to London.

Buck, 44, who was arrested
Saturday after arriving on a
British Airways flight, was
released on $44,000 bond pending
a further court appearance on
June 18.

Buck, who lives in Seattle, was

Missionarys’ plane
-shot down in Peru

CIA surveillance reported
aircraft possible drug plane

WASHINGTON (AP) — A Peruvian jet shot down a plane canz‘mg
American missionaries just one hour after being notified by a CIA-
operated surveillance plane that it might be a flight ferrying illegal
drugs, a U.S. intelligence official said Sunday.

The American members of the crew of the U.S. surveillance plane,
which included a military officer from Peru, sought to slow down the
process that led to the deaths of two Americans on Friday, said this
official, who spoke only on condition of anonymity. ‘

After almost two days of conflicting information, the United States
sought Sunday to portray its drug surveillance role as advisory in
nature.

The U.S. aircraft is owned by the Defense Department but was
operated by the Central Intelligence Agency, a second U.S. official
said. This official, who also spoke on condition of anonymity, said it
appeared that the Peruvian authorities moved too quickly to attack
the plane carrying the American missionaries. As a, result, all such
surveillance flights have been suspended, he said.

In Quebec for a hemispheric summit that included Peru, President
Bush pledged to find out what went wrong, but said the role of the
U,S. surveillance plane was “simply to pass on information” about
aircraft suspected of carrying drugs.

“Qur government is involved with helping, and a variety of agen-
cies are involved with helping, our friends in South America identify
airplanes that might be carrying illegal drugs,” Bush said at a news
conference closing out the Summit of the Americas. “These opera-
tions have been going on for quite a while.”

Specifically, the American role is to spot planes’ tail numbers and
identify aircraft that fail to file flight plans, Bush said.

The surveillance flights, he said, have been suspended “until we
get to the bottom of the situation, to fully understand all the facts, to
understand what went wrong in this terrible tragedy.”

The U.S. official said the crew of the plane included a civilian pilot,
co-pilot and systems operator who work under contract for the CIA.
Also on board was a Peruvian air force officer who was responsible
for coordinating with Peruvian authorities on the ground.

The U.S. intelligence official said the three CIA employees aboard
the Cessna Citation jet were not involved in the decision to shoot
down the plane carrying American missionaries. This official said the
CIA employees believed the Peruvian air force officer, once he was
unable to contact the other plane’s pilot on three different radio fre-

uencies, moved too quickly through the established procedures for
etermining what action to take against the suspect plane.

The official offered the following description of the incident: The
CIA plane notified its base at 9:43 a.m. local time Friday of the radar
sighting of an aircraft that crossed three to four miles into Brazil. A
second sighting was called in 12 minutes later as the unidentified
plane crossed back into Peruvian air space.

The CIA crew asked the Peruvian officer to determine whether the
aircraft was on an approved flight plan. The Peruvian officer could
not locate a flight plan for a plane in that area.

The Peruvian government said the plane entered Peruvian air
space from Brazil without filing a flight plan and that it was fired on
after the pilot failed to respond to “international procedures of iden-
tification and interception.”

Mario Justo, chief of the airport in Iquitos, the destination, said the
plane did not have a flight plan when it set out from Islandia, next to
Brazil’s border, Friday morning. But one was established when the
pilot made radio contact with the airport control tower in Iquitos, he
said.

The Peruvian air force officer then decided to launch an interceptor
aircraft to determine the airplane’s identity and intentions. The U.S.
official said it was unclear whether warning shots were fired by the
interceptor aircraft — a Peruvian A-37 — or whether the missionary

aircraft saw them.

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At approximately 10:43 a.m., “despite serious concerns raised by
the US. crew,” a shootdown was authorized by Peruvian air force
authorities, the official said. The U.S. crew was concerned the nature
of the suspect plane hadn’t been determined, the official said.

The Peruvian officer aboard the CIA plane requested permission
from his superiors on the ground to authorize the Peruvian inter-
ceptor jet to fire upon the suspect aircraft in order to disable it, the
U.S. official said.

At this point “the U.S. crew voiced objections” and asked that the
interceptor jet’s pilot fly alongside the suspect aircraft and get its
tail number. The number was obtained but apparently was not
called back to the Peruvian air force operations center on the
ground before the shootdown was authorized at 10:43 a.m., the
official said.

Justo, the chief of the airport in Iquitos, said that during radio
contact with the missionary plane at 10:48 a.m. — just five minutes
after the shootdown was authorized — the pilot of the missionary
plane reported the presence of a military plane.

““He added in his report that there had been a military plane, but
that he did not know what it wanted,” Justo said.

Missionary Veronica “Roni” Bowers, 35, and her 7-month-old
adopted daughter, Charity, were both killed and pilot Kevin
Donaldson was wounded in the downing.

Also on board and unhurt were Bowers’ husband, Jim Bowers,
37, and their 6-year-old son Cory.

“Our hearts go out to the families who have been affected,” Bush
said. “I want everybody in my country to understand that we weep
for the families whose lives have been affected.”

The CIA has been involved in such surveillance flights over Peru
since 1995 under authority provided in a law passed in 1994. The
law permits U.S. government employees to-assist foreign nations in
interdicting aircraft when there is reasonable suspicion of illicit

drug trade.
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
