A verdict in favor of R. R. Ham-
lin against the Texas Indemnity
company was refurned by a jury in
114th district court this morning.

In Judge Clifford Braly’s charge,
the jury was instructed to answer
15 special issues in the case. Ac-
cording to their verdict they found
that Mr. Hamlin as an employe of
the¢ Magnolia Petroleum company
sustained injuries in his right side
when an acetylene torch hose was
broken, April 10, 1930. The jurors
also found that he has not recov-
ered from those injuries, and that
his kidneys were infected to the ex-
tent that he sufferad total inca-
pacity.

It waqy estimated that he would
be incapacitated to work for
weeks and that the kidney infection
was. permanent. In answering spe-
cial issue No. 14, the jury found
that Hamlin's salary was $41°53 per
wetk. In the last issue, the jurors
decided that the failure of the Tex-
as Indemnity company to make a
‘llump sum settlement with Hamlin

would work a manifest hardship and
‘! injustice upon him.
