NAME ONBILL
IN RELUGTANGE

WASHINGTON, Aug. 10 (#)—
President Roosevelt said today he
had signed “with much reluct-
ance™ the $132,732,000 interior de-
partment supply bill which pro-
vides for reclamation, education
and many other activities.

The chief executive objected par-
| ticularly to a $10,000,000 increase
in the vocational education fund
and sald he would “carry out what
obviously is the intent of congress”
by using only such portion ‘“as can
properly and usefully” be spent. As
'the item approved was $14,483,000.

Commitee Unanimous.

The President sald the advisory
committee on education which he
appointed last September to study
the experience under the existing
federal program was unanimous in
recommending uncurtailed continu-
ance of the program.

It was not in favor,, however, the

President sald, of enlarging federal !

support until consideration was given
the whole subject of federal rela-

tions to state and local conduct of |

education of all types.

“In view of the above, it is clear
that I would be subject to censure
if any of the $14,483,000 appropri-
ated in this act for vocational train-
ing were spent inefficiently or in-
advisedly,” Mr. Roosevelt said in a
formal statement.

Sets Restriction.

“The Congress having appropri-
ated the money to the extent of
$10,000,000 more than was recom-
'mended, I will, therefore, carry out
|what is obviously the intention of
| the Congress—that as much of the
‘mml sum shall be expended during

“BAD BIGNESS

About the best argument against huge cen-
tralized organizations to do the country’s
bBusiness is the case of Reno E. Stitley. Stit-
ley was a voucher clerk in the park service
in Washington, drawing $2300 a year. But it
cramped his style.

Through his hands passed vouchers to pay
for work in CCC camps. So Stitley created a
CCC camp in his own mind, invented names
of - imaginary people on the payroll, imaginary
projects, and even wrote imaginary complaints
from the imaginary workmen. More important,
he cashed the checks with which the govern-
ment paid -the imaginary workmen.

Fantastic? Certainly! Yet Stitley got away
with it for three years, swindling the gov-
ernment cut of more than $84,000. The shud-
dery thing about this is that ‘it took three
years to catch him and find out that $84,000
of tax money had been tassed into a CCC
camp that didn’t exist. And that speaks more
than a big volume on the dangers of a great
centralized bureaucracy.

NEW YORK-—Arnold Reuben is a
famous restaurateur because he
names sandwiches afler celebrities,
and he is wealthy because he charges
more money than they are worth.
Nevertheless, it isn't his fault if the
citizens continue to clamor for the
opportunity to deposit theis bank
notes in his till,

The Reuben legend is predicated
on the palate of the after-theater

~crowd, and for years it has been a

favorite rendezvous for insomniacs
and owls. There are almost all the
dishes anvone might name, yet it is
the endless variety of sandwiches
which beckons to the famished and
intrigues the newly arrived,

These sandwiches are varied in the
éxtreme, but by far the most star-
tling is the one called the Al Jol-
son Tarta sandwich. This little tid-
bit, honey chile, is raw meat on rye,
garnished with raw egg and chop-
ped onions. It costs only a dollar!

Then there is the Rudy Valee.
this as turkey meat, tongue, mayon-
naise, and caviar, with a $1.50 tag.
The Vincent Lopez is turkey and In-
dia relish with Russian dressing and
lettuce.

Holland ham, tongue cole slaw
and tomato are required for the
Jack Pearl sandwich.

Other sandwiches dedicated to
front page personalities are: Grace
Moore's reducing sandwich, turkey,
cole slaw, whole wheat toast. no but-
ter; Phil Baker—turkey, hard boiled
egg, onions, Russian dressing; Ted
Lewis—white turkey meat, mayon-
naise, caviar; Leo Reisman-—chopped
chicken liver, hard boiled egg on rye
bread. Ethel Merman's is turkey
(such a lot of turkey eaters!), toma-
to, egg, Russian dressing.

There are, in all, some 50 sand-
wiches dedicated to theatrical and
radio stars, and all of them range
from 95 cents to $1.50.

All, that is, with the lone excep-
tion of the Eddie Duchin sandwich,
which is corned beef and swiss
cheese on toast, and which is 75
cents, the cheapest item on the
menu.

As everybody knows, Arnold Reu-
ben is a famous restaurateur.

Could he, one wonders, be some-
thing of a critic, too?

Our other food item for today is a
curiously spiced Chinese delicacy
known as Sweet and Sour. Maybe
you know all about it; never heard
of it until Ward Farrar, the Indian-
apolis theatrical man, introduced me
to it in the Canton village, off
Broadway.

This is, actually, candied pork ribs
and pineapple. The bones have been
removed, and the dish is an oriental
fantasy of spices and herbs. You
can't tell whether you are tasting or
smelling it . . . quite the oddest and
one of the most pleasant discoveries
I ever made in a New York restau-
rant.

Health?

ARE VIRUSUS ALIVE?

The medical dictionary defines
virus as “a living virulent cause of
disease,” Recent studies, however,
have cast some doubt on this defi- |
nition, for certain viruses—notably
those causing plant diseases, and
also one causing disease in an ani-
mal—have been shown to belong to
the world of “non-living things.”

And thereby hangs a most inter-
esting problem. When solved, it
may revolutionize our ideas on the
causation of morbid ocnditions.

Why the emphasis on living cause
of disease? The following may ex-
plain it:

There are numerous non-living
causes of disease, such as the heavy
metals (lead and mercury), polson-
ous substances (arsenic, bichloride),
toxins (pihtheria, botulinus). When
these non-living substances gain
entrance into the body they do not
multiply. Only so much of any of
them will be present in the body
as originally gained entrance—as-
suming of course that none has been
eliminated. But when a living dis-
ease-producing agent enters the
body, one single unit (a single berm
of tuberculosis, for example) can,
theoretically at least, cause a fatal
illness. This single germ can in a
short time multiply to produce mil-
lfons and millions of its kind.

The capacity to reproduce its
kind is one of the distinguishing
characteristic of Jiving things. And
yet crystals can also multiply and
reproduce themselves, and crystals
are not considered to be alive. Biol-
ogists make this distinction between
the reproduction of living things and
of crystals: living things reproduce
by “inner growth,” and crystals by
“outer.grown.” But this distinction
loses much of its significance when
we are dealing with the ultra-min-
ute things.

It has ben definitely shown that
certain plant viruses can be crystal-
lized. Thus treated they form crys-
talline proteins. These proteins are
capable of reproducing the disease
from which the original virus was
abstracted. Crystalline proteins are
non-living. How then do the visuses
of these diseases grow and multiply
and spread?

Here is a fascinating problem.
Perhaps in its solution we may find
the answer to the unsolved prob-
lems of the virus diseases in man.
