ENID, Okla , July 12. (#■)—Rest­
ing the farm  Board's plea for 
acreage reduction in the South­
western hard winter wheat area 
with the growers, Chairman Legge 
late today closed a week’s cam­
paign in the territory after giving 
the assurance the board was not de­
parting from its pledge not to dis­
turb the total holdings of grain in­
volved in price stabilization opera* 
turns.

Scoring Governor Clyde M. Reed 
of Kansas, outspoken opponent of 
acreage reduction proposals Who 
blamed sales by the farm board for 
tlie break In the market today, 
Chairman Legge announced hold- 

eaed of “In closing, up 
agreements with mills" would bo 
replaced by the purchase of an 
"exact, equal quantity" of this 
year's wheat crop.

The Farm Board chairman ad­
mitted the sale of stored wheat in 
mills under an agreement which he 
stated would require the grain sta­
bilization corporation, a Federal 
Farm Board agency, to permit mills 
to make certain purchases. The 
total amount Involved was placed 
at 2,264,000 bushels by George Mil- 
nor, general manager of the sta­
bilization corporation in a telegram 
received by the Farm Board chair­
man otday. Upon receipt of a re­
port that a Kansas ,<4lty mill bad 
purchased 350,000 bushels, Legge 
said the amount involved represent­
ed a small portion of the Farm 
(Board’s holdings which he esti­
mated at 60,000,000. He said pur­
chases would be made in order to 
avoid reduction of holdings as of 
July 1. Y

Experiencing perhaps the most 
critical questioning met during his 
trip with Secretary of Agriculture 
Hyde through the Southwest, Chair­
man Legge closed his address before 
an audience of nearly 2,000 here 
with the statement that “we want 
to rest the facts on your good Judg­
ment as to what to do.”

“We do the same to Kansas,” he 
said, “and hope the people there 
will listen to us rather thdh to the 
dictates of certain political Inter 
ests who are trying to make capital 
out of the people’s distress."

Claiming that her son, Malcom, 
was permanently Injured when the 
bicycle he was riding was struck 
by an automobile which was being 
driven by Miss Dorothy Dodd, Mrs. 
Grace Casada yesterday filed suit 
in 114th district court for damages 
ih the amount of $10,000, naming 
C. C. Dodd, defendant.

Mrs. Casada. through her attor­
ney, W. R. Saunders, alleged that 
her son, who is 13 years old, was 
riding his bicycle home from the 
theatre, Oct. IS, 1028.4 when the 
automobile struck the wheel. She 
claimed that the accident was due 
to the negligence of the defendant, 
and stated that the boy’s shoulders 
were permanently Injured. The 
petition states that the boy's shoul­
der bones were, broken, that he has 
been unable to use his shoulders 
for a long period, and that he will 
continue to be unable to use It ex­
cept to a limited degree.

Area Fail to 
Halt Slide

Barrels
Although 9 oil wells in Gray coun­

ty were completed for a total of 
2,743 barrels last week, the daily 
production, continuing the decline 
started two weeks ago, dropped 777 
barrels. In the last 7-day period, 
the 616 wells in the county pro­
duced 71,343 barrels daily. In the 
pervious week. 602 wells produced 
72,120 barrels, a decrease of 2,520. 
This loss in production is account­
ed for in the fact that the new 
production was not sufficient to off­
set the natural decline, of old wells 
in the granite wash.

SIXTY PERSONS 
DIE AS TROLLEY 

LEAVES BRIDGE!
BEUNOS AIRES, July 18. m —

.Plunging off one section of a half- 
raised cantilever bridge, a  trolley- 
car today carried to their deaths 
in the waters of Riacho river about 
60 persons, including five women.

Three passengers, who had been 
seated on the rear platform, escap­
ed and swam ashore. All the others 
were trapped inside the car, which 
was submerged, only the trolley 
pole sticking out above the water.

At the time of the accident, about 
6:15 a. m., a heavy rog hung over 
the Riacho, a small stream dividing 
Beunos Aires from the town of 
Avellanada. It Is believed that the 
motorman, falling in the fog to see 
that the far section of the bridge 
was raised, ran Off the level sec­
tion before he could put on the 
brakes.

Rescue squads of firemen and po­
lice were swiftly organized. By noon 
53 bodies had been recovered. Most 
of the dead were laborers on their 
way to work.

The accident was one of the worst 
in the history of transportation in 
Argentina. Municipal authorities 
began an investigation.

