WASHINGTON, Aug. 23
Scientists of the National Institute
of health reported today discovery
that some chemicals have a spec-
ific action in controlling viruses
—those mysterious substances which
cause many diseases, including in-
fluenza and the common cold

The discovery, they said. opens
a new approach to treatment of
such diseases, since it is the first
instance of therapeutic activity of a
drug against a virus disease.

The institute group reported theyv
have found that prontosil. a drug
used with great success in the
treatment of streptococcus  pois-
oning, meningitis, and a number of
other diseases, is also effective In
controlling a relatively new dis
ease, benign lymphocytic chorto-
meningitis, in laboratory animals
The latter disease afects the
central nervous system, the brain,
and many other parts of the body
It is seldom fatal but its resem
blance to such diseases as encep
halities and infantile paralysis
created hope in the research men,
Dr. Charles Armstrong.

“That’s why 70 per cent of the
men in any gathering will have on
blue ties, shirts or socks, and that's
why 90 per cent of the Christmas
ties sold are various shades of red
and orange,” he said, in proof.

CODY, Wyo., Aug. 23 (#)—Grimy
rescue workers hunted through
smouldering ruins of a charred
mountain forest today, seeking ad-
ditional victims of a gale-driven
fire which burned twelve
companions to death.

Two score others were injured
25 so seriously they required hos-
pital treatment.

CCC enrollees from Texas, were
fire fighters, trapped while battling
the blaze in the Shoshoni national
forest in northwest Wyoming.

The blaze, which broke out Fri-

day from an undetermined cause, |

was about 35 miles northwest of
Cody and approximately the same
distance east of Yellowstone park.
It blackened 1500 to 2,000 acres of
dense timber in the Absaroka moun-
tains.

As the flames subsided slightly
under a drizzling rain the searchers
edged forward today.

“We don’t know whether there|

are more men out there or not,”
said John Sieker, superintendent of
the forest and leader of the drive
against the flames in which

ticipating.

“If there are, it seems impossible
they could be alive.”

Eight of the bodies were recovered
yesterday. Three others were found
last night among the gaunt
etons of trees.

Motorists réturning to Pampa after  cross
country trips are loud in their praise of the
use of dry-ice for lowering the temperature
in automobiles. Especially have they found
it greatly beneficial in crossing the desert

And now comes a college professor of
chemistry who has made an intensive study
of the various uses of dry-ice, declaring the
use of dry-ice is absolutely safe and it is im-
possible for any one to feel ill effects from
the ice in an automobile, even with all win-
dows and ventilators closed.

The professor explains that carbon dioxide,
commonly known as dry-ice, is much heav-
ler than air and therefcre falls to the floor
of the automobile, when released in gaseous
forms, and escapes through cracks . . . How-
ever, he directs attention to the fact that
without some circulation of air within the
car, dry-ice will not lower the temperature
He suggests opening the front ventilator and
placing the dry-ice against it as closely as
possible. By lowering a rear window an inch
or two, it is claimed that the temperature
within the car can be maintained at about
85 degrees while outside the temperature is
110 or more.

Doctors said she would be
better off dead after she
collapsed last Thursday, For a
time after her removal to the
race track stables she improved
Then her shattered shoulder be~
gan swelling. and it was necessary
to lance it twice. One morning
she slumped to the floor. Her
owner and a doctor weré nres-
ent. She soon rallied, but they
knew she would never get well
The doctor said she would have to
be destroyed. And then a
strange thing happened. Beverly
May’s owner-who had given her
his tender, solicitious attention
for months. spoke to the pros-
trate animal. “I'm sorry this has
to be done, girl, but I guess it is
for the best.” And Beverly May
who had not moved her head up
to that time nodded it back and
forth four times. The two men
regarded the animal silently
for a moment. “You know,” her
owner said, “I believe she knows
what I said,” and again
the suffering mare moved her
head back and forth four times,
and with tears in his eyes her
owner went outside.

How's Your

Health?

Since 1927, the pituitary gland.has
been discovered to be a veritable
storehouse of harmones, or import-
ant glandular principles. At least five
of these are already well recognized
One is known as the growth har-
mone, another as the sex harmone,
the third as the thyroid stimulating
harmone, the fourth’ as the milk
stimulating harmone, and the fifth
as the adrenal gland stimulating
hormone.

Any trouble with the growth har-
mone is promptly reflected in the
size of the animal or child concern-
ed. If the hypophysis, as this gland
is sometimes called, is removed from
a young animal. its growth is stop-
ped. In a few weeks. its long bones
will disconinue increasing in length.
Moreover, the body weight as a
whole remains small.

It is now known that there are
some forms of dwarfism which re-
sult from a deficiency in the action
of the thyroid gland, but the large
majority of cases seem to represerit
trouble with the pituitary. In certain
instances with children who seem to
have stopped growing may suddenly
seem to advance in height if they
are given active treatment with ex-
tracts of the pituitary gland.

When the pituitary gland becomes
deficient in an adult animal or hu-
man being, the body begins to waste
away. Since this condition was de-
scribed in 1914 by a German pathol-
ogist named Simmonds, it is now
sometimes called Simmonds’ disease.
In the lighter stages of this condi-
tion there is subnormal growth, rap-
idly falling hair, thirst, and some
wasting of the body.

Should the pituitary gland be un-
usually active or should it develop
too much secretion, as may be the
case when there is a tumorous over-
growth of the gland. the 14
child will become a giant. He will
also develop changes in the bones
and in the conformation of the body
that are described under the general
name acromegaly.

Though not, as its title implies,
a volume for the nursery, “Little
Children” is a melange of stories
with the naive simplicity that marks
the style of Willlam Saroyan.

At plain, matter - of - fact story
telling, the author of “The Daring
Young Man on the Flying Trapeze"
is & master, and with his artlessness
ccmbines a very effective change
ol pace.

Tragedy greets the reader as he
begins the book. There is the story
of the unhappy end of Laughing
Sam, a mentally-stunted lad who
greeted the abuse of a bewildering
world not with winces and moans,
but with hysterical laughs.

There are stories that are pathetic,
but that virge on the ludicrous.
The tale, for instance, of the broth-
ers who did not drop their pennies
in Sunday school, but saved them
to buy a huge dirigible they had
secn in an advertisement, and of
their black disappointment when
they found cut it was only a toy.
And the story picturing the plight
of the boy who found himself heir
to his uncle’s pants.

RO WORKERS IN
MEXICO BREAK STRIKE

MEXICO CITY, Aug. 23 ®)—
Mexican Aviation company strik-
ers, who have been out 34 days,
reached an agreement with the man-
agement today to return to work
immediately,

Black and red strike flags were
taken down from the doors of up-
town ticket and business offices,
and hangars, shortly after 4 p. m,
and the Pan-American subsidary
prepared to resume domestic flights.

A spokesman for the company
said “an agreement with which we
were very well pleased” was reach-
ed after a conference which lasted
all last night. Strikers had been
weakened by a three-day division of
their ranks over the strike com-
milttee’s handling of the affair.

The major concession to workers
was an agreement to pay 60 per
cent. of their wages during the
strike period, which began July 17.

No wage increases were granted
but the company desisted in its an-
nounced purpose to reduce wages.

Terminatian of the strike means
the resumption of mail and pass-
enger service to Tampico and Tap-
achula on the Brownsville-Guate-
mala route and like services from
Mexico City to Los Angeles, and
from Mexico City to Merida, Yuc-
atan, and intermediate points.

“The perfectly educated boy,"

office as an independent monarch.
He is likewise the first modern
ruler of Egypt not directly under
the direction of either Turkey or
Great Britain.
