Paved roads will, 
make every part of the Pan­
handle field easily accessible.

The natural expansion will 
make more, street paving pos­
sible and desirable. Tne in­
creased valuations will make 
development of a park on the 
City block easjr, and will jus­
tify building of a good city 
hall-auditorium-library 'w t o 
grace the center of the block. 
Many competent musicians 
will band together to form a 
much needed band, and the 
auditorium ‘and lawn will be 
the scenes of many appreciat-j 
ed concerts. Conventions will 
find Pampa a favorite city. i

other organizations will move 
rapidly.toward the full flower 
of service. Having laid the 
foundation of a real city with 
water and sewer extensions, 
paving, white way, and other 
modern conveniences, Pampa 

will he ideally situated to prof­
it by every expansion of this 
territory.

And having, passed that in­
tangible but very real dividing 
line between the big oil town 
and the little city, Pampa will 
see her present investments 
increased greatly in value, to 
the profit o f  those who now 
i,v» here and who ar^ building 
me Greater Pampa.

More people will cause the 
demand fon home grofrn pro­
ducts to be keen. Better mark­
ets will encourage' industry, 
distribution, and agriculture. 
At this time, in the opinion of 
the Daily News, Gray county 
commissioners should cooper­
ate with the state in placing a 
county agricultural agent >n 
this county. The state selects 
the man and directs his work 
to a large extent. Farming 
deserves recognition, and as a 
people the farmer-tax payer 
should get back this service 
for his money.

The Pampa fair will need 
the services of a county agent. 
Revival of the fair is certain 
—the people have spoken.

This'Greater Pampa will be 
served by one or more’  new 
railroads. The Interstate Com­
merce Commission has forseen 
the need and has issued a cer­
tificate of public necessity. 
Traffic in the Panhandle has 
taken a place of prominence 
comparable to that of many 
of the more thickly settled 
portions of the Middle West.

This is our conception of 
the Greater Pampa which will 
take shape in 1928. These re­
marks are suggestive rather 
than exhaustive.

First Gasser of Area
Pampw field *as -wells are corning 

into their own ns such, but there is 
one which has done better—obtain­
ing oil.

Seven years ago In April the Ttp- 
ton-McConnell well locally financed, 
was spudded in to see If this sec­
tion might be In the paying strata. 
The location was in section 101, 
block 3, Carson County.

Well drilling was a big matter in 
those days, and difficulties caused 
the well to be abandoned at 2,000 
feet, where 24,000,000 feet of gas 
was cased off before the drillers went 
on down to 3,000 feet In the unlog­
ged tract.

A second attempt to drill deeper 
was not successful, but early last 
summer several local men re-organ­
ized f t - ' drilling and re-opened the

hole.
. The test was carried to 3,213 
feet last Sunday, when the first 
show of oil was reached at 2.233
feet. Yesterday the well was balled
dry at 11 o;clock, and'at 3 o’clock 
there was 167 feet of oil in the,bole. 
It looks good tor 26 barrels, and the 
pay is just touched. Storage will be 
built and the 6-lncb casing get be­
fore the well is drilled in.

The new Santa Pe railroad from 
White Deer to Skqllytown In the Car- 
son Co. oil field completed and 
turned over to the railway company 
Saturday for operation. The first 

iter train, a mixed one palled in­
to Skellytown Saturday.

The trains are made up here every 
morning, and operate on schedule 
Pflt of White Deer.

The new line was started and com­
pleted to the temporary terminus at 
Skellytown in approtimately five 
months. It taps a lar^e undeveloped 
oil pool, the field now having about 
ISO wells scattered over eighteen 
sections of proven oil lands. TheVe is 
also much farming and ranching al­
ong the . line.

The railway company has made 
extensive improvements at Skelly­
town in anticipation of developments 
there. A depot costing $37,000 and 
861 feet long has been erected. Eigh­
teen miles of switch and industrial 
track has been laid at Skellytown. A 
water standpipe of 100,000 gallon ca­
pacity, exactly the size of that fur­
nishing water to the city of Borger, 
has been erected by the railway com­
pany to supply the railway and Skel­
lytown.

The present line Is only eleven 
miles long, but Is to be extended lat­
er north Into the Badger area of the 
Santa Fe to the Interstate Commerce 
Commission tor the building of the 
line.

A freight operating out Pam­
pa and carrying a passenger and a 
baggage coach will cover the new 
line each day and pick up freight 
from the east accumulating at White 
Deer, It Is said.

Besides serving a rapidly growing 
oil town and oil fields, the new line 
will give railway transportation to 
such industries as the Roxana and 
Skelly refineries and the Cabot car­
bon plant. The completion of the 
new line is being hailed with joy 
by the people of Skellytown and Rox-

KAN8AS CITY, Stork Yards, Oct.

Offerings cleared readily. Sheep and 
lambs were steady. About 60 per 
cent of the run was feeding lambs.

Receipts were 36,000 cattle. $,- 
000 hogs and 1$,000 sheep, compar­
ed with 36,000 cattle. 6,600 hogs 
and 14,000 sheep a week ago, and 
31,300 cattle, 9,156 hogs and 17,- 
000 sheep a year ago.

Cattle that showed qnalhy and 
condition sold readily at steady 
prices. In a run of 36,000 cattle 
there was not a load that graded 
choice, and this condition reflects 
the scarcity of cattle that hare had 
any material amount of feed. Some 
good short fed steers brought $13 
to $14. and fair to good kinds $11.60 
to $13. Wintered Kansas steers 
brought $11 to $14 and straight 
grass steers $7 to $11.26. Plain 
grass steers at $8.60 to $9.26 were 
in liberal supply. In many cases 
they were the final clean up of pas­
tures or the tall ends Out of bunchy 
e* Orel wm be held through the 
winter. Cows and heifers were steady 
to 16 cents lower, with practically 
all the decline In the medium to 
fairly .good classes. Canners and 
cuttefs %ere steady. Veal calves were 
fully steady with last week's high-, 
eat level. Best kinds sold at f j  3 to 
$14. Bulls and stags were steady.

Receipts of stock knd feeding cat­
tle were the largest of the yeay and 
while prices were quoted weak 
there was no material decline. De­
mand came from a wide area. More 
big Missouri, Iowa, and Illinois feed­
ers were here than on any previous 
day this year.

Hog prices eased off slightly 
from last week's close and were 16 
cents under the high point on Fri­
day. The market is holding within 
a narrow price range and current 
receipts are no more than suffici­
ent to meet the most urgent de­
mand. The 200 to 280 pound hogs 
brought $11.25 to, $11.60: 280 to 
325 pounds $11 to $11.25; 140 to 
170 pounds $10.25 to $11.15; pack­
ing sows $9.60 to $10.10; stock hogs 
and pigs $10 to $10.40.
