will be dedicated by the First Chris­

I o’clock, according to announcement 
made today by the minister. John 8 
Mullen. The purchase of the organ 
was made passible by gifts from 
members of the church and from 
several generous friends of the 
church outside of its membership.

Marvin Lucke of Amarillo will be 
the guest organist at the dedica­
tion service He was several years or­
ganist in a large church In Chicago. 
Hr also played for organ programs 
from various radio stations.

The choir of the church under the 
direction of R. L. Allston will sing 
two special numbers with both or­
gan and piano accompaniment. Mrs. 
Mel Davis will be the regular organ­
ist. She will be assisted by Mrs. R. 
C. Wilson and Howard House.

The Hammond organ has virtually 
no resemblance to any musical In­
struments of the past except for its 
keyboards and for the sounds pro­
duced by It. It has not pipes but it 
can match in delicacy! beauty and 
volume the sound of the greatest 
pipe organs. Mr. Mullen said.

The sound Is produced, varied, 
swelled and modified electrically. 
The heart of the organ Is the tone 
wheel. Thig is a metalic disc about 
the size of a silver dollar that turns 
rapidly on a constant-speed shaft 
driven by a synchronous motor. Next 
to this tone wheel Is a permanent 
magnet about the end of which a 
coil is wound.

INCOME I I I  RETURN 
FORMS NOW SIMPLIFIED
WASHINGTON Aug. 27 f/P>—'The 

treasury approved today simplified 
Income tax return forms designed 
to make It easier for the rich, the 
poor and the ln-betweeners to pay 
Uncle Sam what they owe him.

The new form for individuals is 
dressed up in larger, clearer type. It i 
has more and bigger white spaces.

Drafted after months of consulta­
tion by treasury experts, ttye new 
forms will be distributed early In 
January.

Sixty per cent of taxpayers have 
incomes of less than $5,000.

This group will be snared some of 
the questions which nmy have con­
fused them in previous years.

Formerly asked. “Are you a citizen 
or resident alien of the United 
States?” The taxpayer will not have 
to bother to write “yes” or "no.” He 
will merely check one of twro little 
white squares.

Many of the simplifications for the 
less than 5,000 returns also have been 
included in the forms for Individual 
Incomes over $5,000.

Some changes have been effected as 
well in corporation returns. The 
treasury experts, however, centered 
their efforts on easing problems of 
the “ little fellow."

AUSTIN. Aug 27 (/P>—Fred Nich­
ols. commissioner of labor, today 
promised strict enforcement of the 
law prohibiting unlicensed persons 
from removing laborers from Texas 

He said he had cited the statute 
to an Arkancas man who contem­
plated taking 1.000 Mexican cotton 
pickers from the San Antonio area.

The law requires emigrant agents 
to pay a $10 annual license, file a 
$,>.000 bond and make monthly re­
ports. They are subjected to hpavy 
taxes if they maintain offices. An 
Agent is defined as any person hir­
ing more than ten persons.

"This statute was enacted to pro­
tect laborers," Nichols said, and we 
will not tolerate any violations Its 
main purpose was to keep irrespon- | 
sible persons from transportihg lab- j 
orers to other states, then leaving 
them" stranded.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 27 (AP) 
Secretary Hull said today this 
government had served notice 
upr n Japan and China that it 
would demand respect of all of 
its rights and interests in the 
far east.
The secretary added that the gov­

ernments of Japan and China were 
requested to observe these rights to 
the extent that they would be re­
sponsible for damages to this gov­
ernment, or its citizens, as a re­
sult of hostile operations.

Although Hull did not directly 
connect this notice to the conflict­
ing powers with a reported threat 
by Japan to blockade Chinese ports, 
Hull said American consular offi­
cials had confirmed an announce­
ment that Japan intended to en­
force a blockade.

The blockade plans announced 
by Japan through press dispatches 
yesterday have been confirmed by 
American diplomats in the far east 
who said Japan Intended to en­
force "a peaceful blockade.”

The government. Hull said, is 
continuing to assemble “ full facts” 
as to the effects of the operation 
of such a blockade.

LONDON, Aug. 27. (A P )—Au­
thoritative quarters said the Brit­
ish government’s demand for "full 
satisfaction” fer the wounding of 
its ambassador to China was pre­
sented today to the Japanese 
ambassador to London.
The demand was understood to 

have been made by Foreign 3ec- 
rctary Anthony Eden to Shlgeru 
Yoshida, the Japanese envoy, when 
the latter called at the foreign o f­
fice to tender officially Japan’s re­
grets.

