Sheritt Copeland said he was out tor
an evening  drive near the Pampa
Regional Medical Center when he heard
the call go out. The deputy responding to
the call was south of Pampa at the time,
the Sheritt said.

Copeland said he turned north onto to
Perryton Parkway, thinking he could
slow the El'Camino down or stop it until
the deputy got there.

I'he Sheritt said that as he drove north
on U.S. 70, he saw the EI Camino stopped
by the side ot the road on the hillside
curve near Walnut Creek. Copeland said
a man was bending over the bed ot the
pickup and appeared to be tightening the
bonds on a woman in the back of the
truck.

Texas Roundup

Faced with power loss, country
lawmakers lead drive to help
constituents

AUSTIN (AP) Lawmakers
from the Panhandle to the Piney
Woods, whose power will be
in jeopardy with redistricting,
hunkered down during the
77th Legislature to claim what
they could for their con-
stituents in what has been
called the “last hurrah’ for
rural Texas.

Some urban lawmakers say
they went too far.

The power is t'\pt‘(‘h‘d to
shift to faster-growing urban
and suburban areas when the
districts are redrawn in the
once-a-decade change, but
House Speaker DPete Laney
says rural lawmakers will
always be influential

Before the power switch, peo-
ple like Panhandle Rep. Warren
Chisum made sure their people
were taken care of.

Country folk “don’t need to be
as scared about what’s going to
happen,” said Chisum, R-Pampa.
“We’'ve done as much as_|
think we could have for rural
lexas.”

Chisum led the drive to set
up the Office of Rural and
Community Affairs, which
would serve as a lifeline to
state government. Another
bill spelled out for the first
time a state agriculture policy
that future lawmakers will
have to consider when mak-
ing laws. Other bills would
make strides in equipping
rural communities with high-
speed Internet, improving
access to health care through
mechanisms such as telemedi-
cine and providing small
town teachers with health
insurance

Astronaut burned in plane crash
dies

HOUSTON (AP) A NASA
astronaut who was severely
burned in a small plane crash
outside of Houston has died
from her injuries.

Patricia Hilliard Robertson, a
crew suppnr! astronaut for the
International Hpm‘v Station, was
pronounced dead Thursday
night at Memorial Hermann
Hospital. She had sustained sec-
ond- and third-degree burns on
more than 90 percent of her body
in this week’s crash ‘of a private
plane.

Robertson, 38, of El Lago was a
passenger in the single-engine,
two-seat craft owned and flown by
Roy Mack Paul Adams, 46, of Alvin.

Adams remained in critical condi-
tion Friday at Memorial Hermann, a
hospital spokesman said

I'he plane was involved in
practice landing and takeoff
maneuvers before it plummeted
to the ground Tuesday near
Wolfe Air Park in Manvel.
Witnesses said the plane cart-

wheeled and crashed into some
trees, bursting into flames sec-
onds later

['he pilot and passenger were
on fire when they emerged from
the wreckage and were sprayed
with a fire extinguisher by an
Alvin man.

The witness told the Houston
Chronicle that he grabbed a fire
extinguisher to douse the flames
on the pair, who were still alert
and talking.

Robertson was selected by
NASA in June 1998 and became a
candidate in training for the
astronaut medical corps.

Jury rules man found insane
should remain in state facility

HOUSTON (ADP) A mental
patient previously found
insane after gouging his girl-
friend’s eyeballs should
remain in a state facility, a
jury has decided.

A state district judge was
scheduled to rule Friday what
treatment to order for Nathan
Dale Campbell.

I'he 27-year-old defendant was
found innocent by reason of
insanity in April 1997 in the
attack on Kristen West. Since
then, Campbell has been treated
in state mental hospitals.

Jurors urged that Campbell
remain under court-ordered
mentdl health treatment. He cur-
rently is at a state hospital in
Kerrville. Previously, he was at
Rusk State Hospital and Vernon
State Hospital.

West and Campbell had dated
for two years when he asked her
July 16, 1996, to marry him. After
the 21-year-old woman refused,
Campbell testified, he choked
her until she fell unconscious
and her eyes began bulging.

I'hen, Campbell testified, he
tried to gouge West's eyes out
with his thumbs because he
thought they were demons.
Then, he said, he got a knife from
the kitchen, walked West out-
side and shouted at his neigh-
bors, “This is what y’all made
me do.” '

[he victim, who did not attend

the hearing, has undergone sev-
eral surgeries to repair her eye
socket. One eye was saved, but
her vision remains impaire d.
Campbell's competency hearing
was his third attempt in three years to
gain release from me ntal facilities

Police dreadlocks issue esca-
lates

DALLAS (AP) — Dallas Police
Department officials are continu-
ing their crackdown on officers
in violation of the department’s
hairstyle policy, placing at least
two officers on administrative
leave for refusing to cut their
locks.

The offiters had been warned
that the dreadlocks do not con-
form to department policy, offi-
cials said.

Officers Gina L. Mosley, 30,
and 47-year-old Frank Hasty
were sent home last week after
they showed up to work with
dreadlocks.

Officer Elizabeth Gates, 34, is
taking vacation after receiving a
memo saying her hairstyle did
not comply with department pol-
icy. If she returns to work, she
will be placed on administra-
tive leave, department offi-
cials said.

Several other officers with sim-
ilar hairstyles also have been
warned to change them, police
said.

Last week a spokesman who
had been wearing dreadlocks
brought attention to the depart-
ment’s ban on the hairstyles
under policies developed in the
1970s.

Senior Cpl. Chris Gilliam, 37,
who had been growing the hair-
style for about two years, was
ordered not to appear on televi-
sion interviews until he cut his

dreadlocks off.

Floating menace is likely to
spread, choking river inlets

HOUSTON (AP) — As temper-
atures heat up, water hyacinth in
the San Jacinto River are expect-
ed to start reproducing, causing
major headaches for homeown-
ers along the waterway.
