Ratliff presided with fairness

and honesty, lawmakers say

AUSTIN (AP) — In choosing Republican Bill
Ratliff to become acting lieutenant governor, sen-
ators said they cast their votes because of his fair-
ness and integrity.

Ratliff, state senators say, lived up to their
expectations, even after a session in which law-
makers struggled with a tight budget, tackled the
generally explosive process of drawing new polit-
ical boundaries and passed the divisive hate
crimes bill.

And, while lawmakers from both parties criti-
cized some of Ratliff’s decisions, they applauded
his ability to keep. the Senate moving.

“We didn’t have meltdown and I think a lot of
people expected us to do that because we had one
of our own as a presiding officer,” said Sen.
Rodney Ellis, the Houston Democrat whom
Ratliff appointed as the powerful Senate Finance
Committee chairman.

Ratliff moved into the post in December follow-
ing a vote among senators to fill the vacancy left
when Rick Perry became governor and George W.
Bush became president. Ratliff retained his vote
as a legislator, which he used only six times, and
controlled the flow of legislation as he presided
over the Senate.

After five months on the job, Ratliff announced
Saturday that he would seek the job for a full
term. Only five Republican senators have not
signed on to support his campaign, including
Senate Republican Caucus Chairman David
Sibley, Ratliff’s chief rival during the December
vote.

Speaker rules behind scenes

to shepherd flock of lawmakers

AUSTIN (AP) — The Texas House was hushed
when Speaker Pete Laney took a rare stand from
his podium, an oasis of order in a sea of frenzy.

A red-faced Laney refused to hear any more
bills Sunday night until lawmakers would let a
bill on charter schools be heard. Opposition
quickly shrunk as two-thirds of members poured
forth yes votes.

“The speaker doesn’t get a vote but he does
exercise a little influence,” said the bill’s sponsor,
Rep. Jim Dunnam, D-Waco.

Laney, a cotton farmer and used car dealer from
Hale Center, has served for five sessions as the
shepherd of a flock of 150 state representatives,
and their egos, striving to craft law through the
tumultuous process of political compromise.

He was first elected to the House in 1972 and
was first elected speaker by his colleagues in 1993.
Each year, his election is a grand spectacle with a
bipartisan outpouring of thanks and admiration
to Laney, 57, and his family.

But he is not without opponents who say
Laney’s time as sreaker is expiring as the state’s
number of Republican voters grows.

Democrats enjoy a 77-72 majority in the House,
but Republicans hope redistricting will increase
their representation.

Memorial Day observances include home’s ded-
ication in honor of World War II hero

BONHAM, Texas (AP) — In'the name of the
World War II pilot who flew his crippled B-17
away from a small British town and gave his crew
time to bail out, more veterans will be protected
in future years.

Fifty-seven years after Army Air Force 2nd Lt.
Clyde W. Cosper’s death, many of his acquain-
tances — some wearing the hats, buttons and uni-
forms of their units — gathered in Northeast
Texas to dedicate the fourth veterans’ home in the
state to him.

“I can’t think of a better day to dedicate a veter-
an’s home ‘than Memorial Day,” Land
Commissioner David Dewhurst, who also serves
as chairman of the Texas Veterans Land Board,
said Monday. “He and his fellow veterans pro-
tected us from tyranny, often at the cost of their
young lives.”

Among other Memorial Day observances across
the state, about 4,000 people attended a ceremony
at Fort Sam Houston National Cemetery in San
Antonio. Several hundred more gathered at small-
er ceremonies sponsored by the Edgewood and
Harlandale school districts.

A Houston ceremony included flyovers by four
F-16 fighter jets from the Texas Air National
Guard, 147th Fighter Wing, as well as an Apache
helicopter from the Texas Army National Guard.

A series of speakers addressed the first Seawolf
Park Memorial Day Commemorative Service on
Pelican Island to pay homage to veterans.

Community parades and ceremonies were held
throughout the Dallas-Fort Worth area. A 21-gun
salute and bagpipes were featured in a northeast-
ern Tarrant County ceremony.

Suspect confesses in robberies

DALLAS (AP) — Confessions to dozens of
heists by a convicted robber now serving a feder-
al prison sentence are being reviewed by law offi-
cers who hope to link illegal activity nationwide.

They say John Orville Norman frustrated inves-
tigators by successfully pulling off heists at golf
shops and other businesses around the country
and then disappearing.

