Texas Round Up
Governor pushes selected programs, 
embraces some centrist issues

AUSTIN (AP) — Gov. Rick Perry embarked on 
his first legislative session as governor with a dose 
of caution and with conunitment to his pet pro­
grams.

Improving education, the state's roads and the 
Texas border region topped P en y  s agenda.

More contentious matters — a hate crimes bill, a 
nursing home fee and Medicaid simplification — 
met him along the way as the governor charted a 
course mostly free of political land mines.

"I see no major mistakes," said Bruce Buchanan, 
a government professor at the University of Texas. 
"I don't see any evidence that he's shot himself in 
the foot in any major way."

After the ^ th  Legislature adjourned Monday, 
the governor declared it a success.

"It may not have been the most graceful session, 
but ultimately the people of Texas will judge us on 
results, and on that basis, this session was a 
tremendous success," said Perry, who plans to run 
for governor in 2002.

The Republican ascended to governor from lieu­
tenant governor after George W. Bush resigned in 
December to become president. While preserving 
Bush's legacy. Perry managed to use some legisla­
tive issues to move himself toward the poUtical 
center before his campaign in 2002, Buchanan said.

J^ry continues deliberation In case
AUSTIN (AP) — A West Virania man accused of 

killing a teen-age girl in a Central Texas yogurt 
shop almost a decade ago says his confession was 
coerced, while prosecutors contend he is making 
up stories to hide his crime.

Jurors were set Wednesday to continue deliberat­
ing the fate of Robert Bums; Springsteen IV, who 
would face the death penalty if convicted of capital 
murder in the shooting death of Amy Ayers, 13.

Springsteen's defense lawyers on Tuesday urged 
jurors to acquit him despite a confession given to 
police in 1999.

Springsteen took the witness stand during the 
three-week-long trial to proclaim his innocence.

The 12-person jury deliberated for about six 
hours Tuesday before breaking for the night at 7 
p.m. The panel was sequestered overnight and was 
to reconvene Wednesday morning.

Springsteen, 26, is accused of l^ n g  Ayers dur­
ing a botched robbery that turned into murder on 
the night of Dec. 6, 1991 at an I Can't Believe It's 
Yogurt shop.

Eliza Hope Thomas, 17, and sisters Jennifer and 
Sarah Harbison, 15 and 17, also were killed. All 
four girls were bound, gagged and shot in the 
head. The store was then set on fire.

The 1999 confession, in which Springsteen 
admitted killing Ayers, is the key piece of evidence. 
Prosecutors have no physical evidence against him 
as the crime scene was destroyed by the fire.

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Family’s home destroyed in tornado
PANHANDLE (AP) — Debbie Martin was 

preparing supper for her husband and four chil­
dren Tuesday evening when the family saw a tor­
nado witnesses have described as half-mile wide at 
the base heading toward their farmhouse.

The family loaded up in two pickups, heading in 
what they thought was the opposite direction. 
When they got onto the highway, though, the tor­
nado was running parallel to their vehicles before 
turning toward their rural Carson County home.

"It was awful," Martin, 38, said late Tuesday 
night. "It was terrifying. The tornado yvas between 
us and the house and that was it."

Their 2,200 square-foot farmhouse, two vehicles 
left on the land and a horse trailer were destroyed 
when the tornado hit. Martin, her husband and 
four children, ages, 18, 14, 7 and 5, survived.

"1 was trying to cook supper and I have no idea 
where it's at — the steak and potatoes and the com 
are all gone," she said.

Part of the house was thrown many feet onto 
railroad tracks. She said they had been leasing the 
house for about a year and had no insurance.

Judge orders Iraq to pay four men 
for captivity, torture

HOUSTON (AP) — A federal judge has ruled 
that the Republic of Iraq is liable for personal 
injury in a multimillion-dollar judgment to four 
men who say they were taken hostage and tortured 
in the early 1990s.

