In addition to the tariff and Carson 
county worries, many oil men o f  the 
Panhandle are expecting another cut 
In the price ofverude oil. The big com­
panies are beginning to show their teeth 
in their fight to wipe out the indepen­
dents, they assert. The cut Is expected 
in the first part of March.

Representatives of all companies will 
gather at the Schneider hotel Tuesday 
to discuss further proration 'for Gray 
county and restricted drilling for Car- 
son county.
