Harris claimed his firm’s connection
with Brooks in the case had been
harmonijous and it had “procured writ-
ten, signed statements from the most
important, material eye-witness to the
tragedy and had delievered these
statements” to him, and that it had
located and furnished Brooks “with
names of other important and mater-
ial witnesses.”

Population of Pampa today is ap-
{proximately 13,000, according to calcu-
ilations of City Manager F., M. Gwin.
This figure was determined by multi-
plying the total number of water meters
in the city by 8. While the government
in computing the population of a city
multiplies the total number of water
meters by four and one-half, Mr. Gwin
says that he is certain every water
meter in the city serves from eight .to
ten persons, on an average,

Using the
the population of Pampa would
be 7.344 Mr Gwin points
out that the condition here is different
from most cities. Scarcity of ' rooms,
houses and apartments has foroed
grouping together of more than the ay-
erage number of persons. Especiglly
is this true in tourist camps where ohe
water meter serves from 30 to 50 per-
sons. Almost every residence has an
inhabited house at its rear, served by
the same meter.

At the beginning of 1930 there: were
1,632 water meters in Pampa. In Jah-
uary 1929, there were 1,303 meters, an
increase of 329. According to govern-
