DALHART. June 2,
rains east and wesl
threatened additional harm to-
day to the Texas Panhandle's

northwestern section, where an
estimated $100,000 damage has

been done by flooded creeks and
rivers.

Still marooned, with no ex-
pressed hopes of immediate rescue,
were 36 passengers on a passenger
train, clutched by the unruly Rita
Blanca creek in the sparsely settled
country between here and Texline
on the New Mexico border

The Rita Blanca, normally bear-
ing but a tiny burden, flooded at
record heights after an eight-ipch
deluge at Mount Dora, N. M, 70
miles northwest of here

Thirty miles southeast, a fall of
1.75 inches was reported at Chan-
ning by A. J Denman, who said
It.he Rita Blanca was at an all-time
peak and that the Canadian river
was within four inches of a 30
year mark.

Repair Crews Work

These facts, combined with re-
ports of a half-inch rain from Lib-
eral, Kas., 111 miles east. to Santa
Rosa, N. M. 155 miles west, aug-
ured further damage to highways,
railroads, farms and ranches and
livestock.

Repair crews worked
on bridges.

Civision Superintendent J W
Mode of the Amarillo-Fort Worth
and Denver lines, said he could
make no estimate when the pas-
senger train, trapped by the creek
since Monday night, might be re-
leased.

In the Dalhart region flood dam-
age included the washing out of an
earthen dam but no great danger
was envisioned since the waters
poured toward a thinly settled sec-
tion.

Texas highway department and
railway workers rushed repairs to
bridges. On highway 54. paralleling
the raliroad, approaches to bridges
went out, halting all traffic. The
railroad bridges, eight and 33 miles
from here, suffered about $25,000
damage, J. W. Mode, Amarillo of-
ficlal of the Fort Worth and Den-
ver line, estimated.

FOOD PLANE CRASHES.

WARREN, Ohio, June 2 (M—A
plane carrying food to workers in
the strike-closed plant of the Re-
public Steel Corporation here crash-
ed into a line of box steel cars in
landing inside the plant enclosure
today, but the pilot was not injured,
Frank Flynn, manager of the plant,
said. Flynn did not identify the
pllot and the extent of the damage
to the plane could not be learned.

YOUNGSTOWN, O. June 2
(AP)—Militant labor forces and
unyielding steel corporations,
locked in a week-old strike across
seven stales, faced new tesis of
strength today as Republic Steel
Corps., pushed ahead with plans
to produce steel in spite of the
strike.

Republic’s high command prom-
ised not to ask idle men “to wade

through blood” and scoffed at re-
ports tightened picket lines would
impede shipment of manufactured
steel.

It also disclosed that arms and
munitions were stored in plants of
the nation's third largest producer
for protection of “property and
workmen” and went forward with
extraordinary efforts to move food
to beleaguered workers by airplane.

C. M. White, Republic vice-pres-
ident in charge of operations, claim-

ed the corporation was shipping
from 7,000 to 8,000 tons of steel
each day and added “it would be a
tough job for any outside organiz-
ers to come between Republic and
s men.” 0, R

INVITING A NATIONWIDE
PICNIC WITH DEATH
It takes, as somebody once remarked, all
kinds of people to make a world. And since
our world is infinitely wvarious, it follows that
we have some queer fish masquerading as adult
human beings,
Here is a little news story that got on the
wires from Galena, Mo., a few days ago:

“The carnival spirit of a rural hanging to-
night drew hundreds of persons to the death
watch over Roscoe (Red) Jackson, 33, con-
fessed slayer, who will be executed at 6 a. m,
tomorrow. -

““The lawn of the Stone county courthouse
was sprinkled with groups of women who chat-
tered as if at a picnic. Small boys ran across
the board gallows platform and into the jail
to peep at the man.”

It would be easy enough to dance
those two paragraphs briefly, conclude that the
people of Stone county Missouri, are somehow
more calloused and heartless than all the rest
of us. and then go on to something else. The
only trouble is that it wouldn't be true.

condemned

For this sort of thing has happened before,
in other places than Missouri, and it will hap-
pen again. It is not unusual, for modern
America. And It provides a good insight into
the odd moral atmosphere of a land which
can't seem to understand why it has such a
crime problem.

The thing that hits you in the eye, about that
carnival crowd that stayed up all night to en-
Joy a good hanging, is that it has no concep-
tion whtaever of the sacredness of human life.

Inside that jail there was a man who was
Hving through his last hours on earth; a man
whom society, for good and sufficient reasons,
was about to put out of existence. No one with
any sensitivity to the infinite mystery of life
and death can even think of a man in that
situation without feeling sobered and humble.

And when people can make a picnic out of
such a thing, the only possible conclusion is
that they lack that saving sensitivity., They
simhply cannot understand that any life, even
a bad one, is a part of the same tremendous
riddle that underlies their cwn lives. Unless
death strikes close to them
moved by it.

