W'hen one doctor told Aaron and his paam ts 
that he mav have a nerve disorder or disease 
deep within his leg bone that might a*c]uia' 
am putation, "it terrified us," said Anita 
Urhanezvk, his mother.

"Then one doctor told us it was all in his 
head," she ,xJded. "When your kid tells you he 
is in pain and he has tears in his eyes, you knov\ 
it's not all in his head."

X-rays revealed nothing. No problems w ea‘ 
appaam t in the MRl taken of his knev.

When Aaron's dad Jay changed jobs, the fam­
ily faced another blow'. The new insurance com­

pany w ou ldn 't cover anything to do w ith 
Aaron's knee paiblem s because it was consid- 
ea*d a "pax'xisting condition."

The Urbanezyks had a ’ached their wits end 
when Anita's m other called a family friend -  a 
Shriner -  to find out if the Shrine Crippled 
C hilda 'n 's  Hospital might be able to help Aaain.

"It was a godsend for us," Anita said.
Every three m onths, physicians from the 

Ffouston Crippled Children's Hospital come to 
Amarillo to scavn  area childam needing ortho­
pedic medical cam. The caa* is paw ided free 
through donations from the Shrine, a non-profit 
international fraternal organization.

" They were going to lx> hem that very Friday," 
she said.

The physicians told Aaron they bc'lieved they 
could nelp him. Befom long, Aaa>n and Anita 
were flying to Houston for surgery with their 
travel expenses paid by the Tampa Shrine Club.

Attorney: Insanity defense likely for mom
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HOUSTON (A P)— An insanity defense 
likely will be used for a Flouston woman 
accused of systematically drowning her 
five young childam, her attorney said.

Andrea Yates, 36, was arrested last 
week in w'hat a prosecutor called "the 
mo.st horm'ndous thing that I've ever 
scH.*n."

Yates told police W ednesday that she 
drowned her children one by one in a 
Jiathtub in their suburban Houston home. 
Dead are Noah, 7; John, 5; Paul, 3; Luke, 2; 
and Mary, 6 months.

Yates has been charged with one count 
of capital m urder for the deaths of Noah 
and John. Authorities said other charges 
might follow.

H ouston attorney Ceorge Parnham , 
who a'presents Yates, said in televised

reports Monday that he has met with psy­
chiatrists treating her at the Harris 
County Jail.

"My observation is that she is still in a 
very deep psychosis. We are* having her 
treated and examined by very profession­
al mental health experts who care deeply 
tor their patients," h«.' said Monday in a 
round of network television news show 
appearances.

Parnham also said Yates, who is on a 24- 
hour suicide watch in the jail, may have 
been taken off an anti-p>sychotic drug by 
her doctors before the m urder of her chil- 
da 'n .

"We aa ' in the prw ess of obtaining as 
many medical records as we can," 
Parnham said. "Obviously this is im por­
tant and the ultimate decision is whether

or not proceed with the defense of insani­
ty."

Yates was a a ’gistea*d nurse from 1986 
to 1994 at the University of Texas M.D. 
Anderson Cancer Center, hospital records
show.

The youngest of her parents' five chil­
dren, she spent the most time with her 
dying father as he battled Alzheimer's 
disease, a neighbor told the Houston 
Chronicle in M onday's editions.

Parnham told the new spaper, "I've  
accumulated evidence in the last 24 hours 
that stnmglv suggests that the mental sta­
tus ot my client will bt* the issue, which 
means entering a not-guilty plea by rva- 
son of insanity."

He said he is gathering background on 
Yates' mental health history btTore mak-

ing a final decision on her defense,
Parnham said Monday that what hap­

pened in the Yates' home last week "d id ­
n't happi'n in a vacuum." He said poten­
tial clues were "ignored, explained away 
or misdiagnosc'd," but he said he will not 
blame others for the deaths.

He would not say in any interview 
what evidence indicated she was insane 
when she killed the children at her Clear 
Lake home. However, the lawyer said he 
diHJs no think the case w arrants thè death 
penalty and he hope's prx>secutors decide 
against st'eking it.

