HOUSl'ON (AP) — A boy playing with a fireplace 
lighter ignited a blaze that killc'd a mother and three 
of her children early Wednesday morning, a 
Houston Fire Department spx>kesman said.

The victims died of apparent smoke inhalation 
when fire broke out in their single-story northeast 
Houston home that had been fortified with burglar 
bars over the dcxirs and windows.

The contract states that when alcohol is served 
one security personnel is required from 0-50 peo­
ple; two for 51-100; 101 and over, three security 
personnel. It also provides the lessee will pay the 
security personnel.

"From a practical standpoint, I will tell you right 
now, no one ever reads those pieces of paper (con­
tract and rules)," said Hahn. *'We hand it to them 
and we don't take the time to read them all three 
pages."

To learn what's going on in one sector of the 
new war on poverty, I sent three-page question­
naires re*centiy to the directors ot 270 homeless 
shelters run by evangelicals around the United 
States, and received filled-out forms, often 
detailed, from %  of them. I followed that up with 
faa'-tofaa> interviews at the convention of the 
As.sociation of Gospel Rescue Mis.sions in 
Phexinix. Here are four key findings:

—If the Bush administsation were* to otter 
grants to these faith-based shelters, three out of 
five of them would not apply at this time. Many 
of them had bad experience's with government in 
the past, and the administration has clearly not 

.convinaxl them that the faith-based initiative 
wjll not discriminate against their faith. Many 
will apply only if they receive assurances that, as 
a Springfield, Mass., mission put it, '^ e  can 
maintain 'Gcxl' first and 'Gov.' second."

—Asked to choose between three major ways 
‘ of getting federal funding to faith-based gmiips, 
78 percent favors tax credits, 5 percent favors 
vouchers, and only 4 percent favors grants; 4 per-

three mcxrhanisms. Typical views were like this 
one from Pueblo, Colo.: "Any vouchers or direct 
government grants would NOT' be acceptable to 
our ministry, as thi'se would undoubtedly lead to 
government controls and restrictions on the 
Christian religious nature ot our ministry." A 
Utica, N.Y., leader stated: 'Tax credits empower 
the dtJixtr. Discrefittnary grants are least prefer­
able bc'caust’ the government may award them 
arbitrarily."

—If the federal government stipulated that 
taith-basc'd gmups, to be eligible tor governmen­
tal programs, had to segment their activities, so 
that sLtme were defined as "religious" (and there­
by ineligible) and others as "non-religious" (thus 
eligible), 81 percent would not segment their pn> 
grams at this time; One Philadelphia program 
stressed: "Evangelical faith-based organiz.ations 
cannot segment their pntgrams into 'itligious' 
and 'non-religious' aspects. Christ is theamterof 
all we do." An Illinois shelter director wrote: 
"Can I say that only parts of my life are religious? 
1 hop>e not."

—Despite their disagreement with parts ot

what Bush's faith-based offia' has proposed, 
most of the shelter leaders support the overall 
Bush goals. "Yes, level the playing field," a 
Ph(x?nix leader wrote. A Reno, Nev., director 
wrote, "As long as no attempt to silence our 
gospel mes.sage is made, I will work with my 
president."

Beyond the statistics come the stories of biirriers 
imposed by government. One shelter in York, Pa., 
set up a youth a'nter that served only juia> and 
ccxtkies; officials demanded that the center 
kitchen upgrade to commercial equipment, at a 
cost ot$25,(XX). HUD ofteaHl a Flint, Mich., shel­
ter big bucks if it would n'move trem its purpose 
statement the phrase, "To demonstrate the k>ve of 
Christ." The shelter refused. A Fa*sno, Calif., shel­
ter a>uld rea'ive government funds tor patviding 
emei^erxy .shelter .services only it it banned T- 
shirts with Christian themes.

Shelters from Norfolk, Va., to Stcxrkton, Calif., 
could not rea’ive USDA surplus fix>d, a staple at 
many shelters, because they ax^tiia’ chapel atten­
dance. The surplus tcxxl program is designed to 
feed hungry people (arid also keep up farm 
pda’s). Are those who go to a Christian shelter 
less hungry than those who chtxtse the secular 
one down the sta’et? But that religious redlining 
is why the Bush faith-based initiative is impttr- 
tant, and why, in the words of one Massachusetts 
respxmdent, those at the front lines "nevd the 
freedom to give real help fi> hurting people."

North Texas drug role 
expanding, report says

DALLAS (AP) — In North 
Texas, a major distribution hub 
for illegal drugs, many freight 
and passenger railways go virtu­
ally unchecked, according to a 
report by the North Texas High 
Intensity Drug Trafficking Area.

