Construction of a 4,000 barrel re­
finery by the Bell Oil and Gas com­
pany began here last week with the 
installation of tube still and towers. 
The plant will be in operation about 
March 1, according to officials of the 
company.

The plant will probably be operat­
ed under the name of the Standard 
Petroleum Refractionating company, 
officials said. It will be operated with 
high gravity crude from the Ofay 
county field. The owners expect tf> se. 
cure a yield o f 41 per cent gasoline, 

per oent kerosene, and 20 per cent 
gas oil from the operation of the plant 
In a skimming operation. A cracking 
still probably will be installed later.

The Bell company at present op­
erates a refinery at Orandfleld, Okla. 
During the last two years It has op­
erated a pipeline gathering system in 
Gray county. The line at present,' has 
capacity of 6,000 barrels daily and this 
is to be Increased to 12,000 barrels 
daily thus affording some relief to the 
congested pipelines and storage facili­
ties that have necessitated a three- 
month shut down in drilling. Rex 
Young of the Orandfleld plant is here 
this week superintending the construc­
tion work.

The company has been selling crude 
to several treffners, shipments being 
made from the field in tank cars. With 
the increased gathering capacity the 
company will be able to continue de­
liveries to these companies in addi­
tion to supplying the requirements of 
its own refinery.

NEW YORK (AT—In these times of
wrinkled stock values i t  is interesting 
to learn that almost two million orphan 
dollars lie alone and forgotten in the 
vaults of New York state’s banks.

These funds represent unclaimed ac­
counts.

The total for the entire country is 
many times this figure. Most of this 
money has ceased to bear Interest and 
much of It has been removed forever 
from circulation.

State banking laws usually stipulate a 
period of years after which if an ac­
count remains idle, it is listed as dor­
mant.

Finally, after another period of years, 
it ceases to draw interest and is official­
ly labeled unclaimed. Even then a bank 
a bank faces the unwelcome prospect of 
caniylng this dead money forever on its 
bocks.

In some great banks with many thou­
sands of accounts the fraction of de­
positors who sink without a trace is so 
small as to be a source of wonder. The 
Guaranty Trust company has only 53 
dormant accounts. Seven of them date 
back to the SCL’s.

Banks have found it pays to operate 
a detective service of their own to run 
down careless depositors or heirs of 
careless depositors and make them take 
their money back whether they like it 
or not.

Their researches often lead them 
through a male of legal tangles, prisons 
asylums, cemeteries, deaths without 
heirs and ordinary forgetfulness.

Bishop’8 Sermon 
18 Criticized Here

Criticizing statements made b y . Bis­

hop John M. Moore in a sermon, “The 
Providence o f God,” before the Meth­
odist conference Sunday, Nov. 17, Rev.

He quoted Peter L Chapter 3, 
verse 7: "But the Heavens that now 
are and the earth, by the same word 
have been stored up for fire, being 
reserved against that day o f  Judgment 
and destruction o f ungodly men. Oth­
er scriptures quoted were Peter, third 
chapter, 10-13 verses. Matthew, 13th 
chapiter, verse 50; Revelations, .21st 
chapter, verse 8x.

Quoting Dr. J. B. Tidwell, Rev. Tru­
hitte said. “The Bible was not writ­
ten to tell how the heavens go, but 
how to go to heaven.”

The Baptist pastor emphasized that 
his answer was no attack or reflection 
on the local Methodists, their church 
or their pastor, for whom, he said he 
has the highest regard and with whom 
he is in “sweetest accord.’”

TO BE DECIDED 

THANKSGIVING

NEW YORK. Nov. 25. (AT—The col­

lege gridiron campaign faces its dou­
ble barreled climax this week, on 
Thanksgiving day and Saturday, with 
every prospect of a sensational finish 
to the championship races still unde­
cided.

Fate o f six of the seven major title 
contenders is involved. Purdue, cham­
pion of the Big Ten. has an impres­
sive season’s record of eight victories, 
but Pittsburgh in the east, Notre 
Dame In thV Mid-West, Tennessee, and 
Tulane in the south, Texas Christian 
in the 8ouihwest, and S t  Mary’s on 
the Pacific coast, all stake their title 
aspirations in important battles this 
week.

None of these teams has tasted de­
feat or tie, except 8t. Mary's which was 
held to a scoreless deadlock by Cali­
fornia. but nevertheless remains as 
the outstanding team on the Pacific 
coast so far as the records are con­
cerned. since Stanford's 21-8 defeat 
of California scrambled the big con­
ference race in the Far West.

On Thanksgiving day, Pittsburgh 
will seek to clinch its claim to the 
eastern championship as well as the 
bid for national honors by conquering 
Penn State. In the 8outh, Tennessee 
will take on Kentucky at Lexington 
and Tulane will oppose Louisiana 
8tate to determine perhaps the final 
8outhem conference rating. Nebras­
ka. by defeating Iowa 8tate in anoth­
er holiday tilt, can clinch the Big 
Six crown once more.

Notre Dame, on Saturday, will bat­
tle the Army at the Yankee stadium 
in the most colorful fray of the week, 
an eastern climax game that over­
shadows even such attractive contests 
at the Comell-Penn and Navy-Dart- 
mouth contests, both at Philadelphia.

The Southwest expects a sensational 
fight for its conference honors when 
the Texas Christian Horned Progs 
tangle with the Southern Methodist 
Mustangs Saturday. The Frogs beat 
Baylor Saturday 34 to 7, more decisive­
ly than 8. M. D. defeated the Bears 
previously.' but there is not much to 
choose between this week's main rivals.

On the coast. St. Mary’s must beat; 
Oregon to keep at the top of the heap. 
South (m  California, by defeating 
Washington S.ate. can claim at least 
a percentage edge in the Pacific coast 
conference race. Victory would give 
the Trojans six triumphs out of seven 
conference games. Stanford has fin ­
ished. with five out of six and Cali­
fornia with four out of five. It was 
a stand-off so far as the Big Three 
was concerned.

A hearse drove up before the light 
in front of the departed statesman's 
door, the only light kept thereabout in 
the dimly illuminated street. Four 
men dressed in black went inside the 
courtyard and in a few minutes emerg­
ed with tb f  light oak coffin.

Only a little group, constituted of 
police chlappe, the artist Gilbert Bel- 
lan and a few neighbors witnessed the 
removal.

After the hearse four automobiles 
drove up, and 30 guests, those Invit­
ed by tiie dead man himself in his 
last hours, emerged from  the house 
and, saluting the little group o f  spec­
tators, found their places inside the 
cars. An automobile containing the 
special police commissary, Dupon de 
La Fpurcade, took the lead, and the 
cortege started on Its 250-mlle Jour­
ney while an adjacent clock struck, 
telling a knell.
