McALLEN (AP) — Attorneys for a South Te>^

Opening statements in what was expected to be 
the first tire-defect n lawsuit against 
Bridgestone/Firestone were set to begin Monday in 
a feeuxal district court in McAllen. Firestorve has set­
tled more than 150 cases, mostly involving tires on 
Ford Exjdcxers, out of court for undisclosed sums.

U.S. District Judge Hkmon Vela expects the case oí 
Dr. Joel Rodriguez arid his family to last two weeks.

In March 2C^, Rodriguez, his wife and two family

members were tfavding in Mexico when a tire on 
their 1998 Ford Explorer blew out and their vriüde 
rolled. All four wereirqured; Rodriguez's 39-year-old 
wife, Marisa, will have to use a vriteelchair for the 
rest of her life.

TYLER (AP) — U.S. Supreme Court Justice 

Clarence Thomas has reportemy been urged to wifii- 
draw from considering a Texas death penalty case 
just days before lethal ii^ection is scheduled in the 
slaying of a federal Judge's father.

Supreme Court Justice Antonin Scalia has already 
recused himself from the case of Naixdeon Beazley, 
who is scheduled to be executed Wednesday night in 
Huntsville for the death of John Luttig.

The 63-yearold victim, slain during a 1994 carjack­
ing in lyier was the father of Judge J. Michael Luttig. 
He sits on the Richmond, Va.-based 4th US. Circiut 
Court of Appeals.

Beazley's appellate,attomey, Walter C. Long, faxed 
a letter to the clerk of the Supreme Court on Friday 
evening a sk i^  Thomas to withdraw from the case.

Long told The New York Times in Monday's edi­
tions that Thomas had credited Luttig wiffi his hav­
ing won his confirmation battle for the court. Luttig 
was a close adviser during the justice's contentious 
hearings in 1991.

Long noted in his letter that Scalia had already dis­
qualified himself. The younger Luttig once served as 
1^ law clerk and Scalia has known the family sirKe 
that time.

Luttig's son told the Tyler Morning Telegraph that 
his father was a compassionate man who would 
have given his Mercedes Benz to Beazley.

GRAND BLANC, Mich. (AP) 
— Kenny Perry was so nervous 
about wirming the Buick Open 
that he didn't sleep Saturday 
night.

When he arrived at Warwick 
Hills on Sunday, Perry saw that 
Billy Mayfair set a PGA Tour 
nine-hole record with a 9-under 
par 27 on the back nine en route 
to a tournament-record 11-under 
61.

"I thought, 'Oh my goodness,"' 
Perry said. "That was unbeliev­
able."

Perry showed no signs of anxi­

ety on the course, however.
He earned his first PGA Tour 

victory in six years and the 
fourth of his career, closing with 
a 3-under 69 for a 25-under 263 
total. Chris DiMarco (65) and Jim 
Furyk (66) tied for second, two 
strokes back, to improve their 
Ryder Cup chances.

Perry concentrated all of his 
mental and physical efforts 
toward the Buick Open, while 
there was a lot of talk about the 
PGA Championship and the 
Ryder Cup.

Perry’ picked up a $558,000 
check and 150 Ryder Cup pxiints 
with the win, but his 254 points 
aren't enough to be in the top 25.

"1 didn't even look at the Ryder 
Cup, I'm so far behind," Perry 
said. "I hadn't won in six years 
and this was a very key win for 
me, especially with a five-shot 
lead."

Perry took the five-stroke lead 
with a tournament-record 54- 
hole total of 22-under 194. He fin­
ished one stroke off Robert 
Wrenn's 72-hole Buick Open 
record.

Perry became the first player 
on tour this year to shoot a 29 for 
‘nine holes twice in the same tour­
nament, which he did Friday and 
Saturday.

He was more proud of ending 
his six-year drought, however.

"I didn't think I was ever going 
to win again, to tell you the 
truth," Perry said. "It naade me 
appreciate those three wins even 
more."

Perry's last win was the 1995

Bob Hope Classic. He finished 
among the top 11 in four of his 
last seven tournaments.

The Buick Oj>en provided a 
tuneup for the PGA 
Championship, which begins 
Thursday, and a chance for some 
to improve their chances of mak­
ing the Ryder Cup team.

Furyk picked up 85 Rycter Cup 
points to move from 11th to 
eighth, and DiMarco jumped 
from 16th to 11th, just 10 points 
behind Tom Lehman, who 
missed the cut.

"Second place is never a great 
place," Furyk said. "It's a good 
spot to finish in, but it always 
leaves you a little empty because 
you got so close. Earning some 
points and getting a little bit 
more of a solid position for the 
Ryder Cup is definitely a good 
consolation."

The top 10 on the Ryder Cup
' ----- lApoints list after next week's PG7 

Championship will make the 
team, and captain Curtis Strange 
will add two other players.

"It's a huge goal now," 
DiMarco said. "I'm not going to 
put any more pressure on myself, 
but I've been playing good. I just 
have to keep playing good. I'm 
probably going to have to earn 
it."

