A public hearing on a pro-
posed property tax increase ot
up to 8.2 cents has been set tor
Aug. 28 in the wake ot a 3-2 city
commission vote in tavor ot
bringing the issue to the table.

“Pampans need to understand
that this is only a proposed tax
rate increase,” Mavyor Lonny
Robbins said atter the Tugsday
meceting. “This action triggers
the requirement that we hold a
public hearing.”

It's expected that during the
regular mecting that tollows the
6 p.m. public hearing at City
Hall commissioners will vote an
increase up or down.

Ihe 2001-02 budget must be
approved in time tor the startup
ot the new tiscal vear on Oct. 1.

Because the amount of the pro-
posed increase rises above the
rollback rate ot $0.7102 cents it
trigeers a series ot events includ-
ing the public hearing require-
ment. Should a tax increase
higher than the rollback amount
pass, that opens the door to a tax
rollback election it a public refer-
endum petition is tiled.

It there is a rollback election
with the majority ot voters
against the hike the rate would

Manager Bob Eskridge said at
the meeting. The current rate is
65 cents per 100 valuation and
the proposal calls for up to 73.8

WASHINGTON (AP) - —
Industgial production at the
nation’s\factories, mines and util-
ities edged down by just 0.1 per-
cent in , a possible sign that
better days may be ahead for the
beleaguered sector.

While the reduction was
smaller than the 0.3 percent drop
many analysts had forecast, it
still marked the 10th monthly
decline in a row, the Federal
Reserve reported Wednesday. In
June, output plunged by 0.9 per-
cent, weaker than the Fed esti-
mated a month ago.

Last month’s decline' was the
best performance since output
edged up by 0.2 percent in
September.

Businesses showed progress
whittling inventories of unsold
goods in June even as sales fell
by the largest amount in nine
years.

The Commerce Department
said supplies on sheﬁ/es and
backlots ‘feclined by a seasonally
adjusted 0.4 percent in June, the
largest drop in three months.
That came after business pared
inventories by 0.2 percent in
May. Inventories have fallen for
five months in a row.

Sales plunged by 1.4 percent
in June, after posting a 0.9 per-
cent increase the month before.
June’s sales decline marked  the
largest drop since g 1.5 percent
decrease in August of 1992.

Federal Reserve Chairman
Alan Greenspan has. attributed
much of the economy’s weak-
ness to an effort by businesses to
cut back quickly on production
to bring inventories back in line
with sa%es.

The yearlong economic slow-
down has curbed Americans’
appetite for goods, causing an
inventory pileup. To reduce
inventories, companies have laid
off workers, reduced shifts and
deeply discounted merchandise.

Economists say companies
must pare excess stocks in order
to lay the foundation for
increased production in the
future, something that would
bode well for a comeback for the
overall economy.

To avert a recession, the
Federal Reserve has slashed
interest rates six times this year,
totaling 2.75 percentage points.
Many economists predict anoth-
er rate cut when the Fed meets
Tuesday.

The industrial production
report showed that manufactur-
ing output was flat in July, after a
sharp 1 Fercent drop. Output at
utilities fell by 0.5 percent, after
rising 1 percent in June. At mines,
production declined by 0.6 per-
cent, after a 0.7 percent drop.

"Operating capacity sank to 77
percent in July, its lowest point
since August 1983, as companies
throttled back production in the
face of sagging demand.

In the inventories report, the
drop in June’s sales lifted the inven-
tory-to-sales ratio to 1.43 months,
the highest level since April.

In June, inventories at facto-
ries, which have been hardest

hit by the slowdown, declined

by 0.7 percent, following a 0.6
percent drop the month before.
Sales in June plunged by 2.8

percent, after a 2.4 percent

Increase.

Retailers’ inventories
decreased by (.3 percent, after
being flat in May. Sales slipped

by 0.1 percent, erasing a 0.1 per-
cent advance the month before.

At wholesalers, inventories
edged down 0.2 percent, follow-
ing a 0.3 percent rise. Sales fell by
0.9 percent, after a 0.5 percent
decline.

San Antonio Express News on Mexican-American bor-
der conditions:

Mexican President Vicente Fox articulates the dream of
an open border between the United States and Mexico, an
area where people and goods move freely.

For that dream a worthy goal to become a reality, condi-
tions along the 2,000-mile border separating the two
nations must be addressed.

Although Mexico and the United States are becoming
ever more intertwined, nowhere do two nations share
such an extended common border and, at the same time,
have so many disparities.

Acknowledging and dealing with the economic dispari- .

ty between the United States and Mexico, which plays ouf
in so many ways, is key to developing a realistic immi-
gration policy that is fair to both nations.

