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County looks 
at ways to hike  
yearly revenue

Gray County Commissioners spent about five hours at their mei't- 
ing Wednesday discussing a proposed $7.98 million budget tor 2002.

They're looking at ways to generate enough revenue to cover next 
year's expenditures while building baejs the county's fund balance.

Using a tax rate that's 3 percent over the effective rate of .4518, the 
proposed budget with pay raises reduces thi* county's current fund 
balance of $1.2 million by $892,887. In this scenario, the ending bal­
ance would be $309,937, explained County Auditor Elaine Morris.

Morris said that if the county charged a $10 motor vehicle regis- 
tratitin fee, alsii being considered as a source of revenue, thi- ending 
balance tor fiscal year 2002 would be approximately $533,483.

Judge IVet gave commissioners a tabk' indicating what property 
owners would pay in county taxes under yarious tax rates. He said 
the average home value for 2002 is $29,122. Under the effective rate 
of $0.4518 per $100 valuation, this homeowner would pav$13L57. It 
commissioners agreed on a tax rati' that's 3 percent abovi- the ettec- 
tive rate, the average* honu'owner would pa\ $135,45

Peet pointed oat that the tax rates L'cmg lonsidi'reo this year are 
several cents less than last year's tax rate ol $0.4947. l.ast year, the 
average homeowner, whose property w.is valui'd at $28,284, paid 
$139.92 in taxes.

No employee pay raises VM*re included in the original budget. 
However, the commission is looking at a $600 annual raise tor full­
time employees and a $300 annual raise tor part-time empkn ees.

Commissioner James Hefley offered ti> give up any major pur­
chases for 2002 "only it mv guvs get some raises," he said. "They 
deserve a raise."

County Judge Richard Peet said that it has been three to four years 
since most countv employees have received a pay raise.

"I tell you, the' people who uiake under $30,(100 and thi'v're the 
sole provider, they're in trouble," Sheriff Don Copeland told the

D iana’s butler charged w ith theft
LONDON (AP) — Paul 

Burrell, trusted butler of 
Princess Diana for many years, 
was charged Thursday with the 
theft of property that had 
belonged to her. He denied all 
the charges.

Burrell, Diana's "rock" and 
confidant, was charged with 
stealing 342 items from Diana, 
Prince Charles and Prince 
William on or before June 30, 
1998, at Kensington Palace. 
Some of the items included a 
bullwhip, a pepper grinder and 
photographs.

The 43-year-old Burrell was 
charged with three counts of 
theft — one each for items 
belonging to Charles, Diana and 
William — and was ordered to 
appear at Bow Street magistrates 
court on Friday.

Stony-faced and silent, Burrell 
left West End Central police sta­
tion and was bundled into a taxi 
by police officers.

His lawyer, Andrew Shaw, 
read a short statement from the 
steps of the station.

"Paul Burrell denies absolute­
ly the charges that have been

preferred against him," Shaw 
said. "H e's rightly perceived to 
be a man of integrity and trusted 
by the royal family. He says that 
their trust is justified."

Among the six items he is 
accused of stealing from Prince 
Charles are an inscribed silver 
salver, a white metal pepper 
grinder and a book, "Royal 
Institute of Painters in 
Watercolour." Another- was 
described by police only as "an 
Indiana Jones bullwhip."

Burrell had been arrested on 
suspicion of theft in January. His 
home near Chester in northwest 
England was searched by offi­
cers who allegedly found 
Diana's personal effects.

Burrell has been free on bail 
since then, and has maintained 
the items were given to him by 
his employer.

After Diana's death in a car 
crash Aug. 31, 1997, Burrell was 
widely praised for refraining 
from making money from his 
connection with the princess or 
revealing private information 
about her.

received as a wedding gift from 
the Emir of Bahrain. According 
to news reports, police were 
alerted when the vessel was put 
up for sale at a London art deal­
er's shop.

Brown was working for 
Princess Margaret, sister of 
Queen Elizabeth II, at 
Kensington Palace, where Diana 
also had an apartment.

"We're asking for the court to determine if the act 
applies," he said. "If it does apply, then CRMWA 
can't go forward with their project.

