Prison workers tell of violefti 
escapf by Rivas and gang

DALl-AS (AP) — Prison employees testified they 
were knocked unconscious, beaten and in some 
cases, left disabled by a gang of felons who escaped 
from a correctional facility, later killing an Irving 
police officer.

Prosecutors are seeking the death penalty for the 
group's confessed leader, George Wvas. He was 
convicted Tuesday of capital murder in the 
Christmas Eve slaying of Officer Aubrey Hawkins, 
who was shot 11 times and run over with a car dur­
ing the robbery of a sporting goods store in Irving.

Rivas, the first of six to be tried for capital mur­
der, also faces life in prison.

During testimony in the trial's sentencing phase 
Wednesday, jurors heard for the first time about the 
gang's meticulously planned Dec. 13 breakout 
from the Connally Unit in Kenedy, where they stole 
a pickup and 16 guns and left a note threatening, 
"You haven't heard the last of us yet."

Testifying about the violent nature of the attack, 
civilian worker Allen Camber said one escapee 
stuck a homemade knife in his ear and threatened 
to apply pressure and kill him. Another inmate 
quipped, "I was in the military overseas and they 
took ears for souvenirs."

One prison worker held hostage still suffers 
facial swelling from an eye injury. Another said he 
has endured wrist and elbow surgeries, and has 
sought psychological treatment.

Prison guard Alejandro Mamxjuin testified he 
was beaten unconscious and feared for his life.

DHQ: Health care workers lied 
about two residents’ drowhings

HOUSTON (AP) — An assisted living facility's 
employees lied to investigators <d>out the drown- 
ings of two residents during Tropical Storm 
Allison, Department of Human Services said 
Wednesday.

One resident of Brightstar Care Home never 
made it to safety during the June 8 evacuation and 
the other drowned after going back into floodwa- 
ters to retrieve her Bible, DHS officials said.

Brightstar employees had maintained that all 54 
residents evacuated safely on foot to nearby 
Houston Community Hospital. The employees 
said residents Lola Thomas, 55, and Cecil 
Hutchinson, 62, turned up missing on the return
trip to Brightstar. 

ifricifDHS officials say Brightstar supervisors utged 
th^ir employees to lie to investigators.

The agency's July 2 report concluded that there 
was insufficient evidence to support, allegations 
that Brightstar was negligent or failed to provide 
enough care and supervision to prevent the two 
drownings. But the report did cite Brightstar for 
not having a proper evacuation plan.

DHS reopened the investigation at the request of 
a witness who offered different information from 
what had been reported.

Airman conblMled high 
biood pressure, officiais beiieve

SAN ANTONIO (AP) — A Lackland Air Force 
Base recruit who died in June during a two-mile 
run had high blood pressure and an enlarged heart 
— conditions he concealed during his physical — 
the Air Force says.

An Air Force autopsy and Bexar County chief 
pathologist Dr. Vincent J. DiMaio agreed that 
Airman Basic Danyll M. Logans died from an 
abnormal heart rhythm associated with the 
enlarged heart, officials said.

Logans, 20, of Yigo, Guam had suffered from 
hypertension since chilrjhood, but concealed the 
condition during his physical, said Maj. Gen. John 
F^RegnL commander j) f  the 2nd Air Force in Biloxi, 
Miss.

"There are a lot of unfortunate things here — los­
ing an airman, of course, the grief associated wjth 
it, but also the fact that we were not privy to some 
very critical information that could have prevented 
all of this,'’ Regni said.

Logans collapsed at 6:13 a.m. on June 14 at the 
end of the run at Lackland and was declared dead 
at Wilford Hall Medical Center. An autopsy found 
his heart was about 25 percent larger than normal. 
Medical records showed he had suffered from high 
bkx)d pressure since the age of 7.

Although Logans failed an initial blood pressure 
reading during a military physical, he later passed 
a series of checks. *.

PowerbaH manta''9ets bigger
DES MOINES, Iowa (AP) — Powerball mania is 

certain to intensify in the coming days as players 
across the country get another chance Saturday at 
winning a jackpot that could approach $300 million.

The unofficial prize for Saturday's drawing is $280 
million, Joe Mahoney of the Multi-State Lottery 
Association said Thursday. "And that's a conserva­
tive estimate at this point," he added.

No tickets matched all six numbers in Wednesday 
night's highly anticipated draw, worth $193.5 mil­
lion.

