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Public hearing Tuesday
on city tax hike proposal

A public hearing on a proposed city property
tax increase of up to 8.8 cents per 100 valuation is
set for 6 p.m. Tuesday in the Heritage Room ot
M.K. Brown Civic Auditorium.

If the full tax increase proposed passes, the
new rate would be 73.80 cents per $100 valua-
tion. Each penny on the tax rate generates about
$35,000.

It’s expected that city tiretighters andisupport-
ers will be there in an ettort to get the City
Commission to take the closing ot Fire Station
No. 2 and the laying oft ot six tiretighters off the
table.

The Commission is expected to vote on the tax
increase after the public hearing during the reg-
ular meeting. The work session for the meeting,
begins at 4 p.m. at M.K. Brown and is open to the
public.

If the commission votes in favor of an 8.8-cent
tax increase, property owners will see the tol-
lowing annual city tax changes based upon home
values.

Ihe proposed tax rate 15 1545 per $100 valuation. According to
PISD Business Manager Mark NoVay, $1.50 per $100 valuation rate is
the maximum that can be assessed tor school district maimtenance and
operations. The additional amount assessed goes the interest and sink-
ing tund and to pay tor bonded indebtedness, he explained.

I'his rate means a tax increase ot $16.74 tor the average homeowner.
Fhis vear, the tax would be $239.88 tor the average home with a mar-
ket value of $30,526. Last year, the average homeowner, whose resi-
dence was valued at $29,632, paird $223.14 in s hool taxes

PISD board ot education approved a new salary schedule that
includes an average pav increase ot 4 pereent tor all emplovees. Board
members also agreed to mcerease Superintendent Dawson Orr’s annu-
al salary by 4 percent at their regular meeting on Aug,. 7.

RATON, N.M. (AP) — ‘A pilot known for his
generosity in giving rides in his restored World
War Il traiping airplane and a passenger were
killed in a fiery airplane crash at the Raton
Municipal Airport.

The pilot, Minor “Scoop” Smith, of Rio Rancho,
and his passenger, Matthew Hightower, 26, of Sun
Ray, Texas, (see Obituaries, this page) died almost
instantly about 8:45 p.m. Friday, Aug. 25, at Raton
Municipal Airport, which is also known as Crews
Field, authorities said.

State police Maj. Mike Francis said Smith had just
completed an aerobatic maneuver called a “ham-
mer-head” as family members looked on when the
accident occurred. He did not know Smith’s age.

“It appeared to witnesses that the pilot lost
power,” Francis said. “The aircraft crashed just
short of the airport runway and burned.”

Two investigators from the Federal Aviation
Administration in Albuquerque and a National
Transportation Safety Board representative from
Denver were called to the scene.

“I think the golf course is a good thing for our
community,” Curry said, “but it should not be a
sacred cow.

“For our city, where do we make the cuts ...
health and safety or luxury items?” the commis-
sioner said. “The golf course, the library, the
swimming pools are all important but we are in a
real crisis.”

Curry thinks the cqmmission should also take a
look at restructuring’the city’s administration as a
way to save money but says it’s something that
time doesn’t allow for the current budget. The
new fiscal year starts Oct. 1.

Regarding the position that some citizens are
taking to put the golf on a no-cut list, Curry said,
“Either they don’t understand or don’t realize
how severe the city’s financial situation is.

speak Spanish and Cabrales didn’t speak English.
Together as first-time student and teacher they
learned a lot about the quirks of the English lan-
guage and the value of new friends.

In the course of their studies, Cradduck and
Cabrales have done everyday things - grocery
shopping, trips to the pdst office and the library.

“The concept of ‘stopped to pick up’ like stopped
to pick up groceries was a difficult one to get
across,” said Cradduck. “There are a lot of English
concepts we take for granted that when studied can
be very confusing. A loud speaker can speak loud-
ly but a hard worker doesn’t hardly work.”

Studying words for porch and flowers prompted
Cradduck and Cabrales to go to a local garden shop
to get some flowers for Cabrales” porch.

When Cradduck learned that for two years
Cabrales had been trying to get her parents into the
United States from her hometown in Michoacan,
Mexico, she put in a call to US. Rep. Mac
Thornberry’s office.

The Cabraleses have four children. They all speak
fluent English except the parents. The oldest chil-
dren were raised in California where most of their
teachers were bilingual.

Vincent’s, is actually having to learn to speak
Spanish. The family believes it is important to keep
the language alive within the family.

Pampa Area Literacy Council (PALC) teaches
adults who cannot read for free.

Jobless man says he’s a winner

LOUISVILLE, Ky. (AP) — A divorced father
whose unemployment benefits were about to run
out headed to Kentucky Lottery headquarters on
Monday to claim a quarter of the $294.8 million
Powerball jackpot.

In New Hampshire and Minnesota, people con-
tacted the lottery to claim to have, or represent
those who have, those states” winning tickets.

The Kentucky claimed winner was David
Edwards, 46, who said .one of the eight tickets he
bought about an hour and a half before Saturday
night’s drawing was one of four that matched the
Powerball drawing. -

“I figured I had nothing to lose and everything
to gain,” Edwards told The Daily Independent of
Ashland, Ky., on Sunday.

