Bush freezes terrorist assets
Includes 27 individuals, organizations

WASHINCnON (AP) — President Bush, calling 
for a"strike on the financial foundation" of terror­
ists, demanded Monday that foreign banks follow 
America's lead and freeze the assc'ts of 27 individ­
uals and organizations. C3sama bin l aden accused 
Bush of leading a new cnisade against Islam 
"under the flag ot the cross."

Bush, standing in the Rose Garden, said the 
order that took effect one minute after midnight 
applied to "terrorist organizations, individuals, 
terrorist leaders, a corporation that serves as a 
front tor terrorism and several nonprofit organiza­

tions." He conceded they operate primarily over­
seas, adding that as a result, "V\’e're putting banks 
and financial institutions around the world on 
notice."

If they fail to assist, he said, the Ireasurv 
Department "now has the authority to freeze their 
banks' assets and transactions in the United 
States '

Bush spoke nearly two weeks atter the worst ter­
rorism attack on American soil, when terrorists 
hijacked jetliners atid flew them into the World 
Irade Center tvA in towers and Pentagon. A fourth 
plane crashed in the Penns\lvania countr\side 
after doomed passengers apparentK  struggled

UNDATED — The United 
States has sharply intensified 
inspections and anti-terrorist sur- 
veillanœ along its Canadian and 
Mexican borders, reshaping . the 
face of two of the most open inter­
national frontiers maybe for years 
to come.

More iaspectors on more over­
time are asidng more, questions at 
the overland border stations. They 
are opening more trunks and 
peering at cars more often with 
imaging equipment. More agents 
are taking to the air also, 
patrolling ttie vast stretches of for­
est, desert and waterway along 
more than 6,000 miles of border 
shared by the United States with 
its two neighbors.

Monday, he said some Pakistanis died opp>osing 
American plans to use Pakistan as a springboard in 
the battle against terrorism. "We hope that they are 
the first martyrs in Islam's battle in this era against 
the new crusade and Jewish campaign led by the 
big crusader Bush under the flag of the cross," he 
said of the dead. The statement was broadcast by 
Al-Jazeera, the Qatar satellite channel.

The leader of Afehanistan's ruling militia. 
Mullah Mohammed Omar, said the United States 
should withdraw from the Persian Gulf and "put 
an end to the biased attitude on the issue of 
Palestine."

In a faxed statement, he said the death of bin 
Laden would do little to remove any threat to the 
United States.

Administration officials indicated a continuing 
concern about more terrorism directed at the 
United States. Concerned about possible chemical 
weapons attacks, the Federal Aviation 
Administration extended Sunday's ban on crop­
dusting from airplanes in domestic airspace.

Bush coupled b’'- ’■"marks about the fin^r net­
work of terrorists with a fresh declaration that he 
was "concerned about the shock this had on the 
economy."

In his remarks, the president said he recognized 
that some European countries would probably 
need to rewrite tneir own laws to meet America's 
conditions for choking off the financial network. 
He said the administration would respond on a 
"case-by-case basis" in determining how to mea­
sure compliance.

Powell repeated the administration's view that 
bin Laden was culpable for the Sept. 11 attacks that 
killed more than 6,000. "There's no question that 
this network... this guy at the head of this network, 
the chairman of this holding company of terrorism, 
is the one who's responsible."

The president's executive order marked the first 
public step of the financial elements of his declared 
war on terrorism. He was working on the diplo­
matic front during the day, meeting with Canadian 
Prime Minister Jean Chretien at the White House.

American military forces are deploying around 
the world in anticipation of an expected strike 
against bin Laden and his al-Qaida network. 
Pakistan announced Monday it had removed its 
diplomats from Afghanistan.

Bush spoke with Russian President Vladimir 
Putin for nearly an hour over the weekend and will 
see Japanese Prime Minister Junichiro Koizumi on 
Tuesday.

As he laid the groundwork for a military strike, 
the president also sought to help restore a sense of 
normalcy to the nahon. He looked on Sunday as 
Marines raised the American flag at his Camp 
David, Md., retreat to full-staff for the first time 
since the attacks.

Outside Washington, Americans resumed their 
routines.

Professional football games were played for the 
first time since Sept. 10.

One famous stadium was transformed into a 
field of healing. Representatives of New York's 
broad spectrum of faiths took the field of Yankee 
Stadium for a flag-draped gathering of prayer for 
the victims of terrorism. "We need faith, wisdom 
and strength of soul," said New York's Roman 
Catholic archbishop. Cardinal Edward Egan.

first visit to the Pampa Landfill, 
according to Lincycomb. While it 
is permanently housed in Borger, 
the machiire is taken to various 
communities and left for several 
days. Jack Jones, City of Borger 
employee, accompanies the 
machine wherever it goes.

