J INJURED IN
BLODDY RIOT

POLICE SHOOT TEAR
GAS INTO GROUP
OF WOMEN

YOUNGSTOWN, 0., June 19.
(Pr—At least one man was killed
and five injured tonight In a
fierce fight between police and
striking workers of the Republic
Steel Corporation plant.

The dead man was John Bogo-
vich, who carried a picket card of
the steel workers organizing com-
mittee.

The identified injured were
Thomas Osraby, 56, bullet wound
in the head.

Ed Salt, photographer for the
Youngstown Vindicator. shot in
both legs and the right arm.

The other three wounded were
not identified.

Nearly three hours after the
start of the fighting Police Chief
Carl Olson reported “everything
is under control.”

He announced the arrest of eight
men, including Joe Gallagher, a
C. I. O. organizer. All were held on
open charges. Vern Thomas, city
law director, announced he would
place charges Monday “after a full
investigation.”

John Mayo, district leader of the
steel workers’ organizing com-
mittee, called Gov. Martin L. Davey
to ask for troops.

“The women pickets were sitting
peacefully in front of the plant and
police ordered them to move,” Mayo
sald describing the start of the
riot.

“When they refused to go the po-
lice shot tear-gas into the group,

“There were many children, toe,
when the shooting started and
men pickets ran towards the po-~
lice, forcing them to retreat into
an underpass leading
plant.”

When the violence broke the
feminine ranks fled, choking and
wiping their eyes.

The outbreak occurred near the
strike-sieged Republic Bteel Works,
where the women—many of them
wives and relatives of CIO strikers
—had massed to jeer at non-strik-
ers.

—Soviet Russia’s “flying heroes”
emerged from the silence of an
arctic blind spot and raced
wilds tonight on the last half of
their 6,000-mile non-stop trans-
polar flight from Moscow te San

Francisco.

Unreported for more than 12
hours, their wireless signals final-
ly were picked up by the Royal
Canadian B8ignal Corps which re-
ported them about 100 miles south
cf Fort Norman, Northwest Terri-
tory, at 3:25 p. m. (EST). They
said all was well.

At 1:40 p. m. the Canadian agen-
cy sald they were believed to be
over the confluence of the Mc-
Kenzie and Liard rivers, 980 miles
northeast of Edmonton.

If the three Russian alrmen
complete their approximately
6,000-mile Moscow-Oakland flight
they will have bettered all long
distance records.

The same three last July made
a 5858-mile flight from Moscow
to Nikolalevsk, Eastern Siberia,
but the distance was not covered
in a direct line, and not rechg-
nized as an international record

The accepted airline, non-stop
mark is that set by the Fremch-
men, Maurice Rossi and Paul
Codos August 5-7, 1933, when
they flew 5,657 miles from New
York to Rayak, Syria.

The second report Indicated they

At the last previous official re-
port, 3:20 a. m. (EST) they were
only 320 miles south of the Pola
The Canadian report showed they
had covered about 1,400 miles, pass-
ing through one of the great unex-
plored stretches of the arctic, in
the 12 hour, 5 minute period of
silence.

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HIAL'I‘HY STUDY OF OUR
NATION'S YESTERYEARS
It the literary signposts are worth anything,

we seem (o be moving in the direction of a

sane and helpful reappraisal of our national

pist.

For a number of years our novelists hardly
other lands have occupied decades in America.
they did know it, they seemed to look on it as
a dreary and confining period from which, by
grace of the passage of time, we had Mckily
managed to make an escape. In the 1920's es-
pecially, the big idea of the novel was to pre-
sent & “slice of life,” and the lile that was thus
sliced had to be contemporary.

But things are different now. The two most
fabulous fiction successes of recent years have
been “Anthony Adverse” and “Gone With the
Wind,” which go back to themes our novel-
ists had been ignoring almost unanimously.
Sandwiched in between these fantastic best-
sellers have been less spectacular books dealing
with the past—novels of the Civil War, of the
Revolution, of the clipper ship era, of the win-
ning of the west, of the recanstructfon period
and -of heaven alone knows what else,

Now the point is that very few of thése
books have been written uncritically, Most of
them have sought to show either that some
fabléed and glamorous era was really less ro-
montie than distance makes it seem, or that in
the process of coming of age we have somehow
put aside ways of living that were of genuine
value. They have called our attention to our
past, both in order to point out its faults and
to remind us that change iz not necessarily
change for the better

It is a good thing that this has happened;
for the simple truth of the matter is that as a
nation we have grown up a little too rapidly.
Social developments that took centuries in
seemed to know that we had a past. When
Our history has been telescoped. We are like
a man who stepped from childhood to man-
hood in a month.

All of this has made for a good deal of con-
fusion. We need a breathing spell, so that we
can examine this past of ours dispassionately
and see just how we became what we are to-
day. The adjustments that should have been
made along the way were not made because
there was not time: we need to make some of
them now. and we can't do it unless we study
our history and see what happened and
how it happened

This doesn't mean that every novelist must
immediately get out his reference books and
fall to on a historical romance. We need light
on the present as well as on the past. But it
does mean that fictional preoccupation
with bygone days is a healthy thing. The more
we know about our own vesterdays, the better
we shall be able to prepare for our tomorrows.

