Emex'gen;);—is Caused
By Financial
Shortage

A coordinated effort to care for
the needy this winter may grow
out of a session of oity commis-
sioners, county commissioners, and
the Welfare Board tonight.

Each of these agencies has been
doing welfare work, but their ef-
forts have never been divided or
\correlated as many communities
have found necessary. Because of
the acute needs in sight, and on.
accdunt of the Welfare Board's de-
pleted funds, the problem has
reached emergency proportions
here.

The Board will be compelled to
close its office unless financial as-
sistance can be made. This would
not only mean the end of grocery
allowances for jobless homes and
many widows, but cessation of
emergency health work as well. The
Welfare Board has been furnishing
medicl linens, food, and ob-
taining Thedical.care in instances of
births In destitute homes, Often
(Mrs. W. H. Davis has been called
late at night to homes not prev-
fously visited.

There are many citizens who be-
lieve that this welfaré worky,must
be continued without a halt, but
the plan must be devised at to-
night’s session or very soomy The
Board has funds to last only until
October 15.

Tonight's session will begin at 8
o'clock in the commissioners room
at the city hall. Among those pre-
sent will be C. H. Walker, who
is chairman of. the group which
will seek a portion of the federal
ufemployment relief expected to
be available in November. It is
believed that the sum received can-
not be used for administrative pur-
poses, and that Some means of
finding employment in distributing
the “work rellef” must be found.

Mi]itary Activities Of
Japanese Found
Unjustified

GENEVA, Oc¢t. 3 (#—The league
of Nations was definitely at grips
today with the Manchurian prob-
lem—perhaps the greatest test it
has faced in its history—following
publication of the report of the Lyt-
ton investigating commission which
inferentially condemned. Japanh's
military occupaticn  and turned
thumbs down on the Japanese-ad-
vised regime of Henry Pu-Yi.

The commission, in an exhaus- |
tive analysis of the situation which
began with the opening of the Jap-
anese army’s drive in September of
last year, found that the military
campaign was unjustified and that
the new state of Manchukuo is not
supported by the Manchurian péo-
ple.

It proposed a special autonomous
regime for the territory, with China
retaining full sovereignty over the
three provinces, and suggested a
special Sino-Japanese conference to
work out the basis of & permanent
settlement, with the provision that
the league council také a hand if
the Chinesé and Japanese them-
| selves fail to agree.

Generally speaking, it was hailed
in all gquarters here “today, except
by the Japanese, with satisfaction.

The report scouted Japan's con-
tention,' do often repeated while
the military campaign was at its
height last winter, that her soldiers
were fighting in self-defense.

After giving the conflicting Chi-
nese and Japaneése versions of the
events which provoked the outbreak
of hostilities at Mukden September
18, 1931, the committee said “The
military operations of Japanese
troops can not be regarded as meas-
ures of legitimate self-defense.”

The commiissioners also condemn-
ed the bomhing of Chinchow by
Japanese airplanes near the clode
of the campaign. “Bombing of a
civil administration by military
fordzs canfot be jifitified, the
report said.

The government of the new state
cf Manchukuo under Henry Pu-Yi
was frankly characterized as one
formed and supported artificially
by Japahese rilitary and civil of-
ficials, without genjuine support
from the local Manchurian popu-
lation.

The commission did not hold
China blameless. for the situation
in the east, however, and it sharp-
ly indicted- the Chinese govern-
ment for its weakness and for ad-
ministrative disorders. It also in-
sisted China must have regard for
Japanese economic interests in
Manchuria,

Japan, however, has denounced
the repoft as blased and hostile. In
a statement by the war office, Ja-
pan threatenéd to withdraw from
the league of natiops and to oppose
vigorously any attempt by the lea-
gue to enforce recommendations of
the commission.

WASHINGTON.—It’s a strange business when a mul-

Mills is made the one big gun of the Hoover campaign,
assigned almost single-handed to save the president’s
gkin and to follow around behind Governor Roosevelt to
undo whatever good the Democratic candidate may have
done for himself.

Not many years ago it would have been considered
*virtually suicidal to hand such a job to anyone who
symbolized great wealth, Wall Street and the ultra-con-
servative in polities as Mills does.

Today wvirtually all the members of the cabinet are
nfillionaires and the administration is so frankly con-
servative that selection of Mills as its chief strategist
and tower of strength in this campaign is uppropria&.

Mills, however, does not owe- his present position
either to his wealth or the fact that he is a regular of
regulars. He has been given this high trust and great
power partly because Mr. Hoover's other close advisers

job and partly because Ogden has proved himself such
an able citizen.

It will be interesting to see how it womks out as
Mills goes tearing around the circle in Roosevelt’s wake,

ing him from the rear. It would be more fortunate if
Mills had had time to acauire political stature and pres-
tige comparable to that of Borah and Hughes, the two
heaviest Hoover orators of 1928. He has come along
with remarkable speed, however, and western Republi-
cans can be sure that, with-the president off the stump,
Mills is the best they will get.

Mills never has made any
economic beliefs. He works in close contact with the
nation’s financial leaders and he holds that the coun-
try is best off when in the hands of ‘men accustomed
to handling millions.

Mills, more than any other man, is identified with the
depression policy which has produced the Reconstrue-
tion Finance Corporation and which is based on the
theory that the only real prosperity is the sort which has
to “trickle down to the masses.”

Article 1.—~A Free Kick is one|
where each team is restrained py
rule from advanpcing beyond a cer-
tain line before the ball is put in
play, and includes kick-off, free
kick after fair catch and free kick
following safety.
