PRODUCTION OF PAN­

HANDLE REDUCED TO 
45,000 BARRELS

YIEID OF ALLFIELDS CUT
LIMIT COMPANY WELLS 

TO OUTPUT SET BY 
COMMISSION

AUSTIN, Oct. 10. —Tne Tex­
as railroad commission today Is­
sued an order cancelling all ex­
emptions to the proration allow­
ables In (.he Panhandle field.
The order specifically limited pro­

duction from wells of the Danciger 
OH and Refining company to the 
allowable set by the railroad com­
mission.

Since the start of proratlon In the 
Panhandle field the Danciger wells 
have been producing In excess of 
their allowable under a court 
agreement. Danciger was the first 
to attack state proratlon in the 
courts.

Wells that were offsetting the 
Danciger company producers , also 
had been allowed to overproduce to 
protect their properties from drain­
age.

Other operators in the field had 
complained against Danciger being 
allowed to produce in excess of the 
allowable, while production from 
their wells was held within the pro- 
ration schedules.

Production Slashed
AU8TIN, Oct 10. ()P)—The Texas 

railroad commission today Issued 
orders reducing the dally produc­
tion for the week ending October 1.

Ihe new orders will be effective 
October 15.

Production in the Blast Texas 
field will bj cut to 335.000 barrels 
dally from the present allowable of 
376,000 barrels. The new per well 
allowable, effective October 16, In 
the East Texas field Will be 40 bar­
rels per well.

Under the new schedule the total 
allowable production of oil in all 
Texas fields will be 747,898. This 
will npt Include marginal well pro­
duction, however. R. D. Parker, 
director of the commission's oil and 
gas division, stated. Average dally 
production for the week ending 
October 1 was 922,160 barrels. Park­
er reported.

SUITES mini INVENTED
VICTIM BEATEN WITH A  

HEAVY RUBBER 
HOSE

JACKSONVILLE, Fla., Oct. 10 
UP)—Bob Blake, former head 
trusty at the Sunbeam prison 
camp, testified today that George 
Courson, one of two former guards 
charged with murdering Arthur 
Maillefert In the sweat box, ob­
tained his help In fixing up a story 
portraying the youth as commit­
ting suicide.
Blake also testified he had seen 

Sourson beat Maillefert with 3 
heavy rubber hose prior to the 
youth’s death.

The witness said after Maillefert 
died, Courson asked him to obtain 
Mrs, Maillefert’s address.

“ I got it,” declared Blake, "then 
Captain Courson told me: ’Bob, 
there’s liable to be some trouble over 
this'." o.

"Yes, Cap’n, It Is a pretty tight 
spot." Blake said he replied. “He 
told me to go in and get him five 
or six witnesses who might be able 
to clear him at the trial."

”1 did. After I went out I told 
Courson I thought he had a story 
that would hold water.

“I said Snyder Is going to test­
ify—”

At this juncture the defense 
raised a volley of objections against 
the'Jury Hearing this portion of 
Blake's testimony.

The court ruled the testimony, was 
adtnissable.

Blake then resumed, saying he 
| tcld Courson that "Snyder Is going 
j to testify that If It comes to trial 
I that Jersey (Maillefert) told him 
| he was going to commit suicide that 
I night."

Courson Agrees
The witness said they "framed” 

I it so Snyder was to tell how Jersey 
demonstrated in the box how he 
going to commit suicide.

“Several others of us were going 
to corroborate it.

"Courson said ’all right, what am 
I supposed to say?' *

“I told him just to back up that 
story. He agreed.

“When the coroner came, he just 
looked at the body and said It was a 
plain case of suicide."

Courfon beat Maillefert with a 
piece of hose such "as Is used in 
coupling box cars," Blake said.

The day after the whipping, 
Blake declared “Courson tdld me to 
stay around the camp, that he 
might need me.”

He said Courson left and returned 
with a barrel which was placed on 
Maillefert.

“Courson nailed one board back
of (Malllcfert’s) neck; another in 
front of his neck.

"Jersey said: ‘Captain Courson. 
| you are putting that one on too 
! tight.’

"Courson replied: 'I don't give a 
I damn if I am '

“They left him there. I got him a

CONVICT WITNESSES FOR STATE 
BREAK JAIL: JURY WILL VISIT 

SCENE OF SWEAT-BOX DEATH
JACKSONVILLE, Fla., Oct. 10. UP) 

—Two state’s witnesses, long term 
convicts who staged a sensational 
escape yesterday, were hunted to­
day as the trial of two former prison 
camp officials for murder In the 
sweat box death of Arthur Mail­
lefert entered its second week.

