AUSTIN, Oct. 19 (#—John M.
Pickett, 29, ex-convict under pa-
role from the Texas penitentiary,
who had come to Austin seeking
employment as a stone setter, to-
day assumed responsibility for the
slaying of Edgar C. Arledge, Jr.
21, University of Texas senior,
shot to death one month ago.
Arledge was killed by a bullet

while seated in an ajitomobile be-
side his sweetheart. The young
woman was slightly wounded by the
same bullet that tock Arledge's life.

Pickett took Austin and San An-
tonio police authorities to the site
of the shooting, on a lonely side
street on the outskirts of the city
under a couple of mesquite trees,
and game them the details of the
murder.

“It was an accident,” the former
convict told officers. He said he
was out to burglarize or rob, but
not to kill.

“I saw the automobile parked
there and through the rear window

the car, saw that a boy and girl
were the occupants,” he said.

He said he cocked his .38 calibre
intent only

or valuables.
Pickett said that when Arledge

| heard footsteps he started the mo-

tor of his automobile.

MUSKOGEE, Okla., Oct. 19. (#)
—The love verses of a 52-year-old
preacher to the pretty young Sun-
day school teacher he married
after the death of his first wife
were counled with an officer’s re-
cital of allegedly admitted in-
timacies today as prosecutors
pressed ahead with the Rev. S.
Althea Berrie’'s murder trial.

The Rev. Mr. Berrie, his 19-year- |
old wife and the
spectators listened intently to every
ine of the poetry, read by Phil K
Cldham, county attorney.

Witnesses said the verses had
been glven the ctate by the pastor’s
second wife, who told them Berrie
nad written them to.her

Testimony he believed & ‘“‘suicide |
wte” purported to have been writ- '
sen by the first Mrs. Berrie wags not
n the woman’s handwriting was
ziven by Tom King, vice-president
Jf the Citizen's National bank.
John Wolsey, former chief of po- |
lice, told of taking Berrie and his
young wife to his oifice for ques-
tioning after an investigation of the
alleged poisoning of the first Mrs
Berrie got under way.

“He denied he'd been at the de-
luxe cafe with Ida Bess Bright (the
second wife) or ever had been with
her except in church work,” Wolsey
said. “After talking to Ida Bess, I
talked to Berrie again and he said
he had met her there three, four

or five times, also at various other
places.”
Handwriting Not Same

Wolsey testified further that the |
pastor said he met the Sunday |
school teacher at a rooming house |
{and that the two had been intimate |
from about Christmas time up until |
Mrs. Berrie's death last March.

“He said he loved her more than
any other woman he'd ever come in
contact with—long before the first
wife died,” Wolsey added.

The state introduced a photostauo
copy of the “suicide note,” signed
“Fannie,” which Berrie contended |
he found in a Bible which his son |
brought to his cell. Prosecutors said |
(they had been unable to obtain the
original. |

Each amendment will be in two
paragraphs, one starting “For” and
the other “Against”. To vote for
an amendment, the paragraph
starting “Against” must be marked
through,, o¥ the reverse if the a-
mendment is not approved.
How To Mark Ballot.

When a voter desires to vote a
ticket straight, he shall run a pen-
cil or pen through all othér tickets
on the official ballot, making a
distinct marked line through such
! ticket not intended to be voted; and
when he shall desire to vote a mixed
ticket he shall do so by running a
line ‘through the names of such
candidates as he shall desire to
vcte against in the ticket he is
vofing, and by writing the name of
the candidate for whom he de-
sires to vote In the blank column
and in the spacé provided for such
office; same to be written with
black ink or pencil, unless the
names of the candidates for which
he desires to vote appear on the
ballot, in which event he shall leave
the same not scratched.

There is no statutory law pro-
hibiting a “mutilated” ballot from
being counted, providing the intent
of the voter can be reasonably
judged by tke lines drawn through
the names or down the party list.
It is sufficient to draw lines “up
and down” through party lists, ex-
cept the party desired to be ap-
proved, when the voter desirss to
vote “straight”. In splitting a bal-
lot, however, the names of those
candidates not approved must be
clearly marked out, and the names
of those approved left untouched.

