MAHATMA IS EXHAUST-

POONA, India, Sept. 26
Mahatma Gandhi, inspired by
news that the British government
at \Londory had approved most
of the compromise plan on the
privileges of Indian untouchables
in legislative elections, broke his
“death fast” of protest this af-
ternoon.

Gandhi broke his fast at 5 p. m,,
India time ((5:30 a. m., C, 8. T.).
He hati abstained from food six
days and five hours.

Gandhi began his self-imposed or-
deal at noon Tuesday, as a protest
against that part of the recent
British communal award which pro-
posed special constituencies for
the depressed classes.

Days of negotiations followed be-
tween leaders of the depressed class-
es and the Carte Hindus. These fi-
nelly ended in a compromise plan
to which the Mahatme agreed.

“This phase of emergency relief
applies only to emergency funds for
actual relief of needy persons and
for payment to unemployed persons
for labor who have no other means
of support. It does not apply to the
federal provisions for loans to cities
in the form of deduction from fed-
erla highway aid funds, beginning
in 1035.

“The allotment! for relief work
for the nation under the act was
$300,000,000, but not more than 15
per cent is to be allotted to any
one state.”

In order %0 present an adequate
picture of the need and the effort
thus far made by state and local
governments to meet it, certain
data was asked in the application
forms. That would include facts
concerning the number of familles
and persons relieved in the various
counties or cities since Jan. 1, 1831,
together with the amounts expend-
ﬁdrthrough all channels for such re-
ef.

Snappy outdoor air to breathe in
|'a house heated to feel like sun-
shine.

These two seemingly impossible
combinations are partly successful
in a new type of room under ob-
servation in the laboratories of the
Westinghouse company here. The
four walls of this room are mildly
heated, an idea of L. W. Schad, re-
search engineer.

Most persons know only two of
the three ways their bodies stay
warm and miss the third one with
which Dr. Schad is experimenting.
They know that warm air is one
necessity and proper moisture an-
other.

The referee shall have general
oversight and control of the game.
He shall be sole authority for the
score, sole judge of forfeiture of the
game under the rules, and his de-
cision upon all matters not specifi-
cally placed under the jurisdiction
of other officials shall be final.

It is the duty of the referee to
see that the ball is properly put in
play and to judge of its position and
progress.

Previous to the start of the game,
the refree shall see that the field is
properly marked. He shall be sole
judge as to whether the ball offer-
ed for play is in compliance with
specifications set forth.

Prior to each kick-off, and in
every instance when time has been
called, the referee shall make sure
that other officials are prepared
and he shall then asgertain from
each field captain that his team is
ready before allowing the ball to be
put in play.

In case a foul has been declared
befare enfoncing the
penalty, shall explain the decision
and the options (if any) which be-
long to the field captain of the of-
fended team.

The referee shall carry a whistle,

which he shall sound as promptly |

as posisble to indicate that the ball
is dead or that it may again be put
in play.

He shall cause both teams to be
notified three minutes before be-
ginning of the second half.

The normal position of the referee
during scrimmage is behind the
team in possession of the ball.

In case of a wet field, the ball
may be changed for a new one at
the end of the second period, at the
discretion of the referee.

The referee should instruct other
officials to aid him in deciding up-
on scoring plays.

He should notify the field judge
immediately when he suspends play
because of a foul or for any other
reason. 2
