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COUNTY AUDITOR URGING
INSPECTION BY PRECINGTS

Wilson’s Annual

Report’)
Made to Commissioners, Dawes To Stand

With Analysis of Funds.

Gireater coordination of work by

Gray county commissioners in 1932
was urged yesterday by County Aud-
itor R. C. Wilson {n his annual re-
port.

“It is my earnest conviction that
the road program with its attend-
ant problems will require more work
and study on the part of the com-
missioner’s court in 1932 than in
any like period of time in the his-
tory of Gray county,” Mr. Wilson
stated, “and that proper service to
the citizens of the county, makes
imperative concerted effort on the
part "of every official whosé duties
in any way touch this project.”

Mr. Wilson ajso “earnestly re-
quested that the court give serious
consideration of the advisability of
purchasing a part of the right-of-
way for the present road program
out of the road and bridge fund. In
view of the fact that the roads bear-
ing heavieslr traffic are being sur-
faced and since so much road hag
been constructed during the last
two years, it seems reasonsble to
believe that—barring emergencies--
expenditures during 1932 will be ma-
terially smaller.”

The county auditor commended
the court “on having governed ex-
penditures in road funds so that all
such funds carried balances at Lhe
end of the year. It was the first
time-in-a number of years that this
condition existed.

“At present the court has but one
regulax_' meeting each month, al-
though many special meetings are
called. - Inasmuch as the regular
sessions are filled with routine mat-
ters and special meetings negessar-
ily devoted to purposes for which
they are called, it is respectfully
suggested that one day of the month
be set aside for the purpose of in-
spection by the entire court of work
under construction and work cou-
templated by precincts,

“The third Monday of each monia
might be designated for this plan
with the court devoting the first
meeting to one precinct, the secon:
to another and 8o on around the
county. Such action would doubtiess
prove mutually beneficial as various
methods of construction and main-
tainance are studied and comparea
And foo, familiarity by the entire
court with the needs and problems
of each precinct should result in &
more equitable division of funds.”
