County Has Many
Bonds Not Issued

The “bonded indebtedness oI Gray
county at the end of 1931 was $2,-
657.000, according to the annual re-
port of Auditor R. C. Wilson.

This amount includefl $1,334,000
in outstanding bonds, and $1,323,000
in road bonds authorized but not
issued, The outstanding bonds com-
prised road bohds, courthouse and
jail funding bonds, and general fund
funding bonds. The latter class
totaled $19,000. The courthouse and
jail funding bonds were in the
amount of $330,000.

During the year, commissionery
sold $300,000 worth of the road
bonds voted in the spring. Receipts
to the fund aggregated .$307,000,
counting $6,000 transferred from the
road and bridge fund and a $1,000
premium on the bonds.

Disbursements amounted to $156,-
718.63, distributed as follows:

Engineer pay roll, $15,347.94; en-
gineering maferial and supplies, $1,-
403.15; advertising for bids, $115.94;
labor, $402; right-of-way and dam-
age, $1,463.85; paving, $93,552.63; dirt
work, $34748.19; culverts, $1277.18;
legal expense, $1,951.69; transfer to

work, $122; traveling expense, $164.-
74, caliche, $20531; . telegrams,
$14.11.

The balance on. Dec, 31,1081, was
$160,281.87.

Based
on September, 1931, the ba-
sis is 119.4, compared with
1913. There was a decline
of nearly 28 puinu from
Septe mhxr 1930, which was
147.1.

The LABOR REVIEW es-
timates that the September,
1931, dollar in comparison
with the September dollar
of five years ago is worth as
follows in various lines:
Farm products, $1.65; foods

leather products,
textile, $1.59; fuel

Of the land stations, some are
large observatories fully eguipped
with elaborate instruments making
very detafled records. At the oppo-
| site extreme, there are thousands of
stations where the observers devote
only a'few minutes each day to

recording one or a few elements of
weather.

The only large land area where
no_permanent stations now exist is
Antarctica, where, however, stations
have been maintained for consider-
able periods by exploring expedi-
tions, and where some permanent
stations will undoubtedly be “&stab-
lished in the future. One of the

miral Peary was the establishment
of a weather observatory at the
South Pole.. At present the south-
ernmost weather station in the
world is the one maintained by the
Argentine government at Laurie
Island in the South Orkneys, about
latitude 61 degrees south.

Japanese Wreck
Chinese Paper in
Serious Rioting

TSINGTAO, Ching, Jan. 13. (#—
Japanese marines from the warships
in the harbor patrolled streets to-
day and thousands of Chinese
sought means of leaving the ocity
after a riot yesterday in which Jap-

‘anese residents attacked and wreck-

ed a Chinese newspaper office and
burned headquarters of the Kuo-
mintang.

The Chinese who sought a means
of escape to avoid further clashes
included many- officials.

Yesterday's clash occurred after
the Chinese newspaper Ming Kuo
Jih Pao had said the recent at-
tempt by a Korean to assassinate
the Japanese emperor revealed® Ko-
rea’s desire for independence.

Japanese residents, incensed at
reference to the emperor, stormed
the building, tried to burn it but
failed and attacked a number of
Chinese newspaper men. They fired
revolvers as they thronged into the
building and the Chinese fled.

Last night the Japanese began a
more threatening demonstration
After a parade, several hundred
Japanese again swooped down on
the newspaper's offices, wirecking
and burning the building and then
burned the Kuomintang headquar-
ters also. The Chinese offered no
resistance and fire brigades made
no attempt to save either of the
buildings.

Japanese marines landed about
midnight and dispersed the rioters

TIENTSIN, China, Jan. 13. (#)—
Chinese newspapers here, comment-
ing on a transfer of Japanese troops
from Tientsin back to Shanhaik-
wan, said the situation about Chin-
chow is growing acute for the Japa-
nese and that Chinese volunteer
militia bands “all over Manchuria”
are renewing “warfare.”
