The first roses that were budded
commercially were budded for
growth in areas where nematods
and other root destroying parasites
had made the growth of own-root
roses no longer possible. They were
budded into specie roses whose root
sytems were highly resistant to the
ravages of such parasites.

Soon other benefits were found
to arise from the new method of
propagation. The methods original-
ly employed naturally abounded in
crudities, some of which yet abound
to the present moment. But, de-
spite its crudities, it quickly became
apparent that almost without ex-
ception, plants produced by the bud-
ding method were more vigorous
than were plants of the same vari-
eties standing on their own roots.
The use of the method quickly be-
came worldwide in consequence.,

New .Vigor Found

Through the development of the
budding method of propagation,
many exquisite varieties have been
saved to the rose gardens of the
world whose discarding would have
theretofore been compelled by want
of vigor arising from inadequate
rootage. g ¥,

The first budded roses produced
commercially were so produced
within the memory of many now liv-
ing. Three decades have passed since
ithe great Pernkt introduced, the
blood of th Australian Briar into
the garden rose and thereby brought
into being the Pernefiana race of
ross of surpassing brilliancy. Had‘l
the development of the budding
method of propagation not antedat-
ed that highly important hybridiza-
tion, the great Pernet would doubt-
less have died unhonored and un-
sung. The Pernetiana race would
have died aborning; for it as a race
is without adequate rootage. It
comes into its own only through the
budding method of propagation.

In Field Drawing

The budding method of propaga-
tion is peculiarly adapted to field
growing, The production of own-
root roses through field growing is
attended by small ratios and sti-
pendous losses, When cuttings of
variety roes were replaced in the
field by cuttings of specie roses for
use as_understocks, all ratios im-
mediatély bounded upward and loss-
es vastly diminished.

The amazing fields of roses that
may be seen today in rose produc-
ing sections would be: practically
impossible under any known method
of field growiitg own-root roses. To-
day in pariance, the field,
grown and, the “budded rose
are syn ous.

New Varities

During the last two decades the
rose has known greater and faster
development than ever before. New
varities' have appeared from the
hands of the hybridizers in bewil-
dering number. It is desirable that
extremely great varieties among
them be made available to the ama-
teur as quickly as is possible without
loss of vigor arising from abuse. The
years do not return.

In the multiplication of a new va-
riety from a single seedling or sport,
the budding method of propagation
is so much faster than any other
method that through it the vdriety
is given wide dissemination when it
would otherwise still be only in the
hands of the connoisseurs.

But the method of propagation
has been abused as a method of mul-
tiplication, It has been abused
through the use of budding eyes
field with little or no regard for
the comparative degrees of matur-
ity of the eyes and the understocks
in which they are inserted. It has
been abused through the use of
budding eyes taken from plants in
the trial garden and field that yet
suffers from devitalization inciden-
tal to importation or to migration
of plants. It has been abused,
through crude uses of force-budding
methods of propagation.
