j Hawaiian accused with four other 
men of attacking Mrs Thalia Mas- 
sie.

With the pidgin English they 
speak in court, Kelley hoped to 
force a chain of circumstantial evi­
dence which will send Mrs. Massip’s 
husband, Lieut. H. Massie; her 
mother, Mrs. Granville R. Fortescue. 
and two navy enlisted men, E J 
Lord and Albert O. Jones, to prison 
as the killers.

The death penalty is not involved, 
the defendants lfeing accused of se­
cond degree murder. However, con­
viction would carry with it the pos­
sibility of a long term in prison.

Dr. Condon, the 8tar's account 
said, was the "Jafsie" of a series of 
13 advertisements through which 
Lindbergh communicated with the 
abductor of his son.

Lindbergh obtained a complete set 
of the child's fingerprints from the 
toys and furniture in the nuraery 
and demanded a set from the kid­
napers but this was refused, the 
story added.

Raised Ransom
At one time, it went, on, the ab­

ductors expressed dissatisfaction 
with publicity regarding the case 
and demanded $70,000 Instead of 
$50,00, but the Colonel, through Dr. 
Condon, was able to reduce thla to 
the original sum.

The ransom note, the story con­
tinued. threatened death to the 
child if the police were called in.

The first contact with the kid­
napers’ negotiators was said to have 
been established by Dr. Condon and 
Henry Breckinridge, Lindbergh’s at- 
tomev. March 16. in an obscure spot 
on the shore of Long Island sound.

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AN UGLY PICTURE
Tfcecent testimony before the Senate committee re­

garding A1 Capone’s experiences with the law in Chicago 
makes dismal reading. It confirms all that has been said 
about the power of gangland, and it leaves the forces of 
lAw and order with very few laurels.
* It’s an old story, to be sure. But it is a story that 

needs to be told and retold, for it explains a great deal 
about the state of politics and government in the United 
States today.

First of all, we get the picture of the arch-criminal, 
the “master of the underworld,” moving in sober fact 
through a realm that would have been thought too 
fantastic even for fiction a few years ago.

W e are shown how criminal activities of every kind 
were integrated; how the nation’s second city paid mil­
lions upon millions of dollars in tribute anually to the 
ooutry’s most notorious crook; how the power of the 
man was so great that witnesses feared to testify against 
him and poliaemen hesitated to move against him.

Then we get the climax. The great criminal at last 
is )<»id by the hells. And why? To answer for any one 
of the innumerable high crimes committed by his agents? 
Not at all. Simply because he had failed to pay taxes 
on the enormous profits his illegal activities had roll­
ed up.

Then, as if this were not farce-comedy enough, comes 
the revelation that the prosecutor and judge who were 
to try him agreed to let him down witji a comparatively 
short sentence if he would plead guilty. This deal fell 
through because, as the prosecutor complained, Capone 
with “unbelievable arrogance” made public the terms 
of the deal.

The “unbelievable arrogance,” of course, really con­
sisted in making the deal in the first place. When he 
talked about it, Capone was not being arrogant; he was 
simply being indiscreet.

The whole picture is not pretty, but we need to keep 
looking at it. It is perhaps the most significant story that 
the rep iblic has produced in the past decade.

(/P)— Hugh 8 . Gloeon, the American 
delegate, proposed to the world dis­
armament conference today the ab­
olition of offensive weapons includ­
ing tanks, heavy mobile guns and 
gases.

Gibson, ambassador at Belgium 
and acting Ir/ad of the American
delegation to the conference, said 
it Is obvious that abolition <tt these 
weapons can in no sense prejudice 
any other plan for achieving secur­
ity.

' On the contrary,” he added, “the 
very relaxing of tension which 
would ensue from a general agree­
ment to do away with these weapons 
in itself favors further agreement.”

He emphasized that fear as to 
national safety is not at be dealt 
with by pure logic or peace estab­
lished by argument alone.
