FINANCE MAN ESCAPES
ASSAILANT IS HUNTED 

AFTER HE LEAVES 
SCENE

BORGER, March 23 (Special)
—Rcy Owing*, occasional em­
ploye of a  local automobile con­
cern, was shot to death last 
night on a highway near YVhit- 
tenburg, and the slayer was 
widely sought by officers today.
Owtngs had accompanied Howard 

Bryant, representative of an auto­
mobile finance company of Amaril­
lo, and was intendnng to drive a 
car which Bryant was to recover 
from the man being followed.

As the two cars became even in 
the* road, both drivers stopped. Ow­
ing* opened the door on his side as 
Bryant stopped the car, and was al­
most instantly killed by the other 
driver, who was a Borger and for­
mer Pampa restaurant employe. 
Bryant, on the opposite side of his 
car. turned and ran in zig-zag fash­
ion for about 75 yards. One shot 
was fired at him before the gunman 
drove away.

Previously, Bryant had talked to 
the owner of the car he had hoped 
to re-possess for non-payment of 
Installments. This conversation tOSt 
place In Borger yesterday after­
noon. At that time there was no ar­
gument, but no decision about giv­
ing up th? car. Bryant learned 
that the man was leaving town, 
and obtained the service of Ow- 
ings as a driver before starting 
after the car.

Bryant said there was no conver­
sation on the highway before and 
after the shooting. Owings is sur­
vived by his wife and four child­
ren.

The car Bryant sought was pur­
chased from Clauson Motor com­
pany a t Pampa.

Venzke, the smooth-running high 
school youngster from Potts town, 
Pa., ran the American equivalent of 
the Olympic distance twice within 
a week in 4:11.2 and 4:10 flat to 
beat the 4:12 record of Paavo Nurmi 
and Joie Ray that had stood for 
seven years.

Then came Hallowell's 4:12.4 In 
the intercollegiates and Nordell's 
4:13 second to him. Brocksmith ran 
his fine |race In the Big Ten cham­
pionships at Chicago and not only 
won the mile in record time but 
stepped out only a short time later 
and ran the two mile In 9:18.4. Hts 
tracks were made on a dirt track, 
the other were made on the boards. 
Take your own choice as to who 
l»&d the advantage in running sur­
face. —
Brix Has Answer

Herman Brix, American record 
holder In the shot put has an an­
swer for this burst of record break­
ing.

"You Just raise the standard in 
your own mind, go after it and find 
you can do- it,” hesaid.

When the mile record was 4:15 
that was the mark everyone was 
running for, Brix said. When It 
went down to 4:12 everyone was 
trying for that and, as a conse­
quence, many were running under 
the old mark. Now. with the record 
at 4:10 the boys are shading 4:12 
every time they go on the track.

Brix said that theory has always 
worked out in his own case. His 
first goal, when he started putting 
the shot, was to beat an older broth­
er. He knew he had to do 45 feet 
to do that and did. Then he want­
ed to win the west coast title.

In one case 
you train according to your own 
methods for a couple of weeks, then 
run one race. In the Olympics you 
run three times in three days 
against the pick of the world. And 
if you can win that third 1,500- 
meter Jaunt you're a man.

The Iron man stunts of Brock- 
smith and Nordell—Frank did a 
1:54 half the same night he ran his 
4.13 mile — and Venzke's two' re­
cord breaking efforts over the space 
of a week indicate these boys not 
only have the speed but they have 
the heart and the stamina It takes 
to make an Olympic champion.

Every woman who buys and han­
dles food should realize the import­
ance of sanitary food protection 
and Ihe danger of 'health risks 
through food contamination. She 
may not be able personally to super­
vise all the operations in her house­
hold before the food reaches the 
table, but she can insist on specific 
precautions which will protect her 
family against those diseases which 
are known to be transmitted 
through the careless handling of 
foodstuffs and the utensHs used in 
their preparation.

I t seems to be accepted these 
days that any person suffering 
from a cold should isolate himself 
from his fellow workers. How­
ever, in the home kitchen, little 
attention is paid to this measure. 
Of courss it’s often impossible for 
the woman who does her own work 

and has “Just a cold" to keep out 
of the kitchen, but if she will 
take the simple precaution of cov­
ering her nose and mouth with 
several thicknesses of cheesecloth, 
mask-fashion, while she’s baking 
and cooking, she will do much to 
safeguard the health of her fam­
ily. The silver and aishes used 
by any member of a family who 
has a cold should be covered with 
boiling water and allowed to stand 
at least five minutes before wash­
ing with the rest of the dishes. 
This is' particularly true of the

service which comes in cants
with the person’s mouth.

Dish-Water Must Be Hot 
At all times dishes and glass

ware should be washed in sudsy
water as hot as the dish washer 
can stand and rinsed in scalding 
water. Glassware will stand very
hot water if it is placed flat in a 
pan of hot water poured into the 
pan but not on the glass until the 
glass is covered. An excellent way 
to wash the silver is to put it from 
washing in hot suds into a colan­
der placed in a large pan. Pour 
boiling water over the silver. Lift 
colander from pan and polish sil- 
cer on a clean towel. As soon as 
lifted from the water the silver 
will be dry, but it will look blurry 
If it isn't wiped.

A well ventilated kitchen with a 
sunny exposure at some time dur­
ing the day is essential. Dark cor­
ners and little "Jogs" are ideal 
dust catchers and hard to keep

country simply means that the cur- 
lency of that nation Is redeemable 
la  gold coin or gold bullion as the 
necessity or occasion may require.

There is no possibility of the 
United States going off the gold 
standard, because of the large 
quaniity of gold In the United Stated 
Gne-half of the world's monetary 
gold is in this country. All our 
currency is redeemable in gold or 
gold bullion at the United States 
treasury or Federal R e s e r v e  
bank.

France does not have a gold stan­
dard though it has next to the larg­
est supply of gold. The banks of 
France will sell or buy gold but sets 
the price.

No country uses gold as currency 
due to the Inconvenience of hand­
ling and the deterioration through 
handling. Many countries go off 
Me gold standard because of their In 
ability to redeem other currertcy 
in old. The gold is used in inter­
national debt settlements and is of­
ten, drained from a country's trea­
sury.

Mr. Patrick told of the large 
amount of money which had been 
withdrawn from banks in the Unit­
ed States within the last 15 months 
and explained the difficult situation 
in which many banks had been 
placed.

He urged a better interest by the 
people in governmental affairs, from 
city to national affairs.
