Poppy Sale To
Be Held May 28

Every.penny which the people of
Pampa contribute for poppies on
May 28, Poppy day, will go to the
relief of the living victims of the
World war.

The bulk of the money will re-
main right here in Pampa, to fi-
rance the auxiliary’s relief activities
among needy veterans and their
families here.

The local sale will be a part of
a nation-wide observance. On May
28, two days before memorial day,
more than 10,000,000 Lhight red
paper replicas of the poppies of
Flanders field will be offered for
sale by auxiliary women through-
out the nation.

“How soon will the poppy work
begin again?” is the questior asked
by thousands of men in government
hospitals in many parts of the
country. The answer to this ques-
tion depends entirely on how many
poppies are sold or: “Poppy day.”

During the winter and spring sev-
eral thousand disabled veterans
have been employed making the
little red flowers which the auxi-
liary will sell. Now nearly 10,000,
000 of the flowers have been com-
pleted. The job is nearly done.

How soon these men, who are
barred from \most occupations be-
cause they shcrifice their Hhealth
and strergth/in their country's de-
fense, can placed back to work
depends entirely on the public’s re-
sponse to the guxiliary’'s poppy sale
here May 28.) If the millions of

ppies Mave made for this
ar’'s Sale are taken readily by the
bl the auxiliary will be en-
c ed to begin work early on a
larger supply for next year.
The situation for ‘the diszabled
veterans is especially desperate this
year. Even ir norimal times it was
difficult for them to find any means
of earning money and under pres-
ent employement conditions the
auxiliary's poppy program offers
almost the only possibility.
In Englard 30,000,000 poppies are
sold each year and approximately
2,500,000 raised for relief work.

Famous Vitamins
May Be Produced
On Large Scale

CAMBRIDGE, Eng., May 14 (#
—Industrial production of the four
famous vitamins. A, B, C, and D,
was believed to have been brought
much nearer today by the an-
nouncement of a series of discov-
eriee made by two young British
scientists, Drs. F. B. Bowden ard
C. P. Snow of Camibridge university.

The discoveries were described by

Sir Federick Hopkirs, president of
the Royal Bociety, and ‘world-fa-
mous authority on vitamins, as of
“major importance.”
In making the announcement,
Bowder and Snow said they had
evidence indicating they had pro-
duced vitamin A from a substance
caled carotene by treating it with
ultra-violet rays of a certain wave-
length,

(Carotene is described as a red-
dish substance found in carrois,
which gives them their character-
istic color).

They also had evidence, they said,
that they had succeeded in identify-
irg that part of the molecule of
vitamin B which is responsible for
its biological effects.

They said they discovered a
method of distinguishing between

pature of vitamin C-—whether this
vitamin is hexuronic acid or whe-
ther it is produced from narcotine
by the action of light.

Besides thees findings, they said
they were able now to suggest im-
provemerts which will increase the
eificiency of present metheds of
manufacturing vitamin D, which is
known commercially as calciferol.

Their discoveries, they sald, were
made through development of pre-
cise methods of spectroscopic analy-
sis, using rays of light of one pre-
cise coolr which they obtained with
a powerful apparatus involving the
uee of large crystals of - natural
quartz.
