County officers believed they
uncovered a huge theft ring here
last night when they recovered
about $5,000 worth of loot at a
residence five miles south of
Pampa. The merchandise’ was
identified this morning as hav-
ing been stolen in Gray, Arm-
strong, Carson and Roberts co- |
unties. |
Preliminary hearing is being held

this afternoon for Joe Mitohell, at
whose home the merchandise was
found, his wife, Marie Mitchell and
WL O. Speigle, all charged with day-
light burglary, before W.'S. Baxter,
justice of the peace. The 31st dis-
trict court grand jury is due to in-
vestigate the charge against Mitch-
ell this afternoon. All three were
heing held in jail at neon today.
They were arrested about 11 o'clock
Iast night.

The officers brought two truck
of clothing, food and silver-
to the courthouse where most

of it was identified this morning.

The thefts, mostly in rural com-

munities, have occurred during the
past two months. Sheriff Lon L.
Blanscet of Gray county afd Sher-
iff J. W. McCormick of Carson
county have been investigating the
thefts for several weeks. The last
theft was reported yesterday after-
noon in Carson county near Pan-
handle.

The home of Stanley Kretzmeier,
three miles northwest of Pampa,
was burglarized about a monsth ago.
Clothing, canned food and eggs were
taken. A few days later the homes of
Roy Ritter, Clyde King and Wil-
lard McAdams, south of Pampa,
were robbed. The other places have
been looted during the past two
weeks.

More than 100 dresses and gowns,
about 35 mens’ suits, severdl coats
and other wearing apparel have been
identified. Canned meat, vegetables,
sugar, flour, beans, eggs and meat
have also been recovered.

Carson county homes robbed in-
cluded those of W. V. Aiken, Bruce
Martin, Antone Gorgelik, Tuffy Mc-
Dowell and Clyde Lawson. In Claude
the home of Mrs. Mary Kerrick and
Alfred Reck were entered. Residents
of Roberts county whose homes were
entered had not arrived here up to
noon.

Sheriff Blanscet believes that 25
burglaries will be solved with the
finding of the clothing and food.

AGENT DESCRIBES HOW YARDS
AND GARDENS WILL BE JUDGED

By RALPH THOMAS
County Agent and Chairman Yard
and Garden Contest

The first inspection of the judg-
ing of the Lions club yard and gar-
den contest will he made Thursday
by County Agent Jack D. Hudson of
Claude. This will be one of the two
or three inspections to be made be-
fore awards are finally made. The
second inspection will be made at
the height of the growing season,
and if the third inspection is déem-
ed necessary by the committee it
will be made in early fall.

Both front and rear yards will be
judged, the front yard counting 25
per cent for a perfect score, and
the rear grounds 60 per cent, while
15 per cent will be allowed for al-
ley and parkings. The rear yard
will be given higher scoring possi-
biities than the front. Pride keeps
up the front yard while labor and
love for gardening does the job in
the rear. The idea is to encour-
age everyone to have an “out-door
living room.”

To encourage improvements re-
gardless of conditions, a possible
score of 10 per cent is given for im-
provements made this year in each
of the front and rear yards. Credit

Some of the rescued were unable

all of them were dressed in night-
clothes They had lost all their

belongings

There was great distress and an-
xiety among the survivors as hus-
bands, wives and children had be-
come separated in the confusion of
the last frightful minutes on the
Georges Philapvoar Men did not
know whether their wives still liv-
ed.

Schedu!g _Adopted

WASHINGTON, May 17 (#)—The
senate today adopted the new in-
come tax schedule of the compro-
mise revenue measure.

The compromise rates were ap-
proved by viva' voce votes after the
deminant bi-party coalition support-
ing the non-partisan billion dollar
bill had turned to attempts to im-
pose higher income levies in the
place of the special excise taxes.

The new income tax schedule pro-
vides rates of 3 per cent on the first
$4,000 taxable income, six per cent
on the next $4,000 and nine percent
on ingcome above $8,000.

The new surtax schedule is the
same as that approved by the house
up to the rate of 40 per cent on in-
come in excess of $100,000. The
senate added brackets to provide a
maximum rate of 45 per cent on in-
come over $1,000,000.

Completion of the income tax
schedule—the heart of the bill—
encouraged leaders to speed ahead,

AUSTIN, May 17. (#)~The Su-
preme Court of Texas today upheld
decisions the Travis county distriet
court and the Third court of elvil
appeals finding that marufacture
and sale of ice was not a_ public
utility in the absence of legislative
enactment so designating it.

The case was brought by the state
against the Gulf States Utilities
company to collect $23,112 franchise
tax claimed due for 1930. The com-
pany claimed it was entitled to pay
a franchise tax ir the lower bracket
e
sttde claimeéd that when it entered
into the manufacture and sale of
fce it could not be classified as a
public utility, although it also was
engaged in dispensing electric power
and rendering other services in the
public utility class.

The Supreme court denied the
compary's application for a writ of
error.

James V. Allred, Texas attorney
general, claimed that approximately
$125,000 in franchise taxes due the
state, payment of which was held
in abeyance by public utilities pend-
ing final determination of this suit,
