Hoover is accepted everywhere as a 
foregone conclusion. That of Vice- 
President Curtis is not. although 
it still appears most probable. On 
that most-discussed platform issue, 
prohibition, there is a bewilderment 
and fidgety sensitiveness, with opin­
ion veering toward a simply-word­
ed planlc, resubmitting the question, 
without recommendation, to the 
voters.

Hoover Men Wary 
Talk of a possible stampede away 

from administration desires on the 
vice-presidency or on prohibition 
went swiftly tonight along the still 
sparsely populated hotel row on 
Michigan boulevard, center of the 
real maneuvering of many a past 
convention. Most of the Hoover 
leaders appeared entirely confident 
nothing would come of it; but they 
were at work earnestly to stamp 
out the flying sparks

BANK CASHIER 
KILLS HIMSELF 
AT CLARENDON

Holman Kennedy Is 
In Suicide On 

Saturday
CLARENDON, June 11. ISP).— 

Holman Kennedy. 37, cashier of the 
Donley County State bank here and 
president of the Panhandle Bank­
ers’ association, died today of a 
self-inflicted gun wound.

Kennedy early this* afternoon 
sauntered into the Buntin funeral 
parlor here, greeted and attendant 
with “Hello. Thomas, how arc you?" 
whipped out an automatic and sent 
a bullet through his brain.

There is no known reason for the 
act. friends and relatives said.

In a letter to his wife, the bank 
cashier named the pall bearers for 
his funeral, which will be held Sun­
day at his home at 4 p. m.

M,r Kennedy was popular in 
banking circles throughout West 
Texas. He had been cashier of the 
Donley County State bank since 
early in 1924

Besides his widow, the parents, 
Mr. and Mrs. Tom Kennedy, long­
time residents of Clarendon, and a 
daughter, Jo Ellen, survive him.

The banker inflicted the wound 
about 12:55 p. m. and died at 2:10 
p. m. without regaining conscious­
ness. The wound was behind the 
right ear. He had been noticeably 
worried for several days, and had 
been out of town for a short time 
before returning today He walked 
to the funeral home after leaving 
his car at a garage to be washed

In a note to his wife, he asked a 
quick funeral and named the fol­
lowing pallbearers: Sam Dyer, 
Forest Taylor, Clyde J Douglas, C. 
C. Powell, H. B Kerbow. Meredith 
Gentry.

Wichita Falls 
Candidate Will

Delayed a day by Friday night's 
half-inch rain, which left the road­
bed soft, the rail-laying crew on the 
new Fort Worth & Denver Northern 
line from Childress will complete its 
last couple of miles Monday—unless 
another rain falls.

It will be June 20 before ballasting 
is comDleted and the new rail line 
in readiness for traffic, it was said 
yesterday at the main offices of the 
Fort Worth and Denver City rail­
road which will lease' and operate 
the railway

Construction of the 110-milc line 
from Chiidresfi to Pampa has been 
achieved in record time. Work be- 
ban early this year. The line holds 
the distinction of being the only rail 
project under construction in the 
United States at present, railroad 
men derlared. Approximate cost is 
$4,000,000.

A special train of railroad offi­
cials will be the first to go over the 
new rails.

The train, setting out from Fort 
Worth, will include in the passenger 
list Ralph Budd, preslden' of the 
Burlington system lines; E. P. Brac­
ken, executive vice-president of the 
Burlington System lines; Bruce 
Scott, vice-president and general 
counsel for the Chicago, Burlington 
and Quincy and for the Colorado 
and Southern railways, and A. W. 
Newton, chief engineer, C. B. & Q., 
all of Chicago.

Two officials from Denver will be 
on the special train. They are Rob­
ert Rice, vice-presdient and general 
manager of the Colorado Southern, 
and R C. Gowdy, chief engineer.

It is likely that the entire gener­
al staff of the Fort Worth and Den­
ver will join the party, including 
John A. Hulen, vice-president; J. D 
Farrington, general manager; J. H.

R. S. Sterling, opening his cam­
paign for reolection here tonight, 
promised that if he is returned 
to the chief executive's office he 
will give a continuation of what 
he termed ‘ honest government,; 
responsible government, and busi­
ness-like government."
His address was devoted wholly to 

a review of accomplishments of his 
administration

"The governor's office is the big­
gest business jcb in this big state >r 
any other state.' Governor Sterling 
said. "I have treated it as a huge 
business task and conducted its af­
fairs in a business-like manner."

