The big parade formed on South
Cuyler street under the direction of
Dr. R. A. Webb., chairman of the
parade committee of the Junior
chamber of commerce and Board of
City Development. Another parade,
one of contrasts, will be held Sat-
urday morning at 10 o'clock.

Old Gilory led the parade looking
back over bands, oldtimers, old ve-
hiclea, cowboys, and ¢ow girls and
newcomers alike. The Pampa high
school hand follcwed the colors.
There were oldtimers on horseback
and there were others who were born
in Gray county, and still make their
home here.

Revenue Beer
Hopeless Idea

WASHINGTON, May 26 (#)—The
beer-for-revenue idea has taken its
death blow, for this session ot con- |
gress at least. \

This insistently advocated pro-
ject—to legalize beer containing 2.75 ‘
per cent alcohol so as to swell the
nation’s coffers without. imposing
severe taxes—came once again be-
fore the senate yesterday and it
was voted down 55 to 26.

The proposal came up this time
as an amendment, by Senator Bing-
ham (R., Conn.), to substitute a two
cents a pint tax on beer for all the
excise levies in the billion dollar re- |
venue bill. A few votes were gained
by beer advocates apove last week’s
senate vote on an attempt to use
beer for financing a public con-
struction bond issue. Separated from
the latter controverted question, the
new vote was regarded by senators
on both sides as the last word.

LOSES BATTLE
ON PHONE RATE

SAN ANTONIO, May 26 (#)—Ef-
forts of the city of San Antonio to
restore telephone rates in effect here
prior to March, 1928, received a get-
back yesterday when Judge Joseph
B. Dibrell of Seguin, special master
in the controyersy, filed his report
with the United States district clerk.

He upheld the contention of the
Southwestern Bell Telephone com-
pany that its raise in rates of from
25 to 33 1-3 per cent early in 1928
was justified and that its earnings
were fair and reasonable, based on
the company’s investment here.

The decision is based on testimony
brought out in two hearings before
him here.

Judge Dibrell recommended that
the temporary injunction against
the city’s interference with rates
set by the company be made per-
manent and carried a reservation
“that if existing conditions shoulud
change so that the rates prescribed
by a city ordinance are no longer
confiscatory, the city may apply to
the court for a proper modification
of the decree.”

The ordinance referred to was
passed by the city = commissioners
early in 1928 and would have re-
quired the commissioner's approval
of any rates set by the company be-
fore they could become effective.
This step was taken by the city af-
ter the company had made formal
application to increase its monthly
residential rate from $3 to $¢ and
the business rate from $7.50 to $9.

JAPAN'S MILITARY POLICY IN
MANCHURIA STAYS FOR PRESENT

TOKYO, May 26 (#»—Japan’s mil-
itary policy in Manchuria was more
firmly entrenched than ever today
when, at the last minute, General
Sadao Araki was named to continue
in his post of war minister under
the new cabinet of Admiral Saito.

The stocky little militarist with
the long black mustache accepted
a reappointment shortly before
noon.

General Araki’s acceptance com-
pleted the list and enabled Admiral
Saito, the new premier-designate, to
announce to Emperor Hirohito that
the national coalition government
to succeed that of the slain Premier
Suyoshi Inukal finally whs formed.

Retention of General Araki guar-
antees the continuation of the pres-
ent military policies in Manchuria
which have been criticized through-
out the world and are at present the

The decision reached by the
Board of Trade directors last night
was based on charges that rules of
the excharge were violated in the
transfer of the grain company to
the government a year and a half
ago. The directors also suspended
two officers of the Updike company.

“Regardless of the fact that these
men were officers of the Farm
Board subsidiary, financed by the
government, we had no other re-
course if the Integrity of the ex-
charge is to be maintained,” said
a statement which accompanied the
decision.

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CONVICTION CITED BY JUDGE

Insufficient testimony
would not “warrart or ' sustain a
verdict of guilty” was given by
Judge W. R. Ewing as his reason
for an instructed

for false swearing.

The case which held the atten-
tion of courts and grand juries in
Gray county for a year ard a half
came to an abrupt conclusion after
three witnesses testified and the
state rested. A motion for an in-
structed verdict was presented by
Mr. Jacksons' attorneys, Chas. C.
Cook and John Sturgeon.

‘ The ivdictment was based upon
an affdavit made before R. C. Wil-
son, county auditor, in which the
defendant declared that a bill of
$3,840 for 1,280 yards of gravel
spread on the Mcllroy refinery road,
was true. The grand jury charged

that Mr. Jackson swore falsely in |

making the affidavit.

The state's case was based upon
the testimony of County Ergineer
A. H. Doucette who stated yester-
day morning that he measured the
gravel placed on the road to be
643.3 yards of gravel instead of 1,280,
and of W. B. Hendricks, checker
on the job.

In granting the motion for an
instructed verdict, Judge Ewirg de-
clared that Hendricks made a bet-
ter witness for the defense than for
the state. He pointed out that Mr.
Doucette did not figure the amount
of gravel placed on the approaches
to the railroad crossing and to the
Mellroy refinery, and that Mr. Hen.
dricks” books did not irclude gravel
hauled for two and one-half days
in three trucks from the Schafer
pit.
