WASHINGTON, May 10. OP)— 
Taking up again the question of 
first aid for the distressed domestic 
oil Industry, a senate committee to­
day resumed consideration of the 
Thomas bill for approval of inter­
state regulatory compacts.

Mlembers of tlie oil states advisory 
committee already have notified 
the group they would submit an 
amendment to the measure spon­
sored by the Oklahoma democrat 
and that It would ask for ways of 
restricting Imports.

The purpose, they explained, was 
to protect the domestic producer In 
his efforts at conservation and cur­
tailment of the oil flow with a like 
reduction in petroleum from abroad 
as a matter of Justice to the Amer­
ican well operator.

Meanwhile, the oil states' group, 
composed of the representatives of 
the governors of California. Okla­
homa, Texas, Kansas, New Mexico, 
Arkansas. Wyoming, Ohio. Louisi­
ana and Colorado, are standing back 
of their recent recommendation 
that the states curtail their produc­
tion still more.

One of the provisions of the 
Thomas bill about which much dis- 

jiters and for which 
1 be urged by the states’ 
Is that setting up the 

federal-state boards to carry 
out the bill's program.

The state's representatives con­
tend the present setup gives the 
government too much authority and 
control and ask that federal mem­
bership be limited to one vote.

Chder the bill, any oompaets in 
next three years after passage 
would receive automatically the ap­
proval of congress, if and when 
ratified by the states’ legislatures, 
and empowers President Hoover to 
proclaim them In effect 
• The purpose of the bill is con­
servation, through regulation of 
production and distribution as 
agreed upon by the states, following 
the general program outlined In the 
measure.

Pampans Get Station Contract
Boyington and Glover To 

Start Work in Next Two 
Weeks Here.

John T. Glover and O. L. Boying­
ton of Pampa were awarded the 
contract for the construction oi 
the Fort Worth and Denver railway 
station at Pampa, it was learned 
this morning. The bids were open­
ed in Fort Worth last Thursday but 
the contract was not awarded until 
yesterday.

C. S. Lamble of Amarillo will 
erect the station at Shamrock. T. D. 
Sumner of Wellington was award­
ed the contract to build the Well­
ington depot. No other contracts 
have been awarded.

The local station will be 40 feet 
wide by 100 feet long and of brick 
veneer The brick to be used will 
be a light madoro blend. The build­
ing will be 23 feet high with a red 
asbestos tile roof. It will be locat­
ed on the Tenacre addition in South 
Pampa where the Olson and Bar­
nett hotels were formerly located 
at the comer of South Russell and 
Brown streets

The building will consist of a 
ticket office, separate waiting rooms 
for whites and black, rest rooms, 
freight, express and baggage rooms, 
and office. The floor in the main 
waiting room will be of terrazo. The 
rest rooms will have tile floors and 
wainscoting.

There will be a 300-foot brick 
platform along the main line tracks.

Gas Restriction 
Agreeable Here

Action of the Texas Railway com­
mission yesterday in restricting gaa 
production In the Panhandle will 
meet little opposition from com­
panies and landowers in this sec­
tion of the field. Many producers 
said this morning that they were 
well pleased that the commission 
had taken the action which was 
suggested at a hearing held here 
February 15.

At that time producers agreed 
that a reduction from 50 to 25 per 
cent of the potential would still 
maintain the pressure In the wells. 
Local men declare that the steps 
taken by the commission will not 
curtail the amount of gas being 
taken from the field but will allow 
gas to be taken from more wells.

The commission has been endeav­
oring to find some means of saving 
the Panhandle gas field for several 
years. Gas conservation has been 
an imoortant factor tn the field and 
it is believed the present plan will 
work.

TIME AND TEMPERATURE ARE
STRESSED BY FOODS TEACHER

“There’s more magic In the oven 
than In any other kitchen article" 
declares Mrs. Rusk Ihrig, the famed 
home economist whose free cook­
ing school Is scheduled here for May 
17-29 a t the city auditorium under 
the auspices of The NEWS.

"Time and temperature count for 
everything in baking.” says Mrs. 
Ihrig. “And lucky is the housewife 
who has one of the modem ranges 
with the automatically regulated 
oven. With It, it is possible to cook 
meals just by putting them In the 
even, setting the regulator annd for­
getting about them.

“Otherwise, one has to be right 
there every minute—or any inter­
ruption may mean 'cremate' bis­
cuits.”

