THEFTS BY BY-PASSES
IN RUSK FIELD
FOUND

GRAND JURY TO MEET

SPECIAL BODY WILL BE
CALLED TO PRESS
INQUIRY

HENDERSON, April 30. (A
A grand jury investigation of as-
serted oil thefts in the Rusk coun-
ty area of \the East Texas ofl
field resulted this aftermoon in
five persons being indicted. The
five were indicted for
to commit felony theft and four
of them also were named in each
of two felony theft indictments. .
District Attorney Vernon W. Mo~
David anounced that warrants
would not be issued in the cases
until ‘Monday.

The jury, which had been study-
ing the situation since Monday, re-
commended to Judge R. T. Brown
that the investigation be continued.
Judge Brown announced that. a
special grand jury would be called
to meet & week from Monday. Dis-
trict Attorney McDavid said a
week’s time would be necessary for
the assembling of evidence by rall-
road commission investigators and
national guardsmen.

Iri feturiiing the uidictments the
jury denounced the operations of
certain companies and individuals
in the oil field.

The grand jury investigation was
preceded by extensive development
work by District Attorney MeDavid
and his assistants, who checked re-
ports that oil was being stolen. by
means of by-pass lines and other
devices,

Private detectives, reprelen
royalty and lease owners, also

weeks unearthnig evidence. ‘They
were called into the investigation to
determine whether the people they
represented were being defrauded by
thefts.

Representatives of the State Rail-
road commission, which has super-
vision over oil production in the
field, made frequent visits to the
district attorney’s office while the
matter was under investigation.
The opinion was expressed here
that the indictments against 13 per-
sons identified with operations in
the Rusk county section of the
East Texas oil field constituted only
one development in an  inquiry
which will involve many more per-
sons and create a sensation among
operators in the fleld.

Music of today has branched out
in o0 many directions that it is im-
possible to follow all the by-paths
by which it is leading us contin-
ually into unknown and marvelous
lands, To describe a very few paths

When we hear a huge symphony
worchestra with its many rows of
instruments play-a work by Richard
Strauss, we are thrilled by the tre-
mendous volume of sound and the
dramatic and exciting pa.ssag;;:
That is one thing Strauss did.
started where Wagner had -left off
in making the orchestra more pow-
erful. He wrote in Wagner's thrill-
ing style. Then, too, Strauss wrote
his works as program music, mak-
ing them tell stories. In Don Qui-
xote the orchestra even imitates the
bleating of a flock of sheep, and
by a special machine which imitales
the whistling of wind suggests a
Tide through the air. |
Another new style of mysic came |
into being shortly before the begin- |

sionism. Iis invéntor was the
French compeser, Debussy. Among |
Debussy’s friends were a number of |
artists who were interested in im-
pressionistic painting. This type of |
painting suggests objects by spots
of color instead of outlining ob-
jects clearly. Debussy decided that |
music as well as painiing could be
impressionistic, and tested out his |
ideas by writing some. His com- |
positions, because of their unusual
harmonies sound queer to us beside
the music of the last century. All
corts of rich and strange chords are
vsed, even to the “whole tone” scale,
and the effect is that of soaring
among the clouds. a

Another French composer often |
classed with Debussy is Ravel. Both |
cf them are noted for soft, delicate
sonant chords we call “modern har-
monies.”

A number of other composers of
today take delight in harsh disso-
nant harmonies that would have
driven Mozart distracted. Two Rus
sians, Scriabine and Stravinsky,
have written weird pieces which at|
times sound like nothing but noise, |
but at cther times have a strange |
baunting beauty. .

In America there have been very
few men who have even given prom-
ise ‘of living for all time as great |
composers. The best known Ameri- | 1
can musician is MacDowell, whose |
short pieces describe country scenes,
the ocean, and music of the Ameri- |
can Indians. But the world is still |
waiting for a composer who will|
take the spirit of America and trans- |
late it into sublime music. |

There is s0 much music in the|
world that we are sure to hear noL‘
only good music but quantities of |
indifferent music and much that is
really bad. The kind of music is
no guide to the worth. There is
good band music "and bad band
music, geod and bad opera, good
and bad music for symphony or-
chestras. If we listen to enough of
it we can learn %o tell what is poor
from what it fine. And when we
do that we can better appreciate
the fine. Music will give us the
greatest pleasure if we listen to it
not only with open ears but with
open minds and open hearts.

Brocksmith waon the event in
9:136, smashing the American in
tercollegiate record of 9:17.8 made
by Berna of Cornell universily
1912, He finished 100 yards ahead
of Myron Pilbrow of Grinnell, with
Glenn Cunningham, of the Uni-
versity of Kansas finishing third

Then to climax his remarkable
performance, Brocksmith, running
as anchor man on Indiana’s four
mile relay team, ran away from his
field in the final lap, to reward the
Hoosiers with victory in this event
