Biggest Well of 
Recent Months Is 

Flowing In Gray
The Texas company has Just 

completed Gray county’s biggest 
producer in several months with the 
bringing in of the company's No. 3 
J. E. Williams in section 7, block 1, 
A C- H. &  B survey, one mile 
southeast of LeFors.

The test made 1J10 barrels the 
first 24 hours and is flowing 50 
barrels an hour on the gas lift on 
the second 24 hours. Pay was en­
countered at 2.737 feet after a big 
flow of gas had been shut off be­
cause of a cave below the 8-tnch 
casing. First pay in the big pro­
ducer was encountered Sunday but 
the cave caused postponement of 
completing the well. Pay is coming 
from granite wash formation.

The Danciger Oil and Refining 
company has a north offset drilling 
on top of the pay. The bit went 
into gas formation this morning and 
the test is making about 6,000,000 
feet of gas. Pay should be reached 
within the next two days, according 
to Dan Williams, superintendent.

The Mid-Kansas 
company brought In a good well 
near the Wheeler county line while 
Cree & Hoover has Just completed 
a test south of Pampa good for bet­
ter than 200 barrels.

Despite 
rains that washed out tills, a burned 
bridge, and other delays, steel will 
be in Pampa less than a week after 
earlier predictions 

A bridge crew started work on the 
overhead across Barnes street yes­
terday and It will be ready for the 
huge spans of steel tomorrow The 
H  McKnight Construction company 
will start excavation for the under­
pass early next week. The street 
will be lowered seven and one-half 
feet at the lowest point.

The Glover & Boylngton Con­
struction company has started 
building the Pampa station and 
should have it completed within the 
next month The building will be 
40 feet wide by 125 feet long. Load- 
ding racks and platforms will also 
be built by the company.

ONLY NATURAL GAS AFFECTED 
BY COURT’S INVALIDATING GAS 
COMMON PURCHASER LEGISLATION

Frank Long, negro, pleaded guilty 
to a theft charge in county court 
yesterday, and was fined $10 and 
coats and sentenced to 90 days In 
the county jail by Judge 8. D. Sten- 
nis. The fine and costs totaled 
about $30.

Lang was charged in connection 
with the theft of ladles' ready-to- 
wear garments from Murfee's store 
“"uesday morning. He was arrested 
by Sheriff Lon L. Blanscet as he 
walked out of the store. Several 
garments were found in his posses­
sion at the time.

AUSTIN, June 9 yP)—A three- 
judge federal court has held that 
the Texas Railroad commission is 
without authority to compel pipe­
line owners to take natural gas from 
producers without field outlets in 
amounts equal to the quantity they 
move from wells owned by the pipe­
line companies.

The last Texas legislature enact­
ed what was known as the com­
mon purchaser act empowering the 
commission to regulate pipelines 
and require them to purchase gas 
and oil ratably from all wells in a 
field touched by the lines.

The court decision, filed yesterday 
In United 8fates district court here, 
affected only those provisions of 
the law concerning natural gas.

The holding was on application of 
the Texoma Natural Oas company, 
the Cities Service Gas company, the 
North American Oil and Oas com­
pany and the Panhandle

Pipeline company for an interlocu­
tory Injunction restraining, the 
commission from enforcing its regu­
lations against them. The case was 
heard in Houston. It will be neces­
sary for the court, comprised of 
Judge Duval West of San Antonio, 
J. C. Hutcheson. United States cir­
cuit Judge, and Randolph Bryant, 
United States district judge, to as­
semble again to pass on plaintiff's 
application for a permanent Injunc­
tion and for a hearing on the merits 
of the ease.

The effect of the holding is to 
leave natural gas producers whose 
wells are not connected with their 
own pipelines without an outlet, 
unless 'he pipeline companies desire 
to purchase whatever gas they feel 
like taking In their lines In addi­
tion to their own output.

Besides giving big boosts to the kn
Income tax rates, the senate bill 
eliminates the substantial deduc­
tions for earnsd Income allowed 
under both the old law and the 
house measure.

This year a married man with 
no dependants and a net Income of 
$3,000 paid no tax because of the 
married person's exemption of 
$3-500. tinder the house bill he 

w would have paid $2 50 next year
but under the senate bill he would 
pay $20.

A married man with a $5,000 net 
lincome tar$d no <$ep?ndants this 
year paid a $16.88 tax. Under the 
house bill he would have paid $37.50 
in 1933 and under the senate bill he 
would pay an even $100.

