Help
•'Rubber tramps,”  those Itinerant 

families who gypsy from place to 
place In ghostly cars (wrecks of 
their former selves, mostly in the 
summertime, arc going to get a 
cool reception in Pampa from now 
on. according to the action of the 
Welfare Board yesterday.

The Board, upon recommenda­
tion of Mrs. W. H. Davis, welfare 
worker, decided that no more trans­
ients would be given food, groceries, 
gasoline, or anything that the Board 
can give. Board members explained 
that Pampa will do well to take 
care of her own indigents and des­
titute people Only half of the 
quota for welfare work was raised 
last fall

In the last week, the annual 
spring , trek of "rubber tramps" has 
hit Pampa Families bound for 
nowhere in particular, assailed the 
Board for gasoline, groceries. This 
morning Mrs. Davis refused to give 
aid to a transient and he. vowing 
vengance, reported her to the po­
lice. The Board served notice this 
morning that no more assistance 
will be given "rubber tramps" and 
transients.

Mrs. Davis pointed out this morn­
ing that such families, traveling in 
a Model T of 1917 vintage or of 
similar age could travel from Texas 
to Maine and Maine to Oregon in 
a summer if they happened to be 
armed with notes from their "pas­
ter” asking welfare agencies to give 
assitsance to them.

8everal such families have, al­
ready "made” Pampa. These "rub­
ber tramps” usually start out from 
South Texas tn the spring and work 
north.

' Some will wear their frills and bonnets, others will 
W4ar their boots and big hats, but Pampa women will 
show by their costumes that they are 100 per cent back 
of Frontier Days!

“4t matters little what type - of<*> 
costumes they choose.” said Mrs.
Raymond Harrah, wardrobe chair­
man. "but all Pampa women should 
inter Into the spirit of the occasion 
by weamlg something suggestive of 
frontier life. Forget your worrit* 
and be good pioneers on May 26, 
27, and 28,” she urged.

The chairman pointed out that 
all: types of garments probably 
would be worn. Some, she said, 
wljl appear In the divided skirts 
which were used for riding 25 or 30 
years ago. Others who plap to ride 
In the pafade will use side saddles.

Many Costumes
I t  la not essential to be authen­

tically dressed In every detail,” said 
Mrs. Harrah. “and boots are not 
nsssssary. Some» may get the 
frontier atmosphere mrtely through 
Mg hats and colored shirts. Some 
may appear In solid colored dresses 
with big hats and colored handker­
chiefs. Some will wear trousers, 
others prefer skirts.' It Is the spirit 
of the tiding that counts.”

Por those who wish to be more 
authentic In their dress. Mrs. Har­
rah suggested that the hair be worn 
hjgh, and that dresses with long, 
foil skirt*,. high collars, and shirt 
waists buttoned up the back or 
front were approprite.

Styles Clianged
“The styles changed in the earlier 

days Just as they change now” said 
Mtt. J. S. Wynne, who has been a 
Pampa resident for' many years. 
“Therefore it would be impossible 
to have *ny set style, either in the 
types of dresses worn or in the style 
m  'hair dressing"
' “Of course In all of the dresses 

more material was used than Is 
usid today—and there was no bob­
bed hair,” she explained.

Dress In the Attic
The old-fashoined dress featuring 

a complete hoop wak before the day 
of Mrt. T. D. Hobart—but she can 
remember finding one in the attic. 
And She can remember when very 
lovely dresses had >' hoop at the 
sttpl and back, with elastic across 
the front.

“Jt can well-rememher.” said Mrs. 
Hobart, “ the old-time bustles and 
the dresses that trailed, even on the 
street. At the time I was married 
thgt style had almost passed, but In 
my trousseau I had one trailing 
garment—a very dressy tea gown.

“Even In the early days of Pampa 
several petticoats often were worn 
at.;onp time. .And X remember the 
high collars with whale bones ln- 
SMk. On one dress I had a very 
high velvet collar, the top of which 
was slightly turned bsck. Such col­
lar* could not be worn except when 
the hair was arranged high on the 
head.”

So Pampa women have an endless 
variety of costume types from which 
to choose for Frontier days.
