Conferent; Ends
Historic Session

OTTAWA, Ontario, Aug. 20 (#)—
While guns boomed and a carillon
peapled forth, the British imperial
economiic conference tQday complet-
ed a month of labor by signing nu-
merous trade agreements constitut-

ing a definite program for commer-
cial recovery throughout the em-
pire.

There was a sizeable number of
these treaties. Great Britain con-
cluded pacts with Australia, the Un-
ion of South Africa, New Zealand,
Indja, Newfoundland, southern Rho-
desia and Canada. The Irish Free
State signed bi-liberal treaties with
Canada and South Africa; Canada
with South Africa  and Southern
Rhodesia, and New Zenland with
South Africa.

All of these pacts are subject to
ratification by the respective par-
Haments and there may be modifi-
cations of the verious duty rates
that have proposed at the confer-
enge.
