More
than a score years ago this writer,
then a small child, planted a Mis-
souri black walnut in Glazier,
Hamphill county. He had hopes that
the symbol of his native Missour?
would rise out of Texas soil, and
after many months the tiny germ of
life sprang into activity, parted the
hard shell, and peeped into the sun-
light.

We guarded that sorout jeal-
ously, fearing even the curious
gaze of neighbors. Old residents
we had not seen in a decade Sun-
day reminded the Pampan of his
boyish love for that walnut seed-
ling. But as we stood under the
tree Sunday, it needed no pro-
tection; rather, it was able to of-
fer it. The trunk is a foot thick,
the branches symmetrical and tow-
ering more than 20 feet in the air.
Its majesty had a silent message
of dignity—the spark of life which
not even the greatest scientists
can explain had brought the fine
tree out of an ordinary black wal-
nut grown in Missouri, planted in
good Texas soil.

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From that tree recently were
gathered more than 2,000 large wal-
nuts, snugly encased in their outer
covering, black and forboding out-
side, but how delicious within!
Round about were the smaller wal-
nut trees, grown from walnuts from
the parent tree. Trees will grow
on the plains, but they require the
care which they merit because of
their beauty. That old walnut is
not yet in its prime. For many
years it will bear prolifically, for its
fruit escapes the late freezes, then
in extreme old age its wood will
take the form of beautiful furni-
ture. As near as it is possible for
inanimate things, it will achieve im-
mortality.

Nature in her various manifes-
tations has pointed the way to
production sufficient to feed and
clothe the world. It is man's in-
efficiency, despite his production
records, which has placed a stigma
upon nature's productivity. Back
to the soll wodld man go if he
were decimated and restored to
the necessities of the pastoral
period. When civilization puts
such a burden upon proverty that
men avuld the soil, suffering re-
sults even when a few millions of
men, with machinery, can fill the
granaries to bursting.

HUNDRED PERSONS ARE ®
REPORTED DEAD OR
MISSING

TOKYO, Nov. 15.()—More than
100 pesons were reported dead or
missing teday in the wake of a
12-hour typhoon that scourged
land and sea in the Tokyo dis-
trict with torrential rains and a
106-mile-an-hour gale.

The fishing villages of Fukushima
prefecture reported 12 motor boats
with more than 100 fishermen
aboard as missing. Three bodies
have already been washed ashore.

The freighter Unkai Maru, earlier
reported in distress went aground
on Oshima Island at the mouth
of Tokyo Bay. Fishermen
nine members of the crew,
22 remaining aboard were
lost

The navy sent destroyers to Oshi-
ma to glve any assistance possible.

The 'hcme office early tonight
announced total casualties ashore
were 26 dead, 25 seriously injured

and 26 missing. This did not in-
clude the loss of life at sea.

The total number of houses de-

The far seas do tricks like that, now and then, and
provide master mariners with tales that landlubbers do
net usually believe. A skipper will be driving his ship
along in waters where, according to the charts, he has
nothing at all to fear; and suddenly an island will loom
up in his path, and an outlying reef will open his ship’s
bottom, and all hands will make for the boats. And
then, later, when he reports the accident, a warship will
eriuise to the spot indiccted and will find a hundred fath-
oms or so of water where the skipper’s island was. and
the skipper will get credit for having been drunk.

NEW YORK, Nov. 15. (#)—Man's

showers of meteors may come the
night of November 16, when the
Leonid meteors are expected to re-
appear for one of their rare visits
to earth.

The idea that the bombardment
of a large number of these meteors
may cause a magnetic storm is
advanced by A. M. Skellett, of the
Bell laboratories. He has publish-
ed a suggestion to scientists gen-
ervally to. set up the instruments
which record magnetic disturbanc-
€8 '

Magnetic -storms o ; come
in ‘the form of intense electrical
radiation from. sun spots. The
electronic rays “ionize” the upper
atmosphere, by breaking up atoms
so that they are electrically charg-
ed. Skellett says the impact of a
meteor smashing through the air
probably breaks it up sufficiently
to cause jonization.

