ital will

“In view of the
cations from loans now in hand
are far in excess of the present
resources of the corporation.” said
a board statement, “and the con-
tinued . handling of new applica-
tions is interfering seriously with
the prompt disposition of those
entitled to prior consideration, the
receipt of additional applications
will be suspended until further no-
tice.”

The remaining $1.200000 at
disposal of the corporation is
pected to care for the some
000 applications now pending.

| SAN ANTONIO, Nov. 13. (AP)

—An appeal for sterilization of

those endowed with inheritable

mental and social deficiencies,
tempered with a plea for mod-
cration, was made here today by

Dr. R. Finley Gayle Jr., associate

professor of nertous and mental
diseases, Medical College of Vir-
ginia.

Dr. Gayle spoke before she clin-
ical session on general medicine of
the Southern Medical association,
| which opened its 28th cmm
| here.

If a patient has inherited in-
adequacies likely to be’ transmitted
to his progeny, he should be ren-

dered sexually sterile, Dr. Gayle
| asserted. But at the same time,
| wholesale sterilization of crim<' |

inals is wrong, he maintained.

Germany under the Nazi regime
goes too far in sterilizing all of
the socially unfit, Dr. Gayle be=
lieves.

“Criminality i1s not a disease but
merely an o\pxessnon of a mental
disturbance,” he explained.

He also asserted that there was
more justification for steriliging
the feeble minded than the insane,
explaining that the feeble minded
‘are those whose brains have never-

developed, while insanity i§ the
result of a mentally disordered
mind that has been normal.

The physician pointed out that A

one of the main reasons for ster-
ilization was so that those 80
treated might be released

WASHINGTON.—The hottest tip in town, if you
‘want to try to keep track of what's on Roosevelt’s mind,
'is to follow the speeches of Donald R. Richberg. ‘

Richberg, chief of the supreme National Emergency
Council, is now ‘closer to the chief than is anyone else.
As executive assistant to the president, it has fallen to
him to make the speeches Roosevelt can’t make—for
strategic or other reasons—and to stress the things F. D.
wants T0 get over to the country. There isn’t anyone else
to do the job.

Some tipsters here advise you to keep reading Pro-
fessor Moley. That isn’'t a bad tip either, but it isn’t as
good as the Richberg tip.

Also, quite a few people are likely to gag on Pro-
fessor Moley as a steady diet—aside from the fact that
there often seems to be many things in the Moley mind |
which aren’t in the Roosevelt mind at all. >
. As an administration foghorn, Richberg is the mnr('!
seductive. He loves words and even writes his own
speeches. Read or listen to’'a Richberg speech and you'll
- set how ably he embellishes his ideas.

Lately Richberg — an accomplished musician and
composer, by the way—has been plugging the White
House theme song to business and finance. It goes some-
thing like, ‘Do your stuff, youse guys, or we’ll do it for|
you!”

"And ‘it goes over rather well. The unpublicized group
which heard him at the New York Bond club recently

included, at the speaker’s table, a couple of Morgan
partners, Owen D. Young, and a few billion dollars’
worth of other industrial and financial big shots. ‘

They piled around Richberg afterward and said

that, even if they weren’t soothed, they’d been plenty
impressed.

If Richberg makes any bad breaks, he can be
slapped' on the wrist or knocked on the head by the

White House, according to the severity of the reaction |

against him. He is also exposed to cabinet and other
jealousies here.

But one secret of Richberg's strength is the fact that
Roosevelt knows his ambitions are subordinated to his
unswerving loyalty to the president.

The chief thing Richberg must worry about is his
health and nerves. Directing and co-ordinating the op-
erations of a New Deal and trying to make its speeches
as well probably is more than any man can stand.

It has been wearing Richberg down. If you notice a
hiatus in his speech-making, it will be because worried
friends have persuaded him to take it a bit easier.

