Temperature in Pampa, long
heated by warm suns out of clear
skies, dropped from 103 at 4:30
o’clock yesterday afternoon to 80
this morning under the cooling
influence of a rain which brought
smiles to the faces of farmers and
city dwellers alike and left pre-
cipitation totaling .15 of an inch
up to noon teday.

The sky was overcast this morn-
ing and there were drizzles before
mid-morning, when the clouds thin-
ned somewhat. Weather forecasts

| rain.

The year's rainfall record to date
in Pampa, by months:

January .05, February. 14, March
2.39; April 193, May 596, June 2.27,
July .04, total 12.78.

It is a peculiar fact that the totai
rainfall for this year to date is up
to the average insofar as the aver-
age total by months is concerned.
However, ordinarily more than half
the rainfall occurs in the ‘first six
months of each year.

The average rainfall here is about
22 inches per year. In 1932, it was
only 18.15 inches. In 1933, the total

OIL PIPE LINE

Reduction Proposed
By Companies To
Meet Tax

AUSTIN, Aug. 22. (#)—The
Texas railroad commission today
ordered current oil production al-,
lowables continued in effect until
Sept. 17, and postponed its state-
wide oil proration hearing to that
date,

The commission’s action was nec-
essary, Commissioner E. O. Thomp-
son said, because Secretary Ickes,
federal o¢il administrator, had not
certified his recommendations for
the Texas September allowable and
because engineers had not complet-
ed certain technical tests in East
and Southwest Texas fields.

Thompson %aid 'E. B. Swanson,
chief of the petrcleum division of
the bureau of mines, unofficially
advised the federal allocation would
be 968 400 barrels daily next monthy
a decrease of 32900 barrels from
the August quota of 1001300 bar-
rels. Produc‘ion permitted by state
orders was 995.100 barrels Aug. 19,
with the East Texas flow placed at
410,039 barrels.

Thompson announced tests were
underway in East Texas to deter-
mine the relationship between cas-
ing and tubing po'‘ential tests. Pre-
liminary compilations, he said, show
a direct and constant relation.

Ability to use tubing tests would
simplify and reduce the cost of de-
termining the potential of the field,
he said .and would enable the com-
mission to test many more wells.

The commission received requests
for higher allowables for the Esper-
son and Tom Ball fields in the Gulf
coast district.

A hearing on advisability of re-
ducing oil pipe line rates by one
third was scheduled for later today
by the commission.

The commission announced it
would pay particular attention in
the pipe line rate hearing to the
effect a reduction would have on
abandonment of lines to old fields,
extension of lines to new fields with
widely-divergent ownership and
maintenance of connection to flush
fields.

The reduction was proposed by
lhf' pipe line companies following
| enactment of a federal law prohi-
biting consolidated tax returns by
integrated units of the oil industry.
Pipe line operations in the past
|have showed substantial profits.
| The lower rates would apply to the

BANKRUPT BOOTLEGGER
MIGHT HAVE STAGED
SUPER ROBBERY

BROOKLYN, N. Y, Aug. 22 (#)
—A new arch criminal, craftier
than a Capone and dealier than a
Dillinger, hid today from the law,
with the Jaxgest Joot of cash ever
taken..in an American holdup
Jingling in his jeans.

Timing his $247,000 robbery -f an
armored truck yesterday as a sar-
donic coincidence to Police Com-
missioner O'Ryan’s sixtieth L.rti-
day anniversary, this new strategist
of ¢rime executed the theft so
smoothly and fled so swiftly that
his trail van everywhere today into
dead ends.

The police failing in their quickly
set trap yesterday, turned their full
strength today into the hunt.
Throughout the night the air bris-
tled with radio commands {0 -cruis-
ing :8quad cars and speedy police
patrols. No arrests have been made,
but;scores of men, women and chil-
drep—witnesses to all or part of the
holdup—have bheen questioned.

Some credence was given to a the-
ory that the crime was conceived in
the brain of some former bootlegger

This theory was given substance by
the finding last night of empty
money bags—possibly the very begs
in .which the $427,000 was being
transported—in. the rear of Fin-
nepty’s har and grill -at 2115 Em-
wons aveune, Sheepshead Bay,
Brooklyn.

The bags were found beneath cig-
aret vending machines in Finnerty's
place. They were stamped “federal
reserve” and ‘“Brooklyn, Manhat-
tan : transit.”

Phil Claro, a bartender at Fin-
nerty’s, said 10 men whom he never
had seen before entered the bar-
rogm at 4 o'clock ‘yesterday after-
nosn-three hours and a half after
the robbery—and had a round of
beer. The number of men involved
in ‘the holdup has been variously
fixed at between 10 and 14.

The money taken from the arm-
ored truck consisted of sums col-
lected at several Brooklyn branches
of ithe Bank of Manhattan, as well
asifrom private firms. It was des-
tined: for the federal reserve bank in
Manhattan.

The police have apparently no in-
clination toward.any theory that the
haldup may have been an “inside
job.”" They call attention to the

The hi-jacker technique marked
the robbery, a detective said. In
prohibition days, he recalled, gangs
numbering a dozen or more men
would swarm over the side of a
rum running vessel, take over the
cargo at the point of pistols and
machine guns and escape in speed
boats to pre-arranged destinations
where fast motor cars and trucks
awaited.

Fast cars and speedboats were es-
sentials of yesterday's crime. The
thieves drove away in cars of such
power as to enable them to aut-
distance pursuit and went directly
to a dock where speed boats waited
to race them out of the police circle
that had been quiekly swung around
downtown Brooklyn.

This detective, Who declined to be
quoted by name, sald there is little

doubt but that the robbery had
been planned for more than Lwo
maonths.

The employment of an ice cart as
a wvehicle for conveying machine
guns to the scene of an intended
robbery was a touch strengthening
belief that a new crime strategist
had leaped forward to snatch the
mantle of master rogue that fell
when federal guns dropped John Dil-
linger in Chicago. When the mo-
ment for aetion came, a burlap
covering wgs yanked from the cart,
showing a machine gun ready for
imemdiate action.

‘The distribution of gang mem-
bers about the vicinity of the Rubel
Ice corporation’s plant at Bay 18th
street and Cropsey ayenue was fur-
ther evidence of careful plotting.

The precision of execution yes-
terday has never been excelled in
fact and seldom even in fiction. The
three -truck guards, each armed,
were covered by robber guns so
quickly that even the gquickest
movement for their weapons would
have been suicide. The truck driver,
Joseph Allen, had his hand resting
on the butt of his pistol, yet could
not draw.

As quickly as ithey had ocovered
the truck guards, the nobbers began
tp.transier bag after bag of currency
and -epin from the tauck to their
-own machines. Machine guns swung
menacingly at the group of men
gathered on the ice corporation’s
loading platform.

There were 2 spgks of money re-
maining .in the truck when e sud-
den-command of “seram!” sounded
from the lips of the Jleader.

The thrée outlaws. then forced
Lowke into the car and took him
several blocks down the street be-
fore releasing him;,

Iir the ‘front sedt of the car was
the robber identified as Hamilton,
driving. ‘Beside him was the man
believed to be Thompson. In the
rear seat was the man thought to
be Stanton. He did not get out
during the rcbbery.
