NEW YORK, Sept. 27. (#)—
Colomel Charles A. Lindbergh

made a surprise visit to the Bronx
county building today and, dis-
gulred and in a line of detectives,
viewei Bruno Richard Haupt-
m~nn, former German machine
gunner charged with extorting
$50.000 from the flier.

District Attorney Samuel J. Foley
cdisclosed the meeting after Haupt-
mann had pleaded not guilty to an
indictment returned by a Bronx
connty grand fury yesterday charg-
ing extortion in the Lindbergh kid-
nao case.

Col. Lindbergh made the trip
from bhis Englewood, N. J., home ac-
companied by several members of
the distri¢ atftorney’'s aff and
rushed to the county building.

He entered the building unnotic-
ed, and as a disguise wore a pair
of horn-rimmed glasses and a cap.

building in a private elevator, Col.
Iindbergh took his place in a linc
of detectives and the prisoner was
brought in. The disgulse served to |
prevent Hauptman from knowing |
that Lindbergh was in the line, but |
further details of the meeting were |
not disclosed by Foley., The dis-
trict attorney said the outcome of
the meeting would not be made
public,

Lindbergh,” the district at-
torney said in announcing the
meeting, “was met by several of my
s*aff early this morning in New
Jersey and was driven to the coun- |
ty ccurt building. He was taken by
ivate elevator to my office. When
he came in he wore horn-rimmed
g'rsses and a cap. He was one of
a line of detectives. The prisoner
never knew he was Lindbergh.”

The visit of Col. Lindbergh in the |
“line-up” at the district attorney’s
c’fice lasted ten minutes, from 9:50
to 10 a. m. it resulted from a wish
expressed by the flier to see the
prisoner. During the “line-up”
JTindbergh did not utter a word,
Charles Brodie, chief clerk in the
cdistrict attorney’s office announced
after Foley had made the meeting
public. Foley also said that Lind-
bergh did not comment afterwards |
either to Foley or any member of
the prosecutor's staff.

When the “line-up” was conclud-
ed, Col. Lindbergh left immediately,
also unnoticed

The line-up caused a delay in ar- i
raignment of the prisoner before |
County Judge Lester W. Pattcrson. |
Hauptman appeared in a daze when |
he was led before the bench, wear- |
ing a wrinkled light grey suit, a
white shirt with the collar open
and no tie. He had a stubby growth

BETTER THAN EITHER
CARDINALS OR
GIANTS

NEW YORK, Sept. 27. (#—The
Detroit infield quartet of Green-
berg, Gehringer Rogell and Owen
may not be able to give a mellow
touch to “Sweet Adeline” under the
clubhouse shower but they can play
harmonious tunes with their bats
and put up an ironbound defense
against anything the baseball enemy
has to offer.

They are four of the main reasons
why the Tigers are well equipped to
tackle either the Giants or the
Cardinals in the forthcoming world
series. Like a quartet of grenadiers
they have stood shoulder to should-
er all season, breaking up opposing
attacks and in turn providing most
of the ammunition for Detroit's
winning rallies.

The best proof of this remarkably
durable infield’'s power is its aggre-
gate batting average of .325. It's
sufficlent evidence to entitle these
Tigers to an all-around edge over
either the Giant combination of
Terry, Critz, Ryan and Jackson or
the Cardinal cast of Collins, Frisch
Durocher and Martin.

The Detroit quartet’s margin over
the Cardinals in hitting is around
80 points per man and nearer 50
points over the Giants. The clinch-
ing evidence is that the Tiger in-
fielders have driven over 425 runs
this season as compared:to less than
800 by the Cardinal quartet and
less than 250 by the Giant inner
workers.

Defensively the comparisons are
pretty close to being a Mexican
standoff. On the one side, Terry
anad Crtiz have a slight margin over
rival combinations in defensive skill,
although there may be some dispute
as to this. Onme the other, the field-
ing marks of Rogell and Owen are
a bit more impressive than those of
either possible opposing pair but
here again the difefrence is scarcely
noticeable on the diamond.

Manager Terry of the Giants is
the superior of their Greenberg
or Oollins at first, on the basis of
all around performance but wields
no more potent stick in the “clutch”
than either of his younger rivals.
QGreenberg and Collins both are
jong-range hitters.

Gehringer is generally rated the
king of present-day second base-"
. men, He has no weakness. Frisch,
despite his years, still ranks among
the great money players of all time.
He has played in seven world series
since 1921, when he was with the
Giants,  Critz also has passed his
prime and is a light hjtter but still
ranks with the most skillful in
handling ground balls.

