Th is  is the tim ely 
and accurate reporting of 
storm  and severe w eather 
events. The collection of this 
inform ation not only helps 
the National W eather Serv ice  
w ith collection of vital 
w eather inform ation and 
verification of w a rn in g s  that
w e issu e ....B u t one other
benefit is that it helps the 
public in filing their insurance 
claim s. If severe w eather 
w a sn 't  reported to  us, w e 
c a n ' t  p r o v i d e  t h a t  
inform ation to you.

T he  N a t io n a l W e a th e r  
S e r v i c e  u s e s  r a d a r ,  
com puters and other sou rce s 
to detect sto rm s and severe 
weather, but the bulk o f this

inform ation m ust com e  from  
the pub licand  o therb ranches 
of the com m unity. G round  
truth from  the hum an eye 
w itn e s s  v e r if ie s  se ve re  
weather, not m achines.

Therefore....The National 
W eather Serv ice  u rges you  to 
take  an a c t iv e  part in 
reporting severe w eather 
events.

A s  s o o n  a s
p o s s ib le . .. re p o r t  se ve re  
weather to the M id land  
National W eather Serv ice  
O ffice by calling 5 6 3 -2 5 0 9  
collect, or call the nearest 
police departm ent and ask 
them  to relay your report to 
us.

T he  f o l lo w in g  se ve re  
weather inform ation is w hat 
shou ld  be reported...

-Hail dime size or larger 
g i v i n g  t h e  s i z e . . . s u c h

a s . . . d i m e ,  q u a r t e r ,  
half-dollar, golfball, baseball 
etc. and time and location.

-Tornado or funnel cloud 
g iv ing  location, m ovem ent 
and time.

-W in d  d a m a g e  g iv in g  
e x te n t o f d a m a g e  and  
e s t im a te d  w in d  speed , 
location and time.

-F lood ing or fla sh  flood ing 
g iv ing  time and location and 
extent o f dam age if post 
event.

Rem em ber...The National 
W eather Se rv ice  needs this 
vital inform ation to  issue 
timely and accurate severe 
w eather w a rn in g s  that m ay 
save lives. ...Maybe even your 
own.

C ra ig  S im p so n  said today.

Borden C o u n ty  is one of 2 4  
in Texas recently nam ed by 
Secretary of Agricu lture  
R ichard  E. Lyng  a s eligible for 
loans to  cove r p a rt o f  ac tua l 
production lo sse s resulting 
from  the adverse weather.

D. C ra ig  S im p so n  said 
farm ers m ay be eligible for 
loans oof up to 8 0  percent of 
their actual lo sse s or the 
operating loan needed to 
continue  in bu sine ss  or 
$ 5 0 0 ,0 0 0 ,  w h icheve r is less. 
For farm ers unable to obtain 

c r e d i t  f r o m  p r i v a t e  
com m ercial lenders, the 
interest rate on the first

$ 1 0 0 ,0 0 0  borrow ed  is 5 
percent; the interest rate is 8 
percent on the balance 
borrow ed over that amount.

" A s  a general rule, a farm er 
m ust have suffered at least a 
3 0  percent lo ss o f production 
to be eligible fo r F m H A  
em ergency lo a n ," D. C ra ig  
S im p so n  said. Farm ers 
participating in the P IK  or 
Fede ra l C ro p  In su ra n c e  
program s will have to figure 
in proceeds from  those 
p rogram s in determ ining 
their loss.

"A p p lic a t io n s  for loans 
u n d e r  t h i s  e m e r g e n c y  
designation  w ill be accepted 
until A u g u s t  12, 1 9 8 7  but 
farm ers shou ld  apply as soon  
a s  p o s s ib le  D e la y s  in 
a p p l y i n g  c o u l d  c r e a t e  
back lo g s  in p ro ce ss in g  and 
po ssib ly  over into the new  
fa rm ing  s e a so n , "  D . C ra ig  
S im p so n  said.

