New study says no 
benzene in aquifer

A M A K II.I.O  (AP) -  Ihe 
city 's water supply is not con­
taminated with ben/ene. even 
though high levels o f the car­
cinogen were found in two 
nearby monitoring wells, o ff i­
cials with the Pantex nuclear 
weapons plant .said.

An iiuleiK'nilent study of 
the two monitoring wells 
found high concentrations o f 
benzene last August. The 
wells are separated by the 
length o f two frxitball fields 
from the Ogallala Aquifer, 
which supplies drinking water 
for the city of Amarillo.

“ It's a fairly firm  consen­
sus." said Randall 
C'harbeneau of the University 
o f Texas, part of the indepen­
dent review team that released 
the new study on Mdnday. 
"The bottom line is the 
Ogallala Aquifer isn't contam­
inated wifh benzene"

Benzene IS a known car-
cinogen.

where she moved after remar­
rying. An indictment alleges 
she killed her husband to gain 
control o f the m ultim illion- 
dollar estate he created as a 
co-founder o f television sta­
tion KB'VO. The station .sold 
for $54 m illion in 1994 and 
now operates as KEYE, a 
CBS affiliate in Austin.

Celeste Beard has denied

any involvement in the slay­
ing.

Tarlton and Celeste Beard 
were friends who met when 
they were patients in a psychi­
atric hospital.

In exchange for Tarlton’s 
testimony, prosecutors called 
for a 20-year prison sentence 
for Tarlton. She would have 
faced an automatic life sen­
tence i f  convicted o f the capital 
murder charge that she was set 
to go on trial for this week.

Retrial begins for police ofñcer
.SAN A N IO N IO  (AP) —  

When a former ('entral Texas 
police officer agreed to pnXect 
shipments o f cocaine in 
exchange for money, he sold his 
badge, gun and integrity, a pros­
ecutor told jurors during opening 
statements in his federal retrial.

Assistant U.S. Attorney 
David Counts said 15-year 
police veteran Arthur Gutierrez 
Jr. should have walked away 
when an FT3I agent, ptxsing as a 
mid-level ctx;aine dealer, pre­
sented him with the dmg 
.scheme.

“ An honest cop would have 
stood up right there and done 
something,’ ’ Counts told jurors 
Monday, the first day of the reui- 
al.

Gutierrez faces five federal 
dmg charges. The 39-year-old is 
accu-sed o f accepting $5,000 to 
e.scort or protect what he thought 
was cocaine in Augu.st and 
September 2000.

The 40 kilograms o f “ dmgs” 
actually were packages o f gyp­
sum material supplied by federal 
agents in a sting that netted 10 
law officers and two civilians in 
>March 2001. O f the original 12,

Gutierrez has maintained his 
innocence, contending that he 
was set up by then-Sgt. 

Conrad Fragozo Jr., who lured him 
into the drug scheme under false pre- . 
tenses by saying it was a moonlight­
ing job. Fragozo has pleaded guilty In 
the case.
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Gutierrez and six others were 
charged with conspiring to dis­
tribute the drugs.

Last, month, Gutierrez’s first 
trial ended in a hung jury.

Gutierrez has maintained his 
innocence, contending that he 

-was set up by then-Sgt. Conrad 
Fragozo Jr., who lured him into 
the drug scheme under false pre­
tenses by saying it was a moon­
lighting job. Fragozo has pleaded 
guilty in the case.^

“ He was framed,”  defense 
attorney Jimmy Parks Jr. told 
jurors Monday.

In his first trial, Gutierrez tes­
tified that after encountering the 
purported dmg trafficker, he 
feared for his life and the safety 
o f his family.

The prosecution’s first wit-

ness was FBI agent Ricardo 
Pagan, who posed as the 
smuggler who arranged the 
“ dm g" transactions with 
Gutierrez-and Fragozo in local 
hotel rooms.

The government showed 
jurors a surveillance videotape 
in which Ciutierrez agrees to 
help protect a carload o f 
cocaine by tailing it with his 
truck.

More than 2,400 veterans 
o f m ilita ry  service live  in 
Gray County, said Veterans 
Service ^ T5fricer Robert 
D ickson during his annual 
report to the County 
Commission Monday.

He said during the meeting 
the 2,434 veterans in Gray 
County have many benefits 
and he doesn’t believe all the 
veterans and/ or their depen­
dents realize thé extent o f the 
benefits fp r which they quali­
fy.

Medical care, widows pen­
sions, and burial assistance 
are benefits to persons who 
have served in the U.S. m ili­
tary.

Many m ilita ry veterans are 
not aware o f the medical cov­
erage offered at the A m arillo  
Veterans Hospital, he said.

“ A lot o f these veterans are 
more or less destitute," he 
said. “ It (medical care) has 
always been available, but 
many haven’ t used the bene­
fit .”

.Still, Pampa residents have 
8,000 appointments at the 
A m arillo  VA facility . “ Now 
some o f them see a doctor 
more than once a year, • o f 
course," he said.

