anibassailor in the region. He said 
Powell is the right (xrsoii at least 
to try.

Brookings Institution analyst 
Ivo Daaliler. a "big Powell fan." 
had this |K’ssimistic vieVv "L.ven 
if Cohn Powell were the greatest 
secretary ol state this countrv has 
ever seen. I ilon't thiiikdic s going 
to solve this problem. "

Powell, who turns b.S Lriday. 
came into his job bearing the liis 
ter of a military career that mclud 
ed leadership of the Persian (iulf 
War during his tenure as chairman 
of the Joint Chiefs of .Staff.

He IS still hugely popular at 
home and abroad, but his foreign

Planes that violate 
Washington’s prohibited zone 
are quickly warned by air traf­
fic controllers to correct 
course, and the Secret Service 
is alerted. Nearly all pilots 
comply immediately, officials 
said.

Military planes that patrol 
the capital skies are permitted 
to force such planes to land or, 
as a last resort, sh(X)t them 
down if pilots don’t respond.

policy views are often at odds

this administration is tilted 
against him," Daalder said. 
“•Powell is a much more mtxl- 
erate, much more cautious, 
much more multilaterally 
inclined person.”

Powell, for example, tried 
unsuccessfully to find a way to 
carry out missile defense tést- 
ing under the 1972 Anti- 
Ballistic Missile Treaty. 
Instead, Bush decided to with­
draw from the pact to clear ;he 
way for development of a 
national missile defense, to thè 
dismay of many allies.

Powell also rs believed to be 
more reluctant for the United 
States to go up against Iraq 
militarily than are others in the 
administration, although in 
recent days he has toughened 
his rhetoric against President 
Saddam Hussein’s govern­
ment.

Not that Powell’s voice isn’t

heard or that he loses every 
battle.

He, was influential, for 
example, in getting Bush to 
modify his position and declare 
that the Geneva Convention’s 
protections applied to Taliban 
prisoners, although not to cap­
tured rrrembers of the al-Qaida 
terror network.

He also helped ea.se ten­
sions between the United 
States and China after the col­
lision of an' American spy 
plane and a Chine.se jet fighter 
last year.

Richiird Fairbanks, a 
eign policy expert at 
Center for Strategic 
International Studies, 
Powell has dispelled early 
doubts that he was too cau­
tious, his military background 
too narrow, for the job of sec­
retary of state.

“ He has weathered those 
storms,” said Fairbanks. “ He 
IS seen as a person of wisdom 
and probity.”

But sonK* critics of U.S. pol­
icy on the Midcast say Powell, 
who ha.sn’t been to the region 
for almost a year, must share 
blame for the Bush administra­
tion’s failure to take a more 
hands-on approach sininer.

“There’s no indication that

he wants to do bold stuff and 
new thinking,” Daalder said. 
“ I think he took on board the 
advice of every other secretary 
of state, which is don’t get 
involved in the Middle East, 
because it’s a quicksand and 
you’ll never get out.”

Abington said Powell’s last 
visit to the region, during 
which he sent mixed signals 
on whether he supported truce 
monitors and endorsed a 
seven-day period of complete 
calm that never happened, 
shows the intricacies of 
Middle East diplomacy.

“ He endorsed positions 
that I think in retrospect didn’t 
achieve what he was trying to 
achieve,” Abington said.

of pounds of explosives, more 
than 1,300 rifles and more than 
670 pistols.

Russia touts 
arms treaty

MOSCOW (AP) — 
Russia’s Defense Minister 
Sergei Ivanov said Friday that 
there were no insurmountable 
disagreements that could pre­
vent U.S. and Russian negotia­
tors from working out a 
nuclear arms deal by the time 
President Bush visits Russia in 
May.

“There are no differences 
on the essence of the legally 
binding document on nuclear 
weapons reductions,” the 
Interfax-Military News 
Agency quoted Ivanov as say­
ing during a tnp to Greece. 
“There are certain differences 
concerning control mecha­
nisms and approaches to the 
cuts.”

