Trailer tax exemptions

ISTANBUL. Turkey (AP)
— U.S. and British planes
patrolling a no-fly zone over
northern Iraq bombed Iraqi
air defense systems Friday in
response to anti-aircraft fire,
U S. officials said.

The bombs were dropped
after lIraqi forces ecast of
Mosul fired on a routine air
patrol. the U.S. European
Command. based in
Stuttgart, Germany, said in a
written statement.

“AlL - coalition  aircraft
departed the area sately, the
statement said.

It was the first bombing of

northern lraq since February
and the third this year, US.
officials said, and came amid
intense debate on whether
Iraq will be the next target in
what the U.S. administration
is calling a war against ter-
rorism. ‘
U.S. and British planes
based in southeast Turkey

have been flying patrdls over
northern Iraq since 1991. The
two countries say the patrols
are designed to protect the
Kurdish population of north-
ern Iraq from lraqi leader
Saddam Hussein.

Washington has hinted 1t
could launch a military cam-
paign to overthrow Saddam
if the Iraqi leader continues
to deny admission to Umited
Nations weapons inspectors.,
who are tasked with check-
ing if the Baghdad regime
has dismantled its weapons
of mass destruction. "The
inspectors have been barred
from Iraq since 1998.

Talks between lraq and
the United Nations on the

“return of the inspectors were

due to begin mid-April, but
Iraq has asked for a delay on
the grounds that talks would
be dominated by the Israch
Palestinian conflict if they
were held at this stage.

Settlement negotiations break
down between U.S., Andersen

WASHINGTON (AP) — Arthur Andersen
LLP may be headed toward a trial on criminal
obstruction charges for the destruction of Enron
Corp. documents following a breakdown in
negotiations between| federal prosecutors and
the accounting firm.

The settlement talks abruptly collapsed
Thursday after a lawyer for Andersen notified
Justice Department aftorneys that the company
was not in a position to make a decision on any
criminal settlement.

“We just agreed that we're just not there
right now,” the Andersen lawyer, Rusty Hardin,
said. ““We rejected certain proposals by the gov-
ernment and agreed to continue to review other
proposals of the government, but we could not
complete that review within the time frame the
government was demanding.”

The Justice Department, which had set a

deadline for an agreement from Andersen; indi-—

cated it would Begin looking to the May 6 trial
date. ““We are continuing to prepare for trial,”
Justice spokesman Bryan Sierra said.

Both Hardin and company spokesman
Patrick Dorton left open the possibility that
negotiations could resume.

The collapse of secret negotiatiens oecurred

 after the outlines of a deal had been struck, and
the sides had expected to announce a settlement
this week.

In recent days, Andersen’s lawyers could not
agree with government lawyers on specific lan-
guage admitting guilt in illegally destroying
Enron documents, said a person familiar with
the negotiations who spoke on condition of
anonymity.

Andersen also had balked at the length of
time the Justice Department had proposed for
deferring possible prosecution of the account-
ing firm, arguing that three years was too long,
this person said.

But Hardin denied that those were the rea-
sons the talks broke down. He declined to spec-
ify the issues.

A Justice Department official, meanwhile,
told Rep. John Conyers, D-Mich., who has

asked for a special prosecutor to investigate
Enron’s deals, that there is no conflict of inter-
est to warrant it.

Assistant Attorney General Daniel Bryant
noted in a letter to Conyers that several Justice
officials have removed themselves from the
Enron investigation to avoid any potential con-
flict. Among those who excused themselves is
Attorney General John Ashcroft, who received
campaign contributions from Enron in his
failed 2000 Senate re-election bid.

Furthermore, Bryant wrote, professional
investigators and prosecutors are handling the
Enron investigation.

“You may rest assured that the investigation
will be thorough, effective and unbiased,” he
told Conyers, who is the senior Democrat on
the House Judiciary Committee.

Conyers criticized Justice’s position Friday,
citing mews Teports that the FBI is questioning
friends and former colleagues about telephone
conversations with Army Secretary Thomas
White, a former Enron executive.

“It is time for this administration to admit
that it cannot objectively investigate its own
high-ranking political appointees, and has a
blind, spot when it comes to investigating
President. Bush’s best political --friends,”
Conyers said in a statement.

The Labor Department, which is investigat-
ing how Enron officials handled the company’s
employee pension plans, suggested that the
officials deceived the government by reaching
an agreement they didn’t intend to keep to turn
over control of the plans to an independent
firm.

