Report: Mexico crops thrived during drought

McALLEN (AP) A new report says
Mexico’s agricultural production was blos-
soming at a time when the country claimed
drought conditions prevented it from deliver-,
ing water into the Rio Grande under a 1944
treaty.

The report by the Texas A&M University
Extension Service could upset Texas farmers
in the Rio Grande Valley who are waiting to
see if a top-level meeting held Wednesday in
Washington leads to a breakthrough in a long-
running international water dispute.

“You bet this will upset the farmers,”
Wayne Halbert, general manager of Harlingen
Irrigation District, said Thursday.

“A&M’s work, coupled with satellite pho-
tography, just documents what we have been
trying to say for several years, ’ Halbert told
The (McAllen) Monitor in Friday’s editions.
“That Mexico’s increased use of water for its
own agriculture is the cause of our plight, not
the drought. The real issue is water manage-
ment.”

Mexico, under a 58-year-old treaty, is
required each year to deliver 350,000 acre-feet
of water into the Rio Grande from the Rio

Conchos and other northern Mexico tribu-
taries. An acre-foot is 325,851 gallons, the
amount necessary to cover one acre of land,

. one foot deep with water, . . L.

The International Boundary and- Water
Commission contends that Mexico has fallen
more than 1.5 million-acre feet of water in
arrears. Also, Mexico has released only two-
thirds of the 600,000 acre-feet of water it
promised under an agreement that President
George Bush and Mexican President Vicente
Fox signed in March of last year.

Officials from Mexico said earlier they
can’t send the water they owe the United
States because the drought is also hurting their
farmers. '

In the past decade, the A&M report shows,
Chihuahua farmers moved away from barley,
wheat and soy bean production in favor of
crops such as corn, oats, forage and vegetables
over the past decade.

Such high-value crops, according to
Extension Service economist Parr Rosson,
could not have been introduced without confi-
dence that a consistent water supply was read-
ily available.

STATEWIDE

Storms that dumped up to a foot of rain in
parts of West Texas moved into the state’s
northern and central regions early Friday.

The storm front stalled from Southeast
Texas into Austin to north of Del Rio.

Scattered showers and thunderstorms
continued across the Concho Valley and
Edwards Plateau. Patchy fog and low

cloudiness prevailed across most of the pan-
handle into the lower Trans Pecos.

Early-morning temperatures ranged from
the upper 30s in the Panhandle to the mid-
50s along the Rio Grande into the Concho
Valley.

Extremes varted from 37 degrees at the
Dalhart area to 76 degrees at Rockport and
port Isabel.

Other readings were 57 at Dryden and 50
degrees at Abilene, Wichita Falls and Paris.
It was 63 degrees at Killeen and
Nacogdoches.

Winds were mostly from the south to
southedst from 5 to 15 mph in the Panhandle
and South Plains, with easterly to northeast-
erly winds at less than 10 mph over North
and southern West Texas, near the stationary
front.

A low-pressure: system developed over
southeastern Colorado, creating light and

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‘Lawmakers reach farm bill deal

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Lawmakers have reached a
tentative agreement on a farm
bill that wpuld boost agricul-
tural spénding by about 70 per-
cent, marking a reversal of a

1996 law that was intended to

wean farmers from govern-
ment support.

The - market-oriented
approach instituted by the
1996 law never had its intend-
ed effect. Commodity prices
collapsed in 1998, and
Congress has responded with a
series of annual bailouts to
supplement regular subsidy
programs.

Terms of the new six-year
deal were sketchy, and law-
makers said Thursday night it
remains subject to change
pending some final negotia-
tions and revisions in cost esti-
mates.

“I'll tell you who wins: the
American farmer,” said the
lead House negotiator, Rep.
Larry Combest, R-Texas.

His Senate counterpart,
lowa Democrat Tom Harkin,
said the accord ‘“‘transcends
party lines, will bring prosperi-
ty back to rural America and
charts a new course for farm
policy.”