Seven perspiring and tired Can­

didates for governor Saturday and 
Saturday night concluded a week 
of every day campaigning, each 
ajsertcdly conflfient that tf he 
did not already have enough votes 
“in hto vest pocket” to get into 
the runoff he would have by the 
time he had spoken two more 
weeks.
Most of the active aspirants to 

the governor's seat were anxious to 
venture the opinion not only that 
they would qualify for the second 
primary but that they would lead 
the ticket. One candidate believed 
that he would get 2851)00 votes, an­
other asserted he would lead Ijy 
75.000 votes, and 150,00 votes, ap­
proximately! one-fifth o t  the ex­
pected total, was considered a con­
servative prediction. , •

A majority of the personalities 
indulged in during the past week 
concerned Ross Sterling, chairman 
of the highway commission, but the 
other candidates had no reason tv 
feel badly slighted.

Sterling started speaking late and 
for a time the other candidates 
were content to attack the state 
road bond Issue, which he has cham­
pioned.

Standard Oil Mentioned

THE PUBLIC CANNOT STAND THE TRUTH
With politics hot on the wires and in public interest, 

it is pertinent to remark, as Frank R. Kent does in a cur­
rent issue of Colliers, that “ telling the tru th— that is, the 
whole truth, is no way to win an election.’’

If a candidate is as well informed as he should be, 
« * ?  knows facts which explain many of the present defi­

ciencies of government but which cannot be told. Some 
of these facts concern the innate dumbness of the voters, 
the corruptness of the lobby system, and the cheap bar­
gaining for passage of pet measures. Yet in government 
as in private business there are alignments which the 
candidate dare not expose. In this day prohibition is a 
question on which thousands of office holders preach one 
thing and think another.

Office seekers swear to “enforce the law ,’’ yet they 
have, in many instances, the mqntal reservation “if the 
majority of my constitutents, or the most influential ones, 
wish it enforced.” We have much side-stepping of issues, 
and an English professor never received better examples 
of ambiguity in Freshman classes than the politicians de­
liberately concoct. .

The reason? The public is not ready to accept the 
unvarnished truth. It wants to hear “tax reduction” and 
it does hear the phrase, even if the office seeker knows 
that state institutions are shamefully undernourished and 
that lower taxes would be ridiculous. So Mr. Kent in 
his article asserts tha t “it may not be palatable but it is 
nevertheless accurate to say that our great mass stomach 
is not strong enough for the.uidiluted tru th .”

The off-repeated observation th a t the public gets as 
godd a set of public officials as it deserves has a strong 
basis in fact. Let a personable orator rise to his feet 
and press the button of political hokum about lower 
taxes, human liberties, “abiding faith in the intelligent* 
of the great electorate,” and similar clauses and he 
defeat a candidate of frank sincerity who triesisyTFafbn 

>in facts and to work out real reforms. J
Discriminating use of the ballot, even in local elec­

tions, is in ratio to the freedom of susceptibility to hokum 
that th e  voters possess. This nation has perhaps forty 
millions of voters, of whom it is estimated that not more 
than 600,000 are sufficiently informed and continuously 
interested enough in public affairs to cast ballots intel­
ligently. This may seem a strong statement, but remem­
ber that the Panhandle is an exceptional section, both 
as to percentage of literate native white* and as to ac­
tive interest in details of government and progress.

The clever politician is not a fence rider—he speaks 
in words that echo on both sides of the fence. Men of 
strong convictions, who dare fight for them, cannot be 
elected unless the intelligence of the voters is high 
enough to grasp and to support the issues outlined. By 
intelligence is meant the ability to differentiate between 
sincere convictions and meaningless flattery.

When tho public wishes better officials it will have 
to place a premium upon sincerity, upon fighting for con­
victions, upon reforms that may hurt at first but which 
will eventually cure. As it is, the officials are just about 
what the public makes them, and they will rise as public 
intelligence and demands rise. Moreover, when office 
holding becomes something of greater permanency, or 
surer rewards for honest service, it will a ttract greater 
aumbers of the kind of men who are needed to administer 
this complex system we call democracy.

Talley Citizens 
Discuss Election

i _____
Fifty residents of the Talley ad­

dition met at McKenzie hall Friday 
night to consider the question of 
incorporation of the addition as the 
“City of Tfclley." Frank Carter pre­
sided at the meeting.

T. C. Ward, Elmer Cary, and Rev. 
John Mahoney were the principal 
speakers who spoke In opposition

that under his plan the residents of 
Talley would be able to secure a 10 
per cent reduction in gas rates, 
which, according to the counter ar­
gument of the Renr. Mahoney, would 
only amount to 60 or 70 cents per 
month, and the reduction Itself was 
not known for a certainty.

Regarding the streets, Mr. Christy 
estimated that $50U a year or more 
would be needed to care for the 
streets in jth" addition. Continuing 
hit argupu . , Rev. A^ahoney de­
clared that all knew that the Talley 
addition had no businesses from 
which to derive revenue such i 
Pampa had.