Sir Hughe Montgomery Knatch- 
bull-Hugessen, Britain’s ambassa­
dor. was gravely wounded Thursday 
when shot by Japanese airmen on 
the road between Nanking and 
Shanghai.

Ambassador Yoshida spent half 
an hour with the foreign secretary.

Earlier in th$ day Quo Tal-Chl, 
the Chinese ambassador, had vis­
ited Mr. Eden.

Informed sources said the Brit­
ish attitude was one of "exasper­
ation and Indignation.”

The following quantities are for 50 
people, and if more are to be fed at 
the picnic or club gathering, multi­
ply accordingly; or If less than fifty, 
divide the amount given here. Ice 
cream, of course, is part of every 
American gala menu. For fifty people 
get about 7 quarts. Eight would be 
more generous and six would get by, 
so compromise with seven.

Pie and Cake Needs
pie, too, is a member of the nation­

al color guard. Use 8 10-inch pies. 
Cake, one of the refrains of our na­
tional an*hem. myst go to the picnic, 
too. Four large ones will do the work 
for fifty.

Sandwiches always appear in pro­
fusion. For 50 sandwiches, make I 
quart sandwich spread, use 2 1-2 
pounds of butter, and 100 slices of 
bread or 100 roles.

I f  you are taking along macaroni 
and cheese, kept warm wrapped in 
cloths, for 50 people, you will need 
1 1-2 pounds macaroni broken in 
small pieces, 4 quarts cream sauce. 
3 pounds cheese. I f  baked beans are 
used, you will need 4 quarts of beans 
before they are baked. Ten quarts of 
potato salad Is the right amount, 20 
bunches celerv and 3 quarts olives. 
This menu is suggested for the Labor 
day picnic, when you plan to make 
a Áre: FYankfurters roasted on sticks, 
special frankfurter rolls which may 
be toasted, potatoes baked in their 
jackets in live coal* Mexican cole 
slaw, individual green apple pies, 
cheese coffee and lemonade.

Keep your picnic and large crowd 
menus simple. Don’t try to impress 
your guests with your originality but.

menu. Keen calm. Nature is on your 
side, providing the mosquetoes and 
flies don’t interfere.

Leaving About Half Billion

ELEVEN YEARS
SOUTHAMPTON, N. Y., Aug. 27 

(fl*)—Andrew W. Mellon, who built 
one of the world’s greatest fortunes 
out of banking, oil and aluminum 
and who spent his lot« years in the 
nation’s service as secretary of the 
treasury and as ambassador to Oreat 
Britain, has passed from the Ameri­
can scene.

The shy, diffident, white-haired 
financier died peacefully last night 
in his 83rd year.

He died in the home of his daugh­
ter, Mrs. David K. E. Bruce after a 
month’s illness from uremia and 
bronchial pneumonia. At his bedside 
as life ebbed away were his son-in- 
law and his son. Paul, and his 
daughter, Ailsa, Mrs. Bruce.

Mellon made no last statement 
or request as he passed away.

While men who had been asso­
ciated with Mellon in his many and 
varied activities paid him tribute, 
Ptans were made for funeral services

in Pittsburgh, where he was born 
and spent his life with the excep­
tion of his years in Washington 
and London. >

The funeral will be held Saturday 
afternoon at the East Liberty Pres­
byterian church, a magnificent edi­
fice which Mellon and his brother, 
the late R. B. Mellon, made poasibe 
by their benefactions. The body 
will be taken to Pittsburgh late to­
day.

Mellon was fabulously wealthy but 
the extent of his personal fortune 
was in the realm of speculation 
when he died. The only official 
estimate made public was $205,000,- 
000, given by Mellon’s secretary dur­
ing hearing of the banker's income 
tax appeal in 1931. Friends said, 
however, they believed the com ­
bined fortune of the financier and 
his two children would amount to 
approximately $500,000,000. *

Like John D. Rockefeller Sr. and 
other contemporaries, Mellon’s per­
sonal fortune had been partly dis­
sipated by the lavishness of his phi­
lanthropies.

Mellon’s vast enterprises reached 
around the earth and gave employ­
ment to thousands. Banking, oil 
and aluminum were his principal in­
terests and their corporate names 
were thC Mellon National Bank of 
Pittsburgh, one of the nation’s larg­
est, the Oulf Oil Company, and the 
Aluminum Company of America, 
dominant in its field.