The Texas Rangers and FBI, following a lengthy
investigation and cooperation by other law
enforcement agencies, are moving closer to solv-
ing more than five dozen crimes they say Norman
has admitted completing in Texas and throughout
the United States.

The scope of confessed heists puts Norman
beyond the activities of a normal bandit, his attor-
ney said.

Norman, 59, is serving two consecutive life sen-
tences in a federal prison after Eleadin_g ilty last
year to federal armed robbery and federal
weapons charges in connection with a heist at an
Ennis golf shop.

Norman’s attorney and investigators said the
suspect, who used the Dallas area as his home
base, admitted during a series of interviews to
being one of North Texas’ most prolific armed
robbers, confessing to 65 crimes across the coun-

try.

He said Borger graduated around 215 seniors, and
that the number of Kindergartners is expected to be
approximately 232 in the next year.

Total taxable value certified in July of 2000 was
$391,087,881.

Coffman said he doubted the pig facility would
benefit the Borger district as much as it would
Plemons-Stinnett-Phillips because of the proximity
to the Stinnett community.

The Plemons-Stinnett-Phillips Consolidated
Independent School district has dropped 101 stu-
dents since 1999.

Superintendent Robin Adkins said the school dis-
trict had 635 students on May 22 of this year. He said
in May, 1999, the district had 734 students, but
dropped to 662 students in May, 2000.

Adkins said the school is “tightening up” its
expenses.

“We absorbed nine of 11 professional positions
last year,” said Adkins. “One of the programs which
we did away with was the high school choir.”

He said during the elementary school has three
openings during the upcoming school year, and two
of those positions will be absorbed. The elementary
had three second grade classes this past year, but
will ﬁo to two classes next year.

Adkins also said a Title One Elementary reading
program will be eliminated for the 2001-2002 school
year.

The 2001 Senior class numbered 42 students. He
said the Kindergarten class will have approximately
26-31 students in the fall of 2001 while the first grade
will have 38 students.

Adkins said the district has opened the four-year-
old program to any four year olds in the communi-
ty, not just economically disadvantaged. “We had
some this past year who wanted to send their chil-
dren, but they did not meet the economic require-
ments,” he said. “They sent them to another nearby
school. We want to keep aé many students here as
possible.”

Adkins will be leaving PSPCISD after 14 years
with the district as he assumes the superintendent
position in Perryton. Bill Wiggins, high school prin-
cipal, will also leave as he takes the Spearman High

Burns said the local animal control department is
tracking all reports. Rabid skunks have been found
in several areas of town: one on the west side on
town, six in the southeastern edge, and one in the
600 block of North Banks.

Six killed when van crashes, burns

LLANO, Texas (AP) — Six North Texas resi-
dents were killed after their vehicle careened off a
Central Texas highway, fell into a ravine and burst
into flames.

The accident was discovered by a passing
motorist who saw smoke coming out of the 15-
foot deep ravine Monday night, stopped to inves-
tigate and called law officers.

The six people were friends who spent the
weekend camping at the Llano River and were
returning home, said DPS spokesman Tom Vinger.

The driver was identified as Edward Burch, 37,
of Alvarado.

The passengers were identified as Cheryl Lynn
Cato, 39, of Crowley; Ellen Jane Switzer, 39, of
Burleson; Mona Kay Sanford, 43, of Arlington;
Ronald Glenn Luttrell, 43, of Fort Worth, and

Henry Wade Milam, 44, of Fort Worth.

Vinger said the 1991 Pontiac van was eastbound
on Texas 29 in Llano County, 6.4 miles east of
Llano, when it veered off the road to the right and
became airborne. The van struck a concrete cul-
vert and landed at the bottom of a small ravine,
where it caught on fire, Vinger said.

“It's actually the lar%e culvert that goes under
the highway. It drove off into the culvert and land-
ed in the ravine, and then it caught fire,” said Sgt.
John Stafford of the Llano County sheriff’s office.

No other vehicles were ‘involved in the wreck
that occurred about 6 p.m. Monday about 60 miles
northwest of Austin, said Tela Mange, a DPS
spokeswoman.

High schoolers need nine or more hours of sleep

HOUSTON (AP) — Recent studies suggest that
teen-agers need nine or more hours of sleep night-
ly and that students earning A’s and B’s generally
are getting to bed earlier than those who get lower
grades.

How much sleep a teen- cﬁer gets at night is a
key and physiological ingredient to academic suc-
cess, says Max Hirshkowitz, director of the
Houston VA Medical Center’s sleep center.