U.S. District Judge Louis Oberdörfer ruled that 
Iraq must pay more than $18 million to the men. 
Lawyers seek to collect the damages from an 
estimated $1.2 billion in frozen Iraqi assets in the 
United States.

The ruling Friday was made possible after 
Houston attorneys lobbied Congress for an amend­
ment to the Foreign Sovereign Immunities Act to 
allow lawsuits against foreign nations for commit­
ting acts of terrorism. The amendment was passed 
in 1996.

"1 don't think this is compensation for what I 
went through, but it would help with financial 
security for my wife and children,’' said Ken Beaty, 
who said he was held in a Baghdad prison for 205 
days after mistakenly crossing the border from 
Kuwait into Iraq in April 1993.

Beaty, who lives in Mustang, Okla., said he was 
in Kuwait working as a drilling-rig supervisor 
when he accidentally drove across the border. 
Border guards arrested him at gunpoint, he said, 
and he was confined to a prison cell for 11 days 
with no water, toilet or bed.

Two other men, David Daliberti and Bill Barloon, 
both of Jacksonville, Fla., said they were working 
as civilian defense contractors for the government 
of Kuwait when they mistakenly crossed into Iraq 
in March 1995.

Embassy bombings trial enters 
death penalty phase

NEW YORK (AP) — Calling guilty verdicts 
against four men implicated in the bombing of 
U.S. embassies in Africa "a triumph for world jus­
tice," prosecutors must now try to convince a jury 
why two of the men should be put to death.

llie  same panel that convicted the four accused 
followers of Osama bin Laden will decide the 
death penalty part of the case, which was to begin 
Wednesday in federal court in Manhattan.

They were found guilty Tuesday of a global con­
spiracy to murder Americans, including the J998 
bombings of U.S. embassies in Kenya and Tanzania 
that killed 224 people, including 12 Americans, and 
injured thousands of others in a hail of rubble and 
shattered glass.

OAK RIDGE, Tenn. (AP) — 
Martin Sheen, a veteran anti­
nuke activist, has narrated a

video that encourages demon­
strations against nuclear war­
head production at the Y-12 
Plant.

"Coming to the gates of Y-12 
makes a stand for peace," Sheen 
says in "Stop The Bombs," a 
video produced by the Oak 
Ridge Environmental Peace 
Alliance.

"It helps to spread the word 
and create pressure to convert 
from nuclear weapons work to 
cleanup and restoration. 
Everyone has an important role. 
We can stop the bombs, but we 
cannot do it without you."

Ralph Hutchison, group coor­
dinator, said the 24-minute video 
was piroduced last year and has 
become popular with activists. 
"People around the country are 
having video parties," he said, 
noting more than 130 copies have 
been distributed.

The Y-12 Plant makes parts for 
the MX missile system and stores 
highly enriched uranium used in 
warheads.

Man injured after 
jumping from bus

PANHANDLE -  A Carson 
County Sheriff's Office investiga­
tion of a man having been run 
over by a bus uncovered quite a 
different set of circumstances.

Two Texas Department of 
Public Safety troopers and a 
Carson County Sheriff's deputy 
responded to a report that a man 
had been struck by a bus on 
Interstate 40 last Tue^ay.

When the officers arrived they 
found a man, Rory Collins, 20, of 
California, lying on the roadway. 
He had been injured but not by 
being struck by the bus, accora- 
ing to Carson County Sheriff 
G ^  Robertson.

The man jumped up when the 
officers tried to approach him 
and "began to run wildly, 
attempting to elude officers," 
according to the release. He was 
eventually stopped and flown by 
Lifestar helicopter to Northwest 
Texas Hospital in Amarillo, suf­
fering from a broken jaw.

the wood frame house rented by Kevin and Debbie 
Martin east of Panhandle, said Carson County 
Sheriff Gary Robertson. The couple looked out the 
wjndow and saw the tornado headed toward their 
house.