Now a country which can muster such pick-
nicking crowds is a country in which life is con-
sidered cheap. And such a country, becayse it
has that attitude, 'is just naturally going to
have a high homicide rate, with shootings and
stabbings and mob violence enough to make the
angels weep. How can it have anvthing else, if
it has no inkling of the sacredness of life?

Of course, not all of us go to hangings. But
most of us do it by proxy. We insist that our
newspapers describe executions in grim detail,
sparing us nothing. We feast ous morbid curi-
osity on stories of the death house, the “lasf
mile,” the grim paraphernalin and routine of
death. And v » do it for the same reason that
that Missouri mob flocked about the scaffold

ALCOHOL ADDICTION: I

“I have been told that there is
some”sort of tablet or other form of
medicine which can be surreptitious-
ly ed to the food of one who is
addicted to alcohol, and it is claimed
that this drug or medicine will re-
move the craving for liquor,” writes
a reader.

He is badly -advised. There is no
such drug, medicine or compound
known, though some unscrupulosu
quacks offer to sell such alleged
remedies.

Were the treatment of alcolhol ad-
diction as simple as all that, it
would not be such a serfous and in-
volved problem. Unfortunately, the
whole problem of alcohol addiction
is extremely complex. In any at-
tempt to deal with it one is con-
fronted with the psychologic ques-
tion of why the habitual drinker
drinks to excess, and with all the
problems arising from the physio-
logical and constitutional effects of
alcohol upon the body.

To begin with, one must differen-
tiate between the general problem of
the effects of alcohol used occasion-
ally, and the effects arising from al-

cohol addiction. Alcohol
does not become a problem to
every person who uses it, and

it may be safely said that the use of
alcohol in itself does not produce ad-
diction.

Of course authorities are divided
on whether, from a medical view-
point, the use of alcohol in any
quantity or under any circumstances
is to be condoned. But such consid-
eration is remote from the problem
of alcohol addicition.

For in alcohol addiction we are
confronted with the cumulative ef-
fects of a toxic substance which pro-
duces a progressive degeneration of
the neuro-muscular and sensory or-
gans, profund tissue changes in
many organs—notably the liver and
kidneys—degenerative changes in the
brain and its coverings, in the heart
and blood vessels, and digestive sys-
tem.

Together with these constitutional
changes there is usually associated
a deterioration of personality, in-
cluding loss of memory and self-
control, and a blunting of ethical
and moral sensibilities. In the ex-
treme degree there is a complete
degeneration of the mental faculties,
ending in dementia.

Alcohol addiction is a disease with
many complications. It is a biologic
and psychologic complexity. The
victim suffers by moral obloquy,
and is practically never helped by
being shamed or moralized at.

Strange as it may seem, it is hard
for scientists to come to any agree-
ment with regard to the amount of
sleep necessary for a man. One
Chicago scientist declares that
eight hours is required for the best
results, while cértain German scien-
tists say only four hours are suffi-
clent. One fellow goes so far as to.
state that sleeping iIs not necessary,
but it is only a habit. This matter
of how much sleep is best for a per-
son is obviously a difficult one.

The phenomenon of sleep has been

the subject of much speculation.
Some psycholgists have tried to es-
tablish evidence that a person can
add to his store of knowledge while
asleep. If some method could be
devised whereby one could master
mathematics, history, English, etc.,
while asleep, the inventor no doubt
would make a fortune by revealing
his secret to students who have a
distate for some particular subject,
Most every student finds at least
one subject in the required curricu-
lum a “pain in the neck.” In such
case he would pay well for the priv-
jlege of taking the course under a
general anaesthetic. Maybe this is
too much to expect from our educa-
tors, but if psychologists make as
much progress in treating the mind
as medical experts have made in
treating the body we may well look
for something like that to happen.

BOOK A DAY

By BRUCE CATTON

“American Frontier,” by Elisabeth
Peck (Doubleday-Doran: $2) is a
fine, eminently readable book of
verse on the vanished people, cus-
toms and scenery of the country's
extreme youth.

In its feeling for the raw, vital
and occasionally wistful spirit of
early America, this book is remin-
iscent of Paul Eagle's “American
Song.” In many ways I think it is
a better book. The feeling seems,
somehow, less forced and more gen-
uine, the touch a little surer, the
evocation of the pioneer atmosphere
more effective because it is more
restrained.

But comparisons are futile. “Amer-
ican Frontier” can stand on its own
feet. The point is that it is a book
of verse which—even if you “don‘t
care much for poetry”—you are very
likely to enjoy deeply.

It is not a narrative poem. Rather
it is a collection of short pleces,
loosely linked together, depicting
various phases of American life
from 1780 or thereabouts to the
middle 1800's. Some of it is free
verse, and some rolls along in a
loosely-swinging meter; and all of
it seeks to show what men and wo-
men felt like when they were open-
ing the wilderness and experiencing
the conquest of an untamed conti-
nent.