Her husband, Russell Yates, has 
remained one of her stnm gest supporters. 
He told repi>rters on Thursday that her 
severe postpartum  depression , coupled

Texas round up
President promoting 
religion-sociai service iink

CRAWFORD, Texas (AP) — After a long weekend 
at his Texas ranch. President Bush is seeking to 
whip up enthusiasm cimong the nation's mayors to 
join with religious-oriented groups in government 
social services programs.

In Detroit on Monday, Bush plarmed to tell the 
U.S. Conference of Mayors that involving such 
groufjs in government grant programs opens an 
important avenue to addfressing the nation's social 
needs.

"He is speaking to the mayors because of their 
important role in developing strong partnerships 
between government and the people to address 
important issues in neighborhoods and communi­
ties," said Claire Buchan, a White House spokes­
woman.

She said the administration hopes the necessary 
legislation will advance through the House 
Judiciary Committee, and possibly the House Ways 
«md Means Committee, this week.

The administration is working to make the legis­
lation more palatable to critical lawmakers by set­
ting stricter requirements on spending of public 
money by religious-oriented groups. The 
Washington Post reported in Monday's edition. It 
said Bush would tell the mayors that the funds 
"must be spent on social services, not worship ser­
vices."

The bill opens 10 new programs to participation 
by religious charities. Buchan said the administra­
tion hopes the full House will act next month.

death chamber eight times in 2001, compared with 
23 by this time in 2000.

David Dow,'University of Houston Law Center 
professor, said the execution pace may simply rep>- 
resent a return to more typical times, considering 
the number of inmates on death row.

"TTie only reason that 1 /8the current number of 
executions 3/8 seems really slow is because there 
have been so many the last two or three years," ," 
Dow, a death-p>enalty expert and opponent, told 
The Dallas Morning News in Monday's editions.

Nineteen inmates were executed in 1995 and new 
state appellate laws were passed that same year. 
The number of executions dropped to three in 19% 
as the new laws were challenged in court and 
appeals backed up. But Dow said after the new 
legal issues were resolved, the number of execu­
tions soared to new heights.

Thirty-seven inmates were executed in 1997, fol­
lowed by 20 the following year and 35 in 1999.

Dad accused in daughters’ 
slayings says ex-wife got to him

DALl^AS (AP) — An accountant accused of 
killing his two young daughters while arguing with 
their mother on the telephone says battles with his 
ex-wife and his workload had left him feeling over­
whelmed before the slayings.

John Battaglia is held on with two counts of capi­
tal murder in the May 2 shooting deaths of Liberty 
Battaglia and her older sister. Faith Battaglia.

"I guess I was at my wits' end, trying to do too 
many things at one time," the 45-year-old Dallas 
CPA told The Dallas Morning News in Monday's 
editions.

In his first interview since the May 2 shootings in 
his Deep Ellum loft, Battaglia did not admit or deny 
shooting 9-year-old Faith or 6-year-old Liberty and 
declined to discuss their deaths, maintaining that 
his memory of that night remained cloudy.

Battaglia, who faces a possible death sentence if 
convicted of either of the two capital murder 
cheirges stemming from the slaying of his daugh­
ters, accused ex-wife Mary Jean Pearle of interfering 
constantly with his right to see the daughters fol­
lowing his divorce last August.

He said Faith had told him shortly after he picked

Delays in Alabama 
executions stir appeal debate
. MOBILE, Ala. (AP) — For three consecutive 
months, attempts to execute three inmates on 
Alabama's death row have been stalled by federal 
courts, and in two cases part of the reason was the 
lack of a lawyer at a crucial point in an appeal.

Now advocates for inmates facing death sen­
tences are looking to Congress to put pressure on 
the state to make changes.

"The state of Alabama bears responsibility of 
assuring that people who are poor have the same 
quality of representation as people of above-aver­
age means," said Diann Rust-Tiemey of the 
American Civil Liberties Union's capital punish­
ment project.