The federal report says the area 
is ideal for the distribution of ille­
gal drugs because of its central 
geographic location- and easy 
access provided by freeways, air­
ports and railroads.

The drug "threat assessment 
report" by HIDTA found that a 
new concern to some federal and 
local law enforcement agencies is 
the railways. The report said 
Amtrak's plans for a Dallas-to- 
New York route next year will be 
an opportunity for drug traffickers.

"It's a challenge that I think we're 
probably not being successful with, 
given the magnitude of the prob­
lem," said John Brown, Dallas spe­
cial agent in charge of the Drug 

• Enforcement Administration. 
"Drug dealers are very dynamic, 
and they use any means they can. 
So if Amtrak..has a route from a 
good transportation hub like Dallas 
to anyplace in the Northeast, they'll 
jump on the opportunity."

Officials with Amtrak and 
other railroads said trains are an 
inconvenient method of smug­
gling and that railroad police 
control the situation.

HIDTA, funded by Congress in 
1999, is one of 33 multiagency drug 
task forces that Congress set up 
across the country to fight the drug 
war. The report was produced for 
internal use by its 38 member law. 
enforcement agencies.

Besides Amtfak's plans to cre­
ate a Dallas-to-New YorTc route 
next year, the Mexican govern­
ment also is privatizing its rail­
roads and rail trade through 
Texas under the "1994 North 
Américan Free Trade Agreement, 
federal officials in Dallas said.

Wayne Frandsen, resident 
agent in charge of the U.S. 
Customs Service in Dallas, smd 
TÙS • agency 'has neither the 
resources ffor technology to 
police increasing freight and pas­
senger train traffic from Mexico.

The agency's border posts recent­
ly acquired some X-ray technology 
capable of monitoring some freight, 
but experts say the few machines 
can make only a token impact.

Kevin Johnson, spokesman for 
Amtrak, said demand for the 
Northeast route "overwhelms the 
sensible consideration of 
increased opportunities for illegal 
drug activity.

Killer bees show up in Brazos County
• COLLEGE STATION, Texas 
(AP) — The discovery of so- 
called killer-be^s in Brazos 
County has prompted state offi­
cials to add thè county to the list 
of 132 Texas counties that are 
under'a quarantine restricting 
movement of commercial bee 
populations.

State officials said Tuesday 
they have confirmed the pres­
ence of Africanized honey bees in 
Brazos County, more than a 
decade after the insects first 
entered Texas.

Officials urged residents not to 
panic, but said people should be 
cautious when outdoors and 
watch for bee swarms and hives.

Authorities discovered a nest 
of Africanized bees after a man in 
western Brazos County was 
stung in June outside his home. 
Joe LaBarbere was stung as many 
as 20 times while cleaning debris 
near a tree where the bees were 
nesting. He was treated and has 
since recovered, according to The 
Bryan-College Station Eagle.

The bées were first detected 
entering the United States 
through Brownsville in October 
1990. They have spread to other 
parts of the state and also have

82.

Callaway died at 250 a.m.

Larry Dorman said.

Doctors discovered a tumor 
on Callaway's pancreas two 
months ago during surgery to 
remove lus gall bladder- He 
resigned as president and 
chief executive officer May 15.

After spending nearly 30 
years in the texHle industry, 
Callaway paid $400,000 in 
1984 for a.small golf company 
called Hickory Stick, which 
made specialty clubs with 
hickory wrapped around steel 
shafts.

Callaway turned it into so 
much more.

From the oversized Big 
Bertha to the controversial 
ERC driver, he was at the fore­
front of some of the biggest 
technological advancements 
in equipment over the past, 
decade. Sales that were a 
modest $5 million in 1988 
soared to $800 million 10 
years later.

"You can't fool thepublic," 
Callaway said in a 1998 inter­
view with The Associated 
Press. "If they are going to 
buy your product it has to be 
better. It has to be right. It has 
to be truly more satisfying 
than the existing product."

The Big Bertha, named after 
a World War 1 cannoa paved 
the way for drivers that had a 
bigger sweet spot and woe 
easier to hit. The ERC, which 
violated U.S. Golf Association
standards for how quickly a

Over the years, he has also attracted the notice of the press and 
radio stations worldw ide. He has had regional hits in the 
Southwest,most notably "Nyquil Blues" which is still requested 
at every show. The BBC recently filmed Alvin for a segment in 
their special on the history of fiddle music.