Along with the. nine-hole 
record, Mayfair also broke the 
tour's birdie-eagle streak with 
eight consecutive holes under 
par on Nos. 9-16. He eagled the 
401-yard, par-4 10th and birdied 
the other seven holes.

"The hole just looked as big as 
/faira tub," Mayfair said. "I just tried 

to stay out of my own way."

Sometimes you think 
you're talking to hear your head 
rattle," she said.

Despite her tough exterior, 
Lilly has a soft-place in her heart 
for all the teens she's become

close to during the past eight 
years.

In the few months that she 
works with the teen-agers, Lilly 
said she develops a close relation­
ship with them.

"Basically they're good kids 
that did something they should­
n't and got caught," she said.

She often maintains contact 
w ith 'the teens after they leave 
Genesis House.

"I s till. keep in . touch with 
them," she said, smiling. 'T get 
calls on my birthday and 
Christnus. One almost always 
comes to Parents Day. He calls 
me his second mom.

"I get pictures and letters from 
them," she .said. "I've got one 
that's in the Army. He has a wife 
aixl two kids. C)ne they named 
after me."

Lilly hopes to hold a reunion of 
her "kids'^ before she retires.

She also hop>es that the skills 
she's taught and the love she's

tried to give them will help them 
throughout their lives.

She emphasizes that it takes the 
efforts ,of the entire staff at 
Cfenesis House to help the trou­
bled teens.

"It's a team effort, not just me," 
she said. "I'm not a counselor. It 
takes everybody working togeth­
er.

"My hat's off to Sharon 
(Braddock). She's the one that's 
really made a difference here," 
she added .

Genesis House staff follow up 
on residents for five years after 
they leave the facility.

"Hopefully, they'U stay clean 
and s ( ^ r  and go on and have a 
good life. That's what I hope," 
she said.

"Some do well, some don't," 
Lilly said.

"We plant the seed and what­
ever they do from here on -  it's 
their choice," Lilly said.

Ford settles lawsuit that could cost 
it $1 billion, affect 5 million vehicles

SAN FRANCISCO (AP) — In a deal that could 
cost Ford Motor Co. as much as $1 billion and affect 
millions of vehicles, the automaker has agreed to set­
tle a lawsuit that alleges its cars and tru c^  stall.

The agreement ends years of litigation in which a 
California judge said the Detroit automaker was liv­
ing in an "Alice in Wonderland" dreamland for. 
denying ignition switches were defective.

The proposed settlement comes four months after 
Alameda County Superior Court Judge Michael E. 
Ballachey o rder^  as many as 2 million vehicles in 
California recalled as part of a statewide class-action 
suit in which the judge found that Ford concealed 
the shabby parts from government inspectors.

Although the case was in California, attorneys 
said the settlement, if approved by Ballachey, would 
cover 5 million vehicles nationwide. The settlement 
was first reported in Monday's editions of The New 
Ybrk Times.

"I think this is basically a wdn for consumers," said 
Jeff Fazio, a lead attorney in the case against Ford, 
said in an interview Sunday night. "It could have 
been years before the cars were fixed, but with this it 
could come soon."

Under the agreement, Ford said it would replace 
the ignition devices in all Ford vehicles nationwide 
that have stalled and have no inore than 100,0(X) 
miles, which is an estimated 500,000 to 650,000 vehi­
cles in California and an estimated 5 million nation­
wide.

The automaker denies the ignition devices are 
defective and stall, but already has settled hundreds 
of wrongful death, injury and other suits in connec­
tion to allegations of Ford vehicles' stalling.

The suit challenged Ford's placement of the thick

film ignition module, which regulates electric cur­
rent to the spark plu« . In 300 makes and models 
sold between 1983 and 1995, the module was mount­
ed on the distributor near the engine block, where it 
was exposed to high temperatures.

Ballachey found last year that Ford was warned by 
an engineer that high temperatures would cause the 
device to fail and stall the engine. Ford's own docu­
ments show that the company confirmed the prob­
lem in internal studies, and could have moved the 
module to a cooler spot for an extra $4 per vehicle.

The 300 makes and models include Ford's Taurus, 
LTD, Ranger, Bronco, Mustang and Escort, according 
to Ford. Cars from Ford's Lincoln and Mercury divi­
sions that had the device include the Town Car, Sable 
and Grand Marquis.

The agreement says Ford will extend all war­
ranties to 100,(X)0 miles for affected vehicles and pay 
to replace the ignition if it stalls and needs replacing 
before the new 100,000 mile warranty is up.

The agreement wipes out the judge's recall order 
of some 2 million vehicles on California's roads that 
have the ignition device in them.

Ballachey's recall ruling was in the preliminary 
stages of the case, which was expected to go to trial 
later this month.

Ballachey said Ford corKealed the stalling infor­
mation from federal safety regulators, who were 
studying hundreds of complaints about Ford vehi­
cles stalling.

The government found no safety problems with 
the modules, but a National Highway Traffic Safety 
Administration official said the government would 
not have closed the case if Ford had given the agency 
key dociunents unveiled in the class-action case.