Addressing marked differences in the quality of the
infrastructure along the border roads and highways,
water and sewage treatment as well as in health care, edu-
cation levels and housing, will require cooperative efforts
between the two nations.

At the same time, marked differences between the U.S.
side of the border region and the rest of the nation will
require substantial U.S. investment.

I'he border, where cultures and living conditions blend,
becomes almost a third nation resembling neither the
United States nor Mexico but a unique version of the two.

For example, the 43 Texas counties nearest the Mexico
border have 20 percent of Texas” population but one-third
ot the state’s poverty. Health care conditions are poor,
with a lack of medical facilities and health care workers.
Border counties have been neglected in terms of educa-
tion.

Yet this is the most rapidly growing region of the state.

I'he economic disparity between United States and
Mexico explains why 300,000 people each year cross the

. border illegally, knowing that if they survive the difficult

journey without being caught, thcy.likcly will find work
and will be able to stay.

Nearly 300 of them lost their lives last year as they set

off across unfamiliar desert or placed themselves in the
hands of unscrupulous coyotes. who bilked them of the
little money they had to help them reach el norte.

Economic disparity affects the dynamics of the drug,
war, again played out along the vast border region. To the
south is the poor, supplier nation and to the north, the
wealthy country where demand fuels the trade.

No realistic policy seeking to create a more open border
can avoid calculating the impact bf drug smuggling and
how to more effectively handle that scourge.

A part ot the long-term strategy of U.S.-Mexico relations
must address the economic disparity between the two
nations and its byproducts. '

Both the federal government and the governments of
the states that share a border with Mexico-must address
those complicated issues. '

Creation of the North American Development Bank, or
NAD Bank, as a part of the North American Free Trade
Agreement provided a mechanism for border improve-
ments. But it must be expanded and given greater
resources

The U.S.-Mexico panel of the Carnegie Endowment for
International Peace suggested a variety of initiatives for
the Bush and Fox administrations, including tax incen-
tives for investments along both sides of the border and
brokering relationships among local and regienal author-
ities, businesses, educational institutions and investment
Broups.

I'he Texas Legislature this spring considered an ambi-
tious Marshall Plan for the Texas border region but failed

. to tund the program.

The federal should undertake such an
effort along the entire length of the border,” providing
technical assistance as well as funding. The border states
cannot be expected to solve a national problem.

lhe difficulty of federal action is exacerbated by the
lack of knowledge in Washington about complex prob-
lems along the nation’s southern perimeter.

That’s why the Bush presidency offers such an opportu-
nity for sophisticated progress on the issue.

At its héart, this effort will require making a major
investment in the southern border region and establishing
as a priority a stable and prosperous southern neighbor.

Trusting the people is basis of freedom

Ozzie Spengler was probably right in "his
book, “The Decline of the West.” He said the
age of money, which we're in, will be followed
by the age of Caesar.

He meant a return to authoritarian govern-
ments. 1 believe the trend has already begun.
The reason is simple: The Founding Fathers of
this country were right — democracy can't
work on a large scale.

That’s why they didn’t create a democracy,
but rather a republic with a limited franchise.
We have, of course, systematically dismantled
that republic and now have, in effect, a sort of
mob democracy.

All one has to do is lay aside his or her ideo-
logical blinders for a moment to see that it is
most foolish, indeed, to allow the most unin-
formed, the most pettily selfish, the most illit-
erate and ignorant people to choose the leaders
of a complex government.

The American Establishment — the really
rich guys — have handled this problem so far
by manipulating the process. Working at the
nomination level, they try to make sure the
mob has a choice of EstablishmentCandidate A
or Establishment Candidate B. That way the
mob can delude itself that it is actually partici-
pating in government while the m?ilcics the
Establishment cares about remain the same.

This process was most clear in 1976. In that
presidential race, voters had a choice of Jimmy
Carter and Zbigniew Brzezinski, a Rockefeller
family foreign policy adviser, ar Gerald Ford
and Henry Kissinger, a Rockefeller family for-
eign policy adviser.

They voted for the “owtsider” one of only
two governors personally chosen by David
Rockefeller to be a member of the Trilatetal
Commission and ended up with an administra-
tion and Cabinet straight out of the Fortune
500. The only thing populist about Jimmy
Carter was and is his rhetoric. He is that most

obnoxious and hypocritical of the human ani-
mal species — a Southern liberal.

I offer this challenge: See if you can deter-
mine any differences in the foreign policies of
George H.W. Bush, William Jefferson Clinton,
and George W. Bush? I mean substantive dif-
ferences, not rhetorical differences. In case
you're the last to realize this, what politicians
say during the campaign has no bearing what-
soever on what they intend to do if they're
elected.