CRMWA attorney Douglas Caroom said that, 
based on a quick review of the suit, it appeared that 
Mesa is attempting to contest the groundwater per­
mits issued to CRMWA for the new wells in 1996.

CRMWA officials say Mesa's permit applications 
do not have enough or as detailed information as 
the water authority was required to submit.

Powell said the two issues — Mesa's obtaining 
permits and the lawsuit — are not necessarily relat­
ed.

wouldn't be tfie danger of CRMWA taking (water) 
before we have a chance to sell it," Powell said.

CRMWA obtained high impact permits from the 
PGCD for the new wells, allowing the water 
authority to pump up to about 16 billion gallons of 
water a year, according to the lawsuit. CRMWA has 
said it will initially pull up to about 10 billion gal­
lons a year, the suit states.

The suit alleges that the water level beneath Mesa 
landowners' property will be "unlawfully drained 
away, taken and damaged" by CRMWA if it draws 
water at a rate of 40,000 acre feet of per year, or, 
about 13 billion gallons a year for 50 years.

At a July 19 meeting at PGCD offices in the 
Panhandle it was decided that an administrative 
hearing would be held to decide whether 
CRMWA's protest will prevail or if Mesa obtains its 
groundwater permits.

A Sept. 6 date has been set to discuss the schedul­
ing of the hearing on CRMWA's protest.

They also coutd explain to parents that edu­
cation is conditional. One condition is that 
parents must civilize their children before 
packing them off to school. That means teach­
ing them good manners and personal hygiene. 
And should the students fail either to meet 
behavior or academic standards, back home 
he or she goes.

The second necessary step is to repeal 
tenure laws. One schixil administrator had it 
right when he said firing a tenured teacher is 
not an action, but a career. I know personally

To expect 
teachers to wave magic wands and produce 
uniform results is a tool's errand. Education 
really has to be tailored to each child's blend 
of abilities and disabilities. Government insti­
tutions are ill-suited to do that.

Students with below-average IQ's are not 
college material and should be directed into 
vocational and commercial training courses. 
Students with talents for art and music should 
be given that kind ot an education.

Finally, Congress has to repeal the students- 
with-disabilities act. Students with serious 
mental, physical or emotional problems 
should be segregated and taught in special 
facilities by specialists. Putting these children 
into the normal classrooms has probably done 
more to destroy public education than any 
other single factor.

Eleven-hundred Texas educators and approx­
imately 30,000 inmates will begin the new 
sdiool year behind bars. While most teachers 
are welcoming excited children back to the 
classroom, instructors in Windham School 
District (WSD) are teaching literacy to adults 
within prisons ■ and state jails in the Texas 
Draartment of Criminal Justice.

Facts concerning illiteracy in Texas can be 
disconcerting: The Texas Adult Literacy Survey 
(TALS), a five-level measure of functional liter­
acy, revealed that 28 percent of Texas adults 
scored at the lowest literacy level (1994 study). 
Another 27 percent performed in the second 
lowest level of proficiency. This study uses the 
definition of literacy as 'Treing able,to use print­
ed and written information to function in soci­
ety, to achieve one's goals, and to develop one's 
knowledge and potential." 'The same survey 
levels indicate 6.9 million Texas adults are 
unable to contribute fully to the community or 
workplace. )

As the largest school drop-out recovery pro­
gram in Texas, WSD served 79,059 inmate stu­
dents last year. WSD provides acadm ic, voca­
tional ana behavior management classes to 
offenders incarcerated in the Texas Department 
of Criminal Justice at 89lKhOol sites ycross the 
ftite .' .

Pentagon approves pro­

Air Force has the go-ahead to 
build its new F-22 fighter, but it 
will build fewer planes for more 
money than it had once planned.

The Pentagon's approval of the 
initial production run, which has 
not been announced publicly, 
came as the Air Force agreed to 
reduce the total number of F-22s 
to 295 -from *339, officials said, 
speaking Wedne^ay on condi­
tion of anonymity.

If the per-plane production cost 
is lower than the Pentagon esti­
mates, then the Air Force may be 
allowed to build more than 295. 
The Air Force believes the 
Pentagon's cost estimate is too 
high.