Mahoney said that while no one won the jackpxit, 
more than a million people will get prizes for match­
ing some of the winning numbers: 2-28-30-36-39 and 
Powerball 10.

A total of 42 tickets matched the first five number^ 
but missed the Powerball to win $100,000 each.

Mahoney estimated 77 percent of the jwssible 
combinations of numbers were used on tickets for 
Wednesday's drawing. For Saturday's game, 91 per­
cent of the combinations should be covered if ticket 
sales reach expected levels.

"It will probably be really difficult to go beyond 
Saturday, but we're surprised we went beyond 
today," Mahoney said.

"We were looking at each going 'Oh, my good­
ness,"' he said. "1 thought We could take a break."

The biggest Powerball jackpot ever is the $295.7
million won in 1998 by a group of
factory workers in Ohio. The ' " ...............
richest lottery prize in U.S. histo­
ry is the $363 million Big Game 
jackpot, won last year by two 
players in Illinois and Michigan.

In Washington, D C., and the 21 
states where Powerball is played, 
people braved long lines and 
dreamed of hitting the jackpot, 
despite odds of 1 in 80 million.

The Rev. Clarence Dameron fig­
ured his odds of winning the 
jackpot were a little better than 
those of the average player.

"The Lord knows my heart," he 
said as he sttxxl in line at a Des 
Moines convenience store, wait­
ing to buy tickets for the draw­
ing. "1 could do a lot for the

Lord.'
Jane Baker, a Des Moines retiree, said she only 

needs $5 million and would give the rest to chari­
ties and universities. The long odds, she said, are 
"really about the same as getting struck by light­
ning."

"But 1 think the outcome is better," she said.

David Scott, a Perryton attorney, served as spe  ̂
dal prosecutor on several occasions, he said. Roach 
said he has been handling all the routine affairs in 
the five counties of the 31st District.

Roach said in past years the District Attorney's 
office has operated on a part-time basis, and said it 
is apparent that the office is understaffed.

While he requested an additional criminal inves­
tigator in his office, the commission did not grant
that request. However, he did receive approval for 
another vehicle for his investigator, Dallas Hardin. 
Roach said the present vehicle has about 150,000 
miles on it and gets extremely low gas mileage.

"We don't need anything fancy. 1 just want Dallas 
to be able to safely get from Point A to Point B, and 
with decent mileage," said Roach. "We sure aren't 
going to be involved in pursuits."

Gray County pays 60 percent of the cost of the 
DAs budget while the other four counties in the 
31st judicial District— Lipscomb, Wheeler, Roberts 
and Hemphill— each pay 10 percent.

In a joint news conference in Amarillo

the Texas Panhandle using funds from the grant.

The funds will be ysed in the following ways:
• to expand the current media campaign part­

nership with the Amarillo Area Foundation to 
cover the entire Texas Panhandle;

• to develop an Internet Web site as a resource 
for parents, adults, and teens to access up-to-date 
information on sexually transmitted diseases 
(STDs), teen pregnancy, trends, pro-abstinence 
entertainers and role models;

• to provide consultation and technical assis­
tance to communities in the region wanting to

initiate a community-based program and devel­
opment of a Community/School Implementation 
Guide; and

• to implement the community-based absti­
nence education program in one new site per 
.year over the three-year project period.

Also, Harrington Foundation officials 
announced a $450,000 match, bringing the total 
teen pregnancy prevention project to $1.7 mil­
lion, including $350,000 for second phase of the 
media campaign targeted at teens.

Beginning today, a series of eight new commer­
cials, described by officials as "hard-hitting," will 
begin airing on network and cable television 
based on information gathered through surveys 
and focus groups.

Hispanic teens will be a special target of the 
advertising and media campaign, officials 
announced Wednesday.

The National Campaign to Reduce Teen 
Pregnancy reports that in the next 20 years, the 
Hispanic teen population will grow 60 f>ercent 
while the total U.S. teen population will grow by 
only 8 percent.

"It is alarming that two out of five girls in the 
U.S. will become pregnant in their teens," said 
Jim Allison, president and executive director of 
the Amarillo Area and Harrington foundations. 
"The Hispanic teen population is growing so fast

of the teen population, it is imperative that they 
be reached with prevention messages.

"Experts tell us this requires specialized mar­
keting," he said. "We're proud that some of the 
new advertising messages were actually suggest­
ed by Hispanic teens front our area who helped 
us in designing the campaign."