He validated his ticket on the machine at Clark’s
Pump N Shop where he bought it and was going
to go to Louisville to claim his winnings in a lump
sum rather than a 25-year annuity, he said on
ABC’s “Good Morning America.”

Kentucky Lottery spokeswoman Jennifer
Cunningham said Edwards would be in Louisville
in the afternoon to get his ticket validated. Lottery
officials confirmed that Clark’s Pump N Shop in
Ashland had sold the winning ticket.

The winning numbers drawn Saturday night in
Des Moines, lowa, were 8, 17, 22, 42 and 47, plus
the Powerball number of 21. -

Each winning Powerball ticket is worth $73.7
million, or $2.9 million per year for 25 years.
Ticket-holders also have the option of a lump-sum
cash payment of $41.4 million, before taxes. The
odds of winning the Powerball are one in 80 mil-
lion. .

In New Hampshire, the state sweepstakes com-
mission announced that a man saying he repre-
sented the winner had contacted the agency. The
commission could not immediately give details,

.including whether the winner is an individual,
family or some kind of workplace pool.

The commission hadn’t confirmed the authen-
ticity of the ticket. But officials believe that the
claim was true, based on information the caller
gave by telephone, executive director Rick Wisler

said. The ticket was sold at a convenience store in
Rollinsford, N.H.

In Minnesota, officials said someone had con-
tacted them saying they had the winning ticket,
but the ticket would not be brought to lottery
headquarters until later in the day. No other infor-
mation was released.

One other winning ticket was sold, in Delaware,
but a winner had not come forward there Monday
morning.

Delaware lottery officials said they wouldn’t say
until Monday afternoon where that state’s win-
ning Powerball ticket was sold. State law allows
lottery winners to remain anonymous.

In Kentucky, Edwards said that until Saturday
he hadn’t played the lottery in months because he
couldn’t afford the tickets. But with the jackpot
approaching $300 million, he said he decided to
take a shot.

Edwards said he had recently been laid off from
his fiber optics job and needed back surgery. He
said he had had no idea what he was going tq do
once his unemployment benefits ran out.

He purchased $8 worth of chances — seven for
himself and one for his fiancee, he said. For his
first four plays, he used significant numbers such
as birthdays.

On his fifth one, “I said to myself, I'm going to
look at the numbers and the first ones that come to
mind, those are the ones I'm going to pick.”

He and his fiancee made the rounds Sunday in a
silver Mercedes-Benz, which he said a friend had
loaned him to drive “until I can get one of my
own.”

The jackpot for the game, played in 21 states
and the District of Columbia, was the second-
largest in Powerball history. A group of factory
workers in Ohio split a $295.7 million prize in
1998.

The richest lottery prize in U.S. history was $363
million in the Big Game jackpot, won last year by
two players in Illinois and Michigan.

Prevent Diabetic Eye Disease

DEAR ABBY: | am an ophthal-
mologist who specializes in the
treatment of diseases of the retina
— which is the “seeing tissue” of the
eye. You cannot imagine how frus-
trating, disheartening and sad it is
to see patients on a daily basis who
have vision loss from the effects of
their diabetes. In many instances, I
am the person who must inform
them that they may not get their
vision back and eventually they will
become legally blind.

The reason I am frustrated is
because I know that if these patients
had only come in earlier, or exercised
better control of their blood sugar
(glucose) levels, blood pressure and
cholesterol, most of their visual loss
could have been avoided.

Plegse, Abby, remind your read-
ers with diabetes that by maintain-
ing control of their blood sugar they
can reduce visual loss. Every
patient over the age of 36 who is
diabetic should have an eye exam
as soon as he or she is diagnosed
and a yearly exam thereafter. Dia-
betic eye disease does not cause
pain and it must be treated early,
while vision is still good, to avoid
serious loss of sight. With proper
care and attention, blindness -- one
of the most devastating complica-
tions of diabetes - can be prevented.

Monday night against the
Oakland Raiders, he promises,
things will be different.

“I will be playing tomorrow,
unless something drastic hap-
pens,” Smith told a news confer-
ence Sunday after a Mexican
reporter asked about the previ-
ous disappointments for local
fans.

For Dallas and Oakland,
Monday night’s game is basical-
ly a key practice session en route
to the season opener. For
Mexican football fans, it's the
only chance they’ll have this year
for a close-up look at the world’s
best players.

About 100,000 fans again were
projected for the game. That's

impressive when the cheapest
tickets — top-deck end-zone
seats in the frostbite regions of a
112,000 seat stadium — cost $16,
nearly double what most
Mexicans make in a day.

“It's always been popular
here,” Raiders fan Eduardo
Aguilar said. “The thing that’s
changing is that the NFL is final-
ly taking notice.

“Some of us Mexican fans can’t
go to the United States, and for
all of us, it costs a lot of money to
go there.”

Forecasters say there could be
a thunderstorm, too, which con-
ceivably might fit into a Smith

League World Series, members of
the Tokyo Kitasuna team wrote
the words "sei kai ichi” — “No. 1
in the world” — inside their caps.