While in Pampa, the massive

project would be completed by 
Tue^a^

grinder churned a huge pile of tree 
limbs into mulch. Four pieces of 
heavy equipment with hont end 
loaders, operated by Roy Ramirez, 
Duane Waldrip, Donna Jones and 
Israel Ulloa worked constantly 
pick up the piles of limbs and 
place them in the chute. Van 
Wallace, a city landfill worker, also 
used a piece of equipment called a

"clam shell knuckle boom" to lift 
limbs from the pile and put into 
the grinder.

A two-story high pile of wood 
from approxinrately 40 houses that 
had been demolished waited its 
turn to meet 'The Beast." 
Lincycomb predicted the entire 

lid
Tuesday.

"We can use 'The Beast' as need­
ed," she said. "It's just a matter of 
scheduling with Borger."

Lincycomb said the communi­
ties using the machine must 
replace the teeth that grind the 
material. "The Beast" has carbide 
teeth that cost about $14 each, she 
said, adding, "We've only had to 
replace three so far."

Lincycomb measured the piles 
of tree limbs and wood. After the 
material is ground up, she plans to 
measure the resulting pile of 
mulch.

"Then I'll put a pei cil to it and 
see how much space we saved," 
she said.

Kiehl said the material produced 
by the machine can be used as 
mulch and is also approved as an 
"alternative daily cover material."

Landfill operators are required 
by the state to cover the waste 
placed in the landfill each day 
with at least six inches of earthen 
material. The ground wood can be 
used as a substitute for dirt, Kiehl 
said.

"Basically, you're using trash to 
cover trash," he said. "There's all

sorts of uses for this."
Kiehl said the vertical grinding 

machine has a number of advan­
tages over tub mnders.

"When a traditional tub grinder 
starts to work there's a zone of 
death all arourrd it," he explained. 
"It throws stuff out everywhere 
and if you're too close to it, you 
can get impaled This one, you can 
get right by it and won't get hurt."

The first time he watched "The 
Beast" work, Kiehl did discover 
one hazard, however. Apparently 
the front end loader accidentally 
picked up a skunk hiding in the 
wood pile.

"It was a memorable experi­
ence," he said.

Kiehl is now preparing a draft of 
an interlocal agreement to be con­
sidered by the communities who 
wish to use "The Beast."

The agreement will include a fee 
to cover maintenance costs and 
also build a sinking fund to 
replace the equipment after 10 or 
15 years, he said.

"We hope to make it a self-per­
petuating program," he said. "The 
grant funds may not be there 
when it dies.

"It'll take a couple of months to 
give it a fine tune up until all the 
governments are comfortable 
enough to join hands and sign this 
agreement," he added.

But for now, "The Beast" 
remains alive and well at Pampa 
Landfill, munching away on dis­
carded limbs and wood.

Curtis 
Conway, who caught a 7-yard 
touchdown pass, was in Chicago.

Hm Dwight, who caught a 78- 
yard pass and scored on a 16- 
yard end around, came over in a 
draft-day trade with Atlanta. 
Wade Richey, who kicked four 
field goals, including a 43-yarder 
with 1:09 left to seal the victory, 
played last season for San 
Francisco.

And Ryan McNeil, who had 
two interceptions, including one 
in the final minutes that set up 
Richey's clutch kick, was with 
the Cowboys.

"Things are a lot different 
around here this year," said line­
backer Junior Seau, who for 12 
seasons has been San Diego's 
most consistent player. 'That's 
the difference — we have a good 
offense, a good defense and good 
special teams."

Two other new faces deserve 
credit, too — first-year offensive 
coordinator Norv Turner, who 
lost his last six games against 
Dallas when he was 
Washington's coach, and rookie 
running back LaDainian 
Tomlinson, who ran 27. times for 
90 yards while playing before 150 
friends and family in his home 
state.

"When 1 walked out there the 
first time, I thought, 'I can't 
believe I am here, playing against 
the Dallas Cowboys,"' Tomlinson 
said. "Each week. I'll get better, 
rilget more confident."

The Chargers were so excited 
about the victory that in the lock­
er room they chanted "2 and 0! 2 
and 0!" Many NFL teams would­
n't think twice about such a feat, 
but few have ever been through 
what San Diego endured last sea­
son.