WASHINGTON—We have it on reliable au-
thority from the culinary department that the
pickings are going to be mighty lean in cer-

Health?

Ten Dietary Essentials

. Mary Swartz Rose, professor

of hutrition at Teachers college, Co-
lumgbia University, recently listed 10
djetary essentials. Five of these re-
sent ecalories, protein, calcium,
phosphorus and iron. The remaining
five represent the essential vitamins

A B C Dand G

Thesc are not all the essentials of
an adequate diet, but under most
circumstances, by selecting natural
foods known to furnish these 10,
the other essentials will be provided
when the requirements of the 10 are
met,

The average American diet is not
lacking in calories. It is quite likely,
however, to be deficient in protein.
and even more so in calcium, phos-
phorus and iron. While gross vita-
min deficiencies are uncommon,
moderate cases are frequently met
in medical practice.

These deficiencies could be apprec-
iably corrected by adding to the com-
mon diet milk and milk foods, to-
matoes, cod liver oil, green vegetables
and the whole grain cereals.

The science of nutrition is highly
complicated. To acquire a thorough
knowledge of the caloric require-
ments of the body, of its protein
needs, of the different vitamins, etc.,
calls for years of close study. But
one can plan a good diet with less
knowledge, provided one fully ap-
preciates the “function of eating.”

This function is to supply the body
with the materials required for work,
growth and the replacement of worn-
out tissues. Not all foods can fulfill
each of these requirements. Some,
like the starches, are fuel or energy
foods. Others, like the proteins, are
tissue building foods.. A good diet
consists of a mixtare containing
starches, proteins, fats, the essential
mineral galts and the vitamins,

Man's instinct does not guide him
to an adequate diet. He must ignore
preference and deliberately choose
the essential foods — milk, butter,
eggs, green vegetables, meat, fish
and fish oils (cod liver oil).

Those who remember the huge
old-time washing baskets, that over-
flowed with Tuesday's ironing and
then some, are discredited by modern
mothers when they describe such
things as twenty ruffled petticoats
and as many flounced dresses in one
week, not to mention every variety of
starched and fluted underwear,

Besides, there were few washing
machines, hardly an electric iron in
the world, and a mangle was only
known in commercial laundies.

The story of wash day and {roning
day could take its place nicely be-
side that of the Pyramids, as far as
superhuman effort went, It was hard
labor, without any easy soaps or
bleaches, and fashions went by quan-
tity, for child as well as adult.

Summer Simplicity

Yet In face of today's extremely
simplified ceremony, I suggest still
further reduction for the summer
months, especially for the busy mo-
ther who does her own work.

Standards mean a lot in everyday
living and the young housekeeper
is to be praised when she refuses
to let down. After all, culture and
refinement of living depend quite
as much upon order, cleanliness and
beauty as upon the classics of liter-
ature—more, I think.

still. In summer, bed linens have to
be changed oftener, and a fresh sup-
| ply always on hand is a joy indeed.

Play suits for the children, if made
of mesh or cotton crepe, won't need
| lroning. Besides they are cool.

Curtains removed from all but the
most public windows, remove the
| burden of caring for them. And while
|we are at it, let us put the heavy
spreads away, too, and use the ones
| that don't show wrinkles. Lacking
seersucker or thin prints, let us use
plain white sheets to top the beds.

Soft tissue can replace handker-
chiefs, paper towels the monograimn-
med towels that need a rest any-
way, if they are to last.

There is just one thing that I'd
like to suggest about paper towels
If really soft ones are made, I've
missed them. Remember when you
are using them you are supposed to
blot, not rub off the moisture.

AUSTIN, June 19 (#—The legis-

lature will come to the end of the

anti-gambling trail next week.

The special session called by Gov-
ernor James V. Allred to repeal the
law aythorizing horse racing under
the certificate system of betting and
strike at other forms of gaming must
end by Friday night.

Both houses had passed bills pro-
hibiting dog track betting and tight-
ening statutes against horse race
bookmaking with ma jorities suffici-
ent to make them effective when
sighned by the governor. Amend-
ments inserted by the House will ne-
oessitate Senate concurrence or con-
ference committee deliberation.

Bome belleved these would com-
plete the slate of major legislation.

There still was a chance, however,
for bills disposing of blooded jacks
and stalltons purchased and distrib-
uted with horse racing proceeds, au-
thorizing the Supreme Court to
mandamus local officers to enforce
the law and restricting market deal-
ihngs in futures.

The Senate killed a jack and stal-
llon bill this week but advocates in-
tended to seek reconsideration

Pending in the House was a reso-
lution asking appointment of a com-
mittee to investigate a purported
“order” by state authoritles to cut
30,000 reciplents from the old age
assistance rolls.