Meanwhile. Judge George Couper 
Gibbs, (presiding. ordered suitable 
transportation available by noon 
to take members of the jury to the 
Sunbeam camp where Maillefert, a 
young New Jersey convict, was 
found strangled to death In stocks 
with a chain about his neck last 
June.

Cleo Drew and James Wofford

were, two convicts who escap'd, 
tore a plumbling fixture out of their 
cell, climbed through the hole, saw­
ed iron bars from a window, and 
slid to safety down a rope made 
with blankets from their cell.

Charles M Durrance, state at­
torney said the escape will not in­
terfere with the calling of 14 other 
convicts, also held In the coup*”  
jail, to testify against George M 
Courson an d  Solomon Higgin­
botham. the camp officials charged 
with Maillefert’s murder

AMERICAN ENGINEER HONORED 
AS SOVIET WONDER IS OPENED

Oct. 10. (/P>—Soviet Russia celebrat­
ed today a major achievement of 
the five year plan with the official 
opening of Its gigantic hydro-elec­
tric plant here, designed as the 
largest In the world.

Headed by representatives of the 
government and communist party 
leaders, thousands of persons crowd­
ed the site of the new power devel* 
.opment to hear officials of the com­
missariat of heavy industry an­
nounce the beginning of operations

American engineers and equipped 
with American machinery, the 
opening of the great eltctric sta­
tion two months ahead of schedule 
marked a personal triumph for 
Colonel Hugh L. Cooper, of New 
York, whose firm had the contract 
for the project and who personally 
supervised it from the beginning 
five years ago until the government 
accepted the Dlnnt a month ago.

For his firm’s work on the plant, 
the government decided to confer 
on Colonel Cooper the order of *he

Governor Sterling Announces He 
Will Not Vote for ‘Ma’ Fkguson

DALLAS, Oct. 10. (A5)—The bitter 

wounds of tntra-oarty democratic 
rtrlfc in Texas were laid open again 
today after Governor R, 8. Sterling’3 
announcement that he would not 
support the candidacy of Mrs. 
Miriam A. Ferguson for governor in 
the November 8 election.

The governor's appeal from a dis­
trict court ruling which had dis­
missed his suit contesting Mrs. Fer­
guson's nomination was denied Sat­
urday by the state supreme court.

Yesterday the governor said he 
was “unwilling to cast a vote to turn 
the state over to Mrs Ferguson and 
her husband." Ex-Governor Jam-:s 
E. Ferguson.

"Knowing Jim's record and hav­
ing declared It to the people of 
Texas, I would consider it an act 
of positive il,->Uonor to cast my

vote to put the govemmept of Texas 
in his hands," Governor Sterling 
explained. j: ■■■

Returns showed he lost to Mrs 
Ferguson by approximately 4,000 
votes in the August democratic run­
off primary but his contest suit, al­
leging fraud, claimed nearly 50,000 
votes were cast Illegally In Mrs. Fer­
guson's favor. The answer filed on 
behalf of Mbs Ferguson likewise 
claimed many illegal votes were cast 
for the governor.

After the court ordered her name 
placed cn the ballot Saturday, how­
ever. she issued a statement ex­
pressing hope that "the intense in­
terest incident to this, as well as 
ether political campaigns, will 
cease" and that "everybody will 
now tarn their attention to a dem­
ocratic victory, state and national, 
in November."

SAMUEL INSULL DETAINED AT ATHENS BUT 
BECAUSE OF DEFECT IN PASSPORT PAPERS

Report Son Carried $75,000 
To Father in Pari* From 
United States.

ATHENS, Greece. Oct 10 (JPh- ! 
Police said Samuel Insull, former 
utilities magnate who is wanted In 
Chicago on charges of embezzle­
ment and larceny, was detained to­
day merely because hts papers were 
not in order and that he must be 
released within 48 hours unless his 
arrest for extradition is authorised.

The first, explanation of Mr.’ In- 
sull’s dententlon was that it had 
been requested by the American 
legation. Legation officials, how­
ever, said police acted solely on 
their own initiative.

It was explained police cannot 
hold any person more than 49 hours 
in connection with defective papers. 
In the meantime police took po*ea-

sion of Mr Insull’s passport in order 
to examine It. They may be au­
thorized to arrest him pending an 
cxtradlttcn application by American
authorities.

CHICAGO, Oct. 10 UP)—A report 
that Samuel Insull. Jr., carried 975 - 
000 to his father In Parts was un­
der Investigation today by State’s 
Attorney John A. Swanson.