A fitting wribute to F. P. Reid,
whose death inevitably was a set-
back to several good roads projects,
was paid by the Dumas NEWS inl
its issue of this week. |

The Dumas paper said: |

No history of the Highway 41 as- |
geciaticn would be complete without |
a chapter devoted to its late la-|
mented president F. P. (Pete) Reid, |
of Pampa. It was Mr. Reid’s vision |
and his ability which brought about
the present organization and it was
his desire to live long enough to see
the road designated and paved all
the way from Oklahoma City to
Denver.

Mr. Reid served the City of Pam-
pa as mayor for some 10 or 12 years.
He was engaged in the real estate
business and was in contact with all
the communitfes and ,counties of
the plains country.

He was Pampa’s representative at
practically any kind of a highway
meeting and was, perhaps, better
posted on roads in this section than
any other single individual. While
highway 41 was but one of the many
in which he was interested it was
his “pet” and came first in his
thoughts and efforts

In the fall of 1925 he conceived |
the idea of building a road from
Pampa to the Beorger oil field. He
solicited funds and had a local road
built in Gray county to the county
line. This was done by county help
and private denations. At first the
road was only a narrow rough lane,
and in the spring of 1927 it was
| extended into Borger.

Had a Vision.

In the fall of 1928, Mr. Reid con-
celved the idea of making this local
road from Pampa to Borger a link
in a long chain from Oklahoma
City to Denver. In Oklahoma, high-
way 41 ran from Oklahoma to Sayre
and was already designated and an
association formed. Mr. Reid then
went to work to get Texas counties
to the east and west of Gray county
to join the association and extend
the road, running from Sayre to
Shamrock, through Wheeler, Mobee-
tie, Pampa, Skellytown, Borger,
Stinnett, Dumas, Hartley, Dalhart,
Boise City and on into Colorado.

Through his own tenacity of pur-
pose did Mr. Reid persuade the va-
rious communities to come into the
association and make it really a
potent factor.

At the time he conceived this
idea there was no single east and
west road across the Panhandle of
any consequence and his idea was
to build one that would tap every
major north and south road in the
Panhandle.

The association is now completed
and work on the rogd is progressing
in practically every county it tra-
verses.

It is going to be natural for some
borrowers to want to collateralize
their loans to the Becretary of Ag-
riculture. All loans must be paid
by November 30th next or fully
collatéralized. The government has
ruled to allow farmers who have
borrowed crop production loans to
put up enough cotton at 9 cents
clear of all claim and labor
expense cover their loan to the
governmenit.

This plan of collateralization is
often misunderstood to We full pay-
ment of obligation. This is not the
truth. To collateralize
means to put enough cotton up at
gtipulated price as security or to
stand good for the obligati The
secretary of agriculture is permit-
ting crop loan borrowers to put up
enough cotton at 9-cent clear of all
expense, etc. to cover loan. This
cotten must go through the Cotton
Cooperatives of Texas, or be stored
in a Federal Bonded Warehouse, in-
sured and storage paid six months
in advance. Then the warehouse
must send receipts to the Crop Pro-
duction Loan Office,. 500 Dallas
Power and Light Bldg., Dallas. The
borrower who collateralizes his cot-
tton has to March 1, 1933 to sell

.| cottory or order sale at any time

the market seems most favorable.
After the above date, the secretary
of agriculture shall take charge of
cotton and sell it.

Collateralization does not mean
payment but rather an extension.
If cotton any time sells for less
than nine cents at which it was
collateralized, the borrower has to
pay the difference up to the amount
of loan. If cotton brings over nine
cents when sold, the government
will refund to the borrower the
amount over the loan. Upon full
satisfaction of the amount of collat-
eralized cotton, the rest of the crop
will be released in due course of
time to the farmer to use as he
he needs or sees best.

It is suggested if one does col-
lateralif® cotton that. sufficient
margin over amount be put up that
more funds will not have to be
secured if cotton does not bring nine
cents and furthermore, any over-
payment will go to the borrower.