He said the .platf orm of his can­
didacy “ is the record of accom­
plishments and conduct of my ad­
ministration "

Cites Record
“Two years ago I told the people 

of Texas that if elected governor I 
would manage the state's business 
on a business-like basis." he said. 
“The indelible record bears witnessf V) n f hfle been de-ie * •-» „   
phase of the government over which
the chiei executive nas a contru.i.ug 
Infloenos."

Discussing state finances, he said 
his administration faced a deficit of 
approximately $4,500,000 at the out­
set He said appropriation bills 
passed in 1931 to finance the state 
government for the ensuing two 
years, together with the prospect ef 
shrinking tax collections, raised the 
estimate of the deficit to $11,390,000 
by the close of the biennium August 
31, 1933.

"By executive veto of $3,621,897 of 
these appropriations and other ec­
onomies, supplemented by the im­
position of taxes on cement, cigar­
ettes sulphur, and natural gas. each 
cf which helped hold down taxes on 
real property, the deficit was reduc­
ed a negligible sum and soon will b?

He said he favored the submission 
to the people of the proposed con­
stitutional amendment to exempt all 
homesteads to the extent of $3,000 
assessed valuation from all state 
taxes.

"I shall always be proud that un­

der my administration, this forward 
step was taken in lightening the 
tax burdens on Texas homes," the 
Governor said.

The Circle 
Shell, a British tanker, is on its 
way to Curacao, Dutch West Indies, 
having sailed recently from Ham­
burg. shipping records here 'bowed.

Hausner, a 31-year-old lateur 
pilot of 10 years' experience, left 
Floyd Bennett field here at 7:46 a. 
m.. central standard time, June 3.

Nearer home, the grain 
is rapidly turning but there is a distinct greenish tinge.

Wheat is still king of the crops on these north plains, 
though.the price is, with surpluses in sight despite the 
drought in some states, still very unsatisfactory. The 
federal farm board, condemned and defended bitterly, 
claims credit for having helped the wheat growers one 
year hut certainly there can he no credit for anyone 
under present conditions. The cost of government in­
terference is, in the absence of any legislation going 
to the heart of abuses in marketing, lamentably expen­
sive. Setting up competition to private traders is not 
an efficient way of curing market malpractices. * * * * *
News for Burglars

Drastic economy often furnishes good news for prowl­
ers who , welcome police department personnel slashes. 
The news soon circulates when a city is inadequately 
policed. It is becoming obvious that night prowlers have 
picked Pampa for a series of depredations. Thieving, 
most of it minor, is becoming a nightly occurrente. Little 
thefts soon become bigger ones if not curbed.

Pampa’s police department has been reduced in the 
interest of economy and the reduction was in harmony 
with a general public demand. It was another “ noble 
experiment” and we are not criticizing the city for try­
ing it. We do make the observation, however, that it is 
time to give the burglars a little news of a less hospitable 
nature. The “ force” must he increased until it can stop 
the night raids, even though gradual reduction of the 
personnel may be possible when the situation is in hand.

Policing is a costly proposition. Most cities average 
one or more officers per thousand population. Catching 
burglars is not an activity which tends to pay for the 
cost of policing through fines. Protection of life and 
property is a fundamental duty of government. We 
trust the c>ty commission will provide this protection, and 
that the citizens will regard the step as a necessity, not 
an extravagance. And the citizens, moreover, can co­
operate by making successful burglaries more difficult. 
The alternative is for drastic economy lovers to sit up
nights with their shotguns.* * * * *
Unhappy Politicos

Unhappy, indeed, are the politicians who aspire to 
attract the favor of voters in this vast state. The lengthy 
ballot for congressman-at-large positions has complicated 
matters tremendously for all hut the best known candi­
dates. And there are other candidates who have real 
problems. Judge A. B. Martin of Plainview and Amarillo, 
candidate to succeed himself in his appointive post of 
associate justice of the Court of Civil Appeals at Am­
arillo. remarked that lie had about 46 counties and 
120,000 persons to contact in some manner before the 
primary. That is no small task for even a man of his 
admitted ability, ami lie is conscientious enough to de­
sire to give most of his time to his work, not his cam­
paign. Other candidates are similarly embarrassed.