“Just plain mechanical measure­
ments of time and temperature are 
the secrets of baking,” Mrs: Ihrig 
says. “The modem bakery, put­
ting out thousands of loaves dally, 
bakes bread on moving trays which 
travel through an  oven at a regu­
lated speed. Constant temperature 
is maintained. There's no element of 
chance to spoil a batch of bread.

“Without the automatic oven, the 
housewife can attain perfect results 
with her biscuits, pies and cakes 
simply by doing the same thing the 
baker does," declares Mrs. Ihrig, 
“keeping the oven temperature even 
and watching her clock to see that 
the dish stays in the oven for Just 
exactly the right length of time."

Baking will plan an Important 
part in Mrs. Ihrlg’s cooking school. 
Just as it does in every kitchen.

The noted expert will feature 
“oven breakfasts” and "made-in-the- 
momlng” dinners on one day of the 
big free vent for women, and will 
talk about “cooking by absent 
treatment.” using her oven regula­
tor range.

WASHINGTON, May 10 (JP)—Not 

even a tremor shook the senate 
walls yesterday as that august and 
select chamber was ruled briefly 
and for the first time In its history 
by a woman.

I t was "Madam President” for the 
dignified representatives of the 48 
states when Vice-President Curtis 
decided to take a rest and invited 
Mrs. Hattie W. Caraway to take his 
place on the rostrum.

Her rule was uneventful, with no 
difficult questions to settle and 
since one member held the floor 
throughout it was not even nea 
sary for a senator to address her by 
the strange title which was hers.

But Mrs. Caraway, by coincidence 
or design, made the occasion Im­
pressive. Soon after stepping down 
she announced She would seek re- 
election in her own right. In a  sur­
prise to the political leaders of her 
noma state of Arkansas, she filed 
notice of her candidacy for a full 
six-year term. She Is completing 
now the unexplred term of her late 
husband, Senator Thaddeus H. Car­
away, after being appointed last 
November and subsequently elected, 
in a special contest, to serve until 
next March.

She faces big political opposition 
with six candidates In the field 
against her. Many of them are vet­
erans in public office and destin- 
guished In state affairs.

The Rare Vienna Coup 
BY TOM O'NEIL

One of the most infrequent mas­
ter plays at bridge is the Vienna 
coup by which the declarer deliber­
ately sets up a card for an oppon­
ent.

A grand slam a t no trump by 
means of the coup and the squeeze 
is among the accomplishments of 
Willard Kara, who won the only 
national Individual championship 
tourney ever held. Here was the 
hand:

see of spades, which, of course, sets 
up the opponents’ king. This, of 
course, is the essence of the Vienna 
coup.

"By this play I got two chances to 
win an otherwise impossible hand: 
1—dropping the blank king of 
spades (this did not happen). 2— 
finding the spade king and the 
heart queen and knave In the same 
tricks and 150 aces.

“Tricks 8, 9 and 10 were taken by 
dummy's clubs. At this point east 
was reduced to the spade king and 
the heart queen-knave, dummy to 
spade queen, heart eight, club 
knave. I held the spade 10 and the 
heart king and ten. On trick 11 
dummy led the club knave. I  dis­
carded the spade 10.

“East was hopelessly squeezed. 
Discarding a heart made my two 
hearts good. Discarding the spade 
king set up dummy's queen.

“In my ten years of bridge I  have 
worked this play only twice and 
never have had it worked against 
me or for me. It is the caviar play

The bidding went: south pass; 
west pass; north two clubs; east 
pass; south three clubs; west pass; 
north six no trumph; east pass; 
south seven chibs; west pass; north 
seven no trump.

With twelve certain tricks In the 
north and south hands the average 
player might think that east could 
be squeesed so that the ten of 
hearts would be good. Kara's oppo­
nents were all ranking players who 
can keep track of cards. A pseudo 
squeeze to make them discard In­
correctly would have failed. Here 
la Kara's explanation;

“This Is a combination Vienna 
coup with eleventh trick squeese. I 
was playing an unfortunate contract 
and realized that leading dummy's 
clubs would hurt my hand If done 
early in play. Frankly I thought 
the squeeze Impossible, but saw no 
other chance and at trick seven 
elected a forlorn hope out of my

Nature of Cancer 
Is Often Puzzling

The word “cancer" Is commonly 
used In a broad sense, to describe 
the various kinds of malignant 
growths that -occur In the body; 
many of which are really not "can­
cers” In the strict sense that a phy­
sician may use the word.