The house measur? provided for 
a $2,500 exemption for all married 
persons regardless of size of in­
comes but the senate bill stipulates 
that married persons with a net in­
come of more than $5,000 get only 
$2,000 exemption Bo Bill Smith 
married, no dependents and an in­
come of $10,000 who contributed 
$101.25 in 1932 would dig down for 
$210 under the house bill and $520 
under the senate provision.

The exemption of a single person 
under the old law was $1,500. Both 
house and senate measures permit 
$1,000 exemption for the unmarried.

The difference is due to not only 
the higher rate of taxation but to 
the elimination by the senate also 
of the earned Income credit. The 
house tax rate for the first $4,000 
was 2 per cent while the senate rate 
is 4 per cent. The house measure 
allowed 12H per cent deductions 
for earned Income.

Under the senate bill persons In 
the very high Income brackets will 
contribute from 30 to more than 55 
per cent of their net incomes to 
the federal treasury. A married 
man with a net income of $100,900 
and no dependants would pay $30.- 
140. With a $300,000 Income he 
would pay $144,640: with a $500,- 
000 Income, $263,640 and with a 
million dollar Income, $571,1401 or 
more than half of It.

A married person with a $3,000 
net Income and two dependent chil­
dren would pay no tax. If he bad

Every president has had his dis­

agreements with congress, but it 
would be hard to find an. exact 
parallel for the situation which now 
exists between the White House and 
capitol hill.

The sharpness of the words re­
cently exchanged between Mr. 
Hoover and Mrs. Gamer can leave no 
doubt that they view one another 
with something more than the na­
tural mutual disapproval of a re­
publican president cjid a demo­
cratic speaker of the house.

On the senate side, things are 
even more unpleasant in some re­
spects because they are not so 
much out in the healthy open. The 
senate majority Is republican, but 
its old guard leaders are not easy 
in their minds about the present or 
the future.

They did not at all like the Presi­
dent's first public threat several 
weeks ago to go over their heads 
to the public in order to force ac­
tion on pending legislation.

They disliked so much the way he 
was proceeding with republican con­
vention arrangements that two of 
the most prominent kept a member 
ot the cabinet cornered for two 
hours recently complaining that 
they had not even been consulted 
abopt Important party decisions.

Beds are furniture again.
In the past few years beds have 

been more and more disguised and 
hidden. Small apartments and 
modem art cut down head boards 
and foot boards or made endtables 
out of them. Beds became couches 
or Just so much background or dis­
appeared into a closet.

Now. a bed is not only a bed 
again, but it may soon be a good 
old-fashioned tester with a canopy, 
head pieces elaborately draped and 
festoons in the French style.

Something simple is the begin­
ning of the new bed vogue, but 
even muslin hangings with a ball 
or braided fringe can look roman­
tic. Pounces distinguish the foot 
of the bed. The most popular ma­
terials for bed curtains will be 
toiles and chintzes. For less youth­
ful effects, damask and heavy crew­
els will be used .

For the bed decorated in muslin 
flounces and curtains, delightful 
color effects can be achieved with 
appliqued or patchwork quilts. For 
the bed bedecked in chintz or toile, 
the same material for the spread is 
not only logical, but really Interest­
ing.

It Is not expected that there will 
be a wild rush by everyone to 
throw out old beds and put in the 
new-old four posters. But beds must 
have style, and the next best things 
is to decorate those you have. Even 
the simplest couch bed can be 
transformed into something in the 
mode by a festoon or drapery at 
the head—and they need not be 
very complicated.

This is not. of course, a new 
idea. When it came to decorating 
beds, the Greeks had a way for it 
The Greeks and the Romans didn’t 
know much about the four-posters 
of later days, but they made some 
good guesses They built up frame­
works or high and ornate head 
pieces, and from these they extend­
ed canopies.

And no. to be up-to-the-minute, 
do as the Romans did.

JAVA ‘APE-MAN’ 
IS FOUND TO 
BE WOMAN

WASHINGTON, June 9. UPy— 
The fair sex scores ags'n! The 
old Java "Ape-Man,” Pithecan­
thropus Ereciut, oiCest known 
possible ancestor of the human 
race, has turned out to be a, wo­
rn-n.

Study of the skull of the only 
specimen of this ancient pre­
human creature, which died in 
Java about half a million years 
ago, says Dr. Ales Hrdlicka. ex­
pert on bones and skeletons, 
shows unrioub'edly it was not 
a male but a female. His word 
carne in an announcement from 
the Smithsonian Institution to­
day.

This new light on the sex of 
Plthecanthrropus Erectus is of 
Epecial interest because "he” or 
"she" is a sort of missing link 
between modern man and his 
theoretical earliest ancestor, 
from whom many believe both 
man and apes may be descend­
ed.