Usually there are too few meteors
to make a test possible. A great
shower might electrify enough at-
mosphere 1o affect instruments, but
the testing devices did mot exist
the last time there was a meteoric
storm, which was the leonid dis-
play of 1866.

“The leanids,” Skellett says, “are
the swiftest of the recurring
meteorq and itherefore have the
most energy for ionization.”

They strike the upper atmosphere
at averape speeds of 44 miles a
second.

Not the least notable feature of
the great democratic hurricane of

November 8 was the manner in
which it wrecked finally and com-
pletely some of tn2 pet theories
on which political planning has
been baced for many years.

What becomes of the long-ac-
cepted nation tha: in this country
there are two parties fairly evenly
matched, withh a comparatively
small group of independents hold-
ing the balance of power?

Or the tradition, established in
Lincoln’s time and reaffirmed in
Wilson's, that the country will hesi-
tate to csmnge presidents in a time
of great ‘national stress?

Or the idea that in a two-candi-
date contest for the highest office,
the man who is in will necessarily
be hard to beat because of the fa-
vors he has done and the organiza.
tion he has builded during four
years of power?

Or the cld conviction that the re-
spective interests of the statcs have
grown so diyerse that never again
will all sectiohs unite in finding any
one candidate preferable?

The answer is that all these as-
sumptions are as dead as last sum-
mer’s flcwer-garden. Everyone of
them was nurtured hopefully by the
supporters of Mr. Hoover, yet he
was the worst defeated candidate of
any major party in history.

An About Face.

The election returns are much
more decisive on that point when
they are compared, detail for detail
with the figures for 1928.

It is in itsclf an astounding con-
tradiction of the old pclitical theo-
ries that the two greatest land-
slides of all time could have taken

place at two succeeding elections,
:md operated in exactly ppposite
dircctions.

Mr. Roosevelt’s popular plurality
apprcximates that by which Mr.
Hoover won four years ago—some-
thing above six millions. In other
werds, more than six million voters,
net simply a minor group of inde-
pendents, changed tickets between
one clection and the next.

And that figure, it should be re-
membered, is net. It takes no ac-

ber who changed the other way—
that is, those who voted against
Mr. IHoover last time, and sup-
ported him this time.

To put in terms of state major-
ities, 84 states or more than two-
thirds the whole number, went re-
publican in 1928 and switched to
democratic in 1932,

Considered along with the break-
ing up of the solid south in the last
election, the statistios mean that
the bloc of independent voters has
been increasing by leaps and bounds
in recent times, and that an almest
negligible number of states can be |
set down at the start of future
campaigns as “safe” for either
party.

Voting Habits Changing.

Of course it would be a mistake
to draw tco broad conclusions from
two such extraordinary years as
those of 1928 and 1932.

Each of these campaigns involved
certain elements not usually pres-
ent, and allowance should be made
accordingly.

But certainly political axioms can
be regarded no longer as axioms
when they have been overturned
twice in so short a time. The evi-
dence is ample that voting habits
are changing, and that ®he politi-
ciang hereafter must stop, look and
listem, instead of taking too much
for granted.

Problems Must Be Met

Vastly important problems, both
domestic and foreign, have been
shouldered aside for campaign pur-
poses. Now they must be met.

A new deficit is gouging its way
deeper and deeper every day into
the fiscal policy of thé national
government. There is a growing un-
dercurrent of conviction that new
taxes must be provided with a
minimum of delay. It would be hard
to find any subject more heavily-
loaded with political dynamite.

New appropriation bills must be
passed between now and July. Prac-
tically every member of house and
senate, of whatever party, has told
his constituents to expect reductions
in government spending. How and
where to prune must be fought out
all over again.

Both the great parties are newly
pledged ta do something about pro-
hibition. Democrats and republi-
cans alike, but with varying pur-
poses, are examining whether some-
thing should not be done.about the
tari'ff .