But he will soon be heard again, probably next de-

voting his messages to NRA compliance and enforce-
ment.,

.TEXAS TURKEY CROP IS SHORT; PRICES ARE UP 25 PER (

FAMED CUERD
TURKEY TROT
T0 HAVE 8000

TURKEYS ATSO TO BE
SMALLER THIS
SEASON

DALLAS, Nov. 13 (#) — Drum
sticks will cost more this Thanks-
giving and probably won't be quite
so hefty as usual.

Opening of the wholesale turkey
market in the southwest today show-
éd that prices generally had been
boosted around 25 per cent, due to
a short crop, and, that the quamy of
available birds was somewhat in-
ferior to that of last year.

Price advances - Over last year
ranged from three to as much as
five cents a pound on the whole-
sale market.

In the Cuero region of South
Texas, where the annual fall round-
up of marketable turkeys is cele-
brated with a nationally-famous
“turkey trot,” it was estimated that
only 165,000 turkeys would be sold
this year, as compared with 180,000
last year.

The Cuero market started at 12
cents a pound, four cents up from
the opening wholesale quotations of
1933, for first grade turkeys.

Thursday Cuero holds its seasonal
“turkey trot”, with 8,000 birds ready
to parade en masse to the packing
houses. Governor-Elect James V.
Allred and other political leaders
were due to participate in the festiv-
ities, which usually attract around
50,000 spectators.

The supply of turkeys offered on
the Fort Worth market indicated
the crop would be approximately 85
per cent of normal, with prices 25
per cent higher. First grade tur-
keys were quoted there at 12'% cents
per pound.

A survey of the growing region
showed that the prolonged drought
had seriously affected the develop-
ments of maturing turkeys, inas-
much as it reduced natural feed
and cut short grain crops, with an
attendant increase in feed prices.

The four turkey dressing plants
at Brady start buying tomorrow,
with prices up between 25 and 30 per
cent and the crop only 65 per cent
of normal, as compared with last
year. Usually Brady sends out 50
to 60 carloads of dressed turkeys for
eastern and other markets.

Plainview faced a similar situa-
tion, with early quotations at 12
cents for No. 1 birds, 8 cents for old
toms and 6 cents for No. 2 turkeys.

At San Antonio the market was
steady at 4 to 5 cents above last
year. Dealers expected the market
to continue strong at San Antonio
through Thanksgiving. Suppjies were
somewhat below those of t year
and the market was 14 to 15 cents
for first grade birds. Last year it
was from 9 to 10 cents, holding those
figures through Thanksgiving.

The market on No. 1 turkeys
opened at 12 cents in Brownwood, 3
cents above last year. Dealers ex-
pected light marketing for Thanks-
giving, as advices from Central Tex-
as indicted many birds were yet too
light for market. Heavier selling for

the Christmas market, which opens |

December 1, was in sight. Brown-
wood dealers figured the turkey
crop at only 50 per cent of normal.
In Chicago the price advance was
as much as 6 or 7 cents, with an
apparently feasonable supply but
early quality not up to standard.
Turkeys in the Kansas City dis-
trict generally will be slightly high-
er and the size smaller than last
year due to the drought. Choice
grades were expected to be marketed
for Thanksgiving, with the remain-
der offered the Christmas trade.
Increased production on the west
coast was expected to alleviate the
paucity in the Kansas City district.

While the White House made
public a survey contending electric-
ity users in northeastern states
could save $194,000,000 in their pow-
er bill, one phase of the opposition
to the administration’s Hydro-elec-
tric program cropped out in Cin-
cinnati.

Calling the Tennessee valley au-
thority “the vision asinine,” Appa-
lachian Coals, Inc., began what it
described as a nationwide campaign
of opposition 10 the nydro program.
The organization, a marketing
agency for nearly 80 per cent of the
southern . bichminous mine field,
saild coal fifnishes cheaper electric
power th n water. It hit what it
termed “TVA's excursion into the
power business.” .

“When TVA,” it said, “finds it-
seld with a huge investment in
powen, it must for its own salva-
tion develop and organize a power
market not now existent,

“That means the promotion of
government-subsidized industries in
direct competition with existing

rivate industries, This program

last night. The survey was made at
the' order of President Roosevelt
when he was governor of the em-
pire state.