If the Giants stagger home in
front, Blondy Ryan probably will
play shortstop again, with Captain
Jackson as a result of a new leg
injury, moving over to less strenu-
. ous work at third.” This combina-
tion was effective last fall against
the Senators but lacks the steadi-
ness of the Rogell-Owen combina-
tion for the Tigers or the Durocher-
Martin acrobatics for the Cardinals.
It would be like old times to see
Pepper Martin dashing around
again in a world series, diving for
anything in sight around third base
or worrying Mickey Cochrane again
with his speed on the bases. *

AUSTIN, Sept. 27. — Continuing

CHICAGO, Sept. 26. (#)—Market
value of wheat, corn, hogs and cot-
ton, the four basic farm commodi-
ties defined by the agricultural ad-
justment act was shown today to
be 101 per cent higher than the
average of late September, 1032,

Whereas late in April this year
the Chicago market prices of these
ccmmodities averaged 37 per cent
higher than April, 1932, they now
average 101 per cent above the
corresponding date two years ago.
Early in June this year these prices
averaged only 715 per cent higher
than the corresponding date in
1932.

Compared with a year ago the
basic farm products now average 35
per cent higher, corn and hogs
showing the greatest percentage of
increase. Figures on hogs do not
include the $2.25 per hundredweight
processing tax, which, after gov-
ernment collection, is an indirect
benefit to producers.

‘The average price of hogs today
1s approximatély 47 per cent high-
er than a year ago and 67 per cent
higher than two years ago. Based
on thé Chicago figure for hogs
Tuesday at an average of about
#5670, not Including the tax, this
shows a $2.18 increase over Sep-
tember 25, 1933 and $2.76 over
September 24, 1932.

Corn, on the basis of December
futures prices before trading today,
sold at 79 cents a bushel, 28 cents
or about 54 per cent higher than a
year ago and 50 cents or about 172
per cent higher than two years ago.

December wheat, selling about
$1.08, was 14 cents higher than a
year ago and 50 cents above prices
two years ago, an advance of 92
per cent compared with September
25, 1932,

Chicago cotton prices, based on
quotations for October deliveries
were about 27 per cent higher than
a year ago and 73 per cent higher
than two years ago,

WILL BE BUILT
ATFORT WORTH

Construction Ijikely
To Start During
This Fall

WASHINGTON, Sept. 27. (#)—
The gevernment is completing a
new Wweapon in its war against -il-
legal use of narcotics—the mnar-
cotic farm at Lexington, Ky. and
a gimilar fstitution to be built at
Fort Worth, Texas.

Dr. Walter L. Treadway, assistant
surgeon gemeral in charge of the
mental hygiene division of the U.
$. public health service, said the
$3,000,000 establishment at Lexing-
ton probably would be ready for
use about April 1, 1835,

Preliminary - construction work
will be .started at Fort Worth
cometime this fall, Dr. Treadway
“aid, and contracts for the build-
ings will be closed probably in Feb-
ruary or March of next year.

Wyatt Hedrick, Fort Worth
architect, was expected to com-
plete plans and specifications . for
the buildings on the Fort Worth
farm by January 1, when the gov-
ermment will advertise for bids on
the construction.

*The purpose of the federal gov-
ernment,” Dr. Treadway said, “was
to contribute to the further solu-
tion of the so-called narcotic drug
problem by segregating those ad-
dicts who are a menace to Ameri-
can communities—a . menace be-
cause one addict tends to make
cthers; to lessen the potential mar-
ket ‘for contraband drugs and the
diversion of drugs from legitimate
channels; and to study the best
methods of treatment, the results
to be disseminated to the medical
profession and the general public
to the end that states may make
some provision and establish a pub-
lic policy for  helping to solve the
problem of drug addiction.”

The institutions, he said, were
designed to ‘rehabilitate, restore to
health, and train to be self-sup-
porting and self-reliant «those who
are admitted.”

“In  addition,” Dr. Treadway
continued, ‘““the control manage-
ment and discipline is to be main-
tained for the safekeeping of the
individual and the protection of the
community.”

Professional workers will be as-
signed to the narcotic farms from
the regular career corps of the pub-
lic health service.

Dr. Treadway said the govern-
ment has already purchased 1,400
acres near Fort Worth as the site
for the second institution, and that
funds for the erection.of the nu-
cleus of this establishment were
provided this year in an appropria-
ticn of $1,500,000 in connection with
the public works program.