Tough Times on the Farm
To say  that 1 9 8 6  has been 

a tough  year on the farm  
w o u l d  b e  a g r o s s  
understatem ent. The farm  
econom y rem ained at a low  
ebb during the year in Texas 
as well as th roughout the 
nation. Texas farm ers and 
ranchers w ill look back at 
1 9 8 6  a s a year w ith  m ixed 
em otions. M o s t  will be glad 
it 's  over; others will v iew  it as 
a stepp ing stone to  perhaps 
better th ings to come.

Su rp lu s  production, tight 
farm  credit and the w eather 
have taken istheir toll on the 
na t ion s 'fs  already struggling  
farmer.

W ith  the w an in g  year and 
the continu ing econom ic  
problem s in the farm  sector 
cam e the stark realization 
that som e farm ers w ou ld  not 
be back in 1 9 8 7 . Texas farm  
num bers have declined from
1 8 7 ,0 0 0  in June  1 9 8 4  to

1 6 0 ,0 0 0  a s of Ju n e  1 9 8 6 . 
A n d  there w ill be even few er 
farm ers venturing forth  to 
plant c rtp sop s next spring. 
M a n y  will have to  com e to 
grips w ith  the fact that they 
gave it th e irb e stsh o ta n d  still 
lost. To  those  w h o  are able to 
ge t a d e q u a te  c re d it  to  
f in a n c e  '8 7  o p e ra t io n s ,  
perhaps a brighter day lies 
ahead.

L i v e s t o c k  p r o d u c e r s  
shou ld  see h igher prices in 
1 9 8 7  due to tight supplies, 
and cheap feed shou ld  help 
keep co sts dow n. O ne  the 
other hand, crop  producers 
will aga in  depend heavily on 
governm ent paym ents and 
the export market, w h ich  
should  im prove som e  as the 
value of the dollar con tinue s 
to drop abroad and m ake 
U .S. com m oditie s m ore 
com petitive in the w orld

Y o u  m ig h t  a v o id  the  
p rob lem  ne x t y e a r  by 
e s t a b l i s h i n g  a f a m i l y  
spend ing plan for 1 9 8 7  w hile  
the year is still young. 
W hether you  have a lot of 
m oney o ra  little, a sound  plan 
for spend ing  is the key to 
having dollars fo r w ha t is 
needed and w anted  before 
the m oney d isappears in 
unexpected w ays.

It is fairly sim ple  to set up a 
s p e n d i n g  p l a n .  F i r s t  
calculate you r 1 9 8 7  incom e 
from  all sources.

H av ing  a spend ing  plan 
also  a llow s you  to  "b ill "  
yourse lf for a certain am ount 
each pay period w h ich  can go  
i n t o  s a v i n g s  to  m e e t  
long-term  financial goals. 
T ha t g o a l m ig h t  be a 
dow n-paym ent for a new  
h o u se  or car, c o lle g e  
expenses, a vacation or a 
retirement nest egg.

It ta k e s  p ra c t ic e  and  
patience in keeping financial 
records so  that you  can use 
fairly accurate am ounts for 
p l a n n i n g  r a t h e r  t h a n  
estimates. But good  records 
can help you see w here you 
m ight w ant to cut your 
spend ing plan in som e areas 
and increase it in others.

These prov isions, know n 
as the Conservation  Reserve, 
conservation com pliance, 
sodbuste rand  sw am pbuster, 
are aim ed at reducing soil 
erosion, retaining w etlands 
and reducing the production 
of su rp lus com m odities.
So m e  of these p rov ision s 
h a v e  a l r e a d y  b e e n  
implemented, and others 
w h ich  will have a marked 
im p ac t on  a g r ic u ltu ra l 
production in the years 
ahead.

---Conservation  Reserve:
The Conservation  Reserve 
P r o g r a m  ( C R P )  o f f e r s  
producers help in retiring 
h igh ly erodible cropland. The 
Agricultural Stabilization and 
C o n s e r v a t i o n  S e r v i c e  
( A S C S )  will share up to half 
of the cost of establish ing 
perm anent grasses, legum es, 
trees, w indbreaks or w ildlife 
plantings on highly erodible 
cropland. Under 10-year 
contracts, the A S C S  will 
m ake annual rental paym ents 
to landow ners a s long as they 
m eet term s and cond ition s of 
c o n se rv a t io n  c o n t ra c t s  
d e ve lo p e d  b y  the  S o i l  
Conservation  Service.