To qualify for the medical 
care benefit, a veteran must 
have served 90 days o f active 
duty and have an honorable 
discharge, said Dickson.

A  veteran seeking medical 
care from  the A m a rillo  
Veterans Hospital should call 
the VA Hospital to set up a 
medical appointment and also 
provide a copy o f their DD- 
214, a m ilitary discharge.

D ickson said veterans 
could not have a m ilita ry dis­
charge which was less than 
honorable to receive medical 
treatment.

Gray County Judge Richard Peet recognized 
Veterans Service Officer Bob Dickson for his attain­
ment of certification for 2001.

Cost per prescription is 
‘ only $7 each at the VA Center. 
He said the cost to the veteran 
Had recently been raised from 
$2 per prescription.

Using him self as an exam­
ple, he said he gets check-ups 
twice a year and his cost is 
$50.80 each time for the spe­
cialist.

“ O f course, since I ’ m an 
employee o f the county, the 
county insurance pays the 
balance and I don’ t have to 
pay anything,”  said Dickson.

More than $2 m illion  in 
veterans’ pensions are paid to 
residents o f the county each 
year, said Dickson.

Widows o f veterans with 
service-connected disabilities 
qualify for a pension, also, 
and many are not aware o f the 
benefit, he said.

Dickson said the qua lify ­
ing widows are paid $934 a 
month, and the pension is 
nontaxable. Dickson said the 
pension is paid in addition to 
Social Security.

Another benefit is finan­
cial assistance w ith burial o f a 
veteran at the time o f death. 
He said the Veterans

Adm inistration w ill pay up to 
$1,500 for burial costs and 
$300 to open and close the 
cemetery plot.

Dickson said he doesn’ t 
believe many people who 
would qua lify  are aware o f 
the death benefits, and that 
some o f the people seeking 
assistance from  the county for 
burial expenses might be e li­
g ible to receive VA assis­
tance.

The Gray County 
Veterans Service O ffice r said 
he w ill attend a meeting in 
Lubbock this month to learn 
the new changes in rules and 
regulations pertaining to his 
office.

He said he w ill receive 
another 20 hours o f certified 
training to add to the 160 
hours he has attained the past 
2 1/2 years.

He said he w ill probably be 
attending the Fall State 
Conference in Corpus Christi.

D ickson said he would 
encourage any veterans or 
their dependents to contact 
him regarding questions or 
concerns about veterans’ ben­
efits.

County Auditor Elaine Morris said expenses 
for a desk or car expenses can cone out o f the 

. forfeiture budget, but not salary or moving 
expenses. She i said such funds would be 
reportable on a W-2 form.

Both Morris and County Treasurer Scott 
Hahn said no forms for the funds have been 
issued by the county.

Hahn said Roach could not get an assistant 
D A  for the $45,000 authorized by the county.

Peet questioned whether the commissioners 
court would be setting a precedent i f  the forfe i­
ture budget was approved.

Commissioner Gerald Wright asked Peet i f  
Roach had been notified that the item was to be 

*on the agenda, and i f  he had been invited to 
attend the meeting. ,

Peet said he didn’t contact Roach about the 
meeting because he said, “ The DA had said at a 
previous meeting he was tired o f coming before 
us and all the nit-picking.

“ So, I wasn’t going to call him,”  said Peet.
W right called for better communication 

between the two factions in the on-going con­
troversy.

Wright made the motion to approve the bud­
get. and Commissioner Joe Wheeley seconded 
it. Commi.ssioners Jim Greene and James Hefley 
along with Peet voted “ no”  while Wright and 
Wheeley voted to accept it.

In the 4 -1 vote to decide approval o f the for­
feiture budgets' set out Jan. 1, 2002, through 
Feb. 28, 2002 and March 1 through March 31, 
2002, Wheeley made the motion to approve and 
Wright seconded it.

Wheeley said he needed clarification. “ I actu­
a lly think A D A  supplement should nut come out 
o f the fund,”  he said. “ I don’t mind bearing the 
expense to get him here.”

However, Wright was the only member o f the 
commissioners court to vote for it when it came 
to a vote.

Voting against approving the budget were 
Commissioners Wheeley, Greene, Hefley and

Judge Peet.
In an $8,787.89 forfeiture fund budget for the 

first two months o f 2002, $2,615.76 was to 
reimburse operating fo r Gray County 
Investigator salary reimbursement as well as 
$ 1,794.16 for A D A  supplement.

Other items in that budget included office 
equipment, office rent, training, library exjiense, 
staff meals, vehicle towing/storage and grant 
preparation expenses

Anticipated expenditures o f forfeited proper­
ty for March 2002, forfeiture budget which 
totaled $8,195.63 included A D A  supplement of 
$1,345.63.

Other Items listed were o ffice equipment, 
o ffice rent, training, lib rary expen.se, staff meals, 
and vehicle towing/storage.