Bush has promised to cut 
the U.S. arsenal to I,7()0 to 
2,200 strategic nuclear war­
heads, while President
Vladimir Putin has said Russia 
could go as low as 1,500. Both 
countries are allowed 6,000 
under the existing START I 
treaty.

The pledges last fall reflect­
ed the general improvement of 
U.S.-Russian ties, warmed by 
Putin’s support for the U.S.- 
led war in Afghanistan. Bush 
initially favored an informal 
weapons deal but later agreed 
to Ihitin’s push to formalize 
the cuts in a written agree­
ment.

“ Despite the increased 
level of trust between Moscow 
and Washington, mechanisms 
of control over nuclear 
weapons reduction must be 
preserved,” Ivanov said. “All 
processes in this field must be 
controllable and predictable.”

Talks held over the winter 
on the planned cuts were 
rocky because of Moscow’s 
vociferous objection to U.S. 
plans to store decommissioned 
nuclear weapons for possible 
future use rather than destroy­
ing them. .
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Q ueen M other to  lie  
in  state at P arliam ent

LONDON (AP) - > T q  the 
solemn beat of military bands, 
the coffin of the (Jueen Mother 
was carried through the heart 
of Lxindon on a gun carriage 
Friday as Britain honored the 
woman whose life spanned a 
tumultuous century of 
upheaval and change.

Draped in her personal 
standard and topped with a 
diamond-encrusted crown and 
a single wreath of white roses 
from Queen Elizabeth II, the 
Queen Mother’s coffin was 
taken to Parliament, where it 
will lie in state for ftxir days to 
let people pay their final 
respects.

“In loving memory,” read a 
note on the wreath from the 
queen to her mother, who died 
Saturday aged 101.

Hundreds of royal guards in 
red tunics and gleaming black 
liearskin hats, sailors in white 
caps and blue uniforms and 
members of the Royal Air 
Force in light blue escorted the 
solemn procession, their ranks 
passing by at the slow march 
used for hiñerais. It was a fine 
spring day, with the sun shin­
ing down on laxidon.

Fourteen members of the 
royal family, including Prince 
Charles, Prince William and 
Prince Iw ry and n»st of her 
other grandchildren, walked 
behind the coffin, which was 
greeted by the queen as it 
arrived at Parliament. Many of 
the royal mourners were 
dressed in military uniforms 
and escorted by Britain’s mili­
tary chiefs.

Eight guardsmen carefully

lifted the coffin fixrni the gun 
carriage when it reached 
Parliament and carried it on 
their shoulders into the build­
ing. Clergymen walked in 
front with golden crosses. 
Inside it was met by the queen, 
accompanied by royal and par­
liamentary officials dres.sed in 
(lowing gold and black robes 
and white horse-hair wigs.

Following the brief service 
the queen, looking tired and 
strained, quickly left with the 
rest of the royal family, in a 
convoy of Rolls Royce limou­
sines and returned to 
Buckingham Palace. She was 
applauded and cheered by 
many of the onhxikers, many 
of them waving small British 
flags.

A choir in white and red 
rtibes sang psalnxs as the coffin 
was carried into the medieval 
Westminster Hall and laid on a 
purple-draped dais, flanked by 
four large' burning candles. 
The Archbishop of C’anterbury 
George Carey led prayers.

“We give thanks fbr her 
example of faithful duty,” he 
said.

Prime Minister Tony Blair 
and other government and 
political leaders atxl foreign 
guests solemnly watched.

As the pitx:essi(Mi left for 
Westminster Hall, a 28 gun 
salute was fired from neaiby 
Green Park — one every 
minute of the journey. The cof­
fin was carried on a cannon of 
the Royal Horse Artillery and 
flanked by artillerymen in cer­
emonial black aiKl red uni­
forms.