The department’s solicitor, Eugene Scalia,
told Enron in a letter that the company appar-
ently had “embarked on a course two months
ago to deceive the government by entering an
agreement that it had no intention of honoring.”

Many employees lost nearly all their retire-
ment assets as Enron stock declined steadily
over a period of several months and they were
blocked from selling stock in the plans for
about three weeks last fall.

Casey, 47, had hoped to sell
the weapons to raise money so
he and his girlfriend could go
to Florida, testimony at his

capital murder trial showed.

Casey instead got a trip to
death row and the girlfriend,
Carla Smith, received a 10-
year prison sentence for her
part in the plot that left Sonya
Howell dead in a mobile home
in New Caney in Montgomery
County.

Howell, who was a friend of
Smith, was shot nine times
with a .22-caliber pistol in,the
July 10, 1989, attack.

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U.S. banks ordered to freeze assets
of Pakistani group, accused terrorists

WASHINGTON (AP) —
The Bush administration
expanded its financial dragnet
against Osama bin Laden and
his al-Qaida terror network
Friday, ordering U.S. banks to
freeze assets of a Pakistan-
based group and nine individ-
uals.

The Treasury Department’s
action was the government’s
latest effort to separate terror-
ists from their money, a key
part of President Bush’s war
on terrorism.

“Today we block the
finances of ah assortment of
terrorists involved in financ-
ing and carrying out bomb-
ings, kidnappings and mur-
der,” said Treasury Secretary
Paul O’Neill. “We will con-
tinue to expose and shut down
these thugs wherever we find
them.”

When Bush launched his
financial war on terrorism,
one of the first groups the U.S.
government went after was al
Rashid Trust, which the
United States says actively
bankrolled terrorists. The
United States said the group
changed its name to The Aid
Organization of the Ulema,
based in Pakistan, which was
listed on Friday’s blocking
order.

The United States says The
Aid Organization of the
Ulema has been raising funds

for the Taliban, Afghanistan’s
former ruling militia, since
1999. '

Also on Friday’s list is
Ethiopian national Ahmed
Idris Nasreddin, whom the
United States said provided
“direct support” for Youssef
Nada and Bank Al Taqwa,
whi¢h the government says
gave financial assistance to
bin Laden -and al-Qaida. The
United States froze assets
belonging to Nada and the

“bank last year.

Sayed, also ‘targeted by
Friday’s blocking order, is
considered to be the organizer
of al-Qaida’s Milan cell, the
U.S. government said.

The cell is
part of the Salafist Group for
Call and Combat, an Algerian
terrorist organization that con-
tinues to terrorize North
Africa. All four are serving
prison terms in Italy for traf-
ficking of arms and explo-
sives.

—Libyan national Lased
Ben Heni served as a liaison
between the al-Qaida cell in
Italy and the cell in Frankfurt
that was dsimantled in
December 2000. Indicted for
trafficking arms, explosives
and chemical weapons, he
was arrested in Germany and
extradited to Italy. The United
States says he bragged that he
had been trained in camps fre-
quented by bin Laden.

House passage of bill making tax cut
permanent seen mainly as political issue

WASHINGTON (AP) —
The House vote to make
President Bush’s big tax cut
permanent probably will have
more impact on the congrés-
sional political landscape than
on American taxpayers.

Republicans and Democrats
say the 229-198 vote Thursday
on a bill that weuld prevent the
cuts from expiring after 2010
“will be a key issue in this
year’s campaigns, particularly
because Senate Majority
Leader Tom Daschle, D-S.D.,
is pledging to block it from
coming up.

Bush sought to increase the
pressure on Democrats, saying
it was up to the Senate to give
Americans lower tax rates
“they can count on to plan and
invest for the future.” Senate
failure to act “would penalize
every American who pays fed-
eral income taxes,” the presi-
dent said in a written state-
ment.

Democrats viewed the vote

!
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as a referendum on the cost of
tax cuts versus protecting
Social Security, a leading mes-
sage in their attempt to recap-
ture control of the House.

“Let me assure you that this
vote is goihg to be the subject
of a lot of campaigns for the
House this = fall,”  said
Democratic  leader  Dick
Gephardt, D-Mo.

Republicans say making the
$1.35 trillion tax cut permanent
would give taxpayers greater
certainty, clear up estate plan-
ning and bolster the economy
by removing the threat the of a
huge tax increase if the pack-
age expires as scheduled after
Dec. 31, 2010.