The bill would increase

$73.5 billion over the next 10
years, the limit allowed by last
year's congressional budget
agreement. Existing programs
are expected to cost about
$107 billion over the same
period.

The White House agricul-
ture adviser,. Chuck Conner,
had no comment on the agree-
ment.

Price guarantees, known as
loan rates, will be increased for
major crops, and the bill
revives a target price system,
abolished by the 1996
Freedom to Farm Act, to pro-
vide additional income: The
loan rate for corn would be
increased about 5 percent.

In a victory for Southern
growers and large Midwest
farms, no significant néew lim-
its will be set on payments that
individual farms could collect.

Despite widespread support
in the House and Senate for
restrictions on subsidies to big
farms, the agreement. would
keep alive a program that
allows grain, cotton and soy-
bean growers to collect unlim-
ited amounts of crop subsidies.

According to lawmakers
and congressional aides, the

‘bill also will include a new

subsidy program for ‘dairy
farmers; a requirement that
meat, fish and produce be
labeled with the country of ori-
gin, starting in two years; and &
new $2 billion conservation
program to reward crop farm-
ers for impmvéd environmen-
tal practices, lawmakers said.

Additionally, the deal was
expected to restore food
stamps to noncitizens.
Dropped in the final deal was a
Senate-passed ban on meat-
packer ownership of cattle and
hogs, one lawmaker said¢

Lawmakers hoped to wrap
up the agreement Friday after
getting new cost estimates
from congressional budget
analysts.

“The ‘whole thing could
blow up. I don’t think it will. It
depends on those numbers,”
said Rep. Saxby Chambliss, R-
Ga.

The legislation will replace
farm, nutrition and land-con-
servation programs set to
expire this fall. The new bill
would expire in 2008, a presi-
dential election year.

“Only six have been imported,” he said.

“After Sept_11, 2001, it was pretty rough,”
said Bazhaw. “All the employeés took a 15
percent across the board cut in pay, and four
were laid off.”

He explained that after the economy began
to improve the four were contacted to come
back to work.

“Two came back, dnd two didn’ t,” he said.

“It’s a lot better now,” he said. “We’ve gone
from 55 employccs to 97. It’s doing much bet-
ter.”

In September 2001, Seaman said the PEDC
paid UMC upon the closing of the purchase of
the property, and will pay UMC $27,300 a year
for five years.

PEDC is paying UMC an employee grant
over an eight year period. He said UMC is paid
$1,000 per number of jobs per year for the first
50 employees. He said the grant incentive also
includes a $500 per employee over 50.

Seaman said the agreement states if UMC
does not provide 62,400 hours of employment
during a calendar year the company will pay
PEDC $24,000 per year no later than Feb. 15
of the following year.

UMC provides, billing services for compa-
nies in different’ time zones, and provides
extended business office services to health

care providers nationwide. Due to the three

different time zones, employees work different
shifts. The first group of workers begin their
day at 7 a.m. and the last ends their work day
at9 p.m.

“UMC’s goals during 2002 will be to add
additional services and sign new customers to
mitigate our significant customer concentra-
tion risk while increasing profitability,” said
Seaman. “I believe UMC is well positioned to
attain these goals.”

I was reading the book of
Hebrews and I noticed a story
about Abraham.

I always enjoy reading the
I1th chapter o6f Hebrews. As 1

Religion in the news ...

Southern Baptists say
members tops 16 mil.

NASHVILLE, Tenn. (AP)
— The Southern Baptist
Convention, the nation’s
largest Protestant denomina-
tion, says it grew even bigger
last year, adding 92,612 fol-
lowers for a total membership
of 16,052,920.

Still, the gain was lower
than the increase in 2000, when
the convention added about
109,000 people. And baptisms
last year declined by 18,727, to
about 396,000.

The statistics were collected
from local Baptist associations
and state conventions for the
annual church profile.