"We are ifi precinct No. 2, and as 
the county collects taxes off this ad­
dition, we are entitled to the bene­
fit of the county's equipment to 
care for the streets. I  believe U this 
question is presented In the propei 
way to the officials it will be taken 
care of,” said Mahoney.

Speaking of fire protection, Rev. 
Mahoney stated: “the city of Pampa 
fire department will answer any 
call within a  mile of the city limits. 
While we know we have no water 
system for fighting fires, we are 
protected by the Pampa fire depart­
ment as was the case last winter 
when they made a call out here and 
put out a fire that threatened a 
house and bam, by means of chemi­
cals. But, if we are incorporated in 
the city of Talley, Mr. Schneider, 
the fire chief, informs us he will 
make no free calls In the City Of 
Talley.”

Concerning the •gewer system. 
Rev. Mahoney said, ‘‘the city of 
Pampa in laying sewer system in 
the western part of town has lower­
ed the lines sixteen feet to care 
for Talley addition.

In conclusion, he said, "therefore, 
by incorporating as the city of 
Talley, we would first have to dis­
solve as a city and be free of debt 
before we could be Included In the 
city of Pampa. I t is very hard for 
cities of the size of the proposed 
City of Talley, with no more tax 
valuation that! we have, to be free 
of debt at any time. If we are 
not ready to enter the city of Pam­
pa, we are not ready to iraorporate 
as the City of Talley. I  hive talk­
ed to Mr. Gwin, Mr. Boyd, and Mr. 
Fatheree and they gave their per­
sonal opinion that we did nq^ need 
to incorporate as the City of Talley, 
and that had they any Interest in 
the matter they would be fighting 
it the same as we are.”

The king of all the goiters, nosh­

over the rolling tort before him. 
While close to 10,000 spectators 
held their breath, Bobby Jones 
hit the ball straight and true into 
the cop for a birdie three that 
closed the door to all challengers, 
clinching his fourth victory and 
successful defense of the open 
golf championship of the United 
States
The roar that greeted this final 

stroke of the master shot-maker 
sounded the knell of what few 
lingering hopes remained as the all- 
conquering son of the South com­
pleted his third major golfing tri­
umph of the year a t home and 
abroad.

All that Bobby Jones needs to do 
now to make a clean sweep for 
1930, with all four major British 
and American titles dangling from 
one man's belt for the first time in 
history, is to recr >ture the United 
Btates amateur crown at Philadel­
phia in September.

Jones, with successive rounds of 
71-73-88-78, finished his conquest 
today with a total of 287, the sec­
ond lowest total in the history of 
the American opep and only one 
stroke short of tne record set 14 
years ago by Chick Evans at the 
nearby Minnikhada course.

It gave him a winning margin 
of two strokes over his nearest riv­
al, the veteran MacDonald Smith, 
of New York, who made a sensa­
tional fight that fell just a trifle 
short of overhauling the Georgian 
in  the final round.

Mac Smith, alone of the star pro­
fessionals to stand the gaff of the 
final day after Jones had burned 
up the .course with a record-break­
ing third round, finished with 
rounds of 70-76-74-70 for a total 
of 388 tot clinch second place.

Horton "Smith. 23»year,*ld pro­
fessional who shot himself'into the 
lead at the half way mark only to 
crack under the strain today, 
wound up in third place, ftve 
strokes back of Jones, with 72-70 
70-74—292.

The lawn is similar 
to the one at the front of the 
house. In the center of it is a 
star-shaped bed in which are grow­
ing cosmos, zinnias, daisies, double 
petnulas. cannas. The garden U 
bounded by cotton wood trees and 
elms. There are two gardens of 
aristocratic-looking roses. A sweet 
pea lattice and a cornflower bed 
provide more color. The lawn ends 
In hedges of salt cedar and althea.

A back porch, ^  slab of cement 
eight inches above the lawn, under

garden on the spot, even If it was 
• next to the street^-better a flower 

garden than a sand bur bed! The 
beautiful flower garden that she 
and her mother, Mrs. Nora M. Har- 
blson, created Is witness to theii 
success. It is now one of the most 
colorful spots on Gray street.

Gladiloas Dominate
The space which the garden oc­

cupies is about 12 by 30 feet. The 
flowers are not planted in rows but 
with voluptuous abandon. More 
than a dozen blossoming gladiolus 
dominate the garden. These are 
of all colors, but especially red, Mrs. 
Harbison said she was "always fool­
ish about red.” There are even 
more zinnias than gladiolus and 
more petunias than zinnias, all of 
which have been blooming for weeks 
These plants are unusually large 
and healthy. Mrs. Harbison said 
this. Is because the flowers are wa­
tered at night with a sprinkler. 
Daisies, phlox, cosmos, and other 
flowers are In the garden.