Only a few weeks before his last

illness he visited President Roose­
velt and made final arrangements 
for his last great public benefaction 
—establishment of a national gal­
lery of art in the national capital 
with his $50,000,000 art collection, 
one of the finest extant, as the 
nucleus.
/ Qfie of the last great statesmen- 
financiers of the nation, Andrew 
William Mellon successfully shunned 
Che limelight and was little known 
to his countrymen until he became 
secretary of the treasury under 
President Warren G. Harding in 
1921.

He remained on the Job until
1932 when he retired to become 
ambassador to Great Britain.

Target of Demos.
Fellow Republicans hailed him as 

“ the greatest secretary o f the treas­
ury since Alexander Hamilton,”  but 
he was the target of sharp attack 
by the Democrats who unsuccessfully 
attempted to drive him from office 
in 1924.

He was proud of his record as a 
cabinet officer and his party cited 
the reduction in the public debt from 
$23,737.000.000 in 1921 to $17,820,000.- j 
000 during his service. He met the i 
criticism that the public debt had 
been reduced too rapidly with the j 
statement that “ far from hinting 
the country, it has been a great | 
benefit to all those who needed 
capital.”

Mellon retired to private life in
1933 when he resigned as ambassa-

WEST ORANGE, N. J., AUg. 27 

(AP) — Tomas A. Edison, five 
years after his death, outdid the 
spirits two weeks ago and made a 
decision which kept one of his 
largest manufacturing plants from 
shutting down.

The plant was the battery divi­
sion of Thomas a . Edison, Inc. 
Nickel had been discovered in $40,- 
000 worth of Swedish iron, used to 
make the negative “active mater­
ials” for alkaline batteries. This Is 
an unusually pure form of iron and 
no more was available at the time 
in this country.

A staff conference was called to 
consider whether the nickel im­
purity ruined the iron for battery
manufacture.

“How would you like to have 
Thomas A. Edison make the de­
cision?” asked one of the conferees, 
George E. Stringfellow, vice presi­
dent and general manager of the 
battery division.

Then he told them this story. In 
1926, while Edison was the active 
consultant for the bat |ry company, 
Stringfellow proposed:

“Mr. Edison, would you be willing 
to arrange to continue as consult­
ant after you have passed on?”

“ You are crazy,” said Edison.
“ It might work,” Stringfellow re­

plied. “You invented this battery. 
In your mind there is information 
about it that no one else has. 
Will you let the staff give you 
written questions about the battery, 
every Saturday afternoon before 
you go home? You could bring the 
answers In writing to work on 
Monday morning.”

Edison agreed. Eighty-seven ques­
tions were asked and answered in 
two years.

They were filed away in a black, 
ioose-leaf book. It was forgotten by 
nearly everyone except Mr. String­
fellow. He brought it out for the 
staff conference two weeks ago.

No one knew whether it would 
contain the -nickel question; ut it 
did.

“ I f  there is nickel in iron,” 
Stringfellow had written, “does it 
adversely affect the life of the 
cell?”

The cell is part of a battery.
“No harm.” Edison wrote.

The conference accepted this de­
cision. It turned out to be the cor­
rect one. Subsequent investigation 
showed that improved methods of 
chemical analysis had probably de­
tected the present in iron of small 
amounts of nickel that had pre­
viously escaped notice.

Heart Disease Deaths
The public needs to be reassured 

on the score of heart disease. Some­
how this item has caught the public 
fancy but not entirely in a whole­
some or constructive way. Perhaps 
it Is inevitable that whenever strong 
emphasis is placed by medical and 
public health authorities on any out­
standing public health problem, an 
’’alarmist" element will somehow 
creep In.

Some years ago It became neces­
sary to focus public attention on the 
problem of heart disease. There was 
a death of “heart clinics” and of 
diagnostic -and curative facilities. 
There were divergences in "thoughts 
an definitions” among the experts 
The American Heart Association was 
formed and together with its sub­
sidiary state and local associations 
the heart disease problem was tack­
led. The associations have gathered 
a great deal of statistical material. 
Standards of diagnosis and medical 
criteria have been formulated; educa­
tional leaflets, booklets, charts, etc., 
dealing with various phases of heart 
disease have been published and dis 
trttrated.

But some among the public have 
been overimpressed with what has 
been phrased “ the rising tide of 
heart disease." Some Individuals in­
deed believe that they singly are 
more likely to become victims of 
heart disease than were their ances­
tors. Fundamentally, there is not 
one single substantial fact to war­
rant this belief. On the contraiV. 
the prevailing condition may be 
phrased as follows:

“ I f  the individuals of these gener­
ations are indeed more likely to ul­
timately die of heart disease than 
were the individuals of former gener­
ations. this is so only because we are 
more likely to live longer and are leu

Moulds Destinies of East

The most powerful woman In the 

world at the moment 1« a fragile, 
black-eyed, bla’ck-hatred figure 

, who looks exactly like a painting 
on a Chinese screen.