Medical experts and educators long have urged
teens and their parents to ensure that youth get a
good night’s rest. But recent studies show that
sleep is more than just a good idea.

“There are really two issues,” said Hirshkowitz,
who also is an associate professor in Baylor
College of Medicine’s psychiatry department.

“One is intellectual performance — cognition
and the ability for the brain to maintain focus on
fixed atténtion. They are impaired by sleep depri-

vation. You put those toFether, and kids can’t stay
focused long enough to learn something. If you're
sleep-deprived, it’s hard to concentrate.

“The other thing is emotional, behavioral.
There’s a decline in mood, and even depression.
There can be irritability and outbursts. What
we're essentially talking about is the inability to
cope.

‘When adults become sleep-‘dePrived, they
want to go to sleep. But with kids; it's a matter of
impulse control. A lot of times, I believe that kids
are diagnosed with ADHD (Attention Deficit
Hyperactivity Disorder) and they’re really sleep-
deprived.”

researchers suggest that, on average, high school-
ers sleep a little more than seven hours per night
— typically, they hit the sack about 11 p.m. and
wake around 6:15 a.m.

Global warming beats a new ice age

Given a choice, which you won't be given, global
warming is better than a new ice age.

If the past is any indication, we are at the end of a
warming period and on the edge of new ice age. Feel
the chill?

It's odd that most people have accepted as fact a
yet-unproven hypothesis that the Earth is warming.
Not long ago, a London newspaper, The Telegra 7R
published a story. Here's the lead: “Fresh doubt fus
been cast on evidence for global warming following
the discovery that a key method of measuring tem-
perature change has exaggerated the warming rate
by almost 40 percent.”

A team of scientists in the United Kingdom made
this discovery. Of course, there was already a dis-
crepancy between land-temperature measurements,
which showed a slight warming, and atmosphere
measurements, which showed a slight cooling,

Warm or cool, there isn't a lot we can-do about it.
There have been in recent geologic times about 17 ice
ages. The old Earth cools down and warms up with-
out any help at all from people. I expect it will con-
tinue to do so. Man has a huge ego, but he’s hardly
more than a mite on the back of a flea living on a cin-
der as far as the universe is concerned.

It might help to understand this flap about global
warming if we pause to remember that the word
“scientist” describes a vocation. Otherwise, scientists
are just ordinary human beings — fallible and sub-
ject to the whole array of vices and virtues that one
finds in people. The fact that a scientist says some-
thing doesn’t make it so.

As for global warming, there is a wide diversity of
opinion among scentists, both pro and con. The
whole deal is based on computer modeling, and
some scientists argue that the models not only lack
sufficient data but are too flawed to predict anything
reliably.

Carbon dioxide, by the way, is not a pollutant. It’s
one of the key ingredients to life, and if greenhouse
gases didn't keep the Earth warm, none of us would
be here. All animals produce carbon dioxide and
breathe it out; plants absorb carbon dioxide, as does
the ocean. We also absorb carbon dioxide every time
we drink a soda pop. Furthermore, carbon dioxide is
only .04 percent of the atmosphere. Water vapor is
about 2 percent and also a greenhouse gas (traps
some of the heat).

And a new ice age would play heck with the welfare
of the human race. A new ice age would shorten the
growing season everywhere and make more of the
Earth unfit for human habitation.

What drives the global-warming propaganda
machine is not science but political and ideological
goals. It is not a fact. The idea that carbon dioxide
released by burning fossil fuel will cause the Earth to
warm is as yet an unproven hypothesis.

affect climate are slight changes in the Earth’s tilt,
variations in output from the sun, changes in
ocean currents, even variations in Earth’s orbit
around the sun, not to mention the occasional
large meteor or comet whacking us.

We would be better off to dismiss the global-
warming premise and simply concentrate on
improving the place where we live, as well as pur-
suing research to find an energy source when fossil
fuels run out, which they inevitably will in the'dis-
tant future.

It would also help if human beings would get rid
of this notion that they are masters of the universe.
We are not. We are a negligible factor. If each of us
honestly seeks the answer to the question, “What do
I really control?” we will find out the answer is, “Not
much.”

The same answer applies to the question, “What
does man really know about the universe?” If you
culled the facts from the theories, guesses, specula-
tions and sometime downright fabrications, the little
pile of facts left over could all be published in a fair-
ly small volume. And most of them would consist of
measurements.