"Although the house had a basement, it was old 
enough there was no concrete on top," Robertson 
said Kevin Martin told him. "They were in fear that 
something would fall on them," he said, so the fam­
ily chose to leave the house. "They thou^t they 
had time to get away, and 1 ^ e s s  they did.*

The parents and two c h il^ n  got in one vehicle 
and their two teen-age sons got into the family's 
pickup with their dogs with the understanding they 
would meet at a designated spot in Panhandle.

For some unknown reason, Robertson said, the 
boys went east toward White Deer instead of turn­
ing west to Panhandle. When they didn't arrive at 
the meeting place, he said, the Martins became 
extremely concerned they had been caught in the 
tornado. Fortunately, they were located after the 
storm passed over, the sheriff said.

A weight station at the Cuvier Elevator, off U.S. 
Highway 60, east of Panhandle, was also destroyed 
by the twister. '

"There's nothing there but a commode and a con­
crete slab," Robertson said.

A mother cow-calf operation owned by Carson 
County Judge Lewis Powers sustained possibly the 
greatest loss from the storm, the sheriff said.

"He's out there looking over the damage today. 
There's veterinarians but there, too. He's not sure 
how many can be salvaged," Robertson said.

An undetermined number of animals were killed 
outright, he said. Judge Powers had to euthanize 
several others last night, he added. The cattle were 
on pastureland north and west of the elevator, the 
sheriff said, in the direct path of the tornado.

Robertson said deputies from his ofBce spent the 
evening checking on the welfare of farmers in the 
area where the supercell storm first spawned the 
tornado. Farmers there reported damage to farm 
equipment and irrigation systems, he said.

Storm spotters, including Chaimel 7 s  meteorolo­
gist Heather Hope, Terry, and Trooper David 
O'Brien of the Texas Department of Public Safety, 
converged on the tornado as it was forming 
between Pantex munitions plant and Panhandle.

Also out in the thick of things were David Bowser, 
Pampa News photographer, and a crew from KFDA 
Channel 10.

"It was a big one. It reminded me of (former Gray

County Sheriff) Randy Stubblefield's video of the 
Pampa tornado," Terry said.

"1 thought we were going to get smacked pretty 
good," he said.

"It was a nice, pretty tornado. And then I thought, 
you learn in weather watching school that when a 
tornado isn't moving and it seems to be getting big­
ger that means it's coming straight at you," he said.

Terry and the Channel 7 Highlander driven by 
Hope nearly collided, he said, when they both tried 
to turn their vehicles around as they realized at the 
same time that the tornado was heading toward 
them.

"It was coming straight at us," he said. "It crossed 
the highway right in front of us."

As it crossed U.S. 60, the twister strung a major 
power line and power pole across the highway cre­
ating a hazard for drivers, officials said.

"SPS got there as soon as the weather cleared," 
Terry said.

Law enforcement officers east of White Deer and 
west of Panhandle closed the highway, a major 
thorougjtfare between the eastern Panhandle and 
AmariUo, because of the danger from downed 
power lines. *

Noblett, and Gray County deputies Heath Cates, 
Randy Langwell, and Morse Burroughs, protecting 
the closed highway, watched the tornado as it skirt­
ed White Deer.

"You could see White Deer and Highway 60 and 
all around it was tornado," Noblett said. "1 thought 
White Deer was going to be history.

"It was a monster. They said on the west side of 
(the tornado), it was all white and pretty. It was 
black and dirty on our side," he added.

Robertson said the highway wasn't re-op>ened 
until approximately 1 a.m. today.

Power outages were reported in eastern Carson 
County, rural residences along the twister's path 
and the west side of White Deer, officials said.

Employees of Scarab Manufacturing, a recycling 
plant west of White Deer, had been evacuated, he 
said.

"Why it didn't blow Scarab off the face of the 
map. I'll never know," Terry said.

As Terry and the other storm spotters watched, 
the tornado ascended back into the storm about two 
miles west of the facility.