A Kentuckian, Miss Peck is said
to have delved extensively in old
diaries, letters and other pioneer
records to get the factual basis for
her poems. That is easy to believe.
They sound authentic, somehow—
by which I mean that they have the
honest, unadorned sound of gen-
uine folk songs.

Altogether, “American Frontier”
is a welcome addition to our litera-
ture.

Rain or sunshine, mud or dust,
the horses run. There is no such
thing as postponing a race meet
or calling off a race unless the
horses bog down and fail to com-
plete the distance.

Well drained with the exception
of one place in front of the grand-
stand, the track at Recreation park
has been shedding water nicely up
to the present deluge. Race offi-
cials were watching the track close-
ly today to see if any other spots
appeared or ruts developed.

After being dragged yesterday af-
ternoon, the track was lightning
fast, according to trainers who
worked horses out.

H. B. Gooch of Amarillo, who
will be in charge of pari-mutuel
betting, was in Pampa yesterday
looking over the layout under the
south end of the grandstand. Thir-
teen windows will be available for
betting and collecting. Calculating
rooms, locker rooms, etc.,, were near-
ing completion yesterday.

The representative of the Texas
Racing commission, Dewitt Morse,
was scheduled to arrive in Pampa
today. Mr. Morse is “king of the
track” during meets.

Method of calculating odds and
checking money is a- complicated
one. Money must check against
tickets sold. A chief clerk takes

at each window and collects the
cash which must correspond. He
makes his report in triplicate and
on his way to the calculating room,
where odds are figured, he presents
the third sheet to Inspector Morse.
After the odds have been declared
and the money and tickets checked
and re-checked, the second sheet is
presented to the inspector who is
not allowed to take an original
copy.

Should a (‘alculating clerk make
a mistake and overpay on a horse,
he is liable for the difference and
must pay the inspector by check
immediately. Should the calculator
under figure a payoff he must pre-
sent a check to the inspector for
the difference and those amounts
go to the state.

Minor errors are possible because
of the necessity of quick calcula-
tion of odds between the time the
betting windows close and the race
begins. Experienced men do the
work under direct supervision of
Mr. Gooch and Inspector Morse.

Everything is now in readiness
for the meet. The new starting gate
has been completed, jockey head-
quarters erected, and the paddock
completed, all -under direction of
Steve Brodie, racing secretary.

ETENSION OF
GONNALLY DIL
AGT EPECTED

AUSTIN, June 2 (#—The Petrol-
eum industry kept one eye on Wash-
ington this week in expectation of
House action on extension of the
Connally hot oil law.

Supporters pressed for immediate
congressional approval as the act
would expire June 15 unless extend-
ed. The law prohibits movement in
interstate commerce of oil produced
in excess of state allowables and is
the only means of federal control en-
dorsed by officials of Texas and sev-
eral other producing states.

Ernest O. Thompson, chairman of
the interstate oil compact commis-
sion and member of the Texas Rail-
road commission, stopped in the na-
tional capital to join in the move-
ment for quick passage of the exten-
sion bill. He was en route to Paris,
France, for the World Petroleum
Congress June 14-19,

The Texan also requested Presi-
dent Roosevelt to ask Congress to
approve extension of the interstate
oil compact for two years from next
September 1. Authorities of the sig-
natory states, Texas, Oklahoma,
Kansas, Colorado and New Mexico,
consider the compact a valuable
weapon in preventing oil wastage
and forestalling federal control.
Producers in districts other than
East Texas were keenly disappointed
that the 8-cent crude raise given
that area ten days ago was not gen-
eral. They attributed the absence of
a general increase to large overpro-
duction this spring.

BRITAIN PLANS
JOINT AGTION
AGAINST SPAIN

LONDON, June 2 mn Great Brit-
tain was reported today to be consid-
ering a plan for joint naval action
against Spain to offset the estab-
lishment of a virtual Italian block-
ade of ports held by the Spanish
government

Convinced of the necessity of pre-
venting any new critical incidents in
the civil war, Foreign Secretary An-
thony Eden was understood to have
taken under advisement the plan
which would grant Italy's and Ger-

| many’'s demands for guaranteed pro-

tection of their fleets in Spanish wa-
ters.

The British admiralty was report-
ed to be considering dispatch of ad-
ditional ships to the troubled area.
The battle squadrons of both Italy
and Germany already off Spain were
being reinforced.

Under the proposal, the warships
of Pritain, PFrance, Germany and
Ttaly would unite as an international
fleet against Spain in the event of
any ‘further molesting of vessels of
the “hands off Spain” committee

The foreign office was said to be
convinced speedy action was neces-
sary to bring Italy and Germany
back within the non-intervention
set-up. They quit the committee
Monday after Germany's swift re-
taliatory bombardment of Spanish
Almeria, following the bombing of
the German warship Deutschland
by Spanish government planes,

Twenty-six German sailors were
killed in the attack.