American Airlines, 
mechanics reach tentative pact

DALLAS (AP) — A tentative contract agreement 
was announced Sunday by American Airlines fol­
lowing its negotiations with the union representing 
mechanics and ramp workers.

The three-year pact, covering about 15,000 
employees, provides immediate base pay raises of 8 
percent to 22 percent for different job classifications. 
Another 3 percent raise would come in the second 
and third years of the contract.

But the Fort Worth-based airline giant faces other 
labor issues. Flight attendants continue counting 
down to a strike that could come as soon as late 
Friday, unless President Bush intervenes. American 
also faces challenging negotiations with its pilots 
this summer, when the uriion and the company 
begin to hammer out a new contract.

Marla Runyan spoiled 
Jacobs' chance at three victo­
ries, winning the 5,000 in 
15:06.03, the fastest time by 
an American this year. Jacobs 
was timed in 15:10.78.

Jacobs won the 1,500 and 
the 5,000 at last year's 
Olympic Trials, but did not 
compete at the Sydney 
Games because of illness.

Jacobs ruled out running 
the 800 at the Worla 
Championships, but said she 
had not yet decided whether 
to compete in the 1,500 or 
5,000 or both.

Sampras slips and slides to opening victory at Wimbledon
WIMBLEDON, England (AP) 

— Pete Sampras took his first 
slippery steps toward a record 
eighth Wimbledon title Monday, 
even winning a set as he skidded 
to the grass that has been so 
good to him.

Sampras won his 29th straight 
match at the tc ornament, beating 
Francisco Qavet of Spain, who 
prefers the slower clay surface, 6- 
4, 7-6 (7-5), 6-4.

Sampras had 19 aces and never 
faced break point — and won the 
final point of the second-set 
tiebre^er after falling. He 
scrambled to his feet just as 
Clavet returned a deep forehand 
into the net. Clavet protested in 
vain that Sampras' shot was 
long.

"There were some obvious 
(line calls) that were very ques­
tionable," the top-seeded 
Sampras said.

There was no question about 
the dominance of fifth-seeded 
Serena Williams, who needed 
just 40 minutes to beat lefty Rita 
Kuti Kis, 6-1, 6-0, the
Hungarian's third consecutive 
opening-round exit from 
mmbledon.

On Tuesday, defending cham­
pion Venus Williams plays on 
Centre Court against unseeded 
Shinobu Asagoe of Japan.

Sampras' win was the 54th in 
his last 55 i^fimbledon matches. 
But, at 29, his game is down from 
its peak He hasn't won a tourna­
ment since last year's 
i^fimbledon.

If he wins the title again this 
year, he'll tie BJom Bor^s mod­
ern-day record of five consecu­
tive titles. He's now tied for over­
all men's titles with Willie 
Renshaw, who won seven in the

1880s, when the defending cham­
pion drew a bye to the final.

"He had it easier back then 
because he just had to win one 
match," Sampras said.

Sampras has it much easier on 
grass. He lost last month in the 
second round on the clay of the 
French Open.

"I love the (Centre) court and 
when I step out there I draw a lot 
of memories," he said. The sur­
face was "like it always is the 
first day. It's very slippery. ... I 
lost my/ footing a couple of 
times."

But he stood tall in the final 
game, winning the last two

Eints on a deep lob and a fore- 
nd by Clavet that sailed long. 
Serena i^ liam s started a 

sunny iA^bledon with a speedy 
victory, beginning what could be 
another successful two-week 
family trip. Her sister Venus, 
seeded second, should have a 
similarly brief opening exercise.

"Everyone deserves a break 
now and then," Serena said.

Her stroll on the grass court 
was spoiled only by Kuti Kis' vic­
tory in the sixth game of the first 
set, in which Serena had three 
break points. Serena then held 
serve to win that set, starting a 
seven-game roll that got her into 
the second round.

No. 2 Andre Agassi and No. 3 
Patrick Rafter play Tuesday.