In the most recent election, we had two can-
didates debating, essentially, which one of
them could best carry out the same agenda. The
election victory margin was about as narrow as
the real differences between the two men.

Americans need to be especially on guard
against moves against free spoccz and their
right to keep and bear arms. The purpose of
passing hate-crime legislation is simply to lay
the predicate for passing hate-speech laws.
Canada, France and Germany can no longer be
described as free countries because, if you
write or speak on certain topics, you can be
prosecuted, fined and imprisoned.

I have no doubt that certain elements in
America want the same kind of laws here and,
if we aren’t careful, they may get them. Just
remember that speech control is thought con-
trol and no country is free where the govern-
ment can outlaw thinking.

And, of course, no socialist country can be
called a free country. Yes, I know there are so-
called democratic socialist countries - where
elections are held, but what good is an election
if the most important aspects. of government
are off limits? There were elections in Stalin’s
day. Somewhat like our own Establishment, the
communists  offered people ®a choice:
Communist A or Communist B.

Socialism is a command economy. Our social-
ist programs, Social Security and Medicare, are
compulsory. People have no choice. They are
taxed to pay for both. If they should die before
they can receive any benefits, tough. The gov-
ernment just confiscates their contributions.
Freedom and compulsion are contradictions.

But the reason democracy always leads to
authoritarian rule is because the mob will bank-
rupt the country voting itself goodies out of the
treasury. It will also fragment into warring fac-
tions, none of which cares a rat’s toenail about the
common good. When this situation gets too
extreme, someone must step in and impose order.

The only advantage of getting older is just the
perspective of experience. | know, in the way a
person under 40 cannot know, how much freer
América was in 1946 than it is in 2001. And it
was freer in 1901 than it was in 1946.

Americans opposed to entry into World War
I warned: that the country would never be the
same. They warned that a war state would be
created and perpetuated. And they were dead-
on right. So it has happened.

What the present generation must do is
guard against the growing trend toward more
authoritarian government. Government is
never static. Its tendency is always to move
toward more power that means less freedom.
But to do that, the present generation must
have more faith in itself than it does in govern-
ment. You can’t have a free society unless you
trust the people.

49ers Bryant chooses comeback attempt over retirement

The 49ers are backing Bryant’s -

* decision.

STOCKTON, Calif. (AP) —
San Francisco 49ers defensive
lineman Junior Bryant is choos-
ing a comeback attempt over
retirement.

Bryant, on the physically
unable to perform list since
training camp began in July, has
decided to try to return from a
career-threatenin, g neck injury.

The 30-year-old Bryant was a
starter at defensive end when he
was injured last Sept. 17 in a
game at St. Louis.

He crashed to the turf, helmet-
first, while making a tackle and
was motionless on the field for
several moments. After bein
taped to a board and wheeled off
the field on a stretcher, Bryant
was later diagnosed with a
bulging disk in his neck and
placed on injured reserve.

Bryant contemplated retire-
ment after tests earlier this year
showed little improvement in
his condition. But after he was
examined by team doctors, the
49ers let Bryant decide whether
he’d attempt to return this sea-
son.

“I am coming back,”. Bryant
said Tuesday. “It was a very hard
decision. I took my time with it. I
wanted to make sure I was mak-
ing the right decision for the
right reasons. There was a lot of
pros and cons. I had to make
sure I was comfortable with my
decision.”

“Everybody in this organiza-
tion is wanting him to be suc-
cessful and is really hoping he
can get there,” 49ers general
manager Terry Donahue said,
“He’s been able to evaluate the
whole situation and the advice
he’s received, and he’s made a
conscious decision that he wants
to aggressively pursue playing
again. I think we just keep our

fingers crossed and wait and see

how it goes.”

Bryant still must pass a physi-
cal to return to full practice.

“I feel confident I’ll be able to
get back on the field,.and I'm
lookmg forward to it,” Bryant
said. “My mind, I thmk, is
already right. At this moment in
time, I'm just concerned about
getting my body right.”

Cleveland rallies again to widen AL Central lead

The Cleveland Indians’ latest
comeback wasn’t as big as their
last one, but carried a much
greater impact on the AL Central
race.

It didn’t take 12 runs in three
innings or five in the ninth this
time. Cleveland used a three-run
rally Tuesday night to tie it in the
ninth, then scored the game-
winner on Juan Gonzalez’s RBI
single two innings later to beat

* the Minnesota Twins 8-7.

The win extended the Indians’
lead in the AL Central to 2 1/2
games over the slumping Twins.