The Air Force also pledged to 
put an additional $5.4 oillion into 
the program, reflecting projected 
cost increases, the ofiiaak said.

Workers climb Philippines’ 
Mount Pinatubo to drain 
crater lake

SANTA JULIANA, Philippines 
(AP) — A dozen tribesmen with 
picks and shovels climbed the 
Mount Pinatubo volcano 
Thursday on a dangerous mission 
to drain a crater laxe that threat­
ens their villages with massive 
floods.

Tugging a leashed pig to sacri­
fice to the mountain goo, the Aeta 
tribesmen planned to carve a 
notch in the volcano's crater, to 
slowly release water from the ris­
ing lake. Accompanied by a dozen 
porters and two engineers, the 
diggers are expected to chop 16 
feet off the lowest point of 
Pinatubo's sumihit.

The water level in the lake has 
been rising rapidly during the 
May-October ramy season, and is 
now within 16 feet of the crater's 
rim.

Without the notching proce­
dure, the weight of the water 
could shatter the upper walls of 
the 4,740-foot volcano, endanger­
ing the lives of 40,000 villagers 
nearby, geologists said.

But the crumbly crater, com­
posed of loosely packed volcanic 
rock and ash, a l^  could give way 
under the digging, they said.

Panhandle-Plains Historical Museum 
to open newly-restored Pioneer Hall

CANYON —  On August 25, 
the Panhandle-Plains Historical 
Museum in Canyon, Texas, will 
open the doors on the newly 
renovated Pioneer Hall and the 
innovate new exhibit "People of 
the Plains: Experiments in
Living."

Pioneer Hall will be restored 
to its original 1930s appearance 
architecturally. In order to recre­
ate the ambiance of Pioneer 
Hall, exhibit cases have been 
designed to resemble some of 
the original exhibit furniture, 
paint cmors have been duplicat­
ed and the original front win­
dows have been uncovered. The 
room, which was the original 
structure when then museum 
was opened in 1933, will be 
used to give visitors an 
overview of the museum's vast 
collection of more than 3 million 
artifacts and provide the gate­
way to the new exhibit area.

Exhibits in Pioneer Hall 
irtclude an articulated skeleton 
of a prehistoric rhinoceros 
(Aphelops) that inhabited the 
Panhandle-Plains region in large 
numbers more than 20 million 
years ago; a reproduction of an 
Antelope Creek structure, 
depicting the lifeways of prehis­
toric American Indians more 
than 800 years ago; a 1903 Model 
A Ford (serial #28), the oldest 
known asseihbly line car known 
in the world; a "mud wagon" 
used for travel during the 1800s; 
and a life cast of Fred Scott, vet­
eran Texas Panhandle cowboy.

"People of the Plains: 
Experiments in Living" is the 
museum's newest exhibit, illus­
trating the similarities of vari­
ous groups of people living on 
the ^ u th em  Plains during the 
past 14,000 years. Displays com­
pare and contrast various ways 
the different cultures have 
solved their need for water, 
food, shelter, clothing, trade and 
transportation.

"A Cool Drink of Water" com­
pares and contrasts sources of 
water, with a playa lake diora­
ma, model windmill and a 
working cistern pump. "Food 
for the Table" compares the 
Plains Indian's method of 
acquiring food with cowboys 
and ran<m life, and the modem 
feed lots. A life-size diorama 
depicts a Comanche man and 
woman skinning a bison. 
Nearby, at the 1880s chuckwag- 
on, camp visitors can smell fresh 
brewed coffee and a pot of "son- 
of-a-gun" stew.

"A Roof Over Our Heads" 
illustrates the various types of 
housing used in the Panhandle- 
Plains region. A 1900s "kit" 
house, similar to those sold 
through the Seare, Roebuck St 
Company catalogs, and a typical 
dwelling used ^ m  A.D. 1150- 
1450 by the Antelope Creek peo­
ple have been reconstructed. 
Visitors can go inside to see how 
both cultures lived. 
Photographs and slides illus­
trate other kinds of shelter.

"Dress for Success" features 
garments worn by Euro- 
Americans and American 
Indians in the "Plain and Fancy" 
exhibit. "Wedding Wear" is 
exhibited nearby.