The purpose of the newly-designed campaira 
continues to be educating the community on the 
seriousness of the problem, hoping to stir com­
munity concern and involvement, officials said.

Worth the Wait, a non-profit education organi­
zation promoting sexual abstinence for teens, 
was founded in 1997 to address the problem of 
teen pregnancy at a local level in Gray County 
and has since grown to include Wheeler and 
Hemphill counties.

The organization is led by a board of directors: 
President Herman Vinson, Vice President Charles 
Henry, Secretary Suzanne Presson, Treasurer 
Rebecca Holmes, Susan Dunigan, Eunice 
Moreno, Carl Novian and Dr. Dan Powell.

Texas Supreme Court to 
hear abortion funding appeal

AUSTIN (AP) — The Texas Supreme Court has decided to hear the 
state's appeal of a lower court ruling that said Texas violates poor 
women's constitutional rights by denying them Medicaid money to 
pay for medically necessary abortions. ,

In an order filed Thursday, the Republican-dominated Supreme 
Court said it would hear oral arguments from the attorney general's 
office and lawyers for Medicaid-eligible women on Nov. 28.

Medicaid is a federal and state program that pays for health care 
for the poor. Federal law prohibits f^ era l Medicaid money from 
paying for abortions except in cases of rape, incest or vvhen the moth­
er's life is in danger. Texas officials used the same criteria for spend­
ing state money.

^ e  Third Court of Appeals in Austifi ruled last December that the 
state's position violates women's equal rights under the Texas consti­
tution, which includes equality uncler the law regardless of sex, race, 
color, creed or national origin.

That ruling said the restriction is unconstitutional partly because it 
affected only women. No procedure available to men met the same 
restrictions, the court said.

The appeal from Republican Attorney General John Cornyn's 
office, however, argues that the goal of the restriction is to encourage 
child birth over abortion. To meet that goal, there are limits to paying 
for abortions, the appeal said.

By the time you read this, blood will probably 

be flowing copiously in Palestine as Israeli 
leader Ariel Sharon uses the latest bombing in 
Jerusalem as an excuse to attack Palestinians in 
general.

It is a war crime to punish inniKent people for 
something someone else has done, but that has 
been Israel's standard ivsponse. Pay attention to 
the propaganda techniques. Jews are always 
"murdered." Palestinians are merely "killed." In 
truth, the lives ot both people are of equal value 
and should be mourned. But while bombings in 
Israel are "temirism," Israel's announced pro­
gram of assassinating Palestinian leaders and 
imposing collective punishments is described as 
"defensive."

In the meantime. President Bush has fallrn 
into Sharon's trap ot guaranteeing there will be 
no resumption ot peace talks. Bush has accept­
ed Sharon's condition that all violence must 
stop. Since Israel commits most of the violence 
and prpvokes the rest, it will never stop, and 
Sharon will never negotiate, which is exactly his 
intention to begin with. Even the president of 
Turkey told Sharon that his condition makes 
peace impossible because it gives the power to 
prevent the talks to any one person or small 
number of people willing to commit a violent, 
act.

Study: California ’three strikes’ law fails to reduce 
crinie

WASHINGTON (AP) — A new study of California's "three strikes" 
law says it is causing a rapid aging of the prison population with ho 
discernible effect on crime.

Marc Mauer, assistant director of The Sentencing Project, a not-for- 
pnxjfit group based in Washington, said Wednesday the group's study 
of the 50,000 prisoners convicted under the seven-yesir-old law found 
no link to the state's precipitous drop in crime over the same period.

At the same time, Mauer said, the state is speiuling more money to 
house an aging prison population that is "moving beyond crime pro­
duction age."

California Secretary of State Bill Jones, who sponsored the bill while 
a member of the state Assembly, challe^ed the study, noting a 41 per-^ 
cent drop in crime that is twice the national average.

Parents of jailed Americans appeal to Taliban leader
ISLAMABAD, Pakistan (AP) — The parents of two American women 

imprisoned in Afghanistan on charges of preaching Christianity in this 
deeply devout Muslim nation apologized "if there is anything wrong 
tjiat our children have done," a Talib^ official said Thursday.