"After all the adversity and 
negativity from last year, 1 think 
guys deserve to celebrate a lit­
tle," said safety Rodney 
Harrison.

Dallas would surely cheer if it 
could win two straight. The 
Cowboys are 0-2 for the second 
straight season. Before that, they 
were last' 0-2 in 1993 when

Emmitt Smith was in a contract 
holdout. He returned and Dallas 
wound up winning a second 
s t r ^ h t  Super Bowl.

"Tint's all I can hold on to, that 
memory of starting 0-2 and 
doing what we achieved," Smith 
said. 'This season is long. It's not 
over yet. It's just the beginnihg. If 
we can continue to improve and 
cut back on our mistakes, we 
have a good chance of having a 
heck of a season."

(AP) — Maybe Texas A&M coach 
R.C. Slocum should get angry 
more often.

After a pair of lackluster victo­
ries to open the season, Slocum 
chastiseci his team, particularly 
the defense, for a lack of intensity 
as they prepared for Oklahoma 
State’s visit ^turday, saying they 
didn't deserve the traditional 
A&M Wrecking Crew name.

It worked as the Aggie defense 
led them to a 21-7 victory over 
the Cowboys.

“Coach was pretty rough on us 
this week," defensive end Rocky 
Bernard said. “Now instead of 
talking about it, we've actually 
seen it."

“We're going to have to learn 
to play when defenses put that 
kind of pressure on us," said 
Oklahoma State quarterback Aso 
Pogi, who could complete only 
13 of 27 attempts for 110 yards

and was sacked six times.

“That's the best I've ever seen 
our defense play," A&M quarter­
back Mark Farris said.

The A&M defense had a hand 
in all three Aggie touchdowns, 
allowing Oklahoma State (1-2, 0- 
1 Big 12) to convert on only two 
of 16 third-down plays.

The key play was Eric 
Crutchfield's recove^ of a 
blocked punt in the (Jklahoma 
State end zone with 1:45 to go in 
the third quarter. It was the sec­
ond of two third-quarter touch­
downs for A&M (3-0, 1-0) and 
broke open a 14-7 game.

The crowd of 82,601, fourth- 
largest in Texas A&M history, 
remembered the victims of the 
recent terrorist attacks by buying 
and wearing red, white and blue 
T-shirts that turned Kyle Field 
into a giant patriotic rainbow, the 
upper deck red, middle level 
white and lower deck blue.

More than $1^,000 raised from 
the shirt sales was being donated 
to New York Fire Department 
charities.

“I think it was absolutely won­
derful," Oklahoma State coach 
Les Miles said of the patriotic 
demonstration. “This is exactly 
what we need to do as a country. 
I only wish we could have gotten 
a win."

“I thought it was the most 
beautiful thing," Slocum added. 
"It was a great patriotic picture."

Aggie defensive back Wes 
Bautovich blocked a kick by 
Oklahoma State punter Scott 
Elder, who was standing in his 
end zope after Pogi had been 
sacked on a third-down play.

“I saw Wes block and l»ll and I 
just wanted to jump on it," 
Crutchfield said.

“We gave them seven ppints 
and never seemed to bounce 
back," Miles said.

The goodwill lasts all of three plays for Bears’ football fans

The goodwill lasted all of 
three plays.

That's how long the home­
town fans waited Sunday 
before they started booing the 
Chicago ^ a r s .  Those people 
who argued that sports could­
n 't get back soon enough for 
some d idn 't have to wait long 
forproof.

The 51,000 fans that showed 
up at soggy Soldier Field were 
stirred when Ray Charles' ren­
dition of “America the 
Beautiful" wafted over the 
loudspeakers before the game. 
And they were roused to roar­
ing when sailors unfurled a 
version of Old Glory that cov­
ered the entire field from cor­
ner to comer.

But there was no lack of pas­
sion, either, when a chorus of 
boos pu t die Bears on notice 
that a quarterback keeper on 
third-and-2 w asn't the land of 
play-calling they turned out in 
a clriving rainstorm to watch. 
Fortunately, it d id n 't fall on 
deaf ears.

“We talked a good deal 
about how the only th ir^  we 
could do to help the situation 
was to play, and try to play bet­
ter than we've ever played," 
Chicago coach Dick JaUron 
said afterward, recalling the 
c o i t io n s  his team w ent 
through preparing for die

return of pro football in the 
afterm ath of the Sept. 11 
tragedy.

“Clearly," he added, “we 
d idn 't do that in the first half."