Board of control officials denied
issuance of such an order but said
soeial security authorities had ex-
pressed dissatisfaction "at the size
of the Texas roll which exceeded
that of New York by 38,000.

‘The governor sald he would submit
several local bills Monday and prob-
tween state and federal dove hunt-
ing regulations.

The legislature had been here al-
most continually since Jan. 12. The
governor reconvened it May 27, four
days after the regular session ended,
for the primary purpose of repeal-
ing the horse racing law.

The lawmakers passed a repeal
bill eight days after the special ses-
sion started. It did not get a two-
thirds vote in the Senate, however,
and therefore would not become ef-
fective until 80 days after the end
of the session, or late in September

Talk persisted that operators of
one or more of the major tracks
might go to the courts in an effort
to Invalidate the act or hold late
summer meets or both. The racing
commission had refused to grant
dates past Beptember 1 on grounds
it would not be in existence after
that date.

Those that came to
the Panhandle in the early days will
be given special consideration with
a program of fiddlers contests, old
time dances, and their badge will
admit them to the rodeo without any
charge.

| “Oppressive labor practice” means

“Oppressive child labor” means
employment of children under 16 in
any occupation or between 16 and
18 in hazardous occupations,

“A fair wage" is one commensu-
rate with the value or class of serv-
| ice rendered.

“Substandard wage" or “substand-
'ard work-week” is a wage lower or
a work-week longer than the stand-

LAW NOW PENDING DISCUSSED

ard established by order of the
board.

“Fair ldbor standard” means that
no employe works for an oppressive
or substandard wage nor is any em-
ployed for an oppressive or sub-
standard workweek and that no op-
pressive child labor or oppressive
labor practices exist.

Bection 4 of the bill gives the
board authority to issue orders, de-
claring “such provisions appplicable
to employments within the scope
of this act as rapidly as the board
finds that such provision can be
made applicable to such employ-
ments without unreasonably curtail-
ing opportunities for employment.”

Bection 5 authorizes the board to
establish minimum fair wages In any
occupation where it belleves less
than a fair wage is being paid to
employes, taking into account the
cost of living, value of the service
rendered and wages pald for com-
parable work and also to make or-
ders establishing a maximum reas-
onable work-week for employes In
occupations where it has reason to
believe that the hours of employ-
ment or longer than a fair work-
week.

The minimum fair wage to be
established by the board cannot ex-
ceed twelve hundred dollars a year
or eighty cents an hour except for
overtime, night or extra-shift work.

Section 6 authorizes exemptions
with respect to wages and hours for
employers employing less than some
specified number of employes (Con-
gress is to determine this minimum
number. Exemptions from the wage
and hour standards may also be
‘granwd by the board for learners,
| handicapped or “other cases or
| classes of cases which, because of
|the nature and character of the
| employment, justify special treat-
ment."

Parts 3 and 4 of the bill set forth
the manner of enforcement includ-

interstate business,

Bection 11 makes it unlawful to
employ persons in viclation of board
orders or to transport in interstate
commerce goods produced by em-
ployes iIn violation of any such
order or to ship goods into any state
in viclation of a law of that state
concerhing labor standards.
Violation of the law would incur
punishment varying from fines of
$600 and imprisonment of not more
than six months or both to a fine
of $1,000 or imprisonment for a
year. The blll provides that no
violator should be given a prison
sentence unless for a second of-
fense.

Civil lberties are also provided
in the bill granting employees the
right to bring an action against an
employer should they recelve less
than the minimum wage or be re-
quired to work In excess of the max-
imum work-week.

While the bill is to take effect
upon enactment no provision re-
quiring the maintenance of falr labor
standards can take effect until the
one hundred and twentieth day
after the law is enacted.

AUSTIN, June 19 (#—Attorney,
General William McCraw, seeking
to speed up trial of the state’s
anti-trust suit against 15 major oil
companies and two associations,
said today a decree embodying the
Supreme Court's t favor-
ing the state would be submitted
next weel
The high court last week upheld

validity of the anti-trust statutes
and ordered trial of the $17,000,000
penalty suit on its merits.

Btate's attorneys were given 15
days to prepare a decree. The attor-
ney general sald counsel would work
over the week end perfecting the
formal document in order to finish
up every phase of the case before the
court recessed for the summer,

He said appeal could not be taken
to the United States Bupreme Court
and the mandate of the state Su-
preme Court could be returped to the
Travis county trial court in time
for a place on the fall. term docket.

When the case is called, the state
will ask that it be advanced ahead
of others on the docket, he said.

There never has been a trial of the
case on its merits,

“All questions of law have been
settled and no further dilatory pleas

can be raised to delay the trial”
McCraw sald.

“There is yeft only the trial of the
case, and the purpose of the trial
will be to determine whether the de-
fendants are subject to penalties.

“The most important thing decid-

ed by the court was that Texas still
has her anti-trust laws, a fact which
should be borrie in mind by every
sober, sane business man who be-
lieves that free competition is the
life of trade.”