The prosecutor assigned members 
of hts staff to trace the funds rum­
ored to have been supplied the 
former utilities magnate for his 
fight against extradition to the 
United States It la understood 
925.000 was cabled the elder Insull 
from Chicago, and Swanson said he 
meant to determine whether these 
various funds were contributed by 
former associates or salvaged from 
the remnants of the Insull private 
fortune.

were shown that Samuel Junior, j carried 975.000 to his father, the son 
might face charges of being an ac­
cessory.

A DECLARATION OF W AR
Peter Molyneaux has e v  ry appearance o f  placidity 

for print, of framing his thoughts in well-considered 
in addition to the habit, born of long years o f writing 
words o f uijacerbative intent. A declaration o f war, 
therefore, coming from this calm and self-contained 
personality, is likely to prove o f interest to all Texas 
jourhalism. Indeed, since the crusade against the West 
Texas Chamber of Commerce in the interest o f rescuing 
the senulchre of the Texas centennial amendment from 
the infidel, the Knight of the Golden Fountain Pen will 
be followed afar o ff by a goodly company o f onlookers to 
see what the outcome may be.

The West Texks Chamber of Commerce officially 
«i holds that “ Although the Texas centennial is a worthy 
\and patriotic project, your committee nevertheless feels 
that in view of the present plight o f taxpayers this pro­
posed state expenditure should be opposed.”  Over 
against this Mr. Molyneaux .believes that “ There is only 
one reason why Texans should hold a centennial cele­
bration, and that is because they have a glorious past 
and because they hold it in genuine reverence.” Having 
joined battle Mr. Molyneaux remarks in his Texas 
W eekly:

I don’t relish such a fight; I think the gentlemen of 
the West Texas Chamber o f Commerce have made a co­
lossal blunder in starting it, but now that it has been 
started, I for one am in favor o f fighting to the limit. 
The odds are in favor o f the West Texas Chamber of 
Commerce, for even with every powerful influence in the 
state lined up for it the centennial amendment was in 
danger. With the opposition of the West Texas body 
its defeat is practically certain. But I think the leaders 
o f that organization will know that they have meen in a 
jrral fight before it is over, and unfortunately for the 
feood Of the section it represents and the good o f the 
state as a whole, there is danger that it will not come 
out undamaged. And as I see it,..if it wins and succeeds 
in defeating the amendment, its youngest member will 
no live to see the day it will cease to regret that victory.” 

Mr. Molyneaux says that “ Our forefathers settled 
the wilderness in the midst o f one depression and es­
tablished a free government in the midst o f another.” 
But it may turn out that test o f our appreciation of their 
fortitude and virtue will have to show itself in volunary 
contribution to a centennial memorial instead o f in the 
enactment o f a statute compelling such contribution both 
o f the willing and o f the unwilling. Even if the Moly­
neaux combat fails to unhorse the West Texas Chamber 
o f  Commerce in the interest o f the latter, it may inspire 
the grtater generosity from jwivate purses for the bene­
fit o f the event about which he would rally our loyalty 
and support— Dallas NEWS.

Probably there will be models o f big city apartment

— and the folk o f  8900 A. D. will peer at them, and wag 
their heads, and wonder how on earth we managed to 
live happily among such devices, and thank their stars 
they live in a more enlightened age.

But they probably will come no closer to getting a 
real understanding o f everyday life in 1982 than we can 
come to an understanding o f everyday life in the Rome 
o f Caesar Augustus.

For the things that color the lives o f people most in­
timately aren’t the things you can reproduce in a mu­
seum. W ax models and plaster casts can’t reproduce the 
joy that parents get from their children, or the myster­
ious beauty o f old age, or the way two youngsters feel 
when they start life together in a three-room flat, or the 
silent heroism o f unnumbered humble bread-winners.

The enduring things and the important things have 
to be guessed at. You can’t make mechanical copies of 
them.

It all sounds like an interesting stunt; and one if 
forced to wonder if, some day centuries in the future,

someone won’t feel impelled to put on a similar exhibi­
tion showing what life in the 20th century America 
was like.

Political observers have disagreed 
as to the. significance of registra­
tion figures, which in August of 
this year showed a loss of 38,308 
for the republicans, as compared 
with 1928, and a gain for the dem­
ocrats of 435,496.

Republican leaders have replied 
to these figures by pointing to the 
presidential primaries last spring 
In which President Hoover, unop­
posed. polled a greater popular vote 
than the total for all three demo- 
cratld candidates for the nomina­
tion.

Iowa has cast its vote for a dem­