Commissioner Terrell of the railroad commission is 
fortunate in having a name which is so well and favor­
ably known in Texas politics that it is said to be worth 
100,000 votes. That is a handicap for Lee Satterwhite, 
despite the latter’s once quite liberal and still substantial 
fame in this state. * * * * *
Colorado-Gulf Road Builder

Heard: A lot of fellows talking about the road­
building ability of one C. H. Walker of Pampa. The 
local man has not been particularly well known for it 
since moving here, there being no need, but the fact is 
that he was once president of the Colorado-to-Gulf 
Highway association and is popular over the whole route. 
The long concrete ribbon which makes up much of the 
highway is a monument to road-building efforts in the
counties along that route.

On Majority Rule

Majority rule i* not always palatable, however neces­
sary. Suppose the majority of voters should wish to 
abolish the Eighteenth amendment—it follows that the 
constitution is as flexible as the mass will of the elec­
torate. Those of us who have always advocated tem­
perance cannot overlook the fact that prohibition, once 
accomplished, is not “ locked up" in the constitution for­
ever. Although amending the constitution is very, very 
difficult and repeal even more so, it cannot be assumed 
that the majority will always he of the same mind. The 
point to which we are writing is that templerance is 
what Is most des'red under present conditions. Compul­
sion has not been satisfactory and will never be without 
general temperance. The most lamentable thing about 
prohibition has not been the rise of bootlegging, for that 
was expected r it is the dnppping of temperance cam­
paigns and concentrating of all attention on “ You must!” 

Drunkenness has declined in this section and many 
others, but respect for a prohibition law that doea not 
prohibit has lessened respect for other laws. Abandon­
ment of crusades for personal temperance and seif-denial 
has been replaced with tirades against peddlers o f booze. 
Selling, not drinking, haR received all the abuse and 
condemnation. There is the same possibility for tour 
perance today NJiat there waa in saloon days.

Temperance is still a national goal. Drinking is 
more dangerous than ever before became of faster travel.
Prohibition without genera! temperance will continue to 
prove unsatisfactory. The new generation of voters knows
of the evils of the sa-.oon only by reading and hear-say. 
Do not forget that prohibition was to have been the 
way toward national temperance. Temperance is the 
goal, prohibition an experiment in methods to attain 
that goal. Those who assumed that prohibition laws 
alone would solve the temperance problem were and 
are sorely mistaken. Moreover, it is necessary though 
regrettable to have to concede that many persons who 
desire temperance are doubtful of the ability to compel 
it by law. • * . • * •
Budgeting' Is Taught

Budget-making institutes will be held under aus­
pices of the West Texas chamber of commerce in Lub­
bock June 24 and Breckenridge June 27. During bud­
gets is the new science o f the new economy in public 
administration. President Wilbur C. Hawk has struck 
a popular chord in placing emphasis upon the subject 
and in providing a means of learning wnat it is all 
about. Public expenditure committees from 126 towns 
are expected to attend the conferences. State laws in­
volved will he thoroughly discussed. At the request of 
Mr. Hawk, we print herewith the objectives of the public 
expenditure committees:'

“ To sponsor and urge in all affiliated communities 
the creation of a public expenditure committee, dedicated 
to preparation of local governmental budgets and af­
filiated with the central committee of the West Texas 
chamber of commerce in working on state and federal 
problems. i , ,

“ It shall be the duty of the central committee to 
outline to the local committees a definite budget proce­
dure and give to the local committees every possible staff 
and clerical assistance in preparation of data for local 
budgets and it is recommended that the central committee 
conduct an institute on budget making to which each 
local committee may send its secretary.

“ To develop a state-wide organization on the reduc­
tion of public expenditures.

“ To memorialize the Texas Legislature and the United 
States Congress to reduce public expenditues rather than 
impose new taxes.

“ Work to secure more economical form of eounty 
government as may be provided for in the enactment 
of a home rule measure for county government.

“ Work for reorganization of the state administrative 
machinery providing same will save at least a million 
and a half dollars annually.

“ Work for the reorganization o f the judiciary pro­
viding same will save $600,000 annually.

“ To sponsor more orderly auditing and tax collection 
procedure.”