A cancer begins as a single body 
cell, or group of cells, which 'for 
some unknown reason etarts to 
grow independently of the rest of 
the body tissues and serves no use­
ful purpose. At first it Is quite 
small and entirely local. But it 
does not remain so. As It increases 
In size it causes trouble either by 
interfering with the function of Im­
portant organs near It. by spread­
ing to distant parts of the body, by 
breaking down Itself and producing 
hemorrhages or open sores, or by 
discharging poisonous substances 
Into the system.

There are many kinds of cancers, 
differing widely in their make-up 
and behavior. Some are external, 
some Internal. Some grow rapidly, 
some slowly. Some spread quickly 
throughout the body, others do not. 
Some are very dangerous, others 
ark less harmful. But all possess 
the common habit of disorderly 
growth.

A cancer may spread through the 
bedy In three ways; (1) It may 
simply extend itself by growth Into 
the surrounding tissues: (2) it may 
enter a  blood vessel or a lymphatic 
vessel and grow along inside It; or 
(3) small particles may become de­
tached and be carried by a blood 
vessel or lymphatic to distant parts, 
there to grow and start new can­
cers.

Unlike every other Important dis­
ease, cancer almost Invariably 
causes the death of the patient, un­
less it is completely removed or de­
stroyed.

Although the nature of cancer is 
not at present fully understood, 
there Is a large amount of practical 
knowledge now available for its pre­
vention and its eura.

SAMPLE THEME
LIGHT—By ALLEN BVANS . 

Scientists at first believed that 
light was minute particles of mat­
ter emitted in a straight line frbm 
a luminous body. This was dls-

Koved with The •'wave-motion”, 
eory. Thomas Young, an English­
man. discovered this theory of light. 
I t  is. known that energy in form of 

light is emitted from the sun and 
other bodies. Light (or energy from 
these bodies) can pass through 
space containing no air (a vacuum) 

same as through air. This 
substance was called ethsr When 
a body is heated by molecules to a 
certain degree, the vibrating mole­
cules pass their motion to ti)C eth­
er. The disturbances cause a wave 
which travels in every direction.

This energy thus transferred is 
called "sadlant energy”. From these 
facts we have the theory of light. 
I t  Is that portion of radiant energy 
that is capable of producing the ef­
fect of seeing. The light waves sent 
out strike the retina of the eye and 
this causes the optic nerve to vi­
brate and produce the sensation of 
eight. The sutj and stars are nat­
ural resources of light. An electric 
lamp Is an artificial source of light. 
Objects that are not luminous be­
come visible because of the light 
they send to a person’s eye. Light 
Vs Invisible \ (^though it has the 
power to dispel darkness. A room 
full of dust reflects the sun's light, 
and this makes us see the path -of 
light. A person can go up in a 
balloon where the air Is clear; It 
grows dark nnd the stars can be 
seen.

The average heat wave 1%, longer 
than the average light wteve. The 
longest light waves are those that 
produce red light and the shortest 
produce violet light. Wpves that 
are longer than those producing red 
light effects the skin and heat; the 
body. The waves that are shorter 
than violet rays bring about chem­
ical changes. The violet rays-help 
the camera to take pictures. The 
shorter waved have a great num­
ber of vibrations per second than 
the longer Although they' travel 
at the same rate of speed. (A blue 
wave has a vibration of '<600> tril­
lions a second.

If we traveled as last Wt light 
we could go to the sun 19^900.000 
miles away) in eight mlftues and 
nineteen seconds. Light travels 186,- 
173 miles a second Light travels a 
little mote slowly In air than in a 
vacuum and more slowly through 
denser substances as glass and 
water Light always travels In a 
straight line. ' .

Light cannot pass through an 
"opaque" object. Substances like 
oiled paper through which objects 
are seen dimly, are called “trans­
lucent.” The light when going 
through an object covers so much 
territory. The intensity of light de­
creases as the square of the distance 
Increases. Some substances under 
different conditions may be trans­
parent and opaque, opaque and 
translucent ss gold leaf, which is 
an opaque object, may be thinned 
down so one can see through it. 
The water in a clean, shallow pond 
Is transparent, but that In a deep 
lake Is often “opaque."