Pithecanthropus was neither 
human nor ape. but her bones 
reveal, says Dr. Hrdlicka, that 
she was well on the way toward 
human form.

He was decided Pithecan­
thropus was a female from study 
of "the cap. or top. of the skull. 
This and the lower jaw, a thigh 
bone and three teeth were un­
earthed 50 years ago in Java. 
Ever since, scientists have been 
studying the bones in an effort 
to reconstruct the appearance 
and habits of their original own­
er.

Twenty national guardsmen were 
ordered Into the trouble zone after 
the killing of Deputy Sheriff Wal­
lace Myers Tuesday. Myers was 
wounded fatally by Ailpers who fired 
from a hillside at n tners emerging 
from the Empire mine No. 6, where 
a recent strike was followed by pro­
miscuous shootings and dynamltings.

The troops were ordered out by 
Oov. Ruby Laffoon at the request 
of county Judge Ira D. Smith. Sher­
iff Barrette E. Brown and other 
Christian county officials. Two of­
ficers and ten machine gunners were 
sent from Hopkinsville and two of­
ficers and five Infantrymen from 
Bowling Green.

AND DOGS AWAY FROM YOUR 

FLOWERS NIGHT AND DAY

Strange Tactics 
of Government’s 

Milling of Flour

A nroblem that kept local (lower 
lover*, and dog lovers In turmoil, 
and eventually became so fir lou s  
that police were asked to Intervene, 
appears to have been sol red by 
County Agent Ralph R. Thomas. 
This problem is how to keep cats 
and dogs out of (lower beds, sh: 
bery, and In general places - '  
they are not wanted. The _  __ 
as. stated In an extemporaneous 
couplet by Mr Thomas: i

Insect spray i j
Keeps cats and dogs away. !
Simply spray the (lowers, shrubs, 

or premises with a dilute nicotine 
sulphate spray and catr and dogs 
will avoid them. Mr. Thomas said. 
The spray is harmless to plants and 
Is very offensive to animals. It is 
widely used against sucking insects. 
As cats and dogs have keener sense 
of smell than humans, they can 
smell the spray even when it is ap­
plied so thinly that people are un­
aware of Its presence.

Commercial preparations usually 
contain 40 per cent of nicotine sul­
phate. 8uch preparations should be 
used at the rate of one and one- 
half teaspoonsful to a gallon of wat­
er. The spray evaporates and 
should be renewed after rains, or 
about once every two weeks in or­
dinary weather.

The dog problem still exists in 
Pampa. although many residents 
have trained their dogs to stay In 
their own back yards. Mr. Thomas 
beliewea the spray will be a boon 
to Pampa residents. Flower and dog 
lovers, who are at each otherto 
throats when favorite dogs strip 
l>ark from beloved trees, when lawns 
knd flower beds are rolled on and 
trampled, when poison is put out 
for dogsr-in specific, when a “dog 
and flower war" is in progress.

A NO-TRUMP CONVENTION 
BY TOM O’NEIL

For situations where the dealer 
at contract opens with a preemp­
tive bid of a suit has come the over­
call with no trump by an opponent 
without any desire to play at no 
trump. It Is in the nature of an in- 
formatory or takeout double requir­
ing partner to bid his best suit.

A mere double would be confus­
ing to partner of the doubler. He 
would rightly assume that the dou­
bler desired to set the preemptive 
bidder.

Originated by a ranking player in 
a duplicate game on the spur of 
Jie moment to fit a particular case 
and rightly Interpreted by that 
Player's partner. Ahe no trump pver- 
rall has reached standardization in 
its meaning.

It takes a hand of great strength 
that would result in the preemp- 
Mve bidder being set. But the play­
er overcalling foresees more points 
in his side making game nr slam 
than in penalizing opponents. The 
no trump offer is made without a 
stopper in the dealer’s suit. In fact, 
if the hand of the no trump bidder 
is void of the dealer's suit so much 
the better. But the no trump bid­
der must be prepared for any re­
sponse by his partner A hand held 
by Miss Florence Fitch at the Dcs- 
Chapelles club. New York, illus­
trates the principle. The land:

MOSCOW (J1!—Drolleries, made to 
order for the pen of a Mark Twain 
have been uncovered by the weekly 
magazine "Crocodile,'' a quasi-hu- 
morous publication, by a survey of 
animal breeding, particularly pigs, 
in the Soviet Union.

Its investigators found that man­
agers of the Crimean pig trust 
spent $225,000 to build an artistic 
pig sty modeled after an ancient 
Greek temple on; one of its live­
stock farms. On the roof was a 
statue of Apollo in a chariot.