But the real news of the whole business: of course,
is that Sarah Ann has vanished; and an ocean in which
solid, long-established islands can disappear from the
sight and knowledge of men is an ocean from which the
oldtime mystery and wonder have not yet departed.
The far seas do tricks like that, now and then, and
provide master mariners with tales that landlubbers do
not usually believe. A skipper will be driving his ship
along in waters where, according to the charts, he has
nothing at all to fear; and suddenly an island will loom
up in his path, and an outlying reef will open his ship’s
bottom, and all hands will make for the boats. And
then, later, when he reports the accident, a warship will
eriiise to the spot indicated and will find a hundred fath-
oms or so of water where the skipper’s island was and
the skipper will get credit for having been drunk.

And we stay-at-homes, reading of such marvels, con-

NEW YORK, Nov. 15. (#)—-Man's

showers of meteors may come the
night of November 16, when the
Leonid meteors are expected to re-
appear for one of their rare visits
to earth.

The idea that the bombardment
of a large number of these meteors
may cause a magnetic storm is
advanced by A. M. Skellett, of the
Bell laboratories. He has publish-
ed a suggestion to scientists gen-
erally to set up the instruments
which record magnetic disturbanc-
es. i

Magnetic storms ordinarily come
in the form of intense electrical
radiation from sun spots, The

atmosphere, by breaking up atoms
g0 that they are electrically charg-
ed. Skellett says the impact of a
meteor smashing through the air
probably breaks it up sufficiently
to cause ionization. -

Usually there are too few meteors
to make a test possible. A great'
shower ht electrify enough at-
mosphere to affect instruments, but
the testing devices did mnot exist
the last time there was a meteoric
storm, which was the leonid dis-
play of 1866.

“The leonids,” Skellett says, “are
the swiftest of the recurring
meteordq and ftherefore have the
most energy for ionization.”

They strike the upper atmosphere
at averape speeds of 44 miles a
second.

Not the least notable feature of

What becomes of ‘he long-ac-
cepted nation thav in this country
there are two’ parties fairly evenly
matched, withh a comparatively
small group of independents hold-
ing the balance of power?

Or the tradition, established in
Lincoln's time and reaffirmed in
Wilson's, that the country will hesi-
tate to cfnange presidents in a time
of great ‘national stress?

Or the idea that in a two-candi-
date contest for the highest office,
the man who is in will necessarily
be hard to beat because of the fa-
vors he has done and the organiza.
tion he has builded during four
years of power?

Or the old conviction that the re-
spective interests of the statcs have
grown so diverse that never again
will all sections unite in finding any
one candidate preferable?

The answer is that all these as-
sumptions are as dead as last sum-
mer's flewer-garden. Everyone of
them was nurtured hopefully by the
supporters of Mr. Hoover, yet he
was the worst defeated candidate of
any major party in history.

An About Face.

The election returns are much
more decisive on that point when
they are compared, detail for detail
with the figures for 1928.

It is in itself an astounding con-
tradiction of the old political theo-
ries that the two greatest land-
slides of all time could have taken
place’ at two succeeding elections,
and operated in exactly ppposite
dirccetions.

New appropriation bills must be
passed between now and July. Prac-
tically every member of house and
senate, of whatever party, has told
his constituents to expect reductions
in government spending.

The Hoover plan to cut all arma-
ments by nearly one-third was
especially recognized as a factor of
the French plan, and the German
demand for equality of armaments
was given recognition within cer-
tain . limits,

Here is the general
suggested:

“(a)) Any war undertaken in
breach of the Paris pact (the Kel-
logg~-Briand pact) is a matter of in-
terest to all the powers and shall
be regarded as a breach of the ob-
ligations assumed towards each of
them;

“(b) In the event of a breach or
threat of breach of the Paris pact,
the said powers shall concert to-
gether as promptly as possible with
a view, to appealing to public opin-
fon and agreeing upon the steps to
be taken;

“(¢) In application of the pact
of Paris outlawing war, any break
of that pact shall involve the pro-
hibition of direct or indirect eco-
nomic or financial relations with
the agressor country. The powers
shall undertake to adopt the neces-
sary measures to make that prohi-
bition immediately effective;

“(d) The said powers declare
their determination not to recog-
nize any, de facto situation brought
about in consegquence of the viola-
tion of an international undertak-