---Sodbuster: S o d b u ste r is  
effective now  and applies if a 
producer plants an annual 
crop on  a high ly erodible field 
that w a s not used for crop 
production during the period 
1 9 8 1 -8 5 .  To  farm  su ch  a 
h igh ly  erodible field, a 
producer m ust do  so  under 
t h e  p r o v i s i o n s  o f  a 
conservation plan developed 
by the S C S  and approved by 
the  local  c o n se rv a t io n  
district to rem ain eligible for 
U S D A  program  benefits.

—  S w a m p b u s t e r :  
Sw a m p b u ste ra lso  is in effect 
n o w  and applies if a producer 
converts naturally occurring 
w etland s to  cropland after 
Dec. 23 , 1 9 8 5  (the date the 
farm  bill w a s  signed).

Congressman Martin Frost Reports 
To Texas

Ju st  a few  w eeks ago. 
C o n g re ss  celebrated the 
passage  of a bi-partisan 
anti-drug bill designed  to 
address the g row ing  problem  
of drug abuse  in our nation.

Dem ocra ts a n d
Repub licans alike praised the 
legislation w h ich  called for 
strict, new  law  enforcem ent 
m e a su re s  a g a in s t  d ru g  
traffickers and far-reaching 
education and rehabilitation 
p rogram s for teens, children, 
and those  ialreadyr adictes to 
drugs.

The Adm in istration  also 
has praised the anti-drug law, 
w ith  both President Reagan 
and  F irs t  L a dy  N ancy 
Reagan  speak ing publicly of 
their com m itm ent to  battle 
drug abuse.

Unfortunately, however, 
the Adm in istration  has been 
long on talk and short on 
substance. I recently learned 
t h a t  t h e  O f f i c e  o f  
M anage m e n t and Budget 
p lans to defer spend ing $ 2 2 5  
m illion appropriated for the 
anti-drug bill that President 
Reagan  signed  into law  in 
October. These  fund s have 
b e e n  d e s i g n a t e d  f o r  
assistance  to state and local 
narcotics law  enforcem ent

The re 's  really no such  th ing 
a s " t h e "  hardening season  in 
Texas. W hile sp ring and 
s u m m e r  are,  i n d e e d ,  
beautiful, abundant g row ing  
periods, it is a m istake to 
i g n o r e  o n e ' s  o u t d o o r  
e n v iro n m e n t  w h e n  the  
w eather cools.

In fact, fall and w inter 
landscape is crucial. A  
hibernating gardener—one 
w ho  neglects h is o r her 
l a n d s c a p e  w h e n  t h e  
temperature dips be low  7 0  
degrees— is a p t t o "w a k e u p "  
to a pretty d ism al garden 
w hen spring arrives.

N o  one understands the 
im portance of fall and  w inter 
g a r d e n i n g  b e t t e r  t h a n  
H ow ard  Garrett, ow ne r of 
H o w a r d  G a r r e t t  a n d  
A sso c ia te s  landscape design  
firm  in Dallas, and author of 
L A N D S C A P E
D E S IG N . . . .T E X A S  S T Y L E  
(Taylor Pub lish ing C om pany, 
1986). In this, the au th o r 's  
s e c o n d  b o o k ,  G a r r e t t  
exp lains the p roce ss of 
l a n d s c a p e  d e s i g n  in 
step-by-step term s, reveals 
the very best plant m aterials 
for each of the eight areas of 
Texas, and d ispe ls som e  
c o m m o n  m y t h s  a b o u t  
landscape design and care.

Fall is the be sttim e to  plant 
trees and m ajor sh rub s in the 
hom e landscape. " M o s t  
people try to  plant in the 
spring, but it 's  really the 
w o rst t im e ," he explains.

a u th o r it ie s  to  a s s is t  in 
a p p re h e n d in g  n a rc o t ic s  
dealers and figh ting  crime 
assoc iated  w ith drug abuse.