In the letter to Alvey, Roach stated he has

“ It is my further belief that the audit contem­
plated by the statute is nut for the benefit -of 
Gray County, but rather for the benefit o f State 
Comptroller and Attorney General for the reason 
that it does not deal with any Gray County 
funds. Accordingly, the activity for soch penod 
would not be within the scope o f any audit con 
ducted for the benefit o f Gray County.

“ This is .my formal request that you request 
an opinion o f the Attorney General consistent 
with the conflict described in this letter as to 
what I am required to do under the statute.”

Noted at the end o f the letter was that certi­
fied copies o f the letter to Alvey were also sent" 
to Gray County Auditor, Gray County Judge and 
Gray County Commissioner’s Court.

W hile there were cotton­

woods along the creeks in the 
panhandle then, there were 
no trees out on the plains.

Selecting a spot on the 
north side o f a buffalo wal­
low and on the main trail 
from Panhandle to Am arillo , 
Cree built his dugout. Today, 
that trail is U.S. Highway 60.

Cree’s w ife loved green 
growing things, Mrs. Heaton 
said, and insisted '"that her 
husband go get a bois d ’arc, 
also known as an Osage 
orange, tree from the Turkey 
Track Ranch which was 35 
miles north o f their dugout.

The Turkey Track had a 
number o f seedlings as part 
o f a plan to raise their own 
fence posts.

Cree and his w ife planted 
the seedling next to buffalo 
wallow  because they felt like 
it would get more moisture 
and stood a better chance o f 
survival.

“ Everybody said, ‘Why, 
you’ re crazy. It won’ t live. 
Don’ t even attempt it , ” ’ Mrs. 
Heaton said. “ She said, ‘Yes, 
I want that tree,’ so he took 
the wagon and went to get an 
Osage orange seedling. They 
put it near their buffalo wal­
low  which was just out back 
o f their dugout. It survived.”

Cree, over the next 
decade, bui.lt up his herd to 
some 2,600 head o f cattle, 
but he lost 1,600 head o f 
them in the blizzard o f 1900. 
He ended up selling hi& sec­
tion o f land fo r $50 to 
A m arillo  banker R.W. W aK. 
That $50 for the 
tioh  was eight dtdlan 
than the price paid fo r the 
historical marker that would 
be erected next to the tree 75 
years later.

“ They sold out o f the cat­
tle business,”  Mrs. Fleaton 
said.

In ihe fam ily  history, ( M i  
talks o f traveling across the 
Texas Panhandle in 1902 to 
look at land that the X lT  
Ranch was selling o ff  fo r a' 
dollar an acre on ^

note w ith three percent inter­
est, but he opted to move 
north instead.

The Cree fa m ily  moved 
north t^  Springfield, on the 
eastern plains o f Colorado. 
Years later, as the Dust Bowl 
enveloped the Great Plains, 
Thomas Cree moved to Cortez 
in southwest Colorado.

“ They came over in this 
country in 1935, when the 
Dust Bowl h it over in eastern 
Colorado,”  Mrs. Heaton said.

The Cree fam ily  bought a 
few hundred acres north o f 
Cortez and started ranching 
again.

bounced back time and again 
from drouth and blizzard to 
leave his leg;,.y w ith a pio­
neer fam ily in Colorado -  and 
with a lone bois d ’arc tree and 
Carson County.

Gov. John Connally, in 
dedicating the historical 
plaque for the tree during cer­
emonies Oct. 23, 1963, in the 
C ity o f Panhandle, said the 
small tree showed the perse 
verance o f the settlers in times 
‘o f drouth and hardship.

N ikki “ got it on”  at 
a recent Am arillo Boxing 
Tournament and history was 
made

This unlikely story; started 
two years ago when four young 
girls walked into the gym at 
Horace Mann School and 
founder J.R. Moreno o f the 
Youth Survival Club asked 
them if  they wanted to jo in the 
boxing team.

“They looked at each other.

not knojving what to say,”  
Moreno recalls.

The girls were 12-year-o1d 
Nikki Medley, Amanda Hood 
I I ,  Celia Moria 12 and Jackie 
Medley 8.

The young boxers-to-be 
joined the club that day.

‘They started working out, 
just like the other boxers,”  
Morem) said. “ I had my doubts 
about how long they would 
last.”

Moreno said all four girls 
came from single parent homes.

“ We started working with 
them, explaining the rules about

not doing drugs, not hanging 
around gangs and not getting 
into trouble with the law,”  he 
said.

Moreno said the girls were 
also required to maintain their 
grades in school. '

‘To make it short, hisurry 
was made. Pampa, Texas had its 
first girls boxing team and soon 
other girls were jo in ing up. 
Pretty soon we had to get some 
o f the girls licenses to box. 
N ikki and Amanda fought at the 
Civic Center in Lubbock, and 
later fought in Woodward, Okla.

Amanda took the runner-up