Threats leveled at Afghan allies
BAGRAM, Afghanistan 

(AP) — Tf)e U.S.-led coali­
tion has received more “cred­
ible threats” of violence 
against its members and jour­
nalists in Afghanistan, a mili­
tary spokesman said Friday, 
including pamphlets found in 
the east offering a reward for 
the capture or killing of mem­
bers of the allied force.

Attacks could include 
rockets, mortars and car 
bombs, Maj. Bryan Hilferty 
said at Bagram air base, in 
central Afghanistan.

He provided few details, 
but said the leaflets were 
found last week in Paktia, the 
eastern province where much 
of the fighting has taken 
place. It wasn’t immediately 
clear how much money the 
pamphlets offered.

Despite the recent success 
of Operation Anaconda 
against al-Qaida and Taliban 
fighters in the Shah-e-Kot 
mountains, U.S. officials 
have said the war in 
Afghanistan is far from over.

The latest reported attack 
on coalition forces came 
Wednesday, when a group of 
U.S. special forces and 
Afghan military troops said 
five rockets landed several 
miles from where they were

in the Shah-e-Kot Valley.
Hilferty sajd the allied sol­

diers believed the attack was 
aimed at them, though they 
were continuing to analyze 
the rocket craters for more 
information.

He said the rockets didn’t 
appear to be well-aimed.

“ It seemed to be more in 
the line of Iraqi Ŝ cud attacks 
in Desert Storm. You just 
launch it and hope it kills 
someone,” he said.

Coalition members have 
said they have cleared the 
Shah-e-Kot area, but Hilferty 
said: “ If you get an attack 
from several kilometers 
away, that’s not the same 
thing.”

The Bagram base, to the 
north, is also “ very well 
cleared,” but coalition forces 
could “ very well get rocketed 
here” too, he added.

Hilferty said a group of 
less than 100 U.S. special 
forces and hundreds of allied 
Afghan troops are still doing 
surveillance and reconnais­
sance in the Shah-e-Kot
region.

At present, he said the 
allies are focusing their main 
efforts on eastern 
Afghanistan, on the Gardez 
and Khost areas.

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Capitol Hill officer could face 
prison over anthrax hoax

WASHINGTON (AP) — The government 
is preparing to put on trial this month a Capitol 
Hill police officer accused of staging an 
anthrax hoax during a real anthrax scare in 
Congress.

His lawyer says Officer James J. Picket, a 
13-year veteran on the U.S. Capitol Police 
force now under suspension, is being prose­
cuted only because the Justice Department, in 
its get-tough policy on terrorism, is unfairly 
turning a bad joke into a crime.

A trial in U.S. District Court is tentatively 
scheduled to begin April 30.

According to court documents, Pickett on 
Nov. 7, 2001, poured two packets of a sugar 
substitute on a police post desk in the base­
ment of the Cannon House Office Building. 
He left a note reading; “ Please inhale. Yes this 
could be? Call your doctor for flu symptoms. 
This is a Capitol police training exercize (sic)! 
I hope you pass!”

Two fellow officers found the powdery 
substance and informed their superior, Sgt. 
Gregory Turner. He immediately called 
Pickett, who told him that the substance was 
the sugar substitute Equal and that he hud 
made the display as a joke.

After further investigation, infomiation was 
turned over to the U.S. attorney’s office. In 
January, a grand jury handed down a two- 
count indictment on charges of making false 
statements and obstructing fellow members of 
the police force. If convicted, Pickett, 36, 
could be sentenced to up to five years in 
prison and fined $250,000.

Dozens of people around the country are 
facing federal or state charges over anthrax

hoaxes, although so far few have been con­
victed and sentenced. A Florida man got two 
years’ probation and a SÌ.OOO fine for scaring 
Halloween trick-or-treaters with an anthrax­
like powder. Others face anywhere from six 
months to life for anthrax threats.