Income tax rates would rise
to pre-2001 levels, the estate
tax would rise again after being
repealed for only one year, the
child tax credit would be
halved and generous benefits
for retirement savings and edu-
cation would evaporate.

“Does that make common
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sense?” said House Speaker
Dennis Hastert, R-Ill. “We
don’t have to tie the American
people down to a now you see
it, now you don’t promjse.”

Nine Democrats voted in
favor of the bill, compared
with- 28 who supported the
final tax cut measure last year.
Only one Republican, Rep.
Connie Morella of Maryland,
was opposed.

Democrats contend the tax
cut is to blame for draining
much of the government’s
projected budget surplus.
They say the $374 billion cost
of extending the package
through 2012 would have to
be financed by Social
Security, in which a large sur-
plus still exists.

Although ~ the  Social
Security money must be
repaid and the transfer would
have no impact on the level of
retiree benefits, the program
remains a potent political
weapon — particularly among
older voters.

Democrats also say the tax
cut would cost $4 trillion
including interest and certain
necessary tax changes in the
decade after 2012.

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WASHINGTON (AP) —
Among questions facing
investigators of the latest
bombing accident in
Afghanistan, in which four
Canadian soldiers were killed
and eight wounded, is why the
American pilot who dropped
the bomb  apparently was
unaware Canadian soldiers
were training in the area.

The pilot, on a nighttime air
patrol in an'F-16 jet fighter,
apparently  mistook  the
Canadians for enemy forces
and thought he was acting in
self-defense when he dropped

Canadian officials demand
an explanation.

President Bush conveyed
the nation’s regret to Prime
Minister Jean Chretien, and
Defense Secretary Donald H.
Rumsfeld said U.S. and
Canadian officers at Central
Command headquarters in
Tampa, Fla., would work
together to piece together what
happened and why.

The soldiers were from the
3rd Battalion of the Princess
Patricia’s Canadian Light
Infantry, based near
Edmonton, Alberta.

In a brief announcement,
Central Command said an Air
National Guard F-16 aircraft
dropped one or two laser-guid-

Pentagon officials said the
Canadians were conducting a
nighttime, live-fire training
exercise near the southern
Afghan city of Kandahar.

The F-16 was from the
183rd Fighter Wing, whose
home base is Springfield, Ill.,
but it could not be confirmed
immediately whether the pilot
was a member of that unit. The
pilot’s name was not released,
in accordance with usual U.S.
military procedure during an
accident investigation.

The jet was flying in tan-
dem with another U.S. F-16.

It appeared the pilots did
not know they were flying
over an area restricted to train-
ing, and the fire from the train-

WASHINGTON (AP) — Subsidies in the farm bill the
House and Senate are negotiating will cost taxpayers about
$10 billion more than lawmakers have said because crop
prices aren’t rising as predicted, a congressional budget analy-
sis shows.

The cost increase is a big reason that farm groups are push-
ing lawmakers to finish work on the bill as soon as possible.

If the bill isn’t passed quickly, it’s feared that its rising price
tag will force lawmakers to scale back on some new programs
they want to create in the legislation.

“It’s a huge, huge issue,” said Mary Kay Thatcher, a lob-
byist for the American Farm Bureau Federation. If the legisla-
tion is delayed, “‘there’s no way we’re going to be able to craft
a farm bill with an adequate safety net.”

When Congress set spending limits for the bill last year, the
farm bill was expected to cost $170 billion over the next 10
years. That total included $97.6 billion for continuing existing
programs, plus an additional $73.5 billion to fatten current
subsidies and create new ones. :

Under the new Congressional Budget Office estimates
obtained by The Associated Press, existing programs are
expected to cost $107.2 billion over the decade, or $9.6 billion
more than projected a year ago. :

Cotton prices had heen expected to reach nearly 60 cents a
pound this year and subsidies to cotton farmers were not
expected to exceed $1 billion this year. Instead, cotton prices
have been stuck below 40 cents a pound, which has triggered
bigger government payments. The budget office now expects
cotton subsidies to top $3 billion this year.

Similarly, subsidies for corn farmers are now expected to

exceed $3.5 billion this year, $1.3 billion more than projected
a year ago.

Senate Budget Committee Chairman Kent Conrad, D-N.D.,
is among the lawmakers pressing hardest for a new farm bill.
Some lawmakers say Congress should give up trying to pass a
farm bill that would apply to this growing season. But doing
that would take the pressure off negotiators to complete a bill
under the existing spending limits, Conrad said.

“It’s important for farmers especially to know the results of
following such advice,” Conrad said.