In several states, moderate
Southern Baptists have broken
away from their state conven-

‘tions, taking ‘members and

churches with them, to protest
the conservative beliefs of the
church’s nétional leaders.

It remains unclear how
many members have been lost
to the breakaway groups, since
some churches maintain ties
with both the state conventions
and the new moderate organi-
zations.

The next two largest
Protestant denominations in
terms of membership are the
United Methodists, with
8,340,954, and the Church of
God in Christ with a total of
5,499,875 followers.

Roman Catholicism
remains the largest religious
body in the United States, with
more than 63 million members.
Interfaith ministry mails
checks to riot survivors

TULSA, Okla. (AP) — A
Tulsa ministry has mailed repa-
ration checks to 131 survivors
of a 1921 race riot, most of
whom were children when
whites laid waste to black
neighborhoods with guns and
torches.

The Tulsa Metropolitan
Ministry Reparations Gift
Fund, an interfaith coalition,
this month disbursed $28,000
in checks to the elderly sur-
vivors of the 14-hour conflict
that left thousands in the

Greenwood neighborhood
homeless. At least 38 peaple
were killed, most of them
black.

Each survivor received
about $200.

Summum’s take is that
copulation played a vital role
in creation of the universe,
and that all progression and
evolution happens through
sexual ecstasy.

With Summum, sexuality
is not merely an avenue to
enjoyment. “It’s there for
meditation,” Ra said. “‘But
when you have that ecstasy,
that’s creatidn itself. We call it
the state of becoming god. It’s
not something you would do
ata brothcl or only for procre-
ation.’

The vital role of sex in Ra's
beliefs is evident in decora-
tions in the pyramid, includ-
ing candleholders molded to
look like sex organs.

Ra’s assistant, Ron Temu, a
licensed funeral director and
embalmer, also does mummi-
fications, which Summum
prefers over burial.
Comparing their beliefs to
ancient Egyptian creeds,
Summum teaches that even

Chernobyl disaster unforgotten

SLAVUTYCH, Ukraine (AP) — Hundreds
of people, many of them still working at the
Chernobyl power plant, braved a biting cold
on Friday to lay flowers and light candles at
a memorial service to loved ones who died in
the world’s worst accident 16 years ago.

“l come .every year,”” said Lyubov
Rasovova, who was fortunate to have the day
off from her job at Chernobyl on the day of
the accident, April 26, 1986. Every year sur-
vivors mark the anniversary in the nearby
town of Slavutych at 1:23 a.m., the: moment
when the explosion occurred, spewing radia-
tion across Europe.

Rasovova manages a storage facility at
Chernobyl and knew many of the 26 men and
two women whose portraits are etched into
the low, gray granite wall in the square com-
memorating workers who were killed within
days of the explosion. Thousands more peo-
ple in Ukraine, Belarus and Russia have since
died from radiation-related illnesses.

Chernobyl closed in December 2000, but
the work of dismantling the plant continues.
While remorse for the past was foremost in
people’s minds Friday, there wege also fears
about the impending job lossé€ wheit thé
work is finally finished.

About 1,500 people have left Slavutych
since 2000 and more flight is expected. The
city was built in the aftermath of the accident
to house Chernobyl workers forcibly evacu-
ated from homes in the plant’s shadow.

“The main priority of the city today is sur-
vival,” said Slavutych Mayor Vladimir
Odovichenko. With efforts now focused on
taking apart the nuclear plant, Odovichenko
is reliant on international assistance for a
large portion of his budget.

For the next two years, Odovichenko
expects closure operations to provide many
jobs for Slavutych residents, but he dreads
future losses of skilled workers who seek
jobs elsewhere.

Thousands of Slavutych’s 25,000 resi-
dents still work in “‘the zone’’ — an 18-mile
swath of land that was evacuated soon after
the accident and closed off to outsiders for

years.

However, the mayor is confident that his
town — which is just outside the zone — is
safe.

Despite a lack of work and questionable
ecological safety, the decision to move is not
an easy one for Slavutych residents as eco-
nomic conditions have deteriorated through-
out Ukraine in recent years.