But the beautified sandbur bed Is 
not any more attractive than the 
shrubbery and flowers around the 
house and at the rear. There Is 
one super-large dahlia bush which 
has more than a score of buds on 
it now. A clump of "Old Dusty 
Miller” is wistfully old-fashioned. 
Among the varieties of shrubbery 
are althea bushes which have pink

, blossoms. On the north side of the 
house is a perennial pholx which 
has great balls of red blossoms. A 
sweet pea lattice is still dainty with 
many blossoms.

Around the house are deep pur­
ple larkspur, marigold, nasturtiums, 
pansiss,, verbenas, todclf-me-nots, 
four climbing roses, a honeysuckle 
vine, a morning glory vine. The 
lawn la mixed, grass and clover. 
A bed of popplss have Just finish-' 
ed blooming A dwarf honeysukle 
among the shrubbery has Interest­
ing and odorous blossoms.

In the garden at the rear of the 
house are vegetables and fruit 
trees. Some tomato vines appear­
ed to be unusually productive. The 
back yard garden also has many 
flowers Similar to those growing at 
the front of the house.

Mark Graham's Yard Pretty
Almost at the end of North Som­

erville lives M. A. Graham, at No. 
823 to be exact. The dark green 
lawn of grass and clover first drew 
the attention because this Is thr 
time of the year when lawns, thr 
best of them, begin to look a little 
yellow. The Graham*lawn is lux­
uriously thick, smooth and level. At 
the front of the hous.e between 
the sidewalk and the street are un­
usually fine catalpas. It is only 
when 'fcatalpas ate planted close 
together that they lose their grace.

moderate quantity of 1929 wheat to 
Southwestern millers at current 
prices by the Qraln Stabilisation 
corporation Federal Farm Board 
agency, was followed today by an­
nouncement that an equal amount 
of new wheat would be purchased In 
order not to reduce the govern­
ment’s total wheat holdings.

A flurry was caused In grain 
circles here today when it became 
known that wheat which the sta­
bilization corpOraation purchased 
during the last crop season In an 
effort to stabilize prices had been 
sold at a time when the new crop 
Is being marketed.

Governor Clyde M. Reed of Kan­
sas .upon learning of the transac­
tions telegraphed a protest to Alex­
ander Legge,’ chairman of the Fed­
eral Fgrm Board who was at Enid, 
Okla.

The Kansas executive charged the 
stabilization corporations sales 
“broke the market today,” and 
asked Legge to give “unqualified as­
surance as to what the future policy 
of the Farm Board will be with re­
gard to its holdings of wheat, which 
In your addresses In Kansas you 
repeatedly stated would not be sold 
tn competition with the new crop."

Later Chairman Legge announc­
ed the wheat disposed of to the 
millers, under contracts which gave 
them the privilege to purchase grain 
stored in their elevators for the 
stabilization corporation, would be 
replaced by purchases of new 
wheat.

The Kansas flour mills of Kan­
sas City yesterday purchased 350,- 
000 buhels of 1929 wheat from the 
stabilization corporation at a 
price around 82 cents a bushel as 
contrasted with the level of >81.15 
cents a bushel at which govern­
ment funds were loaned on last 
year's crop.

Livestock Is Firm ,
KANSAS CITY, July 13. (U. S. 

D. A.)—Cattle trade around the 
eleven-market circuit this week was 
featured by return to higher prices 
on fat yearlings' and setter light 
steers, but matured native grain 
feds and western grass steers sold 
sharply lower. Maximum upturns 
of 1.00 were reported on yearlings 
while heavy steers at several mar­
kets took a 75 to 1.00 decline.

For the first time In several 
months fed yearlings grade for

grade commanded a premium over 
weighty steers. Country demand 
for replacement, stock remained 
narrow with shipments back to thei 
country comparatively light. Aggre­
gate receipts were around l§0,000 
as compared with 118,667 last week 
and 181,483 a year ago.

Hogs 340 lbs. and down moved 
to best' advantage this week, and 
a t several points prices on such 
offerings are 6 to 2$ higher than 
the close ctf last week. Strong 
weight butchers are generally 15 
to 35 lower. Total offerings were 
around 483,000, an increase of 121,- 
500 over last week, but 39,000 fewer 
than a year ago.

Moderate receipts stimulated de­
mand for most all killing classes of 
sheep. Upturns of 25 to 50 were 
taken by fat lambs while aged 
stock ruled steady to 25 higher as 
compared with close of last week. 
Choice range lambs In Chicago late 
In the week realized 11.50. The sup­
ply approximated 234,080 against 
181,043 last week and 258,084 a year