She Is Madame Chlang Kai-shek. 
Who before she married the man who 
holds China’s future and the his­
tory of the east in bis hand, was 
Mel-llng 8oong, one of the many 

. Chinese girls who come to America 
to study at college.

True, Mel-llng was distinguished 
{ at Wesleyan College at Macon. Oa., 
and later at Wellesley, where she 
was graduated In 1917, for her soc­
ial grace, her scholarship, and for 
the fact that she represented the 
mpet distinguished family In China. 
Btlt none of her fellow students 
foresaw for her a career so wildly 
melodramatic, so exacting in the 
Immensity of its problems, as Ma- 

. dame Chlang has passed through 
t during the past 10 years, and Is 
living hourly today.

Carries Heavy Burden 
W ife Of the Chinese general who 

also heads the country’s govern­
ment, Interpreter to him of the

Several 
days were passed In tense nego­
tiations, after which Chlang’s re­
lease was obtained free of obligation 
and Chang actually returned to 
Nanking with him as a “prisoner.’’

Once a peas­
ant girl in the French village of 
Domremy . talked like that.

The eldest daughter, Al-llng, mar­

' once minister of the present Nan- 
klng government, who has been 
Recently In Europe and America rais­
ing huge loans for China. The sec- 
mid sister, Chlng-llng, married Dr. 
Sim Yat Sen himself in his old age, 
as an act of devotion to his revolu­
tionary career, whose hardships and 
dangers she shared with him. She 
is much beloved in China, and now 
somewhat estranged from the Nank­
ing government over policy.

, Chinese war lord, Mei-ling could 
have married poetically any man 
in China, and Chlang had already 
divorced one wife and only dis­
missed two . concubines after Mel­
ting’s American ideas rebelled 
against them.

Saw Poet In Chlang 
.t- But Mel-llng really loved Chlang. 
She saw In him things others had 

'not seen, as on the day when they 
went walking and came on a tree of 
white plum blossoms in full flower 
He picked some of the good-luck 
omens and gave them to Mei-ling 
jn a bamboo basket. “He has the 

\ courage of the soldier," she wrote 
later, “and the sensitive soul of the 
poet.”

In 1&27, family objections hav- 
lng been largely overcome, Mel­
ting and Chlang were married In 
Shanghai, first In a private Meth­
odist service at home, then again 
ip a magnificent ceremony at the 
Majestic Hotel in the International 
Settlement before 3,000 guests. That 
very hotel today is under the fire 
of opposing Japanese and Chin­
ese troops.

Close at Chiang’s side through 
the turbulent years that followed 
H pi -ling has remained. She trav­

el with him to obscure and pes- 
nttal Chinese towns In his cam- 

against the Communist arm- 
8he served tirelessly as a trus­

ted secretary in a country where 
secretaries too often betray. She 
founded schools for children orpha­
ned by China’s perpetual wars. She 
looked after Chlang's health, made 
him take care of himself. She con-

rted him to Christianity, which 
avowed In 1930.

I t  was Mel-llng who pushed Chi­
nese aviation to the fore, see­
ing to it that Chlang had the best 
available American plane for his 

about the vast country, 
been active In the devel- 

< pment tfl China's military air 
force, and in civil aviation, flying 
fearlessly at all hours and under 
all conditions.

In  1936, with part of the army 
In revolt in Fukien, Madame Chla- 
ng flew over desperate mountain 
¡territory by night when Chlang 
Went to suppress the revolt. She 
personally negotiated the surrender 
of some of the mutineers. In Kla- 
ngsl once, she was at field head­
quarters with the general when 
pudden rifle fire rang out in the 
night By feeble candlelight she 
quickly dressed and sorted out 
valuable papers and prepared to 
bum them If their camp should 
be captured. The hardships of a 
life of this kind are hard to asso­
ciate with the picture book fragil­
ity o f Madame Chlang.

Only last year came the scarely 
believable episode of the kidnap­
ing of . Chising, In which his wife 
probably saved his life, and very 
poislbly saved China from another 
disastrous, civil war, paving the way 
for the praeent near unity in the 
face of japan.