The world is full of mysteries and one of them is
certainly what the weather will be like 50 years from
now. There are a lot of folks in the vocational field of
scdence who are not much different from the old
medicine men who traveled in a wagon, hawking
remedies and cure-alls.

It is a good idea not to worry about things you
can’t control or tasks that are impossible and to con-
centrate on doing what you can do in your own
vicinity. Most of the hell that people experience is not
of cosmic origin. We originate it by our misdeeds
and neglect. Buming fossil fuels, for example, is not
nearly as damaging to the future as failing to love,
nurture and educate children.

Ex-cabinet members seek governorships

At least three members of former President
Clinton’s Cabinet are considering a run for gover-
nor in their home states — an unusually high
number in comparison with other recent presi-
dential cabinets. :

Such a political transition is not a natural pro-
gression, colleagues and political analysts say,
even though Cabinet members have tried such a
move from time to time.

Andrew Cuomo, Clinton’s secretary of housing
and urban development, is already running for
the Democratic nomination for governor in New
York.

Bill Richardson, who was energy secretary, is
forming an exploratory committee in New Mexico
and will decide next year whether to run for an
open governor’s seat.

Janet Reno, the former attorney general, has
said she’s considering a run for Florida governor
in the high-profile race against incumbent
Republican Jeb Bush.

The former Cabinet officials enjoy name identi-
ty with voters, but don’t necessarily have any
advantage in a run for statewide office. A

“I think it’s not a natural jumping-off point,”
said former Clinton Commerce Secretary William
Daley, who works with a New York investment
firm and managed Al Gore’s presidential cam-
paign. “Once you leave your state, it's harder to
assimilate back in.”

Richardson will be polishing political skills
already developed in his stint as a popular former
congressman for a dozen years. Reno was elected
state attorney five times in south Florida. Cuomo,
son of the former New York governor, has spent a
lifetime learning the political trade.

Cuomo already has entered the New York gov-

ermnor’s race, facing state Comptroller H. Carl
McCall. The winner would have to face George
Pataki, the Republican incumbent, if he decides to
run for a third term.

Richardson emphasizes he wants to weigh the
odds of such a race before formally deciding what
he will do in New Mexico.

“I'm considering running for governor because
I still have the political juices,” Richardson said. “I
feel I have one big race left in me. But I want to test
the waters for my support.”

Democrats in the state say Richardson was very
popular as a congressman and that will be consid-
ered along with his service as energy secretary.
Republicans agree, but predict the nation’s energy
problems will drag him down.

“He was well regarded in New Mexico as a con-
gressman and would certainly be a formidable
candidate,” said Jay McLeskey, executive director
of New Mexico Republicans. “But his stock has
definitely dropped as a result of his Cabinet ser-
vice.

Reno surprised many Democrats when she
announced a week ago that she’s considering a
run for governor. She explained she’s concerned
about the conservative direction Florida govern-
ment has taken under Jeb Bush, younger brother
of the president. Political analysts say her some-
times controversial. stint as attorney general and
limited political experience may make it tough for
her.

Reno would be one of about 10 candidates for
the Democratic nomination, including Pete
Peterson, the outgoing ambassador to Vietnam
and a former congressman from northern Florida.
Democrats say they are starting to get the kind of
high-profile field of candidates they will need to
pick a strong challenger to Bush.

Republicans are wary of statewide elections
after the virtual tie in the 2000 presidential race
between George W. Bush and Al Gore.

“It is really, really difficult to gauge the strength
of Democratic candidates in statewide races in
Florida,” said Tom Slade, a former state
Republican chairman. “There’s a great deal of
mystery as to how vulnerable our guys are in
statewide races. We’ll probably have to go
through another election cycle to find out.”

The former transportation secretary, Rodney
Slater, has been subject of political speculation that
he would run for governor of Arkansas someday.
But Slater says he plans to focus on practicing law
for now, adding: “Hopefully, down the line I will
be able to revisit the question of public service.”

Some former members of the Clinton Cabinet
simply don’t have the political bug they once had,
including Richard Riley, the former education sec-
retary and a two-term governor of South Carolina.
Now a lawyer and college professor, Riley says
running a Cabinet agency can be fine training for
a governor, once elected.

“Cabinet members work a lot with governors,
mayors and state legislative leaders,” Riley said.
“It's pretty good experience for understanding
what a governor does.”