"It whooped around in a field and just played 
out," he said.

"It was a tragic deal. We lost a lot in property and 
livestock, but from my perspective, we came out 
great. There were no human injuries. We were real­
ly lucky," Terry said.

Bums said only six of the 17 dogs reported in 
2001 to have bitten humans have been vaccinated 
for rabies.

According to the state law if a dog, cat or ferret 
bites a human the animal must be quarantined for 
10 days.

If a currently vaccinated animal has been 
exf>osed to a rabid animal the animal shall be 
euthanized or if sufficient justification for preserv­
ing the animal exists, the exposed animal shall be 
given a booster rabies vaccination and placed in

strict isolation for 45 days, according to Bums.
People who have not had their animals vacci­

nated could lose them needlessly. An unvaednat-
expos^ to a rabid ani- 

enforcement by the laws,
said Bums.

The animal shall be euthanized or if sufficient 
justification for preserving the animal exists, the 
exposed animal shall be immediately vaccinated 
against rabies, placed in strict isolation for 90 
days and given booster vaccinations during the 
third and eighth week of isolation, according to 
the state law.

Bums urges all animal owners to contact a local 
veterinarian about getting the rabies vaccine 
administered to the ramily pets. Vaccinations for 
rabies are required in Texas, and citations are 
being issued on owners of the pets, said Bums.

Every 
17 minutes, another person wiU com­
mit suicide. More than 70 percent of 
young people who suffer from mental 
illness do not receive the help they 
need.'

As a nation, we have addressed 
the stigma associated with diseases 
like cancer and AIDS by expanding 
our knowledge. We must now apply 
that same knowledge and under­
standing to mental illness. To accom­
plish t l^ , we must create a climate 
that not only encourages discussion 
about these issues, but one that also 
brings mental illness out of the closet 
and into the realm of physical ill­
ness. Science has shown that mental 
illness is as treatable as physical 
ailments, and in some cases, more 
treatable. Major depression is treat­
able in 85 percent of cases, while 
angioplasty — a treatment for heart 
disease — works only 41 percent of 
the time.

— Having very low energy.
— Having too much energy, diffi­
culty concentrating or following 
th ro u ^  on plans.
— Feeling easily irritated or 
angry.
— Racing thoughts or agitation.
— Hearing voices or seeing 
images others do not.
— ^ liev in g  others are plotting 
against you.
— Wanting to harm yourself or 
someone else.

Martin hopes to ride back to PGA Tour
EUGENE, Ore. (AP) — To 

prove his point that riding a cart 
doesn't give him an edge over 
other golfers, Casey Martin sim­
ply lists his performance on the 
Duy.com Tour this season.

"I've missed four out of eight 
cuts and made $5,000 this year, 
so if there's an advantage. I'd 
like to know where it is," he said 
Tuesday after the Supreme Court 
ruled Martin may ride a cart in 
PGA Tour events.

The victory ended a 3 1/2-year 
battle between the PGA Tour and 
Martin, who was born with a 
degenerative condition in his 
right leg that makes it nearly 
impossible for him to walk an 18- 
hole course.

But his struggle might just be 
beginning.

Even with a cart, Martin has to 
prove himself again on the 
Buy.com Tour — sort of the 
sport's minor league — to 
b^ome a regular on the PGA 
Tour. And he doesn't know how 
long his leg will allow him to 
compete.

"It would be my wish, my 
prayer, that I would start playing 
great and I could look at this 
time and see a change In the way 
my golf game goes, but I don't 
think there is any guarantee that 
that is going to happen," he said.

The Supreme Court voted 7-2 
that the PGA Tour had to accom­
modate Martin's condition

under the federal Americans 
with Disabilities Act.

While the ruling was a setback 
for the Tour, which had been 
appealing the case since Martin 
won at the federal level in 
Oregon in 1998, commissioner 
Tim Finchem said he was 
pleased the Court indicated 
Martin's situation was unique, 
and that the ruling may not 
apply to other disabled athletes.