The victory by a Williams was a 
familiar development at the All 
England Qub, a bastion of tradi­
tion that has undergone signifi­
cant changes this year.

The number of seeds was dou­
bled to 32 men and 32 women, 
and the Boston Ivy that long has 
clambered up the clubhouse 
walls has been removed in prepa­
ration for renovations.

LAS YEGAS (AP) — The 

only thing Oscar De La Hoya 
wants now is big fights. With 
his win over Javier Castillejo, 
he thinks he has a bargaining 
chip to get them.

After nearly two years with­
out a title, De La Hoya won 
the WBC 154-pound crown 
S9turday night from Castillejo 
w ith  a dom inating perfor­
mance in his first fight since 
m oving up  from welter- 
weight.

De La Hoya's future is far 
from dear, w ith the possibility 
he can m ove up to m id­
dleweight, stay at 154 pounds 
o r go back dow n to 147 
pounds.

But he believes the title 
m ight help convince the likes 
of Shane Mosley, Fernando 
Vargas and Felix Trinidad to 
give him the big fights he so 
desperately seeks.

"It's  all about just making 
the fights," De La Hoya saicL 
"My next fight I w ant a big 
fight. It has to be a big oppo­
nent."

Mosley said he would want 
equal money to fight De La 
Hoya again, a fight that would 
likely take place at a catch 
w eight of 150 pounds. 
Trinidad w ould probably 
w ant more money, and he still 
needs to beat Bernard 
Hopkins in their September 
fight to unify the m id­
dleweight titles.

That leaves Vargas, though 
he may be leery of taking the 
fight until he has a few more 
bouts to recover from the beat­
ing he took from Trinidad in 
De<»mber.

"If they need rest, more 
training or don 't want to fight 
this year. I'm  willing to wait," 
De La Hoya said. "But I have 
to fight t h ^  guys again."

De La Hoya won a title in a 
fifth weight class in beating an

outclassed Castillejo, who 
tried at times but was no 
match io r  his quickness or 
boxing ability. It was the'first 
fight at 154 pounds for De La 
Hoya.

The decision was lopsided 
and unanimous — and De La 
Hoya added a flourish by 
knocking Castillejo down in 
the final seconds — but the 
fight really d idn 't show that 
much about De La H oya's 
chances at the heavier weight.

"1 felt very strong, like I can 
hang with the big guys," De 
La Hoya said, " r l l  probably 
stay here at 154. I felt solid, 
great."

De La Hoya was a prohibi­
tive favorite going into the 
ring against Castillejo, despite 
the fact the Spaniard had five 
successful title defenses. He 
was also a huge favorite 
among the 10,(XX) or so who 
were on hand at the MGM

Grand hotel arena.
De La Hoya seemed to rock 

Castillejo seconds into the 
fight with a right hai\d that he 
has been working on with 
new trainer Floyd 
Mayweather. He dom inated 
the rest of the way, using 
quickness and a potent lefi 
hook to keep the champion off 
balance.

De La Hoya won all but the 
10th round on all three ring­
side scorecards and landed 
403 punches to only 121 for 
Castillejo.

"I've  seen quick and ,fast 
boxers, bu t he 's extremely 
fast," Castillejo said. "H e's an 
qutstanding Iwxer and a great 
champion.'^

What De La Hoya may not 
have proved is whether He can 
carry his punch up into the 
heavier weights. He never 
seemed to have Castillejo in 
trouble until finally dropping

him with a left hook with five 
seconds loft in the fight.

"1 know Oscar can get bet­
ter," Mayweather said. "But 1 
thought he did an excellent 
job."

De La Hoya thought so, too, 
after collecting another title 
and another $3 million to add 
to his already huge bank 
account.

The losses to Mosley and 
T rin ^ a d  tarnished a career 
that once seemed without lim­
its. Now, De La Hbya has a 
title back for the first time in 
nearly two years and a new 
determination that he can be 
the best once again.