“If my heart holds up, I'll be
OK,” Cleveland manager
Charlie Manuel said.

Just nine days before, the
Indians became the first team in
76 years to overcome a 12-run
deficit to win when they beat the
Seattle Mariners.

“I don’t think you’ll ever see
one like that again,” Indians
closer Bob Wickman said. “That
was incrediblé, but this one was,
too. Two outs, two strikes and to
beat them. This was huge.”

After Minnesota rallied from a
4-3 deficit in the top of the ninth
inning against John Rocker to
carry a 7-4 lead into the bottom
half, the Indians woke up again,
scoring three runs off Twins
closer LaTroy Hawkins.

In other AL games, it was
Seattle 6, Boston 3 in 11 innings;
Toronto 6, Oakland 3; Anaheim
7, Detroit 1; Baltimore 5, Kansas
City 2; New York Yankees 5,
Tampa Bay 3; and Chicago
White Sox 7, Texas 4.

The game-winning hit came
moments after Minnesota right
fielder Chad Allen was carried
off on a stretcher with a kneel

injury. The right fielder sustained
what appeared to be a serious
knee injury while trying to track
down Kenny Lofton’s leadoff
triple against Bob Wells (8-5).

“I don’t think we’re as con-

DR. JAMES DOBSON isa psychologist, author and president of Focus on the Family,

a nonprofit organization dedicated to the preservation of the home.

My son is an outstanding gymnast. His
high school coach says he has more
natural ability than anyone he’s ever
seen. Yet when he is being judged in a
competitive meet, he does terribly! Why
does he fail during the most important moments?
If your son thinks of himself as a failure, his
performance will probably match his low
’ self-image when the chips are down. In the
same way, there are many excellent golfers
on the PGA tour who make a satisfactory
living in tournament play, but never win.
They may even place as high as second,
third, sixth or 10th. Whenever it looks like they might
come in first, however, they “choke” at the last minute
and someone else wins. It is not that they want to fail;
rather, they can’t conceive if themselves as winners and
their performance merely reflects this image.

I once spoke with a concert pianist of outstanding
talent who had resolved never to play in public again.
She knew she was blesses with remarkable talent, but
believed she was a loser in every other regard.
Consequently, when she played the piano on stage her
mistakes and errors crept into her performance. Each
time this mortifying experience occurred, she became
more convinced of her own unworthiness in every area.
She now withdrawn into the secluded, quiet world of
the have-nots. -

A person’s self-concept is instrumental in
determining those who are “winners” and those who
see themselves as “losers.” Professional tennis players
call this characteristic “tournament toughness.” bud i. is
really nothing more than confidence in action.

Is this true of mental ability, too? My 12-
year-old was asked to recite a poem at a
school function the other day, and he
went completely blank in front of the
crowd. I know he knew the poem
perfectly because he said it dozens of
times at home. He’s a bright child, but he’s had this
trouble before. Why does his mind “turn of’ when
he’s under pressure?
It will be helpful to understand an
important characteristic of intellectual
functioning. Your son's self-confidence, or
" lack of it, actually affects the way his brain
operates.

All of us have experience the frustration of mental
“blocking,” which you déscribed. This occurs when a
name or fact or idea just won't surface’ to the conscious
mind, even though we know it is recorded in the
memory. Or suppose we are about to speak to an
antagonistic group and our mind suddenly goes blank.

This kind of blocking usually occurs (1) when social
pressure is great, and (2) when self-confidence is low.
Why? Because emotions affect the efficiency of the
human brain. Unlike a computer, our mental apparatus
functions properly only when a delicate biochemical
balance exists between the neural cells. This substance
makes it possible for a cell to “fire” its electrochemical
charge across the gap (synapse) to another cell. It is
now known that a sudden emotional reaction can

"instantly change the nature of that biochemistry,

interfering with the impulse. This blockage prevents
the electrical charge from being relayed and the
thought is never generated.

This mechanism has profound implications for
human behavior. For example, a child who feels
inferior and intellectually inadequate often does not
even use of the mental power with he has been
endowed. His lack of confidence produces a disrupting
mental inefficiency, and the two factors go around in
an endless cycle of defeat. This is seemingly what
happened to your son when he “forgot” the poem.

What can I do to help him?

Actually, it is not unusual for a 12-year-

old to choke in front of a crowd. I once

stood before 300 fellow teen-agers with

my words stuck in my throat and my

mind totally out to lunch. It was a

painful experience, but time gradually
erased its impact. As your ¢hild matures, he will
probably overcome the problem if he can experience
a few success to build his confidence. Anything that
raises self-esteen will reduce the frequency of mental
blocking for children and adults alike.