Discovery astronauts prepare for spacewalk
SPACE CENTER, Houston (AP) — Two space 

shuttle Discover astronauts had a full day of tasks 
on their agerrda Thursday, including installing equip­
ment and setting up a science experiment on me exte­
rior of the international space station.

U.S. astronauts Daniel Barry and Patrick Fonester 
were to start their 61/2 hour spacewalk by renrioving 
a container with ammonia coolant from tliscovery^ 
payload bay.

The container weighs about 1,400 pounds — 6(X) 
pounds of which is ammonia that would be used to 
resupply the space station's cooling system if it had a 
leak.

Shuttle commander Scott Horowitz was to grab the 
container with Discovery's robot arm. Then, with the 
two spacewalkers holding on to the container,
Horowitz was to move the robot arm up to a truss 
that holds space station Alpha's giant solar wings.

There, Horowitz was to hand off the container to for the orbiting outpost.

the spacewalkers, who planned to bolt it in place on 
the truss, then attach cables to supply station electri­
cal txiwer to heaters on the container.

"I have a high confidence it will go off without a 
hitch," shuttle flight director John Shannon said.

OiKe the container is in place, the spacewalkers 
were to remove two briefcase-size containers from 
the shuttle payload bay that are part of an experi­
ment. They hold about 1,500 samples of materials, 
ranging from seeds and spores to switches, sensors 
ana pewymers.

The containers were to be clamped to handrails 
and opened. The experiment is to see how the vari­
ous materials react to eiroosure to space.

Thursday's spacewalk would be the first of two 
planned for this week by the crew of Discovery while 
the shuttle is docked to space station Alpha. The

Cowboys’ Carter 
puts in extra time

OXNARD, Calif. (AP) — 
In the middle of CJuincy Carter's 
fourth practice since becoming the 
starting quarterback for the Dallas 
Cowboys, receiver Joey Galloway 
offered some veteran advice: Stick 
around.

After running sprints and peel­
ing off their pads. Carter, and 
Galloway returned to the practice 
field for another 15 minutes of 
work Thursday afternoon.

They focused mostly on deep 
passes, but also mixed in other 
routes as they worked to refine the 
timing necessary to make their 
relationship — and the Dallas 
offense — a success.

"We've got work to do, and a 
short amount of time to get it 
done," Galloway said. "We just 
need to be able to work with each 
other, talk things through. We're 
going to do everything we can to 
prepare."

Carter threw 50-yard bombs 
that Galloway often had to slow 
down or even stop to catch. They 
worked on some short routes, too, 
and for the most part Carter threw 
tight spirals — an improvement 
from the flutterballs that often slip 
out during practice.

"He's working extremely hard," 
Galloway said. "He has a lot to 
learn. He shows signs of being real 
good and signs of needing experi­
ence. That's going to happen with 
a rookie."

Carter moved up to first string 
Wednesday morning following 
the release of veteran Tony Banks.

The second-round pick already 
had been tabbed the team's quar­
terback of the future and coaches 
felt he'd shown enough potential 
that they didn't want to wait.

Coaches also decided to change 
the offensive game plan to better 
suit his skills. Their new ball<on- 
trol format features more hand- 
offs, fake handoffs and rollouts, 
with less emphasis on the long 
ball, which had been Banks' spe­
cialty. '

The Cowboys acquired 
Galloway from Seattle last year 
because they wanted him to be 
their deep threat for Troy Aikman. 
But injuries prevented them from 
ever completing a pass in a regu­
lar-season game.

Galloway, whb is coming off a 
knee injury that ended his 2(XX) 
season in the opener, had clicked 
with Banks in practice. But because 
coaches wanted to bring Galloway 
back slowly, he never played in a 
preseason game with ^nks.

Now Carter is throwing to 
Galloway — and, if things work 
out for them, will be for a long 
time. Thus the need for them to 
start building the type of chem­
istry that made Aikman and 
Michael Irvin so potent.

"The sooner we do it," Carter 
said, "the better we'll be."

Raghib Ismail is another speedy 
wideout Carter will be throwing 
to this season. They don't need 
extra time throwing together 
because they already did it prior 
to training camp.