1 They also made a passionate appeal to the Taliban's reclusive leader. 
Mullah Mohammed Omar, to release their children, Sohail Shaheen, a 
^x>kesman at the Afghan Embassy in neighboring Pakistan, told The

was an appeal to see their children on compassionate grounds," 
Shaheen said.

The women, along with six other foreign aid workers and 16 Afghan 
staff of Shelter Nov/ International, have not been seen since their arrest 
more than two weeks ago on charges of promoting Christianity.

War memorial causing controversy again
WASHINGTON (AP) — It is 

Washington's most visited 
memorial, honoring the dead of 
the 20th century's most divisive 
war. Now the Vietnam Veterans 
Memorial, created two decades 
ago amid bitter acrimony, is 
booming the subject of dissen­
sion and controversy yet again.

The veterans who helped build 
the memorial want to add a struc­
ture nearby to educate visitors, 
not about the war but about the 
memorial itself. Critics, not least 
arrong them the National Park 
Service, are appalled.

’’ ’le black granite wedge is 
engraved with the names of the 
58,226 men and women killed in 
or still missing from the war. Its 
designer, architect Maya Lin, 
intended it to be "a quiet place, 
meant for personal reflection and 
reckoning."

The proposed 1,200-square-foot 
education center would change 
that intent, says the park service, 
which manages the memorial in 
addition to those within its sight 
honoring George Washington, 
Thomas Jefferson and Abraham 
Lincoln.

"We believe we risk diminish­
ing the original work by adding 
adjunct structures to this site," 
John Parsons, a regional park ser­
vice official, told a congressional 
committee last month.

Lin's simple concept for the 
memorial, chosen from a national 
design contest, roused a furor 
among many Americans who felt 
it cheapened and demeaned the 
memory of those who died. 
Inclusion of a statue of three com­
bat-weary servicemen overlook­
ing the wall was a key part of the 
compromise that had the Wall

built. Many now consider the 
monument the most poignant of 
all the sites on the National Mall.

The memorial's purpose, the 
park service says, is "to separate 
the issue of the sacrifices of the 
veterans from the U.S. policy in 
the war." A quarter-century after 
the last American GIs left 

. Vietnam, scholars agree that pas­
sions still run so strong as to defy 
an objective assessment.

"Objective, noncontroversiai 
history that everyone can agree 
on doesn't exist with the 
Vietnam War," said Ronald 
Spector, chairman of the history 
department at George 
Washington University.

The National Capital Planning 
Commission, the government 
agency that reviews federal land 
development proposals, also 
opposes the propos^ center. Lin 
is remaining mum for the time 
being, according to her spokes­
woman.

Nonetheless, plans for the edu­
cation center are speeding ahead, 
and legislation authorizing it is 
before committees in both the 
House and Senate, where support 
is overwhelming.

Among the backers are Sens. 
Chuck Hagel, R-Neb., Max 
Cleland, I>Ga., and John Kerry, 
D-Mass., all Vietnam veterans. 
Kerry, who earned three purple 
hearts in the war but led demon­
strations against it after he 
returned home, said focusing on

the veterans makes Vietnam easi­
er to understand.

"Despite the war's confusing 
moral backdrop, we tried to make 
sense of our mission," Kerry said. 
'The faults in Vietnam were those 
of the war, not the warriors."

Veterans groups also support 
the idea, saying the project would 
elaborate on the lives of the men 
and women whose names are on 
the wall and provide basic infor­
mation about the war without 
interpreting it.

'The purpose is not to teach the 
long and difficult and confusing 
history of the Vietnam War," said 
Jan Scruggs, originator of the 
memorial and president of the 
Vietnam Veterans Memorial 
Fund. "The purpose is to under­
stand why the memorial is such a 
significant place."

The education center, with 
space to accommodate about 50 
people at a time, would replace a 
Park Service kiosk now at the site. 
Financed by private and corpo­
rate donations, its construction 
would take about a year once 
approved by the government.

Scruggs said it would house* 
some m more than 62,000 items 
such as dog tags, photographs, 
bracelets and toys that have been 
left at the memorial since its con­
struction. It would also have com­
puters where students and visi­
tors could rdad and view remem­
brances about the veterans whose 
names are on the Wall.

Texas has plenty of expec­
tations for a player who was 
limited to just 16 games in his 
final season at Grorgia Tech 
because of a broken right 
ankle.