Clearly. The Bears trailed the 
Minnesota Vikings 3-(T' at the 
intermission and totaled just 
96 yards on offense. But the 
story ended happily, at least 
for Chicago,-The sun came out 
briefly in the second half and 
so did the slumbering Bears 
offense. Backup quarterback 
Jim Miller canie bn in relief for 
injured Shane Matthews and 
pitched two fourth-quarter 
touchdowns in the Bears' 17-10 
win.

The fans exited wet, but 
happy, a sentiment shared at 
the end of the  day by fans in 
seven of the 13 otlwr cities 
where NFL games were 
played. The slight edge 
enjoyed by teams playing at 
home was in keeping w ith 
league-wide averages, sug­
gesting that .the players. Hire 
their fans, had m anaged to 
restore some sense of normalcy 
after w hat has been a very 
abnormal two weeks.

“Last week was a tough 
week with the circumstances 
the country went through and 
still is," Miller said. "It's been 
somewhat cracy. But it puts 
things in pierapective. You 
reflect and you appreciate 
things a little mote."

That w as apparent, even

am ong the tailgaters in the 
Soldier Field parking lot. Like 
their brethren everywhere, 
these fans were subjected to 
more than the usual security 
and they bore up with more 
than the usual patience and 
politeness. American flags flut­
tered atop nearly every pole 
attached to a tent or SUV, with 
the Bears colors, for once, rele­
gated to second.

At one point, a scalper 
walked through the crowd 

’waving" tw o tickets. “Face 
value.,“ he called out. “No rip- 
offs here," and drew plenty of 
knowing smiles. There was 
enough bravado to go around 
— a poster above one barbecue 
grill read, “Come and get it, 
Osama Bin Laden" — and 
nearly as much nervous laugh­
ter.

“If anything's going to hap­
pen," said Chicagoan Barry 
Kreiter, supervising a half- 
dozen cousins w no were 

' putting the finishing touches 
on a pregame banquet, "these 
are the people I'd w ant to be 
with."

The scene was replayed all 
over America during ttie week­
end. Big-time college football 
eased back into place Saturday, 
adorned w ith the same kind of 
patriotic flourishes. And just 
like its bigger brother, the NFL, 
fans felt secure enough about 
their ' loyalties to lace their 
reviews with occasional boos.

Notre Dame heard them while 
losing 17-10 at hom e to 
Michigan State, causing a few 
players to take exception.

“They should be supporting 
us no matter what happens," 
Tony Fisher said.

They were, in a sense, just by 
showing up. Like going to 
work, or to a restaurant, going 
to a stadium  was another of 
those small leaps of faith we're 
all making to restore meaning 
and enjoyment to our routines. 
So, in a funny sort of way, is 
booing the team you show up

to support.
Last week, w hen baseball 

returned, fans in those cities 
that d idn 't get the chance to 
applaud the Yankees or Mets 
in person came up  w ith trib­
utes of their oWn. The most 
surprising one was in Boston, 
where fans of the archrival Red 
Sox nation sang loud and long 
to Frank Sinatra's “New York, 
New York."

Those warm feelings carried 
over into Sunday when foot­
ball's New York Jets arrived in 
nearly Foxboro, Mass., to play

Texas-EI Paso may get Sun Bowl in deal
EL PASO, Texas (AP) — A Sun 

Bowl deal being considered by 
El Paso C oun^ officials would 
allow the University of Texas 
System to gain control of the sta­
dium in exchange for scholar­
ships and assurances that the 
facility would be available for 
certain events.

The Sun Bowl hiw been at the 
center of a tug-of-war since 
August 2000. In October, the 
County Commissioner's Court 
voted to contest filings by the 
University of Texas System and 
the state attorney general to 
seize the stadium by eminent 
domain.

This summer, the county has 
been in negotiations to resolve 
the conflict.
’ County commissioners were 
expected to vote Monday in 
their regular meeting on the

offer from the UT System.
“We have a proposal on the 

table for a negotiated settle­
ment," County Judge Dolores 
Briones told the El Paso Times in 
Monday's editions. “I am very 
satisfied with it."

The county would, under the 
offer, receive scholarships to pay 
tuition for 10 students to attend 
the University of Texas at El 
Paso each year and would 
receive guarantees that the Sun 
Bowl stadium will continue to 
be available for the annual Sun 
Bowl game and for local schools 
to use for sporting events.

The county would, in 
exchange, reliriquish its owner­
ship of the* ^ d iu m  that it has 
leased to UTEP.

In August 2000, UTEP attor­
neys sked the county for permis­
sion to build a $9 million sports