The Power Bugaboo
That would have been an isslie anyway, however.

Switching the Burden

It was really an extraordinary thing that happened 
in the Senate, when the conference committee switched 
the burden from the pebiic utilities back to the private 
citizen’s back, with subsequent confirmation by a Senate 
majority vote.

Some persons ordinarily given to converuatfve speech 
have described it as "high-handed,”  "contemptible” and 
“ outrageous.”

Conference committees are supposed to make a 
final bill out of a House bill and a Senate bill, com­
promising and ironing, out differences until a product 
is obtained which will satisfy both branches. The con­
ferees from each house are expected to bold out fer the
details voted by their colleagues as far as it is practical.* * *
A Rear Goes Up

Least of all are they supposed to toss in any new 
ideas or any provisions that have been definitely reject­
ed. So when the Senate conferees came back with a 
domestic electricity tax payable by the householder after 
the Senate had turned down that propesul it was only 
natural that a roar went up that the “ power trust”  had 
been moving its fingers into national legislation once 
more.

Senators Reed Smoot of Utah and David A. Reed of 
Pennsylvania both offered amendments which placed the 
electricity tax on the consumer and (he Senate voted 
both those amendments down.

It imposed a 3 per cent tax upon energy sold by 
privately owned power companies, exempting municipal 
plants, with the clear aw! obvious intent o f  making the 
companies pay the levy.

* * * . ' > j

It was argued that some o f the tax might eventually 
be passed onto the consumers, but the power companies 
were opposed on the grourid that it cooldaTand it seemed 
that it certainly couldn’t until various state regulating 
bodies had made provisions for including the tax in 
electricity bills. Instances were cited of power companies 
still making enermous profits.

But after the Senate had declared itself. Senators 
Smoot, Reed and Jim Watson o f Indiana went wltfc bfco 
Democratic senators to meet the Bouse conferees and 
they all came out with a provision specifically taxing the 
electricity buyers, the tax to be coUaeted by the vendor.

What made this all the more remarkable was that 
the House, in its own MIL had not inserted any alfectricity 
tax at all.

Blame Tax on  Crisp

Smoot and Reed got away with it, although Howell 
of Nebraska raised a point o f  order and, when overrated 
by Vice President Curtis, forced *- vote on flit ruUhg. 
Smoot and Reed- said Congressman Crisp o f Georgia, 
heading the House conferees, was- responsible tor the 
change. Crisp had argued that the tax on the utilities 
would ruin many o f  them and damage many investors.

The group, which voted consistently against the con­
sumers’ tax waa made up entirely of Democrats and 
Republican progressives.

lb spite of general anxiety to rush through toe  tax 
bill, 33 senators- voted against the ruling even tho 
it would have prolonged final passage indeterminately 
The episode is bound to provide campaign fodder in 
some states.

But back in Washington Rayburn is silent.

There 
he’ll talk to you at any time about freight rates and the 
like.

But about Garner’s chances of getting the nomination
— never.

THE JUNKERS RETURN
Newspapers in Paris have been discovering a revival 

oi the old spiked-helmet, 1944 brand of German imper­
ialism lately.

Germany is turning once more to the chws that, led 
it up to and into the war. And in that fact there i& an 
indication of the woeful way in which the world at laige 
has failed to handle an acute problem.

The imperialism that guided German policy under 
the Hohenzollerns was not peculiar to Germany, of 
course. Every large European nation was more or lew 
infected. But Germany seems to have had the worst 
case, and the things that happened from T914 to 1918 
proved rather cearly that that imperialistic attitude, and 
the actions which it gives rise to, are ext nr me I y danger­
ous to the world’ well being.

After the armistice In 1918 imperialim, went reeling. 
It is the fashion now to sneer at the ” make the ’W orld  
safe for democracy” slogan of war day»; but, really, 
there was a whole lot in tt. At the end o f 1918 a long 
step had been taken toward accomplishment of that 
ideal. If the right kind of program could have beo* 
followed, imperialisa* would have been dead forever.

Bat today, nealy 14 yean after Ihe ofiwleRc* , the 
old imperialism is returning to Berlin; and it is impos­

sible to escape the conclusion that the world!*, blindness 
and stupidity helped, to revive it.