Bodies become visible by the light 
which they send back or refleek Re­
flection then Is the turning hock of 
light waves by the substanpe -qfhich 
they strike The angle at which a 
ray strikes a reflecting surface is 
called the angle of Incidence and 
that at which it is sent beck the 
angle pf reflection. When the sur­
face of a mirror is smooth, the light 
waves are diffused. Most of the 
waves are reflected regularly and 
uniformly In a definite direction. 
Light travels in a straight line ex­
cept when it strikes an object dif­
ferent In density from which it 
started, and this is khoWn as re­
fraction. The mirage is an example 
of refraction Rainbows are caus­
ed by refraction and and reflection 
Sometimes a lake may appear shal­
low and be deep. This 1* caused by 
the bending of the light Waves as 
they pass from beneath the water 
into tlte air.

There Is a Port Arthur Dank vault 
that holds, among other things, an 
old violin. Maybe it's Just an or­
dinary violin—and maybe It means 
a small fortune for Its owner.

The violin belongs to Oscar Me 
Connath. whose father acquired it 
back in the '80’s in a trade for a 
gun and a pocketknlfe. The swap 
took place near Anacoco, La. - 

Through the left sound-hole of 
the violin may be read this inscrip­
tion; "Antontus Stradivari us Cre- 
monenfis. Faciebat Anno i t—” the 
last two figures are almost obliterat­
ed, but appear to be “J*.”

If the name and date are legiti­
mate, the violin was made by the 
master maker. Stradivari us. and the 
Instrument is worth between MJIOO 
and 830.600. I t is said that although 
1,000 were made under the hand of 
the Italiqn genius, only 130 Ore 
registered at existing today.

Like most institutions, the store 
had an humble beginning. One of 
the fixtures of .the first Murfee's 
store was a coal stove set in a box 
ot cinders 'around which n-xiden's 
of the Pampa vlUage were wont to 
sit and talk.

Pat Murfee had hard sledding the 
first ten years. Drouths, hail. wind, 
cyclones were some of the element* 
that robbed his customers, all of 
whom were farmers or stockmen or 
were dependent upon them, of 
money to trade at his store. He re­
lied a great deal upon the summer 
trade of harvest hands, and every 
year, before wheat fanning became 
mechanised, a horde of harvest 
hands swept over the pampas. Most 
of them spent their wages In the 
community In which they worked, 
despite the fact that they always in­
tended to return home with their 
pockets full of dollars.

Mr. Murfee saw the village of 
Pampa grow Into a small city. From 
1926 until 1930 the store was in­
undated by customers. The store 
began selling carloads of goods In a 
short time. In 1929. the store was 
incorporated, and la 1930 the size of 
the store was doubled From then 
on it was advertised as "Pampa‘s 
Quality Department store."

The store was remodeled through­
out. Two balconies, one for wom­
en’s ready-to-wear and the other for 
the bookkeeper and cashier, were 
added. Grand Rapids fixtures were 
Installed at a tremendous cost. The 
number of display windows facing 
Cuvier street was tripled, and s fine 
quality glass set In nickel was in­
stalled. The display windows, ac­
cording to Manager H. L. PoUey. 
were the best It was possible to ob­
tain. The Lamson carrier system, 
found In. modern department stores, 
was installed combining the book­
keeping and cashier's departments 
on one floor.

Mr Polley Is proud of the fact 
that Murfee’s Is not only Pampas 
pioneer store but has ^lways pio­
neered in securing nationally ad­
vertised lines of merchandise and In 
obtaining for the benefit of ci«tam­
ers mechanisms that would enable 
the customer to be served efficiently 
and promptly. _

Because the store M l Affiliated 
itself with buying offices In New 
York and 8t. Louis. Mr Polley re­
cently was able to buy the big hats 
for the Frontier Days celebration 
for a low price and was also able to 
get a quick delivery. And In this 
connection, Mr. Polley assumed per­
sonal responsibility for the hats.

The wardrobe of the well-dressed 

man in the spring and summer 
should contain eight complete day 
outfits for spring and summer. The 
first three are business outfits in­
cluding a blue flannel suit and two 
worsted suits. The fourth and fifth 
(with straw hats) are a Palm Beach 
and a seersucker suit, respectively, 
for town-and-country wear. The 
last three (with odd trousers) are 
for country wear only. Inducing 
a white linen jacket with grey flan­
nel slacks, a crotal-and-tan tweed 
jacket with grey flannel slacks and 
a natural tweed jacket with buff 
corduroy slacks.

Town accessories. With the busi­
ness outfits, light-coloured suede 
gloves in tans and greys, white or 
coloured linen handkerchiefs, and 
blue, grey, and tan topcoats—when 
necessary—complete the outfit. With 
blue suits, very dark brown shoes are 
often worn instead of black, and 
with brown siuts of this shade, 
black shoes may be worn.