“Of course" comments the jour­
nal, “we have no objection to Apollo 
playing the lyre qn this pig-breed­
ing Parthenon, but we do protest 
against the expenditure by these 
esthetic gentlemen of 450,000 rou­
bles for this kind of adornment.”

The trust probably will be called 
to account for wasting funds.

Even soviet officials, with their 
contempt for anything smacking of 
royalty, were shocked to learn that 
a part of the magnificent palace 
that formerly was the governor- 
general's house in Leningrad, was 
being used as a pig sty. This was 
d iscovered, the magazine reports, 
by an assistant to the president of 
the central cooperative trust who, 
while strolling down the Nevsky

’ Prospect, was attracted by the 
strong odor Issuing from the place.

The responsible officials were
reprimanded and ordered to set up 
their sty elsewhere.

A similar situation was found at 
Ufa, where the former governor's 
liouse put It. “ to make the pigs 
comfortable.”

Representatives of the Baku cen­
tral workers' cooperative, hoping 
to increase its swine herds, pur­
chased a lot of boars In a distant 
region. But when they loosed them 
on the farms they learned to their 
chagrin that they had bought a 
species of wild boars which killed 
and ate all the domestic animals.

The Beloretky central coopera­
tive. launching a campaign to breed 
labbitn on a large scale, imported 
3.000 expensive animals and stood 

! back to await the expected rapid 
reproduction.

When. Instead of multiplying, the 
herd actually decreased, due to 
fighting among themselves, an in­
vestigation revealed that o n l y  
bucks had been purchased.

The magazine drew a moral from

HARVEST OF 10-BlISHEL WHEAT

Wheat fields between White Geer 
and Miami will average around 10 
bushels to the acre If conditions re­
main normal, that Is. if hall doesn't 
destroy the crop, if a smoking wind 
does not bum the wheat—If a thous­
and and one things that might hap­
pen, don’t happen, Roy McMill?n of 
the Stark and McMillen grain com­
pany, said today.

The dealer estimated that the 
crop this year will be about 55 per 
cent of last year's crop which av­
erage 20 bushels to the acre. About 
10 per oent of the wheat tills year 
has been plowed up. due to drought, 

outs, a bad start in growing.
Farmers report every day that 

the heads are filling out in a satis­
factory manner. The farmers 
themselves estimate that the aver­
age yield per acre will be about 10 
bushels which means that the aver­
age acre-yield will be around 12 
bushels The big rains of last week­
end were highly beneficial to the 
grain, and raised the yield a few 
bushels per acre. Pessimists and 
ODtimlsts alike estimated that the 
yield would not be over 0 bushels 
several weeks ago.

Mr. McMillen shied off predictions 
regarding prospect for better or 
worse prices. At the present time, 
wheat is selling for around 30c. “ I 
Just can't believe that wheat won't 
go up.” Mr. McMillen said. “ It 
ought to be higher on account of the 
prospects, but talking about the 
price of wheat now is a futile busi­
ness. Any statement from Hoover 
or any act of congress has a super- 
sensitive effect upon the grain 
market, and' is likely to wreck a 
good price.

Twelve 
sows and each has a litter of little 
Reds, and each Utter averages eight 
pigs. However, a few run 12 and 
13 to the Utter.

“You can train a hog to be clean," 
Mr. Mitchell said. "A hog likes to be 
clean. He will practice sanitation 
if encouraged and given an oppor­
tunity. They acquire habits like 
human beings, dogs; every morning 
1 turn them all out in a special 
lot in the rear.”

Mr. Mitchell has several well- 
trained herd dogs on the place. 
They handle the hogs like a sheep 
does a bunch of “wooUes.” They 
drive the pigs to any pen or pas­
ture their master directs and handle 
the hogs without fuss or excitement.

The Mitchell farm does not raise 
ltf, feed—It is bought. No hogs are 
sold on the market. Instead they 
arc killed and the meat cured at 
home, then sold to special custom­
ers at a premium above the market

Recently. County Agent Ralph R. 
Thomas assisted Mr. Mitchell in 
terracing a pasture for alfalfa. The 
idea was that the contours and light 
terraces thrown up will conserve 
every drop of moisture and enable 
Mr. Mitchell to maintain a perma­
nent hog alfalfa pasture. 8ome 
sudan will be tried over the ter­
races.

Saturday, A. & M. specialists and 
farmers of this community will visit 
the farm, and Mr. Thomas predicts 
ttiey’U get an eyeful.

Mr Mitchell likes hogs. ' Many 
people have the Scriptural notion of 
swine—remember the parable about 
the prodigal son who ate with the 
hogs—they think they are naturally 
filthy and dirty, but they are not. 
MV hogs are what you might call 
civilized hogs," he said.