The state and local law 
e n fo rc e m e n t  a s s is ta n c e  
program  is a key part of the 
ne w  d ru g  law  and  an 
essential ingredient to any 
successfu l national narcotics 
c o n t r o l  s t r a t e g y .  In 
form ulating a bi-partisan 
anti- 'd rug  bill, increased 
federal assistance  to local 
law enforcem ent .authorities 
w as w idely agreed upon as 
the least that m ust be done to 
address our na t ion 's  drug 
problems. It is terribly 
d isappointing that the 
Adm inistration is w illing to 
c irc u m v e n t  th e  w ill of 
C o ng re ss  and violate the 
in tent o f the  a n t i-d ru g  
legislation by w ith -ho ld ing 
this fundning.

Th is is notthe  only exam ple 
of the  A d m in i s t r a t io n 's  
unw illingness to take se rious 
its responsbibiiities under the 
anti-drug law. O ve r the 
T h a n k sg iv in g  H o liday , 
S e c re ta ry  o f E d u c a t io n  
W illiam  Bennett announced  
that he w a s releading federal 
fund ing for d rug abuse 
education program s w ithout

"T h e  ideal time to p la n t all 
major m aterials—trees and 
larger sh ru b s— is in the fall 
and through the winter. 
M a n y  people d o n 'tk n o w th a t  
trees put out roots in the 
winter, and the roots are the 
m ost im portant part o f the 
tree. W hen trees and sh rub s 
are  in tro d u ce d  to  the  
landscape in the fall and 
winter, they put all their 
energy into root grow th, 
since  the plants are dorm ant 
above-ground during this 
period. Planted in spring, 
th e se  sa m e  p la n ts  w ill 
expend energy above and 
below  ground.

Garrett says that plant 
identification and selection 
are a s im portant as a tim ely 
planting schedule. "T h e  
proper identification o f trees 
is c ru c ia l," he explains. 
" O n e  o f  t h e  b i g g e s t  
problem s in our state is the 
p l a n t i n g  o f  i n c o r r e c t

drafting any regulations on 
the use or accountability of 
the funds. U nder the 
legislation a s passed, the 
Departm ent of Education  
w as charged w ith  taking a 
leadership role in fo rm ulating  
national policy on  d rug  abuse 
education. The Secretary  of 
Education has decided to 
sim ply not fo llow  through.

Clearly, drug abu se  is a 
national problem, and the 
education of our youth  about 
the hazards o f i l legal  
noarcotics is essential. The 
Departm ent of Educa tion  
m ust play a leadershi p role in 
f o r m u l a t i n g  a n d
coord inating effective drug 
abuse  education  p rogram s.

I do  not question  the 
President or M rs.  R e a g a n 's  
personal com m itm ent to 
battle d rug  abuse. I do 
q u e s t io n ,  h o w e v e r,  the  
c o m m i t m e n t  o f
A dm in istra t ion  staff and 
departm ent heads. I hope 
President R eagan  will w ork 
w ith  C o n g re ss  and not 
aga in st it in insisting that the 
fund ing  appropriated in the 
anti-drug law  be handled 
appropriately and the intent 
of C ongre ss  be carried out by 
those  in his Adm inistration.

Fall-Winter Tips
varieties, especially as it 
relates to red oaks. Pin oaks 
and northern red oaks are 
being sold as Shum ard  red 
oaks. Shu m ard  red oaks are 
g r e a t ,  a n d  w i l l  g r o w  
anyw here  in Texas un less 
t h e y  a r e n ' t  p r o v i d e d  
adequate drainage. Northern 
red oaks sh o u ld n 't  beused 
here, and selling pin oaks as 
Sh u m a rd  red oaks in the 
worst.

B e s id e s  o f fe r in g  the  
p e rfe c t o p p o r t u n it y  fo r  
planting, fall and w inter are 
also  the time to protect o n e 's  
landscape from  the w h im s of 
M othe r Nature. Garrett 
rem inds us that gardeners 
m ust contin ue a regular 
(once-per-week) watering 
schedule to d iscourage  plant 
stress. D u ring  dry periods 
and, especially, before a hard 
freeze, the landscape should  
be thoroughly watered.