Pickett, whose father was a former Capitol 
Police officer and whose brother serves on the 
force, contends in coun records that tÌie torn 
Equal packets were in clear view on the desk. 
He says that he and officer John Caldwell, one 
of the two who later di.scovered the powder, 
had talked about it before Pickett left the post. 
Caldwell has denied that exchange UM)k place.

The officer who called Turner, Kan 
Morgansen, later told a detective that she was 
“sh(x.'ked but not scared” by the display 
because she knew Pickett had been on the ptist 
and she assumed the material was not anthrax.

After conTirming that Pickett was resptmsi- 
ble. Turner swept the powder into the note 
with his bare hands. The hazardous material 
unit was never called in and the substance was 
not te.sted as a biological agent.

Pickett’s attorney, Eli Gottesdiener, said the 
ca.se “trivializes the law” and should be dis­
missed.

“Having the bad taste to be f(M>ling around 
on the job m the midst of an anthrax scare ... 
is not a crime,” Gottesdiener said.

He accused the government o f  trying to 
“ turn the federal criminal process into a 
mechanism for disciplining a loyal,, well- 
intentioned officer who nonmaliciously erred 
while being forced to work extraordinary 
mandatory overtime during a time of great 
stress.”

R eport exposes FBI security breaches
WASHINGTON (AP) — A 

report on security problems 
inside the FBI describes laps­
es that helped Robert Hanssen 
elude capture while spying for 
Russia for more than two 
decades, and it criticizes the 
bureau’s handling of docu­
ments following the Sept. 11 
attacks.

A month after the terror 
attacks, FBI officials lifted 
restrictions on nearly all its 
investigative files and widely 
made available within the 
bureau sensitive information 
from secret wiretaps and 
searches approved under a 
1978 espionage law. The 
move helped investigators 
share documents more easily 
among themselves.

But officials never consult­
ed with FBI security experts 
when they lifted the restric­
tions, according to the new 
oversight report from a com­
mission led by William 
Webster, who previously 
headed the CIA and FBI.

Reversing the Oct. 10 deci­
sion to protect the files again 
would be like “putting tooth­
paste back into a tube,” the 
report’s authors wrote. The

commission spent 13 months 
on its report.

The cUssified wiretap 
information — traditionally 
used for tracking down spies 
— may not be used in crimi­
nal c'ases under U..S. law, and 
some experts questioned 
whether the FBI may have 
inappropriately revealed the 
identities of clandestine 
agents overseas or identified 
the targets of spy hunts in̂  
America.

The move might be ju.sti- 
fied, according to the report,' 
but it concludes that, “highly 
classified information has 
been made available to a 
range of bureau personnel far 
broader than those who need 
to know it.”

FBI Director Robert 
Mueller “ is committed to 
ensuring that’s not going to 
happen again,” said Kenneth 
H. Senser, the bureau’s new 
security chief, Senser 
acknowledged that the deci­
sion allowed any potential 
spies inside the FBI to read 
those files. “ But there would 
be a record that the agent tried 
to get into the file,” he added.

'The FBI also defended its

hurried decision in light of the 
extraordinary events of Sept. 11

“There was so much con­
cern about the possibility of 
another impending attack, we 
wanted to make sure we did­
n’t possess some piece of 
information that would be 
predictive of that,” Assistant 
FBI Director John 
CollingwtKxl said. “We didn't 
know any other way to do it, 
other than making everything 
available.”

The Webster report also 
accuses the FBI of failing to 
comply with a presidential 
order requiring agents who 
work with the nation’s most 
closely guarded secrets to dis­
close details cf their finances. 
It quotes Ha sen as saying 
that particular lapse helped 
him elude capture for years.

“The only thing that possi­
bly could have uncovered my 
espionage aetivities was a 
complete investigation of my 
financial positions and 
deposits to bank accounts.” 
Hanssen told investigators. 
Hanssen has pleaded guilty to 
selling secrets to Moscow in 
exchange for $1.4 million 
over 22 years.