Commodity prices collapsed in 1998 as crop production
soared and the world economy slumped. Prices have increased
since then for some crops. But U.S. farmers, because they pro-
duce big surpluses of most major crops, are heavily dependent
on export sales and those have been hindered by the strong
dollar, economists say. A strong dollar makes American com-
modities relatively expensive compared with those from coun-
tries with weaker currencies.

“We're going to see some slow increase (in commodity
prices) but this is not anything that is going to happen very
quickly or very significantly,” said Keith Collins, the
Agriculture Department’s chief economist.

Congressional negotiators have been struggling to resolve a
long list of differences on farm policy between the
Republican-controlled House and the Democratic-held Senate.

Among the disputes: rates for farm subsidies; limits on how
much money individual farmers and landowners may receive;
an expansion of conservation programs; a Bush administration
proposal to restore food stamps to noncitizens; and a ban on
meatpacker ownership of cattle'and hogs.

The bombing was among
the worst friendly fire acci-
dents since the U.S.-led cam-
paign in Afghanistan began in
October.

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Voluntary segregation continues in churches

ABILENE — Chant-like murmurs of prayer
stopped only when the preacher strolled to the
front of the church and his smoath, rich voice
broke into the old favorite, ‘I Need Thee
Every Hour.” '

He continued humming as a woman, kneel-
ing on the floor with her elbows resting on the
pew seat, recited the Lord’s Prayer. The
preacher added his endorsement.

“Yes, 'yes, Lord ... hallelujah, hallelujah,
hmm, hmm, yes, yes." ;

Even with contemporary praise and worship
services, with their keyboards, electric guitars
and hand-clapping, predominantly * white
churches cannot match the style and emotion

of a black worship experience. That’s one rea- -

son, as the cliche goes, “the 11 o'clock wor-
ship hour is the most segregated hour in
America.”

It’s likely to stay that way, according to peo-
ple from the pulpit to the pews to the halls of
academia.

“And that is a good thing,” said the Rev.
Kelvin Kelley, pastor of Abilene’s Mount Zion
Baptist Church.

Kelley knows his impromptu utterances
wouldn’t fit in all cultures. That’s one reason
he wants the black church to maintain its iden-
tity.

Kelley is one of the city's leading black
ministers. He’s well-known from his predomi-
nantly black church to the classrooms at
Hardin-Simmons University, where he earned
a master of divinity degree.

He’s a founding member of Pray Big
Country, a conglomerate of local pastors who
come as close to a multiethnic organization as
any in town. He's as comfortable preaching in
a white pulpit as he is proclaiming the gospel
from his own. He mixes easily with all races
and does so in many venues.

Still, he and others believe the church will
not move toward integration as other public
and social institutions have in America.

“On a large scale, that’s not going to hap-
pen,” Kelley said. **And that’s not a negative.”

People don’t have to worship under the
same roof to be unified, Kelley said. If they
did, cultural identity, traditions and roots
would be lost.

“Worship is the most dynamic expression of
who we are,”’” Kelley said, and that would be

-lost in a one-size-fits-all church.”

Others concur.

Dr. Elias Bongmba, a native of the West
African nation of Cameroon, teaches in the
Department of Religious Studies at Rice
University. He specializes in African and
African-American religions and attéends an
African-American church in Houston.

Acknowledging that a history of discrimina-

tion and segregation contributes to the color of
today’s congregations, Bongmba said the self-
segregation goes deeper than that. Issues of
identity, cultural roots and empowerment come
into play, he said.

“The 11 o’clock hour not only caters to
spiritual needs, but speaks to the wider nature
of what it means to be a human being,”
Bongmba said.

That doesn’t mean churches shouldn’t strive
for more balance, he said, but segregated
churches don’t necessarily equate to racism or
exclusivity. People look for more than a partic-
ular worship style in a church. They also are
seeking a place where they can be themselves
and share similar cultural roots.

Churches may someday be truly integrated,
but not anytime soon, Bongmba sald.

“The opening will come slowly,” he said.
“But in the meantime, since churches remain'a
place where one feels at home in all respects,
the situation will remain as it is.”

Unity, not uniformity

Mike Mikeworth met Kelvin Kelley at a
pickup basketball game at First Baptist
Church’s Family Life Center. God linked their
hearts, Mikeworth said, so he and his wife
started attending Kelley’s Mount Zion Baptist
Church. Immediately, they knew it was the
right decision.

“The Holy Spirit said, You're home,”
Mikeworth said.