“Before, the Soviet Union helped us, now
we don’t know what will happen,” said
Oleksandr Korolov, 50, who has worked at
Chernobyl since 1978.

Emotional ties. alsé contribute to
Slavutych residents’ decision to stay put.

“What's one to do?"” said Rasovova. “I
feel comfortable here— it’s my city, my job,
my life. I'm used to it not being safe.”

Shooter goes on rampage at German school

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Rumsfeld: No sign of bin Laden

BISHKEK, Kyrgyzstan
(AP) — The search for Osama
bin Laden has found neither
“hide nor hair” of America’s
No. 1 terrorist target since
December, ‘but the fight to rid
Afghanistan of his al-Qaida
network will continue for
months, Defense Secretary
Donald H. Rumsfeld said
Friday.

In a question-and-answer
session with a group of about
400 U.S. and allied troops, one
airman posed the kind of blunt
question Rumsfeld rarely hears
in Washington. “When we get
our hands on Mr. bin Laden, are
we going to negotiate with him
or annihilate him?” the airman
asked.

Grinning amid hoots and
hollers from his audience,
Rumsfeld replied, “In truth, it’s
kind of his choice.”

Rumsfeld, who flew to
Bishkek's main airport, Manas,
from Washington to begin a
four-day Central Asia visit,
rarely mentions bin Laden in
his public remarks about the
war unless he is asked.

“We're hunting him down,”
he said. “We're tracking him
down. He’s hiding. We haven't
heard hide nor hair of him for
about, oh, since December, in
terms of anything hard.”
Rumsfeld said even with bin
Laden still on the loose, “he is
probably not very effective now
in running the al-Qaida organi-
zation.”

Some believe bin Laden
slipped away when his al-Qaida
fighters made a last stand at
Tora Bora in mid-December.

“My guess is ... he'll either
be killed in some attack that
takes place when we find him
or he’ll be captured, ... in which
case we would have an oppor-
tunity to visit with him,” he
said.

Before speaking to the
troops, Rumsfeld took a quick
tour of the U.S. and allied troop
buildup at Manas airport, which
has become new foothold for
American and allied airpower
in the war on‘terrorism.

From inside his sport utility
vehicle Rumsfeld could sée six
Marine Corps F/A-18 Homet
fighter jets on the tarmac, a
similar number of French
Mirage 2000D fighters-and a
smattering of cargo and refuel-
ing aircraft from a variety of
allied nations.

Of the 2,000 'coalition
troops stationed here, about
half are American.

The area at Manas that has
become home to the allied air
forces ‘is dubbed Ganci Air
Base in honor of New York
City Fire Chief Peter J. Ganci
Jr., who was killed in the Sept.
11 attacks on the World Trade
Center towers.

Rumsfeld was greeted at the
airport by Defense Minister
Gen. Esen Topov and U.S.
Brig. Gen. V. Wayne Lloyd of
the West Virginia Air National
Guard, commander of the
American forces here.

In a pep talk to the troops,
Rumsfeld thanked them for

. about the

their contributions to the war in
Afghanistan.

“You stand against an evil
— an evil of mass murderers,”
he said.

Air forces of seven other
allies are based here —
Australia, Denmark, France,
the Netherlands, Norway,
South Korea and Spain.

In an interview on the flight
from the United States,
Rumsfeld told reporters that
U.S. and allied forces in
Afghanistan are capturing al-
Qaida and Taliban fighters
“almost every day, in small
numbers.”’

The comment indicated that
U.S. soldiers are having more
regular contact with enemy
forces than American officials
had suggested in recent weeks.
Rumsfeld was not specific
location of the
encounters and did not say
whether any senior al-Qaida
figures had been killed or cap-
tured recently.
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ERFURT, Germany "(AP)
— A recently expelled student
and a second gunman opened
fire inside a school Friday,
killing two teachers and a
police officer.