On Capital
Hill By HARRELL E. LEE

AUSTIN, Aug, 27 OP)—Members
of the Texas Legislature eagerly 
await the announcement of the num­
ber of old age pensioners on the Sep­
tember rolls.

The list started dwindling in June 
and has been on the downgrade 
since. Some believe the bottom vir­
tually has been reached while others 
feel about 17,000 more will be cut 
off.

Many in the legislature, especially 
the House, oppose further curtail­
ment. They feel that the 117.665 
persons who received aid this month
deserve it and that average grants 
are too low.

The trimming program this sum­
mer has given the lawgivers a col­
lective headache. Constituents drop­
ped from the lists have implored the 
legislators to find out why and try 
to get them restored.

It will be Interesting to note whe­
ther the rolls are slashed further In 
the face of the impending special 
session, or sessions, of the legisla­
ture.

When the lawmakers convened in 
regular session last January, the rolls 
contained 93.126 names. By May. the 
last month of the session, they had 
swelled to 129,805 and then started 
declining.

One reason for the large Increase 
In the spring, however, was that the 
pension organization previously had 
been far behind In investigating ap­
plications.

The House held a special inquiry 
near the close of the anti-gambling 
session in an effort to get to the 
bottom of reports that 30,000 persons 
would be taken from the rolls over 
a six-months period.

Pension authorities insisted then 
they had no certain figure in mind 
but were re-examining all recipients 
to determine whether they were elig­
ible under the delibrallzation law 
enacted alst fall.

In three months, a total of 12,140 
persons was dropped.

Opinions differ as to the amount 
of additional taxes the legislature 
should impose this fall for support of 
the pension program. There mast be 
some additional revenue If the rolls 
are to continue above 100,000.

Giles L. Avriett. auditor for the 
pension organization, said if the av­
erage number of recipients and size 
of grants was about the same as ir. 
July an extra $150 000 |>er month 
would be needed.

AUSTIN, Aug. 27 (A*)—Gov. James 
V. Allred said a day after return­
ing from a two-weeks vacation In 
Mexico he had selected tentatively 
the week of Sept. 20 for calling the 
Texas Legislature into extraordinary 
session to raise new revenue for so­
cial activities and other government­
al requirements.

100 miles south to Wellsboro, Pa , 
and west as far as Painted Post.

Every section of Pennsylvania re­
ported a heavy rainfall, although 
cloudbursts, did most damage in 
the northern tier of counties along 
the New York state border. Wells- 
fcoro was hit hardest, with water 
running eighteen inches deep in 
main street.

100,000 M U S  SET 
IS  DAILY ALLOWABLE

OKLAHOMA CITY. Aug. 27 (>=P>— 
Oklahoma's September oil allowable 
was set at 600,000 barrels dally by 
•the- Corporation Commission-today 
a reduction of 33,600 barrels dally 
below the Bureau of Mines esti­
mate.

The August allowable was 633,400 
barrels daily.

The Oklahoma City-Wilcox zone, 
the only class A pool in the state, 
was trimmed from 128,000 barrels 
daily for August to 113,516 for Sep­
tember.

Class B pools were reduced from 
137.100 barrels daily to 134,707; class 
C from 144,000 to 128,681; unclas­
sified prorated areas from 45,500 
to 42.021. Class D pools were raised 
from 15,800 barrels dally to 18,075 
in September. Unprorated areas 
composed of over 50,000 wells pro­
ducing on to three or four barrels 
a day. were left unchanged at 163,- 
000 barrels.

Japs Deny Casualties
SHANGHAI. AU g. 27 (AP ) — 

Three divisions of China’s finest 
rushed tonight to a smoking, thun­
dering battleground northwest of 
Shanghai, where Chinese fought 
desperately to stem a Japanese 
charge against the back door to 
this city of undeclared war.

Bcmbs, shells and machine gun 
fire turned Lotien, 12 miles north­
west of Shanghai, into a smoking 
heap of ashes'.

Near the town, waves of Japan­
ese Infantrymen met a sheet of 
machine gun fire in a bayonet 
charge through shimmering rice 
fields.

While the battle of Lotien raged 
to the northwest, Sir Hughe Mont­
gomery Knatchbull-Hugessen, Bri­
tain’s ambassador to China, wound­
ed yesterday by Japanese machine 
gun bullets, rallied slightly after a 
blood transfusion from a United 
States seaman.

His life still was in danger, but

physicians said his general condi­
tion was Improved.

The tide of battle swung from 
side to side, thousands were killed 
or wounded.