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Loss of Hearing Is Based

On How Loud, How Long

DEAR ABBY: As an otologist
(ear physician), I am delighted to
see the public’s attention drawn to
the problem of hearing loss,
especially noise-induced hearing
loss, which is entirely preventable.
However, Nanette Fabray Mac-
Dougall’s recent letter and your
response perpetuated a popular
myth: Brief exposure to loud sound
is damaging to people’s hearing.

Risk to hearing is based not only
on how loud the sound is, but also
on how long you're exposed. The 90-
decibel figure she cited is the limit
set by the U.S. Occupational Safety
and Health Administration based on
the assumption of a workplace expo-
sure that lasts eight hours a day,
five days a week, 52 weeks a year,
for 40 years.

Exposure to rock concerts and
dance clubs is certainly hazardous
to the musicians and other employ-
ees who work in that environment
day in and day out — and frequent
exposure would be bad for anyone
who has a noisy job or hobby — but
for the rest of us, occasional expo-
sure is harmless.

Movie theaters are unlikely to be
hazardous to hearing because the
sound levels are usually high for
only short periods. For adults who
have quiet jobs (if you can converse
at arm’s length without shouting,
you have a quiet job), the main pre-
ventable causes of hearing loss are
head injury (wear seat belts in cars,
wear helmets on bicycles) and explo-
sive noise (wear earplugs or ear-
muffs when firing guns and stay
away from firecrackers). People with
noisy jobs should insist that their
employers have sound-level mea-
surements made, and enroll them in
hearing conservation programs if

Rangers mount a rare rally to beat Orioles

BALTIMORE (AP) — Down
1-0 against Baltimore Orioles
rookie Josh Towers, and unable
to get a runner as far as third
base through six innings, the
Texas Rangers appeared des-
tined to absorb yet another
defeat.

The Rangers’ comeback
ruined a fine performance by
Towers, who allowed two runs
and eight hits in seven innings.
The right-hander threw a first-
pitch strike to 22 of the 28 bat-
ters he faced and did not issue a
walk.

“There are good days and
bad days, and this was one of
the good ones,” he said.

“Unfortunately, two guys I got
behind ended up hitting home
runs.”

Jeff Conine extended his hit-
ting streak to 12 games and
David Segui homered for the
Orioles, who completed an 8-3
homcstand on a sour note.

“l thought we played well,
too,” said Jerry Hairston, who
had two hits and an RBI. “It’s
just that Kenny Rogers threw a
great game and kept us off bal-
ance.”

Rogers limited the Orioles to
two runs and five hits.in six-
plus innings, but the Rangers
didn’t pull away until after he
left, breaking a 2-2 tie in the
eighth.

Court says
Martin can
ride in cart

WASHINGTON  (AP)
Disabled golfer Casey Martin has
a legal right to ride in a cart
between shots at PGA Tour
events, the Supreme Court said
Tuesday.

In a 7-2 ruling with implications
for other pro sports, the justices
ruled that a federal disability-bias
law requires the pro golf tour to
waive its requirement that players

walk the course during tourna-
ments. That rule is not fundamen-
tal to the game of golf, the court
said.

In the majority opinion, Justice
John Paul Stevens said Congress
intended for an organization like
the PGA Tour to give considera-
tion to disabled golfers. Martin
has a circulatory disorder in his
right leg that makes it difficult for
him to walk the course.

Lawmakers intended that such
organizations “carefully weigh
the purpose, as well as the letter”
of its rules before rejecting
requests of disabled golfers out of
hand.

Justice Antonin Scalia wrote the
dissent, joined by fellow conserv-
ative Justice Clarence Thomas.

“In my view today’s opinion
exercises a benevolent compas-
sion that the law does not place it
within our power to impose,” he
said.

The 1990 Americans with
Disabilities Act bans discrimina-
tion against the disabled in public
accommodations, including golf
courses ‘and entertainment sites.
The law requires “reasonable
modifications” for disabled peo-
ple unless such changes would
fundamentally alter the place or
event.

That law applies to professional
sports events when they are held
at places of public accommoda-
tion, the justices said.

The decision upholds a lower
court ruling that ordered the PGA
Tour to let Martin use a cart. The
lower court said using a cart
would not give him an unfair
advantage over his competitors.

Tour officials declined immedi-
ate comment but said a statement
would be released later.

Martin’s circulatory condition is
called Klippel-Trenaunay-Weber
Syndrome. He sued the PGA Tour
in 1997, saying the ADA — enact-
ed in 1990 — gave him a right to
use a cart during tour events.