"While we are happy for 
Casey Martin today, we are also 
happy that we got this straight- ‘ 
ened out, and it appears to be in 
a way that will allow us to main­
tain walking as part of golf at the 

rofessional championship 
evel," Finchem said.Fe

DR, JAMES DOBSON is a psychologist, 
author and president of Focus on the 
Family, a nonprofit organization dedicated 
to the preservation of the home.

In the interest o f keeping peace in 
the household, you have suggested 
leniency with rehellious teens on
issues that don’t really matter. What 

'mean in practical terms? Give me some 
exam ples o f demands that would roCk my 
daughter’s boat unnecessarily.

A  Well, you will have to decide what the 
non-negotiables are to you and your 
husband. That may indicate a willingness

to let her room look like a junkyard for 
a while. Close the door and pretend not to notice. Does 
that surprise you? I don’t like lazy, sloppy, 
undisciplined kids any more than you do, but given the 
possibilities for chaos that this girl might precipitate, 
spit-shined rooms may not be all that important.

You have to ask yourself this question, “Is the 
behavior to which 1 object bad enough to risk turning 
the canoe upside down?” If the issue is that important, 
then brace yourself and make your stand. But think 
through those intractable matters in advance and plan 
your defense of them thoroughly.

Someday, when the river has smoothed out again, 
you may look back with satisfaction that you didn’t 
add to the turbulence when your daughter was bobbing 
like a cork on a stormy sea.

Q My wife and I love each other very 
m uch, But we’re going through a 
tim e o f apathy. We ju s t don’t feel 
close to each other. Is this normal, 

and is there a way to bring back the fire?

A This happens sooner or later in every 
marriage. A man and woman just seem to 
lose the wind in their romantic sails for a 
period of time!

Their plight reminds me of sailors back in the 
days of wooden vessels. Sailors in that era had 
much to fear, including pirates, storms and diseases. 
But their greatest fear was that the ship might 
encounter the doldrums. The doldrums was an area 
of the ocean near the equator characterized by calm 
and very light shifting winds. It could mean certain 
death for the entire crew. The ship’s food and water 
supply could be exhausted as they drifted for days, 
or even weeks, waiting for a breeze to put them 
back on course. '

Well, marriages that were once exciting and 
loving can also get caught in the romantic 
doldrums, causing a slow and painful death to the 
relationship. Author Doug Fields, in his book 
“Creative R om an ce,” writes: “Dating and 
romancing your spouse can change those patterns, 
and it can be a lot of fun. There’s no quick fix to a 
stagnant marriage, of course, but you can lay aside 
the excuses and begin to date your sweetheart.’ In 
fact, you might want to try thinking like a teen-ager 
again. Let me explain.

Recall for a moment the craziness o f your dating 
days -  the coy attitudes, the flirting, the fantasies, 
the chasing after the prize.. As we moved from 
courtship into marriage, most of us felt we should 
grow up and leave the game-playing behind. But 
we may not have matured as much as we’d like to 
think. In some ways, our romantic relationships 
will always bear some characteristics of adolescent 
sexuality. Adults still love the thrill of the chase, the 
lure of the unattainable, the excitement of the new 
and boredom with the old. Immature impulses are 
controlled and minimized in a committed 
relationship, o f course, but they never fully 
disappear.

This could help you keep vitality in your 
marriage. When things have grow stale between 
you and your spouse, maybe you should remember 
some old tricks. How about breakfast in bed? A 
kiss in the rain? Re-reading those old love letters 
together? A night in a nearby hotel? Roasting 
marshmallows by an open fire? A phone call in the 
middle of the day? A long-stemmed red rose and a 
love note? There are dozens of ways to fill the sails 
with wind once more.

If it all sounds a little immature fo act like a 
teenager again, just keep this in mind; In the best 
marriages, the chase is never really over.