"It looks ¿ a ^  to capture five 
world titles. Buf if that's the 
case, why doesn't every fight­
er do i t "  De La Hoya said. 
"There's no stopping me now. 
I w ant to capture another 
world title."

NIA: Get your 
‘upper’ lowered 
for good health
^Hypertension therapy 
may begin with lifestyle 
changes ...

Getting your 'upper*  
blood pressure number below 
140 can boost your chances of 
staying healthy. Many older 
people don't know that a high 
'u p p e r ' number can put them 
at risk for heart disease, heart 
attack, or a stroke, with 
resulting disability. But, blood 
pressure above 140 mm Hg 
can be treated and lowered 
cheaply and effectively.

Blood pressure is typically 
recorded as two numbers - the 
systolic pressure over the 
diastolic pressure. A high top 
number and a normal bottom 
number of a blood pressure 
reading is called isolated sys­
tolic hypertension (ISH). 
Treatment and prevention of 
this condition are essential 
because left alone, high sys­
tolic pressure can lead to 
stroke, heart attack, heart fail­
ure, dementia, kidney dam­
age, and blindness.

'T he good news is that ISH 
can be controlled in older 
adults and perhaps even pre­
vented by taking steps early 
to prevent the rise of blood 
pressure with age,* says Dr. 
Andre J. Premen, director of 
Cardiovascular Aging at the 
National Institute on Aging 
(NIA). 'b y  taking control, 
older people can add mean­
ingful life to their years by 
remaining independent and 
staying out of hospitals and 
nursing homes.'"

Hypertension therapy may 
begin with lifestyle changes, 
and older people often 
respond to modest salt reduc­
tion and weight loss. If the 
target blood pressure is not 
achieved, then medicine is 
necessary. A low-cost and 
well-tolerated drug - a diuret­
ic (water pill) - is effective. 
Based on clinical trial find­
ings, this drug is recommend­
ed as the first line of treat­
ment for high blood pressure 
in older adults.

The NIA, part of the 
National Institutes of Health 
(NIH) leads the Federal effort 
supporting and conducting 
research on aging, age-related 
disease, and social and behav­
ioral needs of older people. 
Part of NlA's research 
involves ways to prevent 
frailty and reduce disability 
with age.

Texas to build their self-confidence and learn to man­
age their disease while having fun with other children.

In addition to re ^ la r  camp activities — swimming 
in the {K>ols, canoeing and nshing the 34-acre lake, 
archery, field games, hiking, camp fires and more — 
campers learn to prepare healthful meals and regulate 
their msulin.

Recently the camp held its Second Aimual Spring 
Fling Family Weekend. Parents and children slept in 
cabins, hiked and learned more about Camp Sweeney 
and living with diabetes.

"You live in your own little world and you don't 
realize how much information is out there," said Sandi 
Kuhlman, a parent from McKinney attending Spring 
Fling.

Her husband, Carl, added, "This is an opportunity 
to see how other families are treating diabetes and 
what is working for them."

Carl and Sandi's daughters — Catherine, 13, and 
Elizabeth, 9, — might attend Camp Sweeney together 
this summer.

"Catherine has always attended camps, but now 
that she is diagnosed we were feeling a little appre­
hensive about her going away, so the doctors told us 
about Camp Sweeney," Sandi said. "I'm pretty excited 
to know she will be taken care of.

"Elizabeth is not diabetic — she just had so much 
fun at the Family Spring Fling, she wants to come 
back."

If a session is not booked with diabetic kids, siblings 
are invited to learn hands-on what their brothers and 
sisters go through.

Siblings do everything the other campers do except 
give themselves shots, said Marlene Gray, foundation 
development director for the Southwestern Diabetic

Foundation, which supports the camp.
They test their blood s u w  and follow the eating 

plan so thu^ learn empathy first hand.
Cindy Henley of Lewsiville brought her 13-year-old 

son Matthew to the spring event just to see what the 
camp was like.

"Matthew was recently diagnosed, so we are new to 
diabetes," she said. "Matthew has been checking his 
blood sugar but is not giving himself insulin shots yet. 
If he comes back to Camp Sweeney in the summer, he 
could learn the how-tos from other kids who know 
what it's like."