Hospital to cancel 
provider contracts

'HOUSTON (AP) — Memorial 
Hermann Hospital, the largest 
not-for-profit hospital chain in 
the nation's fourth biggest city, 
plans to terminate managed care 
contracts with Blue Cross and 
Blue Shield of Texas, cutting 
access off to more than 600,000 
Texans.

The contracts are scheduled to 
come up for renewal within the 
next few months.

The hospital system said Blue 
Cross' reimbursement rates are 
low compared with its competi­
tors.

Employees and retirees of the 
city of Houston and Harris 
County, Compaq Computer 
Corp. and the University of 
Houston are among those affect­
ed by the move.

..already a f^ te d  som e employ- 
ees.

V. Kumar, a UH professor of 
marketing, said as of Aug. 1 his 
wife and two teen-age daugh­
ters have not been able to 
receivfe medical coverage at the 
doctors' office in Sugar Land 
where they had gone for at least 
five years.

The possibility for renegotiat­
ing a deal still exists, especially 
if there's a backlash from mem­

bers of the HMO, said Kumar, a 
health care consultant.

Blue Cross said the decision 
affects three plans: the 307,000 
HMO Blue and HMO Blue Texas 
members in the Houston and 
Beaumont areas, the 278,000 
Blue Choice PPO/POS members 
and 33,000 BCBSTX traditional 
coverage members in the 
Houston market.

During the negotiations, the 
providers group said the insur­
ance carrier demanded reduced 
physician reimbursement rates. 
The group said the new rates 
fall short of those offered by 
similar-size HMOs in the 
Houston market.

The city of Houston expects to 
stick with two Blue Cross plans 
that cover 62,000 employees, 
retirees and dependents, said 
Candy Clarke Aldridge, assis­
tant director of human 
resources. About 2,700 of those 
members may have to start see- 

another doctor, 
e majority of Harris County 

employees are likely to switch 
doctors rather than pay the 
additional out-of-pocket costs 
for seeing providers outside the 
network, said David Kester, 
director of human resources and 
risk management.

Research yields two separate 
African elephant species

WASHINGTON (AP) — 
Dumbo may have a new cousin.''

Research^ analyzing genes of 
Atiican elephants found that the 
forest and grassland groups cire 
different enough to be considered 
separate spraes, which means 
that three distinct species of ele­
phants exist in the world. Science 
nas long recognized the clear dif­
ferences between the African and 
Asian elephants.

The genetic dissimilarity 
between me forest and the savan­
na elephants "is like the d iff^ n ce 
between foe lion and the' tiger. It is 
that large," said Jill Pecon-Slattery, 
a genetic researcher at the 
National Cancer Institute.

Pecon-Slattery and her co­
authors of a study appearing 
Friday in the journal Science said 
that based on diffoiences seen in 
genes collected from 195 African 
elephants and tiom seven Asian 
elephants it is clear that there 
"should be a species level recogni­
tion" for the two African groups.

The African elephant genetic 
samples were collected over eight 
years using darts fired into ani­
mals in 21 diffierent groups. The 
darts were designed to minch and 
hold a small sample of skin from 
the target animab, then drop to 
the ground. When the elephants 
left, the researchers retrieved the 
darts and recovered bits of skin

containing gene samples.
The teomique was developed 

to enable researchers trace the ori­
gins of illegal ivory.

A researcher in Africa, Nicholas 
C^eorgiadis of the Mpala Research 
Center in Kenya, directed the 
sample collection. The genetic 
study was conducted by Pecon- 
Slattery, Alfred Roca and Stephen 
O'Brien at the National Cancer 
Institute, one of the National 
Institutes of Health.

Naturalists have long noted the 
difference between the rarely seen 
forest dephant and the grassland, 
or savanna, elephant in Africa. 
The savanna elephant, known to 
scientists as Loxodonta africana, 
has large ears with ragged edges 
and curving tusks. It ranges wide­
ly in foe grassland and bush coun- 
bry o f east-central and southern 
Africa. This is the elephant most 
commonly seen in zoos and by 
tourists visiting Africa.

The African forest elephant, 
known as Loxodonta cyclotis, is 
slightly smaller and has rounded 
ears. Its tusks are straighter and 
longer and the ivoty has a slightly 
] ^ k  hue, making it highly pnzed. 
The forest elephant lives m dense­
ly wooded areas of central west 
Africa. Because of its habitat, it is 
less commonly seen. The only 
African forest elephant in captivi­
ty is in a zoo in Paris.