If a fairer, lean vengeful peace- cwald have been made, 
if the victors had not gone beyond all reason. &r trying 
to squeeze gold out or the conduced, if a real world­
wide disarmament program could have been a ccep ted - 
then the old Junker imperialism would not be- getting 
a  new lease on life.

What happened in 1914 wad tragic proof that world 
statesmanship had been incompetent. The events of 
this year seem to be offering us another proof.

These speeches often 
sound to the public ear1 like spon­
taneous outbursts of wisdom, but 
when they are examined closely it 
will be found that they contain lit­
tle that is really new, and nothin? 
that verges on dangerous ground.

The truth is that the keynote 
speech is passed around, among the 
leaders of all factors and revised 
over and aver in cases where there 
is doubt as to the political effect.

One of the most effective key­
notes ever delivered was that of 
Warren G. Harding, in the republi­
can convention of 1916. It rallied 
th party after the big solit of 1912. 
and offended neither wing. That 
was accomplished, and could have 
been accomplished, only after the 
most intensive and widespread blue- 
penciling.

The keynoter really is a phrase- 
maker, rather than a source of 
party doctrine.

This is what Elihu Root 'said about 
it some time back at a private din­
ner:

basis of political action by the 
great self-governing democracies.

three kinds of producers—drouth, 
hall, and the bliskard for the farm­
er and rancher; and the dry hole 
tor the producer.

That’s enough punishment for 
anyone trying to make himself use­
ful In his lifetime to his fellowman. 
and an honest provider of bread, 
clothing, and shelter for hts family.

But If the law. made by erring 
human beings, provides that the 
owner of land must pay 80 per cent 
of the taxes gathered In the state 
while at the same time other forms 
of wealth that can be hidden from 
the eye and can make more and 
easier money, pay only 20 percent: 
when It Is possible for powerful 
combinations to come Into the state 
and carry on thel* t attic such 
a manner that no independent oil 
producer, who almost always Is the 
pioneer In the business, can confi­
dently hope to obtain the reward 
for his hazardous enterprise, but 
must figure on being squeezed out 
and possibly bankrupted: when 
these same powerful combinations 
can successfully pilfer oil and gas 
from under the wells 'o f  royalty 
owners and nothing can be done 
about it just because the law is in­
adequate;—then that is more pun­
ishment than we producers ought 
to stand for. There Is no one that 
can successfully Histify that sort 
of thing to a civilized man.

Farming and ranching and oil 
production are the sole guarantee 
of the existence and solvency of 
this district. Take away their on- 
portunlty to survive In a respectable 
manner and you have a Waste be­
fore you. That Is the long and the 
short of it.

I am a farmer in Collingsworth 
county, working like sin, like the 
Jrest of you producers, trying to 
make an honest living and rear mv 
children to a useful citizenship. I 
have felt the handlcao recited above 
on mv own hide fully and I am 
voicing the producer's sense of out­
rage at such a state of affairs.

I am entering the rase fur State 
representative for the 122 legislative 
dftfrict t  am doing so because 
not a few friends insist that I have 
the ability, a fair share of common 
decency among men. and the “guts,” 
for the task of a state representa­
tive and that therefore I ought to 
offer myself -So the voters of this 
district far that duty.

I am talking to you producers 
who create the wealth of the dis­
trict. and 10 your wives. If you 
thtnk that my IS years of fanning 
have taught me some economic 
sense, like it must have done to 
vou. you will probably vote for me 
But that Isn't enough. Your friends 
among the lawyers, the doctors, 
preachers, merchants, and so on, 
who know where the wealth comes 
from, need to help you. And I  sup­
pose they will, with your encourage­
ment and counsel. They and you 
and I all of us together make un 
on economic unit In which you and 
I constitute the foundation and 
they Che superstructure. Once that 
the foundation must give way the 
superstructure will also (rack and 
crumble In dismal misery.

I can’t expect to get acquainted 
with many of vou in the short time 
that is left before the primaries. If 
you let me know when there are 
meetings in your territory, I’ll try 
tc be there.

Lee Bobbitt, a former speaker of 
the Texas House, once said that the 
farmer got nowhere because he was 
not represented either in the -legis­
lature or by a Hobby. Everybody else 
was represented both ways, and he 
got what he wanted.—"Thou slug­
gard!" said King Solomon In hts 
day.