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Four children die when duy care van crashes
MEMPHIS, Tenn. (AP) 

— Four children died and 
two others were critically 
hurt when a day care van 
drifted from a highway and 
crashed. The van’s driver 
also died in the accident.

Only the driver and his six 
young passengers were on 
the van when it crashed 
Thursday morning.

“ One witness • that we 
have says there was no indi­
cation there was anything out 
of the ordinary before the 
vehicle left the roadway,” 

' said Charles Cook, a deputy 
police chief.

The van was about four 
miles from Tippy Toes 
Learning Academy when it 
veered to the right on 
Interstate 240, slid along a 
guard rail and smashed into 
the suppiorts of a highway 
overpass.

The driver and two gir)s, 
both age died at the scene; 
two boys, ages 9 and 8, died 
at LeBonheur Children’s 

 ̂ Center, hospital spokes­
woman Janet Phillips said.

Two other boys, ages 10 
and 11, were listed in critical 
condition at the hospital, 
Phillips said. Among the 
dead and injured were two 
sets of siblings. '.

Sandra Gordon, owner of 
the day care center, is the 
mother of the 8-year-oId boy 
who was killed and the 11- 
year-old who was injured. 
She declined to comment.

Vershell Curtis, the aunt 
of two of the dead children 
and one of the injured, said

she had been helping her fam­
ily take care of them since 
January because their mother 
was hospitalized with brain 
cancer.

“This morning when they 
got on the van they Were wav­
ing and throwing kisses,” 
Curtis said, her voice choked 
with emotion.

Curtis said the driver 
would pick up the children at 
home, and take the younger 
ones to day care and the

older ones to school.
Deputy Chief Charles Cook 

said the van was believed to 
be traveling about 65 mph in a 
55-mph zone. It was in the 
southbound lane of the inter­
state when it left the roadway 
around 8 a.m. and crashed.

“ It does appear that speed 
was involved,” Cook told 
WREG-TV, adding that no 
other vehicles were involved. 
The weather was sunny and 
clear.

Lightening culprit in New Mexico fires
RESERVE, N.M. (AP) — 

A wildfire has burned thou­
sands of acres of a national 
forest in New Mexico, creep­
ing within four miles of 20 
summer homes and cabins.

Firefighters struggled 
Thursday to control the light­
ning-caused fire, which had 
bymed 37,000 acres in south­
western New Mexico.

Residents of the homes and 
cabins in the Elk Springs sub­
division voluntarily evacuated 
Wednesday. The area 
appeared to have been spared, 
but the flames threatened the 
homes again Thursday.

Firefighters on Sunday had 
decided to keep a close watch 
on the lOO-acre fire while 
allowing it to bum bmsh. But 
it roared out of control 
Wednesday morning and had 
scorched 10,000 acres by 
nightfall. '

Over the next 24 hours, the 
blazed moved east and north

across another 25,000 acres.
“It has kind of balkxined 

out,” Gila National Forest 
spokeswoman Loretta Ray 
said.

Some roads in the 500,000- 
acre national forest were 
closed as air tankers drop|)ed 
fire-retardant slurry on the 
fast-moving flames. '

Last week, a fire roared 
through a subdivision in the 
Sacramento Mountains ini
New Mexico, forcing the 
evacuation of 1,300 people 
and destroying 28 homes. No 
one was injured.

With conditions dry and 
snowpack light, ' New 
Mexico's fire season has 
come several weeks early. In 
2000, the state repbrted 
2,466 fires covering 519,177 
acres. Last year, 1,649 fires 
burned 38,890 acres. ’ From 
Jan. i  through March 20 this 
year, 61 fires burned 2,279 
a£res.

Egyptian Christian actress given divorce 
under Islamic law after long court battle

CAIRO, Kgypt (AP) — In 
an unprecedented court verdict, 
Christian actress Hala Sidqi has 
won a 10-year court battle to 
divorce her husband, an out­
come previously obtained in 
Egypt only by Muslims.