But when he glanced at the people around
him, it didn’t look like home. They were black
and Mikeworth and his wife, Linda, are white.

The couple joined the church last May, and
since then Mikeworth has started teaching a
Sunday School class. The Mikeworths are
comfortable at Mount Zion because of their
relationship with Kelley and because the peo-
ple are welcoming.

The worship style may be different from
their white Baptist tradition, but the
Mikeworths feél enriched by it.

Kelley’s style isn’t as extravagant as some
black preachers. He doesn’t engage in what he
calls “‘the whoop” style of preaching that fea-
tures long exhortations and phraseology, punc-
tuated with dramatic organ bursts.

Still, his style, and that of the congregation,
is more ‘soulful than the Mikeworths were
accustomed to. That makes no difference to the
Mikeworths or their minister. They know they
don’t have to try to worship exactly like those
around them or the pastor.

“He does not eéquate unity with uniformi-
ty,” Mikeworth said of Kelley.

Neither do the people at Beltway Park
Baptist Church, one of Abilene’s fastest-grow-
ing congregations in the city’s southwest. The
minister, David McQueen, notes his church is
in “‘a white part of a very white community.”

That didn’t mean a thing the Sunday Kelvin

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Blessing or bleeding?

What is your life like? Is it
mostly a life of blessings or
more one of trials and difficul-
ties? No one has a life that is
all blessings and no 'one has a
life that is entirely trouble
filled. What is the percentage
breakdown in your life? 10%
blessings, 90% troubles? 80%
blessings, 20% troubles? Take
just a minute and honestly take
a hard look at your life. Now
hold on to that evaluation for a
couple of moments.

What is the most common error
made by parents in disciplining their
children?

I would have to say it is the
inappropriate use of the use of anger in
attempting to manage boys and girls. It
is one of the most ineffective methods of
attempting to influence human beings
(of all ages).

Unfortunately, most results rely
primarily on their own emotional response to secure the
cooperation of children. One teacher said on a national
television program: “I like being a professional educator,
but I hate the daily task of teaching. My children are so
unruly that I have to stay mad at them all the time just to
control the classroom.” How utterly frustrating to be
required to be mean and angry to do your job year after
year. Yet many teachers (and parents) know of no other way
to manage children. Believe me, it is exhausting and it
doesn’t work!

Consider your own motivational system and your own
response to.the anger of others. Suppose you are driving
your automobile home from work this evening and you
exceed the speed limit by 40 miles per hour. Standing on
the street corner is a lone police officer who has not been
given the means to arrest you. He has no squad car or

motorcycle; he wears no badge, carries no gun and can write -

no tickets. ‘All he is commissioned to do is stand on the
curb and scream insults as you speed past. Would you slow
down just because he turns red in the face and shakes his fist
in protest? Of course not! You might wave to him as you

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GAZA CITY, Gaza Strip
(AP) — A Palestinian blew
himself up in a car at a check-
point Friday, lightly injuring
two Israeli soldiers, and Israeli
forces killed five Palestinians
in exchanges of fire in an
abrupt escalation of conflict in
the Gaza Strip.

Islamic militants threatened
to carry out more attacks in
Israel.

In the West Bank, Israeli
forces completed their with-
drawal from the town of Jenin,
allowing Palestinian families
to collect their dead from tem-
porary graves to give them
proper farewells. In the town
of Ramallah, two Palestinian
children, ages nine and 14,
were killed by army fire in
separate incidents, Palestinian
doctors said. The army had no
comment.

The violence in Gaza ended
the relative quiet there during
Israel’s three-week incursion
into the Palestinian cities and
towns in the West Bank.

The  Israeli  military
spokesman said a suicide
bomber detonated explosives
in his car at an Israeli military
checkpoint near the Kissufim
crossing, killing himself and
lightly wounding two Israeli
soldiers.” Local residents said
the Israelis arrested three
Palestinians and announced a
curfew on loudspeakers.

Further south, Israeli troops
moved briefly into
Palestinian-controlled  territo-
ry near the border with Egypt,
scene of frequent clashes and
incursions. Palestinians
opened fire on Israeli troops,
who pounded the aréa with

heavy machiné gun fire, wit-
nesses said. Palestinian doc-
tors said three Palestinian
civilians were killed and six
wounded by Israeli gunfire.
Israeli mititary sources said
that during a routine opera-
tion, Palestinians shot at sol-
diers, who returned the fire.