Japanese, late today, claimed oc­
cupation of Lotien, foothold for 
an advance on Kiwangwan, just 
northwest of Shanghai proper. But 
the town, as such, was no more.

The thirty-hour battle of Lotien 
opened with heavy artillery bom­
bardment Two Chinese divisions 
held a thin line. From .positions in 
the rear, machine guns were train­
ed on their backs to force them to 
stand fast.

After continuous shelling, Jap­
anese infantrymen fixed bayonets 
and went over the top. Storming 
through machine gun and (lfle fire 
they met Chinese forces hand-to- 
hand. A Japanese company com­
mander. leading the charge, either
was killed or wounded.
Japanese officer was seriously 
wounded.

The thunder of exploding shells 
and bombs echoed in Shanghai. 
Caravans of Chinese motor trucks, 
loaded with arms and munitions, 
rolled toward the new front, 
thousands of Chinese troops rushed 
to the lines under a Japanese air 
bombardment.

Today's battle carried destruction 
well away from the closer-in scenes 
of two weeks of Shanghai war.

Chinese said three thousand

Japanese were killed or wounded 
at Lotien, but Japanese army 
spokesmen denied the claim.

Japanese also denied a Chinese 
charge that Japanese machine 
guns poured death Into civilian 
crowds along the wayside district 
o f the riverfront: But today, the 
Shanghai municipal council had 
removed two hundred bodies of 
Chinese civilians In that area. 

Americans Warned 
From a Japanese army spokes­

man came a warning that Ameri­
can flags would not protect the 
American-mortgaged wing on com­
pany cotton mill in Woosung. The 
Japanese army, he said, would be 
forced to "take action” there be­
cause of the “presence of Chinese 
firing trench mortars."

Late today Japanese planes drop­
ped Incendiary bombs on parts of 
the Pootung area across the 
Whangpoo from Shanghai Scores 
of Chinese houses caught fire. For 
a time the Socony company oil 
tanks were endangered, but Shang­
hai municipal fireboats extinguish­
ed the flames.

While Japanese troops launched

GERMANY CLAIMS 
HELICOPTER RECORD

BERLIN UP)—Army experts are 
making no secret of the fact that a 
new German helicopter demonstrat­
ed recently at Berlin is an effective 
substitute for the captive balloon for 
artillery observation work.

The device, buUt by Professor 
Heinrich Focke, attained an altitude

of 2,500 meters (8,200 feet) and hov­
ered without noticeable backward or 
forward motion.

Ways to Close 
Crime Corridor 
In Texas Urged

; AUSTIN Aug. 27 (ÆV—A state­
wide communication system linking 

j detective and Identification bureaus 
of all major cities was recommend­
ed today as the one means of 
closing Texas’ “crime corridor ”
*The suggestion came from V. A. 

Leonard of Fort Worth president of 
the Texas division. International 
Association for Identification, in 
convention here. t 

Leonard, who told the convention 
the crime rate of each community 
is a by-product of general condi­
tions in surrounding territory, de­
plored the lack of police communi­
cation on a territorial basis.

He said city police departments 
still were approaching crime In a 
comparative state of Isolation.

“Down through thê crime cor­
ridor of Texas, embracing Dallas, 
Fort Worth, Waco, Houston, San 
Antonio, Beaumont, Galveston and 
Port Arthur the criminal element 
disports at random on a network 
of speedy highways/' Leonard said.

"An examination reveals there is 
little significant difference between 
the crime rates of these commun­
ities. Yet in spite of developments 
of recent years there has been no 
attempt worthy of the name to 
establish police communications on 
a territorial basis.”

He said the rapid dissemination of 
crime information ultimately would 
result in large savings, and pointed j 
to an expense of $3.500 in solving 1 
an average robbery which required 
the work of investigators In five 
cities, clerical work, telegrams and 
other expenses, although only two 
weeks elapsed between commission 
of the crime and arrest.

GOD CONDEMNS INTEMPERANCE^

Text: Leviticus 10:1-2, 8-11; Pro­
verbs 31:4-5; Isaiah 28:18; Romans 
14:21.

The age-long problem of intem- 

pcrence is the theme of this lesson. | 
and the ancient teachings concerning 
it are as true today as ever before. ; 
The familiar verse in Proverbs is 
rendered in the American Standard 
revised version of the Bible. ‘ Wine is 
a mocker, strong drink a brawler; 
and whosoever n  rettr 'thereby i r ; 
not wise."

The teachings of the ancient world 
concerning intemperance are even 
more strongly enforced in our day 
because the more potent and danger- 
ous distilled liquors were not known 
in the ancient world.