Last year; 10-year-old Lesha Collard of Emory came 
to Camp Sweeney all four seasons.

"They helped her learn to give herself shots, but the 
best thing was the interaction," said Lesha's grand­
mother, Suzarme Collard.

"N o one else in her school has diabetes, so she feels 
different. But coming to camp gave her more self-con­
fidence," Collard said.

Joel Johnson of Sherman, a camp counselor, added: 
"You pick up tricks and see other luds with the same 
problems and successes."

Johnson is diabetic and was a camper at Sweeney 
for 10 years before heading off to the University of 
Texas.

"It's a blast," he said of coming back as a counselor. 
"This is a really good program for the kids and for me. 
It is motivating me to do as well (managing the dis­
ease) as I try to teach the kids."

During June and July, groups of about 180 campers 
stay in the e i ^ t  air-conditioned cabins for three-week 
sessions.

Then, at the end of the summer, a one week mini­
session provides an introduction to the camp experi­
ence for younger children who will return the follow­
ing year or for busy kids who just could not attend 
longer sessions.

A senior week gives older campers special opportu­
nities to build mentoring skills.

Other camp events include the aimual Frostbite Run 
between Christmas and New Year's when campers 
renew health knowledge and skills while rekindling 
summer friendships around ffie campfire.

/ h addition to regular camp 
activities —  swimming in the 
pools, canoeing and fishing

Last year, almost 800 children attended Camp 
Sweeney. Most were firom Texas: 581. But 18 other 
states and three countries were also represehted.

For the children who come back year after year, new 
activities are added.

This year's new attraction is an inflatable trampo­
line and slide that float on the lake.

While such toys and fun activities attract the kids, 
parents can rest easy knowing the camp has a profes­
sional staff on 24-hour duty.

They include doctors, counselors, dietitians and school­
teachers as well as college and medical school students.

Camp Sweeney is owned and operated by the 
Southwestern Diabetic Foundation, a not-for-profit 
organization. The foundation relies on private gifts 
and pharmaceutical donations to keep camp tuition as 
affoidable as possible ($1,400 for t h ^  weeks iaclud- 
ing medical care and medications).

"We get a few big donors, but our bread and butter 
is of the $25, $50 and $100 variety," Gray said. "We 
really appreciate that because eveiy chedi means 
someboay sat down with their checkbook when they 
didn't have to."

‘Drive-through deliveries’ may contribute to brain damage

CHICAGO (AP) — Short hos­
pital stays after birth — some­
times called "drive-through 
deliveries" — may be contribut­
ing to infant brciin damage caused 
by untreated severe jaundice, 
health officials are warning.

In an alert issued to the nearly 
5,000 hospitals it evaluates, the 
Joint Commission on 
Accreditation of Healthcare 
Organizations said doctors are 
seeing a re-emergence of a rare 
condition called kemicterus in 
newborns.

Kemicterus can develop if 
jaundice becomes severe, and 
usually causes a form of cerebral 
palsy with poor muscle control. 
Hearing loss, teeth malformations 
and other handicaps also may 
occur.

"These cases are true tragedies, 
not only for the children, but also 
for the families," said Dr. Paul M. 
Schyve, the commission's seiuor 
vice president.

Jaundice affects more than 
of all U.S. newborns. It may go 
away by itself or with treatment 
that usucdly involves placing the 
infant under special fluorescent 
lights. Blood transfusions are 
done in severe cases.

Kemicterus is not monitored 
by thif* Centers for Disease 
Control and Prevention, but an

informal physicians' registry sug­
gests that about 90 cases and thrra 
deaths have occurred since 1984, 
said Dr. Jeffrey Maisels. Maisels 
heads an American Academy of 
Pediatrics subcommittee that is 
revising 1994 guidelines for treat­
ing jaundice.

While those 90 cases are a tiny 
portion of the estimated 4 million 
annual births nationwide, doctors 
suspect the numbers are higher.