She is the first Christian 
woman granted divorce under a 
law, known as Khula’a, which 

, has made it easier for a Muslim 
woman in Egypt to get a 
divorce without her husband's 
consent.

The law allows immediate 
divorce if three months of 
attempted reconciliation fails to 
bring the couple back together,, 
or six months if the woman has 
children. Under Islamic law, 
men may divorce wives

promptly, without court author- 
ity.

When the new law UK>k 
effect, Chnstian clergy .said that 
if a Christian woman changed 
her denomination from that of 
her husband she could be grant­
ed a divorce. Sidqi changt'd her 
affiliation from Coptic 
Orthodoxy, the church of her 
husband, to the Syriac Church.

Egyptian Christians are 
mostly Coptic Orthcxlox, and 
that church does not allow 
divorce except in extreme cases 
such as adultery. Pope 
Shenouda III, the Coptic leader, 
recently approved of believers 
separating if reconciliation is 
impossible, but not their right 
to remarry.

Egypt’s controversial 
Islamic jurist retires

CAIRO, Egypt (AP) — A 
top Muslim authority, whose 
rulings^ sometimes embar­
rassed the government and 
fellow theologians, has 
retired.

Wassel’s fat- 
was banned smoking, TV 
quiz shows ' ^nd beauty 
pageants.

In politics, he said it was 
forbidden to provide defense 
for a man charged with espi­
onage, and he called for a' 
boycott of American prod­
ucts because of U.S. support 
for Israel. He also said busi­
nessmen who trade with 
Israel were traitors and that

visiting Israel was a crime.
He urged the Taliban to 

turn over Osama bin Laden for 
trial as a “religious duty.”

Islamic ideologue* under 
house arrest, hospitalized

KHARTOUM, Sudan (AP) 
— The former speaker of the 
Sudanese parliament, Muslim 
opposition leader Hassan 
Turabi, has been hospitalized 
for dehydration, his wife said.

Turabi has been under 
house arrest since early last

year, after he forged a political 
alliance with the People’s 
Liberation Army.
, the rebel southern force that 
opposes Muslim-dominated 
mie in Sudan.

Turabi was regarded as the 
government’s chief Islamic 
ideologue and mastermind of 
the 1989 military coup that 
brought President Omar el-’ 
Bashir to power. He was also 
the speaker of parliament, but 
fell out with el-Bashir in a 
2000 power struggle.

Mobley had nine points in 

the second qparter, but the 
Spurs”  balanced scoring 
helped them steadily pull 
away.

San Antonio had five 
players with eight points 
apiece when it led 49-41 
with 2:49 to play in the half.

At the intermission, 
Duncan had 12 and Steve 
Smith 10 as the Spurs led 55- 

'45.
San Antonio scored the, 

first seven points of the sec­
ond half to expand its lead to 
62-45.

Jason Collier's six points 
led a 14-2 Houston run that 
pulled the Rockets back to 
64-59 .with 5:38 to play in 
the third. But the Spurs

outscored the Rockets 10-2 
to stretch the lead back to 
76-63. Duncan had 18 as San 
Antonio led 76-65 after 
three.

The Rockets were never 
able to cut the jead to fewer 
than 10 the final quarter.

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Some gifts don’t come in pretty wrapping with a bow
Recently I shared a sermon 

with my congregation that 
lasted about 8 to 9 minutes. * 

Now at our church that is 
just about unheard of and 
most were
Those ot you who know me 
and are reading this article are 
probably having a hard time 
breathing right now from your 
laughter.