Also, the military said sol-
diers killed two armed
Palestinians who tried to infil-
trate the Netzarim Jewish set-
tlement in Gaza. The militant
Islamic Jihad group claimed
responsibility for the attempt-
ed raid.

Thousands of Palestinians
paraded through Gaza City
and Rafah for the hastily
arranged funerals of the casu-
alties and vowed revenge for
their deaths. A masked activist
of the Fatah organization of
Palestinian leader Yasser
Arafat said the Palestinians
had a message for Israeli
Prime Minister Ariel Sharon:
“You have opened the gates of
hell and you will be burnt in its
fire. Murder for murder, and
destruction for destruction.”

In the West Bank town of
Bethlehem, security forces
arrested  Khalid  Tafish,
described as a leader of the
Islamic militant Hamas move-
ment, and the second catch of
a high-ranking Hamas official
in two days. Another unidenti-
fied Hamas fighter was arrest-
ed in the same operation, the
military said.

On Thursday, near the city
of Nablus, the army caught
Hussam Atef Ali Badran, an
alleged military ¢ommander
of Hamas who the army said
was responsible for the deaths

Small plane hits
building in Italy

MILAN, Italy (AP) —
pilot of a small plane that
slammed into a Milan sky-
scraper reported trouble with his
landing gear and had been
speaking with air traffic control,
officials said, indications that
terrorism was not his aim.

The crash Thursday killed
the pilot and two other people
and rekindled fears of a Sept.
11-type attack on a landmark
building in Italy’s financial cap-
ital, even though Italian officials
said it was probably an accident.
The number of injured, put orig-
inally at 60, was revised down-
ward Friday'to 36, with 11 of
them still hospitalized.

The twin-engine Rockwell
Commander punched a hole
through the slim, 30-story Pirelli
building in downtown Milan,
and smoke billowed out for
hours into the clear aftenoon
sky. The 25th and 26th floors
were gutted; the sidewalks
below were littered with shards
of glass, office papers, broken
flower pots and other debris.

The pilot, a Swiss resident
believed to be in his 60s, was
thought to be the only person on
board the plane.

“I heard something, like the
engine of a plane dying out, and
then I heard a termble explo-
sion,” said Raffaele Taccogna,
who was tending bar at the pear-
by Atlantic Hotel. “I certainly
thought of the September
attacks in the United States,” he
said.- “It really looked like the

same thing.”
The pilot — who was on a
20-minute flight from Locamo,

Switzerland, to Milan — had
started landing procedures at
Linate airport when air traffic
«controllers alerted him that he
wasn't lined up with the run-
way, the Italian air traffic con-
troller’s association said.

The pilot reported “a little
problem with the landing gear,”
and the control tower instructed
him to move to the west of the
airport until it was fixed, a state-
ment from the association said,
adding that the pilot didn’t issue
a distress signal as officials had
previously reported.

The control tower contacted
the pilot again after.seeing he
was drifting to the north, in the
wrong direction. The pilot said
he was fixing the problem with
his landing gear, and the tower

instructed him to move back into
position to approach the runway.

But the pilot again didn’t get
into the right position, the state-
ment said. The control tower then
lost contact.

Interior Minister Claudio
Scajola told reporters in Rome
that “initial reports point to an
accident.”

One witness, Fabio Sunik,
said the plane was on fire
before it crashed. The plane did
not try to change course, “but
just went straight ip,” said
Sunik, a sports journalist.
“Then I saw rubble falling from
the building.”

Some 1,300 people work in
the building, which houses local
government offices, but it was
not known how many where still
there when the crash took place
— not long after working hours
ended:

There was a discrepancy over
the death toll. Earlier, a civil
defense official, Carlo Leo,
reported five dead: the pilot, two
office workers and two passers-
by. However, the Vice president
of the Lombardy region, Vivian
Beccalossi, reported only three
dead late Thursday: the pilot, a
cleaning woman and a govem-
ment lawyer.

of more than 100 Israelis in
some of the worst suicide
bombings in the last year.
Also in Bethlehem, the
standoff continued between
Israelis and Palestinians who
took refuge in the Church of
the Nativity April 2. A meeting
to negotiate a peaceful evacua-
tion of about 200 gunmen and
50 clerics was canceled, with
each side blaming the other.
The sound of gunfire and
stun grenades could be heard
late Thursday near the church,
and smoke rose from the com-
pound. The Israeli military said
gunmen in the church opened
fire, and soldiers responded.
The military has banned
reporters from the area.