There is a discouraging aspect of 
this problem of intemperance when , 
one realizes for how many genera­
tions wise and good teachers have 
been battling against it. offering 
counsel concerning the wisdom of j 
leaving the wine s*ip alone.

All the testimony of experience, 
past and present, justifies the belief 
that nobody has ever suffered thru 
total abstinence, while the experience 
of mankind reaching its very climax 
in the life of today reveals how ter- j 
rible have been thej sufferings and I 
loss because men have turned from 
sane and safe and healthy habits to 
indulgence In strong drink

At present in our American life the 
tide has turned against temperance j 
and temperance teaching It is not 
too much to say that. It is not merely 
that the tide has tunred against pro­
hibition and the teaching of total ab­
stinence.

There is a widely prevalent notion 
that indulgence in liquor is somehow 
a good tilin g  and that liquor, instead 
o* being a social curse may be in 
some ways of social value.

One can already foresee the time 
when such notions will have their 
proper rebuke. Tire pendulum is 
bound to swing back toward better 
habits and better ways. Meanwhile, it 
is important that in churches and 
church schools, the constant teach­
ing of the Bible should be continued, 
especially the full verdict of experi­
ence against the use of strong drink.

|__No better material Tor a. lesson
could be found than in these words 
drawn from four books of thp Bible, 

i from Leviticus, from Proverbs, from 
Isiah and from Romans.

Perhaps the most intense and 
| striking of these pages is that quet- 
! ed from the 28th chapter ' f Isaiah, 
i The words are colorful with intensi­
ty: "Woe to the crown of pride of 

, the drunkards of Ephraim. The 
: crown of pride of the drunkards of 
Ephraim shall be trodden under 
foot.’’

We have the picture of those who

are reeling with wine and staggering 
with strong drink; of the priest and 
the prophet alike cursed they have 
come under its sway. Is not that true 
of life? Strong drink has destroyed 
the strong along with the weak; the 
high and mighty have been thrown 
down from their high place by in­
dulging in it.

When will humanity learn from 
its own experience and from its great
and wise teachers?

AUSTIN, Aug. 26 (/pi—Governor 
James V. Allred has a positive 
opinion upon what the legislature 
should do in the special session be­
ginning in September, but what it 
will do. he thinks, is in the realm 
of speculation. He said he thought 
tile job could be achieved In one 
session of 30 clays but didn’t have 
much hope it would. Most observ­
ers think there wlH be two sessions, 
with the second terminating tn time 
for members to see the Thanksgiving 
day football game at the University 
of Texas.

The governor said recently pro­
viding additional revenue would be 
the chief business of the session, 
while enactment of utility regula­
tion legislation would crowd solu­
tion of the problem of taxation for 
importance.

The opinion also is heard gener­
ally that the principal accomplish­
ment will be passage of an omnibus 
tax bill which will raise only a few 
million dollars.

Plenty of folks are willing to argue 
the state wouldn’t suffer If no tax 
Increases were voted. They believe 
things should be allowed to rock 
along until times are better when 
existing levies will yield larger re­
turns.

“Why get excited over the defi­
cit V' suggested one member of the 
legislature. “ It  isn’t so large con­
sidering Texas’ wealth, and if it was 
wiped out appropriations to build 
another one would be voted almost 
overnight.

"A deficit is the best talking point 
against extravagance in appropria­
tions.’’

The most recent report of the 
treasury department showed a defi­
cit in the general revenue fund of a 
little more than $9,000,000. It  has 
been estimated, however, the deficit 
is bound to increase largely next 
year because of appropriations by 
the last session of the legislature, 
and may reach $17.000,000 unless 
steps to hold it down are taken.

DALLAS. Aug. 27 (/Pi—Cotton's 
quick opening from Dallas to the 
Gulf has disturbed traditional mi­
gration north of pickers with the 
crop, and its unprecedented move­
ment has helped depress the market 
Ralph W. Moore. Texas grange 
master, said here today.

Moore, himself a farmer a resi­
dent of Granger, told the annual 
convention of Texas grange there 
was a greater amount of cotton 
open between Corpus Christi and 
Dallas than ever before In the his­
tory of the state.

He had no doubt, he said, that 
enough labor could be drafted to 
move the crop, but therein lay the 
trouble, as he saw It. and the 
strongest of arguments for a per­
manent commodity loan, available 
for farmers while the crop moved 
in such bumper years.

“ I have no doubt.” Moore said, 
“ that If it were not for talk of a 
loan now, cotton would be selling 
around eight cents.”