Ending babies home a day or 
two after birth — what critics call 
"drive-through" deliveries — has 
contributed to the problem, 
according to the academy And the 
commission. Jaundice may not 
become obvious until several days 
after a newborn has gone home.

The rise in kemicterus is espe­
cially troubling because the condi­
tion is preventable if jaundice is 
treated early, said Maisels, chair­

man of pediatrics at William 
Beaumont Hospital in Royal Oak, 
Mich.
• The commission's recommen­
dations include evaluations for all 
newborns with jaundice, medicid 
follow-ups for newborns within 
two days after they are sent home, 
and education of parents about 
jaundice and its risks.

Jaundice can cause a yellowing 
of the skin and involves an elevat­
ed level of bilirubin, which is a 
naturally occurring byproduct of 
decomposing red blocra cells.

The liver filters bilirubin from 
the blood, but newborns' livers 
typically do not start functioning 
fully until a few days after birth, 
m a i^ g  them prone to jaundice.

Maisels said doctors are not 
certain how bilimbin damages the 
brain, but autopsies of infants 
with kemicterus have found yel-

low staining in a region of the 
brain that controls movement.

Simple Mood tests can detect 
elevatol bilirubin levels and are 
reconunended by die academy for 
all newborns who appear jaun­
diced. /

Babies at increased risk for 
jauiulice iiuiude those bom a few 
weeks prematurely, those who 
may be improperly nourished 
because of inefficient breast-feed­
ing and those who have siblings 
who have had jaundice.

Kemicterus is believed to have 
been somewhat common in the 
1940s and '50s, before the devel­
opment of a jaundice treatment 
called exclumge transfusion, 
which replaces a newborn's blood 
with adult blood.

The condition had become rare 
by the 1970s, when newborns rou- 
t in ^  remained in the ho^Tital for

several days afler birth, Mrisris said

rays, UVA and UVB, both are 
hamfful to your skin and eyes. 
Exposure to UV radiation 
through sunlight or tanning 
booths increases the risk of all 
skin cancers.

Besides skin cancer, the sun's 
UV radiation also increases the 
risk of cataracts and certain other 
eye problems, and can suppress 
the iiiuriune system.

People with a lot of moles or 
who have moles that are large 
have an increased risk of nralig- 
lumt melanonui. Risk of malig­
nant melanoma is greater if there

is a fannily history (mother, father; 
brother; sister, c ^ d )  of the dis­
ease.

Pecóle that have been treated 
with medicines that suppress the 
immune system may also have an 
increased risk of melanoma. 
Certain medicatioirs can make 
your skin mote senritive to sun 
daiiuige.

Exposure to certain chemicals, 
such as arsenic and coal tars, or to 
high dose x-ray treatments have 
been assodatecl with skin caiKers.

Sunscreen with a SPF of 15 or 
higfier is necessary even on 
cloudy days when 70-80% of the . 
harmrul rays can go through 
doud cover.

The sun's rays can bum in up 
to 3 feet c4 water and can reflect 
off sand, water concrete and sim­
ilar surfaces.

Both basal and squamous cell 
cancers are typkalre found on 
e)q70sed parts <k the body such as

the fece, neck, forearms and scalp. 
Malignant melanoma, the most 
deadly form of skin cancer may 
be foimd on skin that is always 
covered.

Malimant melanoan^ like 
basal ceU and squamous odl can­
cers, is almost mways'emabk in 
its early s ta m . Melanoma is 
much more likely flum basal or 
squamous cell cancer to spread to 
otner parts of the body. 
Melanoma is found more fre­
quently in adults but can develop 
in the childhood to teenage years.

African-Americans and other 
daik-skiimed p e o ^  usually get 
skin cancer on the l if te r  (less 
pigmented) areas of meir body 
such as palms, soles of flidr feet 
and fingenudls.

Self-exams of flie skin are rec- 
ommended every one to three 
months. Any suspidous skin 
problems shomd be checked by a 
dermatologist