However I can t remiember 
when I’ve had any more 
response Irom a .sermon. So I 
thought that I'd share it with 
you and maybe the Lord can 
hless It in the.paper as well«

ihe sermon was about gift 
giving. Lspeciully gift giving 
lx;tween husbands and wives. 
Oh, not the kind of gifts with 
wrapping paper and bows. 
More of the unspoken, invisi­
ble gifts that we give every 
day. file husband/ wife rela­
tionship was meant to be a 
constant How of gift giving. 
So that you will know exactly 
what 1 am referring to, let me 
illustrate:

In every marriage relation­
ship either the husband or the 
wife IS generally more flexible

and therefore usually ends up 
giving more.

Hxample #1 -  Let’s say that 
the husband’s flexibility 
regarding going out to eat is 
much broader than his wife’s. 
Maybe to . him there are 10 
acceptable places to go out to 
eat. To his wife, however, 
there are only three acceptable 
places. Now fortunately her 
three places arc on his list of 
10. Therefore what is usually 
done IS that the couple goes 
out to one of the three places 
so that both can enjoy the 
meal. And I’m not suggesting 
that that isn’t a good solution. 
Rut every time that happens, 
does the wife realized that her 
husband just gave her a gift? 
You see, he may never get to 
go to any of the seven other 
places. And if he does it with a 
good heart, he gives an unspo­
ken. invisible gift. But, wives, 
don’t be blind to the gift that 
was given. Don’t take it for 
granted. It was a gift.

Hxample #2 -  Ix't’s say that 
thé wife’s acceptable range of 
movies to watch is quite broad 
and diverse. However, the

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husband likes only action 
movies and won’t go to or rent 
anything else. If both are to 
enjoy an evening watching a 
movie, guess what kind of 
movie they, are almost always 
going to go watch? That’s 
right, an action movie. 
Husbands, don’t be blind to 
the gift that your wife gives 
you every time that she does­
n’t get to see one of the vari­
ous others that she would 
enjoy. Don’t take her giving 
for granted. Each time it was a 
gift, if the heart was good.

You see in every situation 
in a marriage, one of the two 
spouses is the most flexible 
and ends'up giving the most, 
sometimes by a landslide.

There are two keys you will 
need to unlock this newness in

your relationship.
Key #1- each spouse must 

seek God’s help in discerning 
the constant flow of gifts that 
are being given to them and 
vowing never to be blind to 
those gifts again. In which 
areas of your relationship with 
your spouse are you the most 
rigid? The most inflexible? 
Identify those areas and you 
will instantly see many, many, 
many gifts that you received 
and probably never said, 
“Thank you.” So wjiat should 
you do? Go tell the one that 
you love, “Thank you for all 
the gifts that I’ve never 
noticed and forgive me for not 
thanking you before now.” 
WOW! What a day in your 
relationship that will be.

Key #2 -  each spouse must

commit to being a great gift 
giver for the rest of their lives. 
Every husband and wife needs 
to realize that hardly anyone 
will give 90 percent of the |if t  
giving forever With a good 
heart. If you are the one giving 
the 90 percent, then maybe 
you ^ d  your spouse could sit 
down and talk about this prin­
ciple in your relationship.

However, God might just 
convict you of the fact that 
you have been the one giving 
only 10 percent while receiv­
ing 90 percent for years.

What should you do? First, 
you need to go confess your 
blindness to your spouse. 
Then you need to make a real 
commitment to God and to 
your spouse that things are 
going to be different. And then 
things really need to be differ­
ent.

Now to bring this to a close 
let me mention a couple of 
things. All of us are really 
g(X)d at seeing clearly the gifts 
that we give and what “HAS 
NOT” been given to us that 
should have been. But what 
we really need to get good at

seeing is the hundreds of 
unspoken gifts that our spouse 
constantly ^ives us and how 
by the grace of God we can 
become a better gift giver to 
the one who owns our heart.

NOTE: Just in case you 
think that you are the “most 
tlexible” in your relationship 
and therefore the one who 
probably gives the most, ask 
your children (if they are 
grown) and 5 others who 
know both of you well. And 
get ready for what could be 
some shocking answers.