The military said the with-
drawal from Jenin was com-
pleted overnight, and Israeli
forces took up positions just
outside, preventing
Palestinians from entering or
leaving. Palestinians have
demanded that Israel remove
all its roadblocks. Palestinians
said the tanks were still inside
the zone off-limits to the
Israelis under previous agree-
ments. After the pullout, the
military declared Jenin a
closed military area and
banned reporters from enter-
ing.

Palestinians security offi-
cials said the Israeli tanks rum-
bled out of the city and the rav-
aged refugee camp around 4
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Fresh attacks by Islamic militants threatening

a.m. Residents heéard some
shooting, possibly from the
withdrawing tanks, they said.

After daybreak, families
came to hospitals to collect
the bodies of relatives from
temporary collective graves
and give them proper funerals.
Hospital officials said 42 bod-
ies had been collected in
Jenin.

A white-frocked medical
worker in the Jenin refugee
camp hospital packed the:
remains of Tariq Darwish, 27,
in a plastic bag and placed it
into a plastic-lined wooden
coffin brought by his father.

Iyad Darwish said he spoke
for the last time to his son, a
Palestinian policemen, two

days-before he was killed.

. “He said he was in the
camps fighting with his
friends. We told him to get out
but he didn’t want to leave the
fight,” said the grizzled man as
he sat in the front seat of the
ambulance and wiped his tears
with the edge of his head scarf.

Thursday, U.N. Mideast envoy
Terje Roed-Larsen was harshly
critical of the Israelis, though
he would not take sides on the
hottest  disagreement  —
Palestinian charges that Israeli
soldiers massacred hundreds
of civilians in the camp, while
Israel maintained that most of

the dead were gunmen or
bombers.

Former Afghan king breaks exile

KABUL, Afghgnmnn (AP) — In hls first full day home
Friday, former Afghan king Mohammad Zaher Shah visited
with old friends and gazed at snowcapped mountains he had
longed to see during nearly three decades in exile.

The caretaker of the grave of the former king’s father said
‘Friday he was ready to receive Zaher Shah, whose aide, Azim
Nasser-Zia, confirmed a visit to the site was “on the pro-
ym"’ ¢
“He is fine, very good, cheerful,” Nasser-Zia said outside a
two-story house that was recently refurbished to receive the
ex-king.

A steady stream of visitors called on Zaher Shah at the
house, which was surrounded by dozens of guards.
International peacekeepers also stood guard outside the resi-
dence, saying they would remain there during the ex-king’s
first day to ensure his safety. -

Zaher Shah ended 29 years in exile on Thursday when he
flew to Afghanistan on an Italian military plane. Thousands of
Afghans took to the streets to greet his motorcade, dancing,
singing and holding up his photograph. -

Italian officials who brought the former king to Afghanistan
came by to say goodbye Friday, said Nasser-Zia.

“He thanked them for their hospitality all of these years,”
he said.

Nasser-Zia sand the 87-year-old formér monarch stepped
outside to gaze at the dramatic view of snowcapped moun-
tains, something he had said he missed in his long years in
exile.

The king’s homecoming is part of a U.N.-sponsored agree-
‘ment.on Afghanistan’s future that was forged in Germany last
December. It called on Zaher Shah to convene a loya jirga, or
grand council, to choose a new government in June.

Zaher Shah ruled Afghanistan from 1933 to 1973, when he
was overthrown by his cousin in a palace coup. The years that

followed were marked by utter devastation in Afghanistan.
Many are hoping the king can serve as a unifying figure as
the country struggles to overcome decadés of war.
“I want to serve the people of Afghanistan,” Zaher Shah
told his countrymen on Kabul television Thursday night.
Since his arrival, he has met with Afghanistan’s ministers of
foreign affairs, interior and commerce — as well as with
Rashid Dostum, one of the country’s most powerful warlords.
Interim Prime Minister Hamid Karzai, a distant relative of

the former king, accompanied Zaher Shah on his trio from
Rome along with about 80 other people.

Karzai, appearing alongside the former king on Afghan tele-
vision, called on milliong of refugees in Pakistan and Iran to
follow Zaher Shah’s example and return home.

Later Friday, the former monarch planned to visit the grave
of his father, Nadir Shah, who was assassinated before Zaher
Shah’s eyes 68 years ago. A once-glorious columned dome
above the grave has been all but destroyed by rockets and gun-
fire. But the crypt below where Nadir Shah and other Afghan
royals are buried was recently refurbished by Zaher Shah’s
grandson.