The heavy early movement com­
bined with the government fore­
cast to run the price down, he ex­
plained.

Yesterday the convention dis­
patched a telegram to Secretary 
Wallace, urging the proposed cur­
rent loan not to be set below ten
cents.

Meanwhile, lending weight.. to 
Moore’s estimate of a fast moving 
crop, was the action of H. G. 
Lucas, president of the Texas Agri­
cultural * Association, in calling off 
a scheduled state-wide meeting of 
farmers set here September 2.

Lucas, postponing the meeting 
until October, said, ‘‘we feared the 
need for gathering the cotton crop 
as soon as possible would prevent 
many growers from attending so 
early a meeting.”

FOR SPLITTING 
SOUGHT

< EDITOR’S NOTE : The chief uf the 
Washington Associated Press bureau lis­
tens to a Washington medley of tunes 
on the theme o f a split in the Democratic 
party Bird reports what he learns from 
those who speak, for the moat part, " o f f  
the record." I

WASHINGTON. Aug 27 i/P>—Na­
tional officials, party leaders and 
political commentators intrigued im­
mensely by speculation concerning 
what is happening to the Democratic 
party, are demonstrating Uie.se days 
their need of a master philologist.

They do not find words to express 
with sufficient clearness the nature 
of the phenomenon being called a 
cleavage in majority party ranks.

They are finding such trite desig­
nations as "liberar and "conserv­
ative" have become distorted, mis­
applied and weighted down with 
wrong connotaUons.

Few seem to be taking seriously 
the insistence of the Barkleys and 
Farleys that there Is nothing fore­
boding or based on fact in current 
talk of a lasting disagreement be­
tween factions in Democratic ranks.

The truth is that Democratic dis­
sension is widely recognized What is 
not conceded is its nature, its per­
manence and the validity of Tom’s, 
Dick’s and Harry's Yatying opinjons 
as to which are the sheep and which 
the goats in the party.

Congressional decisions indicated 
the split. Subsequent protesting 
about its "unreality" emphasized it.

But when one inquires iiere and 
there into what it means, one en­
counters pure speculation

The upshot might be new parties: 
it might also be a ourge which re­
duces the majority party strength 
but paradoxically increases its in­
effectiveness.

Since there is some apprehension 
here that the Democratic party has 
reached a crossroad and that many 
things might happen, it would help 
those who grope for certainty in the 
matter if they could find effective 
labels for the divergent Democratic 
viewpoints.

The ‘'liberal" label does not help 
much because every official and 
every’ member of Congress can be 
counted upon to insist he is in som" 
respects liberal. The feeling persists 
here Uiat those who borrow the 
liberal phrase have all the advan­
tage becaase liberal has come to be 
a sociated with progresslveness. with ! 
activity, with forward-looking, with | 
democracy, with breadth of vision, 
with catholicity of interest, with 
generosity of purpose.

What Is ‘Liberal?’
The commonly accepted opposite1 

of “ liberal" in political asage here, 
has been "conservative.” But seldom | 
is the word given its true political ' 
color any more. The true eonserva-1 
tlve would be one who wants to re- ; 
turn to preaching the simple gov- j 
ernmental gospel of the forefather- 
and one committed to sane modera­
tion in things political, particularly j 
in those which might lead away from ' 
American fundamentals.

But even those who style them­
selves "liberals'- insist they arc dem- | 
castrating exactly that kind of con­
servation although in what seems 
to them an enlightened vision.

Few men parade the “conserva­
tive" label. It has come to be linked 
with such designations as ‘‘stand- 
pat’’ and ’ reactionary.''

Those who want to draw sharp 
lines of division cannot divide the 
Democrats on the basis of their in­
activity. their somnolence and their 
refusal to look forward.

It is equally difficult for them to 
separate the sheep from the goats on 
a "for the President” and an 
"against the President” basis. The 
Democrats in Congress who have 
said openly they think the President 
has gone too far In some of his 
proposals, such as the Supreme 
Court proposal have usually pointed 
out that they are not deserting the 
party or a legitimate party program. 
And many of them have been more 
enthusiastic than ever in support OH 
other Roosevelt measures to prove 
the point.

The whisperers of Washington are 
pitying a game of “split, split, last 
where is the split" to the tune of 
"button, button, who’s got the but­
ton." What makes it the more con­
tusing is the fact that they generally 
agree there Is a real break and that 
it might portend no good to the par­
ty. but somehow, they have mislaid 
its character and its dimensions.