Also remember that when 
our heart is bitter or hateful or 
anger-filled, then “giving in” 
isn’t a gift. A gift can only be 
given with a good heart.

So let’s all ask the Lord to 
clean up our hearts and make 
them good hearts. Then we 
can be more thankful for the 
invisible gifts that we receive 
every day.

And finally we can rejuve­
nate our relationship with our 
better half by letting God, the 
greatest of all gift givers, 
teach us how to follow in His 
steps. G(xl bless. Mike

Q Everyone talks about how rebellious 
teens are today. I d on ’t believe my 
parents w ent through th is kind o f  
anxiety when my sisters and 1 were 
young. We were all relatively happy 
and none o f us rebelled. Am I right in 

assum ing that good family life was easier to achieve in 
those days’?

A I’m sure your memory is generally 
correct despite the exceptions we can all 
recall. The majority of parents in the past 

. spent less energy worrying about their 
children.. They had other things on their 
minds.

I remember talking to my dad about 
this subject a few years before his death. Our children were 
young at the time and I, like you, was feeling the heavy 
responsibility of raising them properly. I turned to my 
father and asked, “Do you remember worrying about me 
when I was a kid? Did you think about all the things that 
could go wrong as I came through the adolescent years? 
How did you feel about these pressures associated with 
being a father?

Dad was rather embarrassed by my question. He 
smiled sheepishly and said, “Honestly, Bo,” (his pet name 
for me) “I never really gave that a thought.”

How do we explain his lack of concern? Was it 
because he didn’t love me or because he was an uninvolved 
parent? No. He was a wonderful father throughout m^ 
childhtxxl. Instead, his answer reflected the time in which I 
grew up. People worried about the depression that was just 
ending, the war with Germany and Jappn, and later the cold 

' war with Russia. They did not invest much effort in hand-'

wringing over their children...at least not until some kind of 
problem developed. Trouble was not anticipated.

And why not? Because there were fewer land mines 
for kids in that era. I attended high school during the 
“Happy Days” of the 1950’s, and I never say or even heard 
of anyone taking an illegal drug. It happened, I suppose, 
but it was certainly no threat to me. Some students liked to 
get drunk, but alcohol was not a big deal in my social 
environment. Others played around with sex, but the girls 
who did were considered “loose” and were not respected. 
Virginity was still in style for males and females. 
Occasionally a girl came up pregnant, but she was packed 
off in a hurry and I never knew where she went.. As for 
homosexuals and lesbians, a few students were open about 
their lifestyle, but I didn’t know them personally. There 
were certainly no posters on our bulletin board advertising 
Gay Pride Month or Condom Week. Most of my friends 
respected their parents, went to church on Sunday, studied 
hard enough to get by and lived a fairly clean life. There 
were no exceptions, of course, but this was the norm.

Today’s kids, by contrast, are walking through the 
Valley of the Shadow! Drugs, sex, alcohol, rebellion and 
alternative lifestyles are everywhere. Those dangers have 
never been so evident as they are now, and the worst may 
be yet to come.

When do children begin to develop a 
sexual nature? D oes th is occur  
suddenly during puberty?

A No, it occurs long before puberty.
Perhaps the most important concept 
suggested by Freud was his observation 

, that children are not asexual. He stated 
•  that sexual gratification begins in the 

cradle and is first associated with feeding. Behavior during 
childhood is influenced considerably by sexual curiosity 
and interest, although the happy hormones do not take full 
charge until early adolescents. Thusr, it is not uncommon 
for a 4-year-old to be interested in nudity and the sexual 
apparatus of the opposite sex.

The elementary school years are an impoitant time in 
the forming of sexual attitudes. Parents sfiould be careful 
not to express shock and disgust over this kind of curiosity, 
even though they have to disapprove of exploratory 
behavior. It is believed that many sexual problems begin as 
a result of inappropriate training during early childhood.