Zaher Shah was the last monarch of the 200-year-old
Durrani dynasty. He says he has no intention of trying to
regain his throne.

The extraordinary security for thc king underscores the fact
that the Central Asnan nation’s quest for stability is far from
complete.

Zaher Shah had been expected to arrive in March, but his
homecoming was delayed after U.S. and Italian' officials got
word of possible plots to assassinate him.

About 140 Afghan officers from the interior ministry were
guarding Zaher Shah. Twenty were stationed inside his house.

Maj. Mark Roberts, a British peacekeeper, said the interim
government would be taking full control of Zaher Shah'’s secu-
rity.

“The security has been very good, so now we’re backing
off,” he said.

Chavez calls for unity in post-coup Venezuela

CARACAS, Venezuela (AP)
— In a meeting to reconcile the
nation, the new Hugo Chavez
sounded a lot like the old —
irked by critictsm, and accusing
rivals of refusing to share the
blame for Venezuela’s continu-
ing turmoil.

“l asked for pardon,” the
Venezuelan president told a
meeting of the nation’s gover-
nors and mayors Thursday. “I
would like others to follow the
example of accepting their
responsibilities.”

The meeting launched a
series of formal debates meant to
heal the wounds opened by
riotous demonstrations that top-
pled Chavez on April 12 and
restored him two days later.

In Washington, the
Organization of American States
heard a report from the secre-
tary-general, Cesar Gaviria, on

his fact-finding mission in
Venezuela. Gaviria pleaded with
Venezuelans to end their differ-
ences.

Seemingly chastened by the
uprising that led to the coup,
Chavez had promised in recent
days to “correct’ his course and
his manner. But after hearing
critics on television accuse him
of sponsoring killings, and after
hearing mayors around him add
complaints, Chavez erupted.

Looking around the room,
Chavez said the conspiracy
against him *‘was mounted some
time ago. And many of you, in
my opinion, were used by the
true conspirators.”

He accused “rancid econom-
ic sectors” — apparently the rich
— of manipulating the hundreds
of thousands who marched
against him on April 11. He
repeated denunciations of news

coverage that blamed his gov-
emment for the 16 people shot
to death that day, saying the first

person shot to death was one of

his own bodyguards.

“The coup d’etat never
would have happened without
the support of the communica-
tions media, especially the tele-
vision,” Chavez said. “If the
communications media, espe-
cially television, want to contin-

>

ue encouraging this and we
allow it, well, it will bring us to
war.”

He said businessman Pedro
Carmona, who served as the
coup’s figurehead, had issued a
“Mussolini-like decree’ sus-
pending congress, the courts
and the constitution — and not
even Mussolini, Chavez said,
had sworn himself into office as
Carmona did.

Police said they would seek charges of mur-
der and solicitation of murder, and noted that
Blake, 68, could face the death penalty if con-
victed

Bakley, 44, was Iullc.d a block from a Studio
City restaurant where she and Blake had just
dined. They were married about five months
before the May 4 slaying, after DNA tests
proved he fathered her baby daughter, Rosie.

Police also arrested Blake's bodyguard and
chautfeur, Earle Caldwell, on Thursday. They
said they would seek to have him charged with

“All other suspects have been eliminated,”
he said. “The LAPD case has developed both
physical and substantial circumstantial evi-
dence that Robert Blake killed Bonny Lee
Bakley.”

Blake's attorney, Harland Braun, said many
people had a reason to kill Bakley. Stacks of
letters, pornographic pictures and meticulous-
ly detailed records showed that Bakley, using
many aliases, ran a business soliciting money
from lonely men who answered her ads in
magazines and newspapers.

“Everyone who ever came in.contact with
her had a motive,” he told reporters after the
Police Department news conference.

Minutes earlier, Tatreau had dismissed that
contention.

“No way did every person that dealt with
Bonny Bakley want to kill her,” he said.

Blake has said Bakley was shot in the head
when he left her alone in his car to return to the
restaurant to retrieve a gun he’d accidentally
left behind. He was carrying the .38-caliber
pistol, he said, to protect her from threats she
received.

Blake reacted calmly to his arrest, Braun
said.

“His main concern right now is his chil-
dren,” the lawyer said.

Tatreau said Blake told his adult daughter to
take care of his baby girl, Rosie, before leav-
ing with officers.

“He was very passive and friendly,”
Tatreau said, adding that Blake, who has been
a suspect in the case almost since the begin-
ning, already knew many of the detectives
involved.
